servitude. Senator Trumbull, who drew t f e act. 
and who was its earnest advocate in the Senate, 
stated, on ripening the discussion upon it in that 
body, Thai tne measure was Intended to give effect 
to the declaration of the amendment, and to se­
cure to ail pertons in the United Mates piacticaf 
freedom.
