At the pol. which 
I attended no faker election could have 
been held than want was held at that placs.

Hence you must perceive that the exam­
ination of the lower court was complete on 
all the quest! >ns at issue, and it was upon 
this examination that toe lower court de­
creed all the Fusion caad.datcs fairly 
elected.

It was from the decision rendered in these 
three consolidated cases—the contest of the 
Republican candidates timely filed, the con 
test of the Fusion candidates likewise filed 
timely and the intervention of the State— 
that the.

The transar.pts filed by these appellants
