To incorporate the town of Spe»r*v;!l«, is
the parish of Union, defining the bounda­
ries thereof, and for other purposes.
S e c t i o n  I. He it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representative-* of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That ali that portion or district known a* 
Spearsviile, in the parish of Union, com­
prising one mile square, with the store­
house belonging ♦*> J. R. Geyue as a centre, 
be and the same is hereby created » body 
corporate and politic, in fact and law. by 
the name »nd style of the town of Spears- 
viile. and by tiie aame name shall have 
perpetual succession, shall be capable of 
suing and being sued, aud «f prosecuti AS 
and defending in ail courts ali actions and 
matter whatever; may purchase aud re 
ceive by donation, and hold property of ail 
kinus within and without the limits of the 
town; also may have and use a common 
seal.

8 ec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the Governor of the State of Louisiana 
shall, immediately after the passage of this 
act, appoint a mayor and five councilmen, 
in aud for the s*id town of Spcarsviile. 
whose term of office shall be for the period 
of one year, dating from the first Monday 
of April, A. D. 1873, or until their succes­
sors are elected aud qualified, aud every 
year thereafter, theve shall be au election 
for the said officers by the qualified voters of 
the town of Spearsvilie at large.

8 ec . 3. Be it further enacted. *tc.. That 
the mayor and live eouncilmea who shill 
be elected or appointed, as the case tnay be. 
shall pass all laws or ordinances for said 
town, subject to the approval or veto of the 
mayor; but such veto shall no? negative 
any law or ordinance which may be passed 
by" four of the councilmen over said veto. 
That tho said couneiimen shall have power 
to pass all by-laws and ordinances to regu­
late. prevent and remove nuisances, to pre­
vent the introduction of contagious diseases 
within said town, to establish night 
watches and patrols and ?o_ erect lamps, 
and generally to pass any by-laws and or­
dinances in writing not inconsistent with 
the constitution and laws of the United 
S atea and of this State as they may deem 
proper, in relation to public markets, 
streets, highways, alleys and sidewalks, 
and to disorderly conduct ami nuisances 
generally, cr anything whatever that may 
relate to the good government of said town, 
to impose such tines and penalties for a 
breach of their by-laws and their ordi­
nances us they may think.proper, not to ex­
ceed the sum of one hundred dollars lor a 
single offense, recoverable before any court 
of competent jurisdiction, to regulate 
weights and measures and to make such or­
dinances as they may deem necessary for 
the good government and municipal regula­
tion of the said town.

Sec . 4. Be i? further enacted, etc.. Tha* 
the mayor and councilmen have power o:' 
laying "an ad valorem tax upon all canals, 
houses, stores and movable property within 
the limits of said corporation: provided, 
the said tax shall not exceed at any time 
“two mills ou the dollar;” to tax billiard 
tables, taverns, mercantile houses, apothe­
cary shops, groceries, coffeehouses and 
shops retailing spiritous liquors, drays, 
carts, trades and professions, fruit stands, 
oyster saloons, restaurants, eating houses, 
livery stables, bowling alloys, peddiers and 
hawkers, lumber yards, coal yards, butch­
ers and contractors, shows, menageries, 
museums and theatres. At lea3t one half 
of said taxes sha'ii lie appropriated exclu­
sively to tho benefit ami improvement c[ 
the streets and sidewalks of said town ot 
Spearsvilie.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc.- That 
the mayor sha'ii within ten days after his 
election or appointment, as the case may 
be. appoint, with the advice and consent 
of tho councilmen, suitable persons to fill 
the office of secretary, treasurer, assessor 
and collector and marshal of said corpora­
tion who shall hold their offices, during 
the pleasure of the mayor, and the mayor 
shall tiT any vacancy in said offices within 
ten days after it occurs, in the same man­
ner as" above provided, and any two (or 
more of said offices may be consolidated, 
except the treasurer and collector, which 
shall not be conferred on the same person.

Sec. C. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the mayor anil council shall hold their of­
fices for one year, and until their suc­
cessors are duly elected or appointed as 
the ease may be and qualified, and tint 
bstore entering upon the discharge ot the 
duties of their offices they shall take tae 
oath prescribed by article one hundred ( f 
the constitution of tiffs State, which oath 
shall be tiled iu the office of the Secretery 
ot State.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the treasurer, collector and marshal, before 
they enter upon the discharge of their du­
ties', shall give a bond and such security for 
the faithful performance of their duties a- 
the mayor and councilmen may deem suffi­
cient, and the said collector shall within 
such time as shall lie provided for by the 
ordinances and by-laws of the corporation, 
after the receipt of his warrant lor collect­
ing any tax which lias been levied and or­
dered to be collected, collect the same and 
pay it into the hands of tiie treasurer, 
and for that purpose he 6hall have power 
and means to enforce the payment of 
corporation ‘axes, tines and penaiti-s im­
posed by the mayor and councilmen, 
whether ou residents or non-iesidents. as 
are given to the State tax collectors by the 
laws of this State to enforce the paj mc-nt 
ot State taxes, fines and penalties.

Sec. 8. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
it shall be duty of the treasurer of said 
town to receive and receipt for all moneys 
paid over to him by the collector: to keep 
an account of all receipts and expenditures 
in a well bound book, and to submit the 
same to the mayor and councilmen when 
required, and no money shall be paid out 
by him except upon the warrant of the 
mayor.

Sec. 9. Be it further enacted, etc., l .iat 
it shall be the duty of the secretary to re­
cord in a well hound book, to he kept by 
him for that purpose, ali the proceedings, 
by-laws, ordinances, etc., enacted 'by the 
mayor and councilmen. and to cause the 
same to he promulgated by posting then; 
up in two or more public places in said 
town, or by publishing in any newspaper 
published in said town.

Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
it shall be the duty of The marshal to attend 
the meetings of the mayor and councilmen, 
and do and perforin all such duties as may

be required of him by the mayor and coun- 
cilnien, and all othar'duties imposed by law 
upon constables of this State, for which li9 
shall receive the same fees and emoluments 
as are allowed by law law to them; he 
shall be ex-officio collector.

Sec . II. Bo it further enacted, etc . That 
the treasurer, secretary, assessor and mar­
shal, belore entering upon the duties of 
their respective offices, shall take the same 
oath as is prescribed in the section of thos 
act for lhe mayor and councilmen.

Sec. lc. Be ft further enacted, etc.. That 
it shall be the duty of the assessor to assess 
the property, etc ,”oa which said mayo; and 
council ane authorised to impose taxes, and 
make out a ii»t of immovable landed and 
other property in said town subject to said 
tax. together with the amount of tax as­
sessed thereto, pursuant to the ordinances 
ot said town, and the said assessor shall ex­
ercise the same powers as by law are vested 
in the assessors of State taxes.
