For the improvement of the Lower YVil- 
lamette and Columbia rivers, from Port 
land, Oregon, to the sea, twenty thousand 
dollars.

For the improvement of the Upper YVil- 
lamette nvtr, Oregon, three thousand dol­
lars.

For tbe improvement of breakwater at 
YViimington. California, one hundred and 
fifty thousand dollars.

For surveys and examinations, anil con­
tingencies of rivers and harbors, one hun­
dred and twenty live thousand dollars.

Sue. '2. That the Secretary of War is 
hereby directed to cause examinations or 
surveys, or both, to be mrele at the follow­
ing points, namely: At the outlet of Point 
Judith lake. Rh^de island: Crow shoals, 
Delaware bay, near Cape May light. New 
Jersey, for an artificial harbor or 
breakwater; Harlem river, near tbe 
East river, New Y’ork, for removal 
of rocks therefrom; of tbe piers and 
connecting bridges at Chester, Pennsyl­
vania: the Penobscot river, from Oldtown 
to Medway and vicinity, Maine: the Galena 
river, from its mouth to upper bridge in 
city of Galena, Illinois: the harbor at Fall 
River. Massachusetts, for removal ol rocks 
thftefroui; at Wood's bole, in Buzzard's 
bay, Massachusetts, for removal of rocks 
therefrom; Old House channel to 
main channel of Pamlico sound. North 
Carolina; tbe harbor of YVasbington, 
North Carolina: at bayou Lafourche,
Louisiana, from Lafourche crossing to 
tbe month; irom mouth of Red river 
down Atchafalaya river to Brashear, in 
Louisiana: at tiie entrance ot Matagorda 
bay and the channel to Indianola. Texas; 
Pine river, .Saint Clair county. Michigan; 
Monistique harbor, Lake .Michigan; Se- 
bawaing river, Michigan; Yamhill river. 
Oregon; tbe mouth cf Coquiile river, 
Oregon; Red river, from Morehead to Pem­
bina; at the mouth of Kewaunee river. 
Wisconsin: at Elk river. Maryland, below 
Elkton; at Raritan river. New Jersey, below 
New Brunswick, including tbe shoals called 
tbe Middle Ground; the Youghiougbeny 
river, Pennsylvania; Aroostook river, 
Maine, for improvement of the channel; at 
San Antonio creek, San Fiancisco bay, 
California: Santa Cruz, California; Estero 
bay. near Santa Barbara, California. And 
not to exceed five thousand dollars of the 
above appropriation may be expended in 
an exploration of routes for tbe extension 
of tbe C’hesajieake and Ohio canal to the 
Ohio river, by the north and south branches 
of the Potomac river.

Massa­
chusetts, at Hodgkins' cove, to ascertain 
the piacticability of a harbor of refuge by 
building a breakwater there.
“Sec. 3. That the Secretary of Waf is 

hereby authorized and reauired to detail 
from the engineer corps one or more en­
gineers,' whose duty it shall be to inquire 
into and report upon the practicability of 
bridging, consistently with the interests of 
navigation the channel between Lake 
Huron aud Lake Erie, at such points as 
may be needful for the passing of railroad 
trains across said channel, and also its ef­
fect upon tbe navigation ol' the same: aud 
further, to inquire into the number and 
character of tbe vessel* navigating said 
channel, and the number of trips made by 
each, and, if eaid bridging be practicable, to 
report what extent of span or spans and 
elevation above the water will be required 
in tbe construction of such bridge or 
bridges, so as cot seriously to injure the 
navigation of said chanui 1.

Sec. -1. That the appropriation for build 
iDg the pier at Lewes. Delaware, contained 
in The act approved July fifteenth, eighteen 
hundred and seventy, an act entitled “an 
act making appropriations for sundry civil 
expenses ol' the government for the year 
ending -June thirtieth, eighteen hundred 
and seventy-one, and for other purposes," 
lie and the same is hereby extended until 
June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and seven­
ty-four.

An act to revise, consolidate, and amend

the laws relating to pensions.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That if 
the ability of any officer of the army, in­
cluding regulars, volunteers, aud militia, or 
any officer in tbe navy or marine corps, or 
any elisted man, however employed, in the 
military or naval service of the United 
States, or in its marine corps, whether regu­
larly mustered or not, disabled by reason of 
any wound of injury received, or disease 
contracted, while in tbe service of the 
United States and in tbe liue of duty; any 
master serving on a gunboat, or any ; il it, 
engineer, sailor or other person not rt gu- 
larly mustered, serving upon any gunboat 
or war vessel of the United States, disabl d 
by any wound or injury received, or other­
wise incapacitated, while in .the line of 
duty, for procuring his subsistence by 
manual labor; any person not an enlisted 
soldier in the army, serving for the time 
being as a member Of the militia of any 
State under orders of an officer of the 
United State*, or who volunteered for tbe 
time being to serve with any regularly or­
ganized military or naval force of the Uni­
ted States, or who otherwise volunteered 
and rendered service in any engagement 
with rebels or Indian*, disabled in conse­
quence of wounds or injury received in the 
line of duty in such temporary service; any 
acting assistant or contract’ surgeon, dis­
abled by any wound or injury received or 
disease contracted in the line of duty while 
actually performing the duties of assistant 
surgeon or acting assistant surgeon with 
any military force in the field or in transitu 
or in hospital, or aDy provost marshal, dep­
uty provost marshal, or enrolling officer, 
disabled by reason of any wound or injury 
received in tbe discharge of his duty, to 
procure a subsistence by manual labor, has 
been since tlie fourth day of March, eight­
een hundred and sixty-one, or shall here­
after be impaired by reason of such disa- 
bilitv. be shall, upon making due proof of 
the fact, according to such lorrns and regu­
lations as are or may lie provided by and in 
pursuance of law. be pla»od upon the list of 
invalid pensisners of the United States, ami 
be entitled to receive, tor a total disability 
or a permanent specific disability, such pen­
sion as is hereinafter provided in such cases, 
aud for an inferior disability, except in cases 
of petinanent specific disability for which 
tbe rate of pension is expressly pro­
vided, an amount proportionate to that pro­
vided for total disability, to commence as 
hereinafter provided, aud to continue dur­
ing the existence of the disability: provided, 
that no claim of a State militiaman, or non- 
enlisted person, on account ol disability 
from wounds or injury received in battle 
with rebels or Indians, while temporarily 
rendering service, shall be valid unless pro­
secuted to a successful issue prior to tbe 
fourth day of July, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-four; and pro'vided further, that no 
person’ shall be entitled to a pension by 
reason of wound# or injury received or dis­
ease contracted in the service of the United 
State* subsequent to the twenty-seventh 
day of July, eighteen hundred and sixty- 
eight, unless the person who was wounded 
or contracted tbe disease was in the 
line of duty: and, it in the military ser­
vice, was at the time actually in the field, 
or on the march, or at some post, fort, 
or garrison, or en route by direction of 
competent authority to *ome post, fort or 
garrison; or, if in the naval 'service, was 
at the time borne on tbe books of some 
ship or other vessel of the United States, at 
sea or in harbor, actually in commission, or 
was at some naval station, or on his way, 
by direction of cojnpetegt authority, to the

United States -̂or to seme other vessel, or
naval station, or hospital.

Sec. 2. That the pension for total disa­
bility shall be a* follows, namely: For
lieutenant colonel and all officers of h%her 
rank in the military service and in tbf- ma­
rine corps, and for captains, and dn officers 
of higher rank.'commander, surgeon, pay­
master, and chief engineer, respectively 
ranking with commander by law. lieutenant 
commanding and master commanding, in 
the naval service, thirty dollars per month: 
for major in tbe. military service and in tbe 
marine corps, and lieutenant, surgeon, pay­
master, and chief engineer, respectively 
ranking with li-utenant by law, and passed 
assistant surgeon in the naval service, 
twenty-five dollars per month; for captain 
in the military service and in the marine 
corpe, chaplain in the army, and provost 
marshal, prbleesor of mathematics, master, 
assistant surgeon, assistant paymaster, anil 
chaplain in the naval service, twenty dol­
lars tier month; for first lieutenant in the 
military service and in tbe marine corps, 
acting assistant or contract surgeon, and 
deputy provost marshal, seventeen dol­
lars per month; for second lieutenant 
in the military service and in the marine 
corps, first assistant engineer, ensign, and 
pilot in the naval service, and enrolling 
officer, fifteen dollars per month: for cadet 
midshipman, passed midshipman, midship­
men, clerks of admirals and paymasters, 
and ol other officers commanding vessels, 
second and third assistant engineer, mas­
ter's mate, and all warrant officers in the 
naval service, fen dollars per month; and 
for all enlisted men whose rank or office is 
not mentioned in this section, eight dollars 
per month; and the masters, pilots, engi­
neers, sailors, and crews upon the gunboats 
a ol war vessels shall be entitled to receive 
the pension allowed herein to those of iike 
ranj; in the naval service: and every com­
missioned officer of the aimy, navy, or ma­
rine corps shall receive such and only such 
pensions as is herein provided for the rank 
he held at the time he received the injury, 
or contracted tbe disease which resulted in 
the disability, on account of which he may 
be entitled to a pension: and any commis­
sion or presidential appointment, regularly 
issued to such person, shall be taken to 
determine Lis rank from and after the date, 
as given in the body of the commission or 
appointment conferring said rank; pro­
vided, that- a vacancy existed in the rank 
thereby conferred; that the person commis­
sioned’ was not so disabled for military 
duty: and that be did not willfully neglect 
or refuse to be mustered.

Sec. 3. That for the period commencing 
July fourth, eighteen hundred and sixty- 
four, and ending July third, eighteen bun­
dled and seventy-two, those persons entitled 
to a less pension than hereinafter men­
tioned, who shall have lost both feet in the 
military or naval service and in the line of 
duty, shall he entitled to a pension of 
twenty dollars per month: for the same pe­
riod those persons who, under like circum­
stances. shall have lost both hands or the 
sight of both eyes, shall be entitled to a 
pension of twenty-five dollars per month; 
and for the period commencing March third, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-live, and end­
ing June third, eighteen hundred and seven­
ty-two, thoee persons who under iike c ir­
cumstances shall have lost one hand and 
one foot, stall be entitled to a pension 
of twenty dollars per month; and for 
the period commencing June sixth, eigh­
teen "hundred and sixty-six. and ending 
June third, eighteen hundred and sev­
enty-two, those persons who under like 
circumstances shall have lost one bond or 
oDe foot, shall be entitled to a pension of 
fifteen dollars per month: and for the pe­
riod commencing June sixth, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty-six, and ending June third, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two, these 
persons entitled to a lees pension than here­
inafter mentioned, who by reason of injury 
received or disease contracted in the uiili 
tary or naval service of the United States 
and iD the line of duty, shall have been per­
manently and totally disabled in both 
hands, or who shall have lost the sight- of 
one eye, the other having been previously 
lost, or who shall have been otberwiso so 
totally and permanently disabled as to 
render them utterly helpless, or so nearly 
6 0  as to require regular personal aid and 
attendance of another person, shall be en­
titled to a pension of twenty-five dollars 
per month: and for the same period those 
who under like circumstances shall have 
been totally and permanently disabled in 
both feet, or in one band and one foot, or 
otherwise so disabled as to be incapacitated 
for the performance of any manual labor, 
but not so much as to require regular per­
sona! aid and attention, shall be entitled to 
a pension of twenty dollars per month; 
and for tbe same period all persons who 
under like circumstances shall have been 
totally and permanently disabled iu one 
band, or one foot, cr otherwise so disabled 
as to render their inability to perform man­
ual labor equivalent to tbe loss of a band 
or loot, shall be entitled to a pension of fif­
teen dollars per month.

Sec. -1. That from and after June fourth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two. all per­
sons entitled hy law to a less pension than 
hereinafter specified, who, while in the mili­
tary or naval service of the United States, 
and in line of duty, shall have lost the sight 
of both eyes, or shall have lost the sight ot 
one eye. the sight of the other having been 
previously lost, or shall have lost both 
hands, or shall have lost both feet, or been 
permanently and totally disabled in the 
same, or otherwise so permanently and 
totally disabled as to render them utterly 
helpless, er *o nearly so as to require tbe 
regular pers mal aid and attendance of an­
other person, shall be entitled to a pension 
of thirty-one dollars and twenty-five cents 
per mouth; and all persons who, under like 
circumstances, shall have lost one hand 
and one loot, it been totally aud perma­
nently disabled in the same, or otherwise so 
disabled as to be incapacitated for perform­
ing any manual labor, but not so much as 
to require regular personal aid and 
attendance, shall be entitled to a 
pension of twenty-four dollars per 
month ; and all persons who, under 
like circumstances, shall have lost 
one hand, or one foot, or been totally and 
permanently disabled in the same, or other­
wise so disabled as to render their inca­
pacity to perform manual labor equivalent 
to the loss of a hand or foot, shall be en­
titled to a pension of eighteen dollars per 
month; provided, that ail persons who, un­
der like circumstances, have lost a leg 
above the knee, aud in consequence thereof 
are so disabled that they can not use artifi­
cial limbs, shall be rated in the second class 
and receive twenty-four dollars per month; 
and all persons who. under like circum­
stances, shall have lost the hearing of both 
ears, shall be entitled to a pension of thir­
teen dollars per month; provided, that the 
pension for a disability not permanent, equi v- 
alent in degree to any provided for in this 
section, shall, during the continuance of 
the disability in such degree, be at the same 
rate as that herein provided for a perma­
nent disability of like degree; provided 
further, that, except in cases of permanent 
specific disabilities, no increase of pension 
*hall be allowed to commence prior to the 
date of the examining surgeon’s certificate; 
and that in this, as well as all other cases, 
the certificate of an examining surgeon, or 
of a board of examining surgeons, shall be 
subject to tbe approval of the Commis­
sioner of Pensions.

8ec. 5. That the rale of eighteen dollarR 
per month may be proportionately divided 
for any degree of disability established for 
which the second section of this act makes 
no provision.

Sec. o. That officers absent on sick leave, 
and enlisted men absent on sick furlough! 
or on veteran furlough, while with the or­
ganization to which they belong, shall be 
regarded in the administration of the pen 
sion laws in the same manner as if they 
were in the field or hospital. J

Sec. 7. That the period of service of all 
persons entitled to the benefit of the pen­
sion laws, or on account of whose death any 
person may become entitled to a pension 
shall be construed to extend to the titpe of 
disbanding the organization to which such 
per*ou belonged, or until their actual dis­
charge for other cause thau the expiration 
of the service of such organization.

Sec. 8. That if any person embraced with­
in the provisions of the first section of this 
aot bas died since the fourth day of March 
eighteen hundred and sixty-one. or shall 
hereafter die, by reason of anv wound 
injury, or disease which, under the condi­
tions and*limitations ol said section, would 
have entitled him to an invalid pension had 
he been disabled! his widow, or if there be 
no widow, or in case ot her death, with­
out payment to her of any part of the pen- 
sion hereinafter mentioned, hie child or 
children, under sixteen years of age, shall

be entitled to receive the esme pension se
the husband or father would have been en­
titled to had he been totally disabled, to 
commence from The death of the nu9ban 
or father, to continue to ^  V'dowc.unng 
her widowhood, and to his child or 
until thev severally attain the age of SxXtee 
rears, and no longer, and that if the widow 
remarrv. the child or children shall be enti­
tled from the date of remarriage. That tbe 
provisions of this act are hereby extended 
tTand made to embrace the officers and 
private* of the Missouri State militia, and 
the provisional Miesouii militia, gab led  
by reason of injury received or disease con­
tracted iu the line of duty while such nd- 
litia co operating with Lmtec. biz*
forco*. and the widower children ot any 
such person, dying of injury received or dis­
ease contracted under !he cireumstances 
herein set forth, shall beentitled to the oene- 
tits of this act; piovided, that the pensions 
cn account of such milit’.a shaL not coin- 
mence prior to the date of the passage ot 
act. That the provisions of this section 
sball be so interpreted as to apply fo 
widows, child or children ot officers ami 
privates of tbe Missouri State militia, and 
the provisional Missouri militia, it tbe hus­
band or father was wounded, or contracted 
the disease of which he died, while in the 
service oi the government of the h mted 
States. , . ,

Sec. 9. That the pensions cf widows 
shall be increased from and after the twen­
ty-fifth day of July, eighteen hundred and 
sixty-six, at the rate of two dollars per 
month for each child under tbe age ol six­
teen years, of tbe husband on account of 
whose death tbe claim ha* been, or shgll 
be, granted. And in every case ;n which 
the deceased husband has left, or shad 
leave, no widow, or where his widow has 
died or married again, or where she has 
been deprived of her pension tinder the 
provisions cf the pension law, the pension 
granted to such child or children shall be 
increased to the same amount per month 
that would he allowed tinder the foiegoing 
provisions to the widow, if living and en­
titled to a pension; provided, that the ad­
ditional pension herein granted to the 
widow on account of tbe child or children 
of the husband by a former wife shall be 
paid to her only for such period of her 
widowhood as she has been, or shall be, 
charged with the maintenance of such child 
or children: for any period during which 
she has not been, or she shall not be, 
so charged, it shall be granted and paid to 
tbe guardian of such child or children : 
provided further, that a widow or guardian 
to whom increase of pension has been, or 
shall hereafter be, granted on account of 
minor children, shall not be deprived 
thereof by reason of their being maintained 
in whole or in part at the expense of the 
State or the public in any educational in­
stitution, or in any institution organized 
for the care ot soldiers’orphan*. _

Sec. 10. That iu the admistration of the 
pension laws, children born beloro tlie mar­
riage of their parents if acknowledged by 
the father before or after tbe marriage, 
shall be deemed legitimate.

Sec. II. That the -widows of ooloreil or 
Indian soldiers and sailors who have died, 
or shall hereafter die, by reason of woutjds 
or injuries received, orcasualty receive or 
disease contracted, in the military or naval 
service of the United States, and in the line 
of duty, shall be entitled to received the 
pension provided by law without other 
evidence of marriage than satisfactory 
proof that the parties were joined in mar 
nage by some ceremony deemed by them 
obligatory, or habitually recognized each 
othtr as man and wife, and were so recog­
nized by their neighbors, and lived Together 
as such up to the date of entistment, 
when such soldier or sailor died in 
the service, or. if otherwise, to date of 
death; and the children born of any mar­
riage so proved shall be deemed and held 
to be lawful children of such soldier or 
sailor; provided, that this section shall not 
be applicable to any claims on account ot 
persons who shall Lave enlisted altei the 
passage of this act.

Sec. 12. That if any person has died, or 
shall hereafter die, leaving a widow en­
titled to a pension by reason of bis death, 
and a child or children under sixteen years 
of age by such widow, and it shall be duly 
certified under seal by any court Laving 
probate jurisdiction, that satisfactory evi­
dence bas been produced before such court 
upon due notice to ifie widow that the 
widow aforesaid has abandoned the care of 
such child or children, or that she is an un­
suitable person, by reason of immoral con­
duct, to have the custody of the same, or 
on presentation of satisfactory evidence 
thereof to the Commissioner of Pensions, 
then no pension shall be allowed to such 
widow until such child or children shall 
have attained the age ot sixteen years, aDy 
provisions of this act or of any previous 
act to the contrary notwithstanding; and 
the said child or children aforesaid shall 
be pensioned in tbe same manner and from 
the same date as if no widow had survived 
such person, and such pension sball be paid 
to the guardian of such child or children; 
provided, that if in any case payment of 
pension shall have been made to tlie widow, 
the pension to the child or children shall 
commence from the date to which her.pen­
sion has been paid.

Sec. 13. That if any person embraced 
within tbe provisions of the first section of 
this act bas died since tbe fourth day of 
March, eighteen hundred and sixty-one, or 
shall hereafter die. by-reason of'any wound, 
injury, casualty, or disease. Which, under 
the conditions and limitations of said sec­
tion would have entitled him to an invalid 
pension, and has not left or shall not leave 
a widow or legitimate child, but has left or 
shall leave other relative or relatives who 
were dependent upon him for support at 
the date of his death, such relative or rela­
tives shall beenti'led in the following order 
of precedence to receive the same pension, 
as such person would have been entitled to 
had be been totally disabled, to commence 
from tbe death of such persoD, namely, first, 
tbe mother; secondly, the father; thirdly, 
orphan brothers and sisters under sixteen 
years of age, who shall be pensioned jointly; 
provided, that where orphan children of 
the same parent have* different guar­
dians. or a portion of them only are under 
guardianship, the share of the joint pension 
to which each ward shall be entitled sball 
be paid to the guardian of such ward; pro­
vided, that if in any case said person shall 
have left father and mother who are depen­
dent upon him, then, on the death of the 
mother, the father shall become entitled to 
the pension, commencing from and after 
the death of the mother; and upon the 
death of the mother and father, or upon 
the death of the father aud the remarriage 
of the mother, the dependent brothers and 
sisters under sixteen years of age shall 
jointly become entitled to such pension 
until they attain the age of sixteen years 
respectively, commencing from the death 
or remarriage the party who had the prior 
right to the pension; provided, that a 
mother shall be assumed to have been de- 
pendent upon her son, .within the meaning 
of this act, if, at the date of bis death, she 
had no other adequate means of support 
than tbe ordinary proceeds of her 
own manual labor and the contributions of 
said son or of any other persons not legally 
bound to aid in her support; and if, by 
actual contributions or in anv other way 
the son hail recognized bis obligations to 
aid in support of said mother, or was by 
law bound to such support, and that 
father or a minor brother or sis-
*er, ln . Lke manner and
under like conditions, be assumed to have 
been dependent, except that tbe income 
which was derived or derivable from Lis 
actual or possible manual labor shall he 
taken into account iu estimating a lather's 
means ot independent support; provided, 
lurther, that the pension allowed to anv 
person on account ol his or her dependence 
as hereinbefore provided shall not be paid 
tor any period during which it shall not be 
necessary as a means of adequate subsist­
ence.

Sec. 14. That the remarriage of any 
widow, dependent mother or dependent 
sister, entitled to pension, shall not bar her 
right to such pension to the date ot her re- 
marrtage, whether an application therefor 
Wa? r d or after such marriage;
and that on the remarriage of any widow, 
dependent mother or dependent sister, hav­
ing a pension, such pension shall cease.

Sec. 15. That all pensions which have 
been, or which may hereafter be, granted 
in consequence of death occurring from a 
cause which originated in the service since 
the fourth day of March, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-one, or in consequence of wounds 
or injuries received or diseaee contracted 
since said date, shall commence from the 
death or discharge of the person on whose 
account the claim has been or -shall here­

after be granted, or from the termination
of the right of party having prior title to 
such pension; provided, that the applica­
tion for such pension bas been, cr shall 
hereafter be, filed with the Commissioner 
of Pensions within five years alter the 
Hgttt thereto shall have accrued: other- 
wise the pension shall commence from the 
date of filing the last evidence necessary to 
establish the same; provided further, that 
the limitation herein prescribed shall to t  
applv to claims by or in behalf of insane 
persons or person’s under sixteen yeais. _ 
r Sec. H>- That iu construing the preceding 
section, the right of persons entitled to pen­
sions shall be recognized as accruing at the 
date therein stated for the commencement 
of such pension, and that the right oi a de­
pendent father or dependent brother to 
pension shall not in any case be held to 
Lave accrued prior to tbe sixth day 1 1 June, 
eighteen hundred and sixty six, ,tml tho 
right ol all other classes of claimants, if ap­
plying on account of tbe death of a person 
who was regularly mustered into the ser­
vice, or reguiarly’toinployed in the navy, or 
upon the gunboats or war vessel* of tho 
United States, shall not be held to have ac­
crued prior to tbe fourteenth day 
of July, eighteen hundred and sixty-

icg assistant or contractsur^t^D, tufcif 
shall not be held to have accrued prior to 
the third day of March, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-five; if applying on account ot 
persons enlisted as teamsters, wagoners, ar­
tificers, hospital stewards, or farriers, their 
right shall hot be held to have accrued prior 
to the sixth day of June, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-six; and the right of all classes ot 
claimants, applying on account of a provost 
marshal, deputy provost marshal, or enroll­
ing officer, shall not be held to have ac­
crued prior to the twenty fifth day of July, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-six; provided, 
that the right of a widow or dependent 
mother who married prior, and did not ap­
plv till subsequent to the twenty-seventh 
daV of July, eighteen hundred and sixty- 
eight. shall not be held to have accruetj
prior to that date.

Sec. 17. That it shall be tho duty of th® 
Commissioner of Pensions, upon any ap­
plication bv letter or otherwise by or ett 
behalf of any pensioner entitled to arrears 
of pension tinder the fifteenth section of 
this act, or, if any such pensioner shall 
have died, upon a similar application by or 
on behalf of any person entitled to receive 
the accrued pension due such pensioner at 
his hr her death, to pay or cause to be paid 
to such pensioner, or other person, all such 
arrears of pensions a* the pensioner uiajr 
beentitled to. or (if dead) would have been 
entitled to under the provisions ot said 
section had he or sho survived; and na 
claim agent or other persons shall be ea« 
titled to receive any compensation for ser­
vices in making application for arrears 
pension.

8ec. 18. That, tho provision* of tLi* act 
in respect to the rate* c f  pension are here­
by extended to pensioner* whose tight t»  
pension accrued under general acts passed 
since the war of the Revolution and prior 
to the fourth of March, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-one, to take effect from and after 
the twenty-fifth day of July, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty six; and that ti e widows o| 
revolutionary soldiers and sailors receiving 
a less sum shall be paid at the rate of eight 
dollars per month from and after the twbn- 
ty-seventh day of July,^eighteen hundred 
and sixty-eight.

Sec. 19. That in all cases ?n which tha 
cause of disability or death originated ill . 
the service prior to the fourth day ot 
March, eighteen hundred and eixty-one, 
and an application for pension sball not 
have been filed within three years from tba 
discharge or death of the person on whose 
account the claim is made, or within three 
years of the termination of a pension previ­
ously granted on account of the service ami1 
death of the same person, the pension shall 
commence from the date of' filing, by the 
party prosecuting the claim, the last pape* 
requisite to establish the same ♦  provided, 
that no clajin allowed prior to the sixth day 
of June, eighteen hundred and sixty-six, 
shall be affected by anything herein con*, 
tained.

Sec. 20. That nothing in this act shall he 
so construed as to allow more than one pen-* 
sion at tbe same time to the same person or 
to persons entitled jointly; but’any pen* 
sioner who shall so elect may surrender hi^ 
or her certificate, and receive in lieu there­
of a certificate for any ether pension t®> 
which he or she would have been entitled 
had not the surrendered certificate been, 
issued; provided, that ail payments pievi- 
ously made for any period covered by th« 
new certificate shall De deducted from the 
amount allowed by said certificate.

Sec. 21. That declarations of pension 
claimants shall be made before a court of 
record, or before some officer thereof having 
custody of its seal, said officer hereby being 
fully authorized and empowere d to admin­
ister and certify any oath or affirmation re* 
iatiDg to any pension or application there­
for; provided, that tlie Commissioner of 
Pensions may designate, in localities more 
than twenty-five miles distant from any 
place at which such court is Lol-Jen. persons 
duly qualified to adruinistt. oaths, before 
whom declarations may be made and testi* 
mony taken, and may accept declarations 
of claimants residing in foreign eountriea 
made before a United State* minister of* 
consul, or before some officer of the country 
duly authorized to administer oaths for gen­
eral purposes, and whose official character 
and signature sball be duly authenticated 
by the certificate of a United .States minis­
ter or consul: declarations in elgims of In­
dians made before a United States agenti 
and declarations in claims under the act of 
February fourteenth, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-one. made before an officer duly au­
thorized to administer oaths for general’pnr-

Eoses, when the applicants, by reason of in- 
rrnity of age, are unable to travel; pro­

vided, that any declaration made before an 
officer duly authorized to administer oaths 
foy general purposes shall be accepted t® 
exempt a claim from the limitation as to 
date ot filing prescribed in the fifteenth sec­
tion of this act.

Sec. 22. That tlie f ’otnrt’ssioner of pen­
sions, on appl'Cation lining made to him in 
person or by letter by any claimant or ap­
plicant for pension, bounty land, or other 
allowance required by law to be adjusted 
or paid by tbe Pension Office, sball furnish 
cueh person,free of all expense to him or her, 
all such printed instructions and forms a» 
may be necessary iu establishing and ob­
taining said claim; and on the issuing of a 
certificate of pension, or of a bounty land 
warrant, he shall forthwith notify the 
claimant or applicant, and also the agent 
or attorney in tin case, if there be one, that 
 ̂such certificate bus been issued, or allow- 
ence made, and the date and amount 
thereof.

Sec. 23. That no money on account of 
pension shall be p lid to any person, or to 
the widow, childi-m or heirs of any de­
ceased person, who in any manner volun­
tarily engaged in. < r irided or abetted, tho 
late rebellion ag i n t the authority of thq 
United States.

S ec. 24. That in, claim for pension not 
prosecuted to successful issue within 
five years from the date of filing! 
the same shall le  admitted without 
record evidence from the YVar or 
Navy Department of tlie injury or tho 
disease which resulted in the disability off 
death of the person on whose account’ tha 
claim is made; provided, that in anycasa 
in which the limitation prescribed by this 
section bars the further prosecution’of tha 
claim, the claimant may present through 
the I enston Office, t., the Adjutant Genera!
