At the close of the rule hour yesterday 

morning, Judge Lynch called up the case 
of “Jacob Hawkins vs. the New Orleans 
Printing and Publishing Company.’* Mr. 
Albert Voorhies arose and objected to the 
court going into the trial of that case then. 
He said that a certain case in which he 
represented the plaintiff, was to have pre­
cedence of trial to that of the former ease. 
He argued that under the iules of court his 
case must be tried first: that the court had 
not observed its own rules, and that it was 
not competent for it to take up the libel 
case of Hawkins.

Air. Voorhies was followed by another 
attorney urging the same views.

The third attorney, wbo spoke in support 
ol the same views, was William M. Ran­
dolph, Esq., who proceeded to urge his 
views in language which, though guarded 
and polite, seemed to imply that a favored 
preference was granted by the court to the 
plaintiff in the Hawkins' case.

Judge Lynch promptly interrupted the 
speaker, and informed him that as he un­
derstood his language to be a covert attack 
on the integrity of the court, no suc-h 
language could be permitted in the Fourth 
District Court or be there uttered by any 
attorney, however high his prestige, with 
impunity. Mr. Randolph disclaimed any 
intention of attributing any bad motives 
to the court in relation to this matter, 
but persistently urged that ‘he court had 
erred in assigning the cause for trial, as the 
lir6t in order yesterday. He made a long 
argument to prove that, under the rules of 
court, the cate had been improperly and 
prematurely taken up. Mr. Voorhies rose 
a second time to address the court, when he 
was informed by Judge Lynch that as he 
had already been heard on the subject, he 
could not be heard a second time; that the 
matter was not of much importance; that 
there were many attorneys in the case, and 
that one argument was sufficient lor each 
counsel. Judge Ogden also participated in 
the debate, and took ground against the 
action of the court.

Judge W. H. Cooley, in a masterly and 
able argument, showed that the action of 
Judge Lynch was authorized by the rules 
of court, and l>y the practice which has 
obtained and still obtains in the other dis­
trict courts of the parish, in reference to 
jury trials. He vindicated the action of 
Judge Lynch as sanctioned by law, expe* 
diency, and the long-continued practice of 
the couits. He was lollowed by Judges 
Cotton and Dibble on the same side. Those 
gentlemen made able and lorcible argu­
ments in defence of the action of Judge 
Lynch, who remarked, when passing upon 
the motion to take up the case cl Mr. Voor' 
hies, substantially as follows:

I am sorry to see that certain attorneys 
have tbougk't proper to endeavor to fasten 
and engraf t upon the issue ol a pecuniary 
nature presented in this cause, a political 
character. This court is no place for poli­
tics. I am no political judge. 1 am acting in 
the interest of no party, class, or clique, 
but in the interest of all the people of this 
great city. Some of the attorneys of the 
N’ew Orleans Printing Company have used 
language which might be taken to imply 
that I had unduly and improperly given a 
preference in the trial of This cause. Poli­
tical capital is sought to be made at this 
time. The court room is crowded, and 
arguments have been delivered more to 
the bvstanders than to the court. 
But this court shall not be used for 
declamation on political subjects, or for a 
school of oratory for those wbo want to de­
liver themselves of political harangues, its 
present judge will have no rule of action 
but the law and bis oath of office. He has 
held several important positions in the 
State of Louisiana, in ail of which he has 
acted so as to leave behind him an unsul­
lied, unimpeachable record. He will do so 
as judge of this court, under his solemn ac­
countability to his conscience and the peo­
ple of this city.

The judgJ then explained how the con­
tinued and partly tried case of the Teutonia 
National Bank was to be taken up on 
Wednesday at 10 M. On the docket were 
three other cases: first, the case of Croft 
vs. Faylor, continued by consent of coun­
sel: second, Jacob Hawkins vs. the New 
Orleans Printing Company, and third, Dun­
can vs. New Orleans Printing Company. 
The first case having been continued by 
consent, the case of Hawkins had to be 
called to be reassigned, and the large array 
of witnesses discharged for that day, it be­
ing known that the ease of the Teutonia 
National Bank would occupy all ol Wednes­
day. The case of Hawkins being the first 
on the docket was fixed for the next day 
(yesterday). The judge's explanation sat­
isfactorily settled the whole matter, and 
showed that the case of nawkins vs. the 
New Orleans Printing and Publishing Com­
pany was properly taken up yesterday at 
12 M.

New Orleans University.
Closing the week of examinations in the 

different branches, the exercises of the an- 
uual exhibition of the New Orleans Uni­
versity will take place this evening at 
Wesley Chapel, on Liberty street, between 
Perdido and Poydras streets. The exer­
cises will consist of declamation, dialogues, 
papers, tableaux, music, etc. The New 
Orleans University has been founded some 
three years, and was incorporated under 
act No. 91 of the last Legislature. The 
school buildings are located at the corner 
of Camp and Race streets. The school is 
under the management of Rev. I. S. Leavitt, 
principal, and Frank G. Cummings, Miss 
Annie E. Seaton and Mrs. L. J. Hammond, 
assistant teachers. The public are invited 
to attend the exhibition.

C ourt Item s.
An application for writ of habeas corpus 

in favor of Henry Lott, a police officer, at­
tached to Sergeant Taylor's Uhlans, was 
made in the First District Court, by Wil­
liam R. Whitaker, Esq. It appeared that 
Lott had been charged with a contempt of 
court in resisting the Execution of a fieri 
facias issued by Justice Falls, seventh jus­
tice of the peace. The patrolman was sent 
down under a commitment which did no 
state a contempt, but averred a conviction 
on a statutory and criminal offense. Judge 
Abell promptly discharged Mr. Lott from 
durance vile, it being cleariy shown that 
the commitment was radically defective.

Perpetuating a  .Nuisance,
During the hottest hours of mid-day yes­

terday a band of sturdy street laborers 
were at work on Delord street shoveling 
the dirt, filth and decaying vegetation out 
of the gutter along the neutral ground be­
tween Tivoli circle and Dryades street, and 
scattering it in the street, there to boil and 
steam and cook and breed eontagioiwn the 
neighborhood. We have before now re­
ferred to this worse than useless waste of 
time and labor, and have published the 
protest addressed to the Council by the 
Board of Health on the subject. It is 
clearly demonstrated that the less gutter- 
offal is allowed to dry up in summer 
weather, the better for the health of the 
neighborhood. Water is nature's own 
purifier, while decomposing vegetable mat­
ter is the greatest sower of the seeds of 
disease. Gutters should be cleaned by 
allowing hydrant water to fill them, while 
the deposits therein should be washed 
through as far as possible, and, when ac­
cumulated at one point, should be received 
in carts and taken away. This fact is un­
derstood and practiced in every city hut 
ours.

Amiou. for Annexatio*.
We eopy the following from the New 

York Herald, of the eighth instant. It is 
from the Washington correspondent ol that 
journal:

It will be remembered that at the last 
session of Congress all of the Central Amer­
ican States were consolidated into one mis­
sion, and the President was empowered to 
locate the minister plenipotentiary at tl • 
capital of any of the States of Guatemala, 
Honduras, Costa Rica, Salvador or Nicara­
gua. The consolidated mission was given 
to Colonel George Williamson, ol Louisiana, 
under the title of minister resident to the 
Central American States. It was stated at 
the time that the President takes great in­
terest in fostering friendly relations between 
the United States and the Central American 
States, and his selection of Colonel William­
son was not only on account of his reported 
skill as a diplomatist, but because he be­
lieves he would be instrumental in encourag­
ing more intimate commercial relations.

Colonel Williamson is instructed to make 
a tour of the several countries, and report 
which capital, in bis opinion, would be the 
most suitable for the permanent establish­
ment of the legation. L can now be stated 
that the President favors Guatemala, on 
account of its nearer proximity to the 
United States. Since the appointment of 
Colonel Williamson, the President has been 
called upon by two citizens of one ol the 
Central American States, accompanied by 
the minister.of their country. The citizens 
had previously called on the President and 
said they were delegates from their coun­
try on official business to England, and 
they desired to communicate with him in 
regard to several matters of interest to their 
country.

The President received them cordially, 
but said, as their country had a duly ac­
credited representative, he could hold no 
intercourse with them except in the pres­
ence of their minister. They subsequently, 
through their minister, made an appoint­
ment to call with him. When the inter­
view took place they referred to the char­
acter of their business abroad, and pro­
ceeded to assure the President that there 
was a very strong feeling in their country 
among all classes in favor of annexation to 
the United States; and in this statement 
the minister coincided. The delegates were 
quite earnest in regard to the matter, and 
asked the President when, in his opinion, 
such a result could be reached.

The President renlied that in the only 
ease where he had favored annexation he 
had been met with a strong remonstrance 
irom the people, and, in his opinion, an­
nexation of a detached State, separated by 
Alexic-o, would lie a distant event: at any 
rate, States in that quarter would have to 
wait until the final status ol Mexico was 
determined, and in the President's opinion 
our progress southward would keep pace 
with the extension of railroads in that 
direction.

Of the five Central American States, but 
one, Guatemala, has a minister resident in 
this country. Senor Vicente Darton, and he 
represents the conntry adjacent to Mexico. 
He is also the charge d'affaires of San 
Salvador, and for the present which one of 
these Central American States is most 
anxious to be annexed is a matter of con­
jecture. _

Eacitemrnt nr Jnckson.
A Jackson. Mississippi dispatch to the 

Memphis Appeal mentions a little difficulty 
between parties well known to the police 
authorities in this city:

Jackson's streets have again reverberated 
with the musical crack of revolvers, and a 
drayman's mule is dead. The well known 
C. S. Bell has been drinking excessively 
lately, and is undoubtedly not in bis right 
mind. He displayed a pistol on the street 
to-day, and leveled it on Deputy Sheriff 
Steele. Steele started to disarm him when 
Beii fired, killed the mule, aud then ran. 
Steele followed after him. and Beil turned 
and fired again. Steele pulled on him, but 
the cap failed. Policeman Scott sent a bul­
let after Bell, who returned the fire and 
then fell to the ground. Bell was picked 
up and taken to jail with all the symptoms 
of death agonies, but an inspection showed 
that he played 'possum to save himself, as 
he was not touched. This is the third time 
that the sessions of the circuit court have 

.been enlivened with shooting in right. The

Laws «f the United Stats* Passed at the 
Third Kessien of  the F*rty-»*c**d 
Congress.

[General N ature—No. 89.]
An act lor the ert ation of a court for the 

adjudication and disposition ol certain 
moneys received into the treasury under 
an award made by the tribunal ol arbi­
tration constituted by virtue of the first 
article of the treaty concluded at Wash­
ington the eighth of May. Anno Domini, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, be­
tween the U nited States ol America and 
the (Jueen of Great Britain.
Be it enacted by the Senate and^lonse of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That imme­
diately upon the payment ol the sum of 
money awarded to the United States by the 
tribunal of arbitration at Geneva to be paid 
by the government of Great Britain, the 
same shall be paid into the treasury, and 
used to redeem, so far as it may, the public 
debt of the United States, and the amount 
eoual to the debt so redeemed shall be in­
vested :n the live »er cent registered bonds 
of tlie United States to he held subject to 
the iuture disposition of Congress.

[General Nature—N o. 90.]
An act to place colored persons who en­

listed in the army on the same footing as 
other soldiers as to bounty and pension. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
colored persons who enlisted in the army 
during the late war. and who are now pro­
hibited from receiving bounty and pension 
on account of being borne on the roils of 
their regiments as "slaves. ' shall be placed 
on the same looting, as to bounty and pen­
sion. as though they had not been slaves at 
the date of their enlistment.

[G eneral N ature—N o. 91.]
An act fixing the time “1 holding the fall 

term of the United States district court 
lor the district of Nebraska.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
fall term of the United States district court 
for the district of Nebraska shall hereafter 
be held at Omaha upon the first Wednes- 
dav alter the second Tuesday in the month 
of'October of each year._

[G eneral N ature—N o. 92.]
An act creating the collection district of 

Southern Oregon.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That ali 
the ports, harbors, bavs. rivers, and waters 
of the main land of all that portion of the 
State of Oregon lving south and east of the 
north bank of the Siuslaw river, shall con­
stitute a collection district by the name of 
the southern collection district of Oregon; 
and a port of entry shall be. and hereuy is, 
established for said district at Coos bay, in 
Coos couutv, of said State; and a collector 
ol customs sliall be appointed by the Presi­
dent ol the United States, by and with tLe 
advice and consent of Ihe Senate, to re*ide 
at Empire citv.

Sec. 2. That ports of delivery shall be, 
and are hereby established in the collection 
district aforesaid, at Ellinsburgh, at the 
mouth of Rogue river. Port Orford, out at 
Gardner, on the Umpqua liver; and the 
collector ol customs of said district is here- 
bv authorized to appoint, with the approba­
tion of the Secretary of the Treasury, three 
deputy collectors, to be stationed at the 
ports of deliverv aforesaid.

Sec. 3. That the collector of said district 
shall be allowed a compensation of one 
thousand dollars per annum, with the lees 
allowed by law, and a commission on all 
customs money collected and accounted for 
by h:m. such salary, Tees and commissions 
not to exceed the sum of two thousand five 
hundred dollars per annum: and said depu­
ty collectors shall each be allowed a com­
pensation of one thousand dollars per an­
num.

[General N ature—No. 93 ]
An art to provide for the payment, in gold, 

of certain wages to seamen ;a foreign 
countries.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congtess assembled, That 
moneys paid under the laws ol the United 
States by direction of consular officers or 
agents, at any foreign pert or place, as 
wages, extra or otherwise, due American 
seamen, shall be paid in gold or its equiva­
lent, without any deduction whatever, any 
contract to the contrary notwithstanding. 

Approved March 3, 1873.

[General N ature—N o. 9*.]
An act to authorize pre emptors or settlers 

upon homesteads on the public land to 
alienate portions of their pre-emptions or 
homesteads for certain public purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That any 
person who has already settled or here- 
aiter may settle on the public lands of the 
United States, either by pre-emption or by 
virtue of the homestead law or any amend­
ments thereto, shall have the right to trans­
fer by warranty, against his or her own 
acts, any portion oi' his or her said pre­
emption or homestead for church, cemetery 
or school purposes, or for the right of way 
of railroads across such pre-emption or 
homestead, and the transfer for such public 
purposes shall in no way vitiate the right 
to complete and perfect the title to their 
pre-emptions or homesteads.

Approved March 3, 1873.

[G eneral N ature—N o . 95.]
An act to provide for the care and preser­

vation of the cemetery near the City of 
Mexico, purchased in accordance with 
the act of September twenty eighth, 
eighteen hundred and fifty.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
President of the United States is authorized 
to provide, out of the ordinary annual ap­
propriations for establishing and maintain­
ing United States military cemeteries, for 
the proper care and preservation and main­
tenance of the cemetery or burial ground 
near the City of Mexico, in which are in­
terred the remains of officers and soldiers 
of the United States, and of citizen* of the 
United States, who fell in battle, or died in 
and around said city; and that this cemetery 
snail be subject to the rules and regulations 
affecting United States national military 
cemeteries within the limits ol the United 
States, so far as they may, in the opinion of 
the President, be applicable thereto. 

Approved March 3, 1873.

[G eneral N ature—N o. !*•’• ]
An act to establish the customhouse value 

ol" the sovereign or pound sterling of Great 
Britain, and to fix the par of exchange. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives ol the Uni-ed States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
value of foreign coin as expressed in the 
money ol account of the United States 
shaii be that of the pure metal of such coin 
of standard value: and the values of the 
standard coin in circulation of the various 
nations ot the world shall be estimated an. 
nuailv by the director of the mint, and be 
proclaimed on the first day of January by 
the Secretary of the Treasury.

Sec. 2. That all in payments by or to the 
treasury, whether made here or m foreign 
countries, where it becomes necessary to 
compute the value of the sovereign or pound 
sterling, it shall be deemed equal to four 
dollars eighty-six ctnts and six amt one- 
hall mills, and the same rule shall lie ap­
plied in appraising merchandise imported 
where the value is, by the invoice, in sov' 
ere:gcs or pounds sterling, and in the con 
struction of the contracts payable iu sover­
eigns or pounds sterling: and'this valuation 
shall be the par of exchange between Great 
Britain and the United States; and all con­
tracts made^fter the first day of January, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-four, based 
on an assumed par of exchange with Great 
Britain of fifty-four pence to the dollar, or 
four dollars forty-four and four-ninths cents 
to the sovereign or pound sterling, shall he 
null and void.

Sec. 3. That a'-I acts and parts of acts la

consistent with these provisions be, and the 
same are hereby, repealed.

Approved March 3, 1873.

[General Nature—No. 97.]
An act to require national banks to restore 

their capital when impaired, and to amend 
the national currency act.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Uongress assembled, That all 
national banks which shall have failed to 
pay up their capital stock, a* required by 
iaw. and all national banks whose capital 
stock shall have become impaired by losses 
or otberwise, shall, within three months 
after receiving notice thereof irom the Con- 
troller of the Currency, be required to pay 
the deficiency in the capital stock by assess­
ment upon the shareholders, pro rata, for 
the amount ol capital stock held by each: 
and the Treasurer of the United States 
shall withhold the interest upon all bonds 
held by him in trust for such association, 
upon notification from the Controller of 
the Cuireney, until otherwise notified by 
him; and if such banks shall fail to pay np 
their capital stock, and shall refuse to go 
into liquidation, as provided by law, lor 
three months after receiving notice Irom 
the Controller, a receiver may be ap­
pointed to close up the business of the asso­
ciation. according to the provisions of the 
fiftieth section of the national currency act.

Sec. 2. That section fifty-seven of said 
act be amended by adding thereto the fol­
lowing: “And provided further, that no 
attachment, injunction or execution shall 
be issued against such association or its 
property, belore final judgment in any such 
suit, action or proceeding in any State, 
county or municipal court.”

Sec. 3. That all banks not organized and 
transacting business under the national cur­
rency act, and all persons, companies or 
corporations doing the business of bankers, 
brokers or savings institutions, except sav­
ings banks authorized by Uongress to use 
the word "national” as a part of their cor­
porate name, are prohibited from using the 
word “national” as a portion of the name 
or title of such bank, corporation, firm or 
partnership: and every such bank, corpo­
ration or firm which shall use the word 
"national" as a portion of their corporate 
title or partnership name six months after 
the passage of this act, shall be subject to a 
penalty of fifty dollars for each day there­
after in which such word shall be employed 
as aforesaid as part of such corporate name 
or title, such penalty to be recovered by 
action in any court having jurisdiction.

Sec. -1. That it shall be the duty of the 
Uontroller of the Currency to cause to be 
examined each year the plates, dies, but 
pieces, and other material from which the 
national bank circulation is printed in 
whole or in part, and file in hi6 office an­
nually a correct list of the same; and such 
material as sbail have been used in the 
printing of the notes of national banks 
which are in liquidation, or have closed 
business, shall be destroyed under such 
regulations as shall be prescribed bv the 
Controller of the Currency and approved 
by the Secretary of the Treasury: and the 
expense of such examination and destruc- 
tior shall be paid out of any appropriation 
made by Congress for the special exami­
nation of national banks and hank plates.

[General N ature—N o. 98 ]
An act to confer upon the superintendent 

of the United States Military Academy 
the power to convene general court* mar­
tial.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
superintendent of the United States Mili­
tary Academy shall have power to convene 
general courts martial for the trial of ca­
dets, and to execute the sentences of such 
courts, except the sentences of suspension 
and dismissioD, subject to the same limita­
tions and conditions now existing a* to 
other general courts martial.

An act authorizing deputy collectors and 

other officers of the customs to act as 
disbursing agents in certain cases.

That in 
case of the sickness or unavoidable absence 
of any collector or surveyor of customs 
from his office, he may, with the approval 
of the Secretary of the Treasury, authorize 
ome officer or clerk under him to act in bis 

place, and to discharge all the duties re­
quired by law of such collector or surveyor 
iu his capacity as disbursing agent: pro­
vided, that the' official bond given by the 
principal of the office shall be held to cover 
and apply to the acts of the person ap­
pointed to act in his place in such cases.

[G eneral N ature—No. 100.}
An act to authorize certain postmasters to 

deposit public moneys in national banks. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Uongress assembled, Thai from 
and after the passage of this act it shall be 
lawful lor any postmaster, baying public 
money belonging to the government, where 
there are no designated depositaries, treas­
urers of mints, or treasurer or assistant 
treasurers of the United States, within the 
county, to deposit the same, at his own risk 
and in his official capacity, in any national 
bank in the town, city, or county where the 
said piostmaster resides; but no authority 
or permission is or shall be given for the 
demand or receipt by the postmaster, of 
any other person, of 'interest, directly or 
indirectly, on any deposit made as herein 
(lescribeil; and it shall be the duty of all 
postmasters who have made any such de- 
posi t to report quarterly to the Postmaster 
General the name of the bank where such 
deposits have been made, and also state the 
amount which may stand at the t;me to 
their credit.

Ab act to fix the compensation of the 

deputy collector of customs at St. Paul.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Uongress assembled. That the 
compensation, including official emoluments 
of all kinds, of the officer appointed in pur­
suance of the second section of the act en­
titled “An act to establish the collection 
district of Duluth, and t» create St. Paul, 
in the collection district of Minnesota, a 
port of delivery,” approved May twenty- 
third, eighteen hnndred and seventy-two. 
shall not exceed the sum of two thousand 
dollars per annum; provided, however, that 
said officer may be required, in addition to 
his duties as such deputy collector, to per­
form the duties of an inspector of the cat- 
toms, without additional compensation

An act to amend an act entitled "An act to 

enable honorably discharged soldiers and 
sailors, their widows and orphan children, 
to acquire homesteads on the public lands 
of the United States,” and the amend­
ments thereto.

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Uongress assembled. That sec­
tion two of the act entitled “An act to 
amend an act relating to suldiers and sail­
ors’ homesteads,” approved June eighth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two, be 
amended so as to read as follow0; That any 
person entitled under the provisions of the 
foregoing sections to enter a homestead, 
who may have heretofore entered under the 
homestead laws a quantity of land less than 
one hundred and sixty acres, shall be per­
mitted to enter so much land as. When 
added to the quantity previously entered, 
shall not exceed one hundred and eixty 
acres.

i  counts presented under the act of July 
twenty-seventh, eighteen hundred and six­
ty-one, to pay to the governor of Connecti­
cut, t>r to his duly authorized agents, any

amounts advanced by the said State in 
payment ot chaplains, extra surgeons, or 
assistant surgeons employed by said State 
in said capacities during the late wai( the 
said claims to be settled by the proper ac­
counting officer* of the treasury upon vou­
chers filed, provided, that certificates of 
actual employment are filed with the ac­
counts.

Sec. 2. That when the vouchers of other 
States for payments made to chaplains, 
extra surgeon*, or assistant surgeons 
situated similarly with those of Connecti­
cut are filed, the Treasury Department 
shall adjust and settle them according to 
the provisions of the foregoing section.
