people who could uot, in the distauce, ap-
preciate the cowplexities of its social sit-
uation. Inlike mauner, thers are gantle-
men who may have naver agen an Indian,
except, perbaps, those who bring guwbo
leaves to tha French Market, or possibly,
those who sell beaded moccasins at Ni-
agara. Yet such persons speak with as-
nranca of the Modoe war, and placs the
fronher sottlers in the wrong for acts of

violence toward these Lteachem}l.s
savages. [t would require 2 his-
tory to explin the border couflict

between civilization and barbarism. It
has extended from the pickets of Plymonth
and Jamestown to the lava bads. It has
been the sawe stors. Adventurous wmen
settled upou the Lorders of the Indiau
country. Their wives were siain, their
houses robbed and their children earried
‘into captivity by thae savages. Very often
the whites would retaliate. Here is one
of the eases: In April, 1774, a number of
people being on the look out for sattle-
ments on the Ohio, were alarmed at a re-
port that the Indians bad robbed sowe of
their party, and so gathered together at
Wheeling creek. Cresap and a party
went up the river, waylaid and killed two
Indians, and afterward killed several more
in the sawme mauner. Dauniel Greathouss
collected a party of settlers tu attack a
hunting encampument of Indians on the
Olio. ‘This party concealed themselves,
and Greathonse went alone to the Indian
camp. Hore he providel drink for the
Indiang, and when a sufficient uumber
was collected and intoxicated heand his
party fell upon them and wassacred the
whole, except a little girl preserved asa
prisoner.

Thus commenced the war which rfe-
sulted in the defsat of the Five Nations
and the occupation by the whites of the
Northwestern Territory. The foreizn
philanthropist will say that the whites
were, in this case, in the wroug. Perbaps
so0; but this was savags warfare, and those
men whose wives and children were at the
merey of a race that struck like a snake at
all they Lated, could not have been ex-
pected to reason like doctors of Cambridge.
It was the same thing when the English,
exasperated by the Sepoy mutiny, blew
their prisoners from the mouth of a
howitzer. Such, however, is Indian war-
fare. Such Waslington understood it to
be when he advised Braddock, so igumo-
rant of this race and its warfare, when
Braddock excliimed: “Fine times, by
G-, wheu a British officer is to be taught
his duty by a bucksin ranger.” The rules
of cwvilized warfare have long since been
discarded in o war of more than two centu-
ries. The mind of the frontiersman
has been mals up, to get the
first shot at the Indian if hs can.
We presume that if those wlo find
the men of Oregon in the wroug for kills
ing Indians under guard, or ecusure those
desperate women who attempted the Lives
of the savage murderers of their husbends,
were o hear the stories of Lusbauds sud
parents whose dear oues had besn killed
or carried off Ly Comanches or Molaves
or Kickapoos or Modoes, they would fity,
if they could nat pardon, the violence of
their batred toward the unregenerate sav-
age. Certamly it was very wrong iu those
men who killed Indian prisoners vnder
the guard snd safe couduct of the Taited
States. Their condurt will no doubt be
investigated, end proper punishment
awarded, ye! fromticr peopls are in a pe-
culiar condition, aud their rules of action
and measures of safety are mot to be
measured as we sit at a sea coal fire,
within easy reach of ths habeas corpus,
wnd the action for damages in assault or

libel.

JUDICIAL ATTRIBUTES.

At last the Picaywne has found a judge
who unites tue qualities which should
distinguish the ermine. Governor Lewis,
of Alabama, was tle public prosecutor
under the enforcement act. *Under
Judge Busteed's arbitrary rulings, every
wan tried was convicted.” *‘Some were
sent to the Allauy peuitentiary for ten
years, and fined 1a all they were worth.”
