A DAY AT FA8S CHRISTIAN.

It is surprising when we have so delight- 
ini a summer residence as Pass Christian 
within two hours and a half of the city, 
that so many of our good citizens should go 
to the North or to Europe for recreation, 
health and pleasure. It was my first visit 
there, and never, in a life of many, many 
summers, have I passed a more delightful 
(lay. Three gentlemen of ns had received 
invitations from the Irving Literary Society 
of the college, to be present at an entertain­
ment to be given by them last Wednesday 
evening, and which, from the programme 
transmitted, was to consist of orations, 
essays, colloquial discussions, poems and 
debates, interspersed with music. The bill 
of fare—so to speak—was attractive. From 
the high reputation of Pass Chrietian Col­
lege, we had been led to expect a good deal 
from the training and scholarship of the 
young gentlemen, and were certainly not 
disappointed. The ecercises were marked by 
evidences of genius, research, information 
and maturity of intellect, such as are seldom 
witnessed in the performances at our collegi­
ate institutions, and evinced the enlight­
ened direction exercised over the youths of 
Pass Christian College by the learned, 
thoroughly skilled and indefatigable Chris, 
tian Brothers. The fine music of this in" 
stitntion has obtained a wide-spread celeb­
rity, and its reputation, not only for the 
“ concord of sweet sounds,” but for sounds 
that stir men's souls from the very depths, 
was fully sustained on this occasion. Why 
is not this branch of education—music, vocal 
and instrumental —more attended to than it 
is, in our American colleges ? Nothing is 
better calculated to refine the rougher ele­
ments of our nature, and to furnish a rich 
source of life-long enjoyment, always social 
in its tendencies, than this noble accom­
plishment.

It would be unfair, among the exquisite 
performances of the evening, stamped 
throughout with a character of superiority, 
to indicate any one in particular as entitled 
to the highest praise. All were good—very 
good. Style—the result of practice and ex­
tensive reading—has certainly been cul­
tivated in this institution, and but few evi­
dences of carelessness in the structure of sen" 
tenets werejexhibited in any of the compo­
sitions. If there was any marked deficiency, 
it was in the style of delivery and of reading, 
which, in some cases, had not received all 
the attention which they deserve from those 
who wish to entertain a public audience, 
most exacting in its demands.

The opening address by H. B. Brunot was 
finely conceived and impressive in charac­
ter, but an orator in such circumstances 
places himEelf in an awkward predicament 
who has to refer to his manuscript for a 
word, which a prompter, near at hand, 
should supply. The author of the disserta­
tion on ’‘American Democracy,” Mr. Hogan, 
indulged in an original vein of thought 
which, in these days of common places, was 
truly refreshing. The idea that Americans, 
in the mass. Dad only since the late war 
begun to study the nature of their own in­
stitutions, and understand the character of 
their own government, caused many a sig­
nificant and approving smile to play over 
the countenances of his hearers. A 
poetic recitation—“Song of Erin,” by 
W. C. McCarty, which the reporter of 
the Tinus by a misnomer calls “a read­
ing,” was a fine production, said to 
have been written by the president of 
the college himself. Had Mr. McCarty 
put a little more of that native fire, which 
1 am sure he possesses, into the delivery of 
this patriotic poem, every stanza of it would 
have kindled an irrepressible enthusiasm, 
and added additional force to his admitted 
grace. "Is the mind of woman equal to 
that of man 1” In the examination of this 
popular theme the object of Mr. J. Curtis 

^teemed to he to convince—that of Mr. T. 
r Proudhoinme to]entertain—the audience. 

Both of them succeeded in their design. 
The champion of woman's intellect under­
stood aqd handled his subject with mast­
erly ability, while the advocate of the un­
popular side of the question (Mr. Proud, 
homuie) so presented it as not to forfeit his 
character for gallantry.

The oration by Mr. G. S. Corkery re­
flected much honor on the mind and heart 
of that young gentleman. A poem, enti­
tled “Daughters of the South,” by Mr. W. 
A. Elder, touched a popular vein and was 
encored. The dialectical skill of the club 
was brought out to great advantage in the 
discussion of a question which is destined 
I tear, sooner or later, to shake this Union 
to its centre. The question was: “Does the 
present system of government education 
deserve more censure than praise ?” The 
question was decided in the affirmative by 
a majority of the committee. Dr. D- K. 
Whi’aker. J . J. Foley, Esq., and Mr, 
Flowers, of the Picayune, invited
guests from this city. Tbe,first affirmative, 
by Mr. J . L. Tesson was an admirable 
specimen of logic and forible declamation. 
The first negative, by Mr. H. C. Burke, 
was equally admirable in the tone of 
thought and delivery. Mr. Burke has only 
to acquire more compass ef voice to become 
in time a splendid orator. The second 
affirmative, by Mr. W. A. Elder, evinced 
the hard, strong, common sense of the 
speaker, who has not, however, paid suffi- 
aient attention to the graces of eloquence. 
The second negative, by Mr. R. H. Tiernan. 
was powerfully argued with great skill and 
fullness of information. Indeed, each of 
the several disputants was equal to the 
occasion, and exhibited a thorough ac­
quaintance with the character ot educa­
tional establishments, both of Europe and 
America, and sustained their own respec­
tive views by authority of the highest 
order. Dr. Whitaker, in reporting the de­
cision of the committee, commended the 
marked ability exhibited by each of the 
contestants, and, in * short speech of five 
minutes in length, took occasion to charac­
terize all the performances ot the evening 
as remarkable for intellectual force and 
scholarly taste, and aa beyond all praise 
for the sacred regard to religious principle 
while imparted to them an impressive dig­
nity, and awakened hope for the future in 
an age distinguished for its infidel tenden­
cies and its political corruption.

A Story Greatly Reduced.
A gentleman who has been for many 

years a resident of this city and connected 
with the Towboat Association from 18-19 to 
ISbO, assures us from kis own personal 
knowledge and an examination of the 
iecords of the association, that the state­
ments contained in a paragraph which ap­
peared in the R epublican  on the tenth, un­
der the caption, "‘Sixteen Years Ago,” are 
incorrect. The matter related to allrged 
extortionate charges for towing the ship 
Mary E. Cannon to sea. grounding her on 
the bar, and claiming $10,000 for assisting 
her off. The records of the association for 
many yeare have been examined, and show 
no such transaction. No such name as the 
Mary E. Cannon appears on the company’s 
books. But it appears that in 1859 the ship 
Mary E. Campbell. Captain O'Brien, from 
Tbomaston, Maine, was towed to the bar by 
the towboat Ocean, got aground and was as­
sisted djf the bar by the Mary Kingsland, a 
consort of the Ocean. The charges for towing 
to sea tee recorded as $526 50, and for 
assistance on the bar by the Kingsland 
$100; in all, $626 50. These facts in the 
case of the Mary E. Campbell we take from 
the original records of the association, 
which have been shown us by the gentle­
man who kept the books in those days, and 
whose testimony is conclusive.

The statement made by the R epublican  
on the tenth was furnished us by a gentle­
man of unquestioned probity; but we are 
satisfied be has been misinformed, as he is 
not in a position to speak of the matter 
from his personal knowledge. If he or his 
informant, however, can establish the facts 
that such a ship as the Mary E. Cannon, 
from Thomas ton, ever visited this pert, 
was towed to the bar, there grounded and 
afterwards relieved at an expense of $10,000 
by the Towboat Association, our columns 
are open for his proofs. At present a strong 
suspicion of improbability rests upon the 
information he furnished us on the tenth 
instant.

Something o f a  F la tte r .
According to Roundabout’s column in the 

evening Times, Superintendent W. G. 
Brown visited the Upper Girls’ High School 
on Friday, and received very disoonrteous 
treatment from the principal. It appears 
that the respect the teacher owes the supe­
rior officer was not strong enough to repel 
the prejudice Mrs. Shaw feels toward a col­
ored gentleman, and that she deported her­
self in a painfully disrespectful manner to­
ward the State Superintendent. This is 
unfortunate. We have always regarded 
Mrs. Shaw as a good teacher, a lady whose 
services are useful, though by no means 
indispensable to the public, in the capacity 
in which she is at present employed.

It is made the duty of the State Superin­
tendent to visit the public schools. Ho is 
the chief executive officer of the system, 
and it will never do at all for a subordinate 
subdivision to put itself so far above The chief 
officer as to behave badly when he is in the 
proper discharge of his official duties. As it is 
happens, too, the visit was made on Friday, 
which is set apart in all the high schools as 
a •* general exercise day,” and when visit­
ors are expected. But the teachers are not 
to prescribe the days for the superintend­
ent sand directors to visit the schools. And 
they are expected to set better examples 
before the pupils than to treat their supe­
rior officers with contumely. The schools 
are, under certain restrictions, open to the 
Visits from parents and school officers at all 
times. And the teachers are, least ef all, 
to be permitted to prescribe the times of 
visitation.

But Roundabout, with his usual prone­
ness to fall into error appears to assume 
that our girls’ high schools are close cor­
porations and that the State Superinten­
dent is guilty of a gross breach of good 
breeding for the intruding upon its privacy 
without first obtaining the consent of his 
subordinate teachers to do so. He had 
better make the principals of the schools 
superintendents at once and abolish the 
State officers.

Q uarantine.
The early appearance of yellow fever in 

Havana and the ports in the Gulf of Mexico, 
has induced, the Board of Health to recom­
mend and the Governor to order a qaaran 
tine upon vessels arriving from certain in­
fected ports. The points named are the 
same as last year, with the exception of 
Belize, Honduras, against which no quaran­
tine is ordered. The quarantine this year 
goes into effect on the fifteenth instant. 
Last year it was not enforced until the first 
of July.

Coart Items.
In the Fifth District Court yesterday. 

Judge Cullom read an opinion, to be found 
in full in the court record, which is one of 
those enlightened, incisory and unpreju­
diced expositions of soiid-beadedness that 
the judiciary occasionally favor the com" 
inanity with, and do more good than vol­
umes of essays. While following the cur­
rent of decisions on the subject, he presents, 
in a few words, an argument which seems 
to refute the points of the dissenting opin­
ion of Judge Wyly in Saavinet vs. Walker. 
A careful leading of the opinion will give 
more information on the subject than any 
abstract could.

The Pieayune case got on a little further 
yesterday before Judge Lynch. A jnry 
was impaneled without much opposition 
:rom either side. Counsel for both litigants 
seem To have great confidence in the 
strength oi their case. The ghost of Pelagie 
Brown appeared in a motion of J. D. Hill, 
of eounselfor defendants, that a subpena 
dnee tecum be issued against Charles Petrie, 
requiring him to produce a receipt and bill 
of sale of furniture from Pamela Marchand 
to Pelagie Brown. Mr. Petrie was in court, 
and was brought to the bar, when the sub­
pena was served on him. He said he didn’t 
know whether he could deliver the papers 
he had or not, and would consult his coun­
sel. He was promptly informed that 
whether he consulted counsel or not he 
would be served with an order of court, 
and if he did not obey it instanter he would 
be put in prison. Charles S. Rice, Esq., 
opened lor the plaintiff, reading the peti­
tion and lucidly explaining the necessary 
legal technicalities.

Mr. Forman followed by reading the an­
swers of the defendants. The fact of pub­
lication was admitted. They proposed to 
prove the perjury charged by the fact that 
the board in which the plaintii. served had 
no returns to act on. Answers were read 
from the corporation and the individual 
defendants.

Mr. Rice then otered in evidence the ar­
ticles published, then the charter of tne 
New Orleans Printing and 1- ublishing C om- 
pany, from which he read two sections. He 
then produced the minutes of the corpora­
tion and proposed to offer in evidence cer­
tain portions. He commenced to read when 
he was interrupted by Mr. Randolph, oi 
counsel for the defense, who maae t.e 
point that the plaintiff having called for 
“the minutes,” should offer them entire in 
evidenoe. This was denied by all the coun­
sel for She plaintiff successively, Mr. Ran­
dolph answering each time.

Two hours were taken up in this discus­
sion. At ten minutes of three the court put 
a stop to counsel talk, and decided that any 
complete record of any day’s proceedings oi' 
the meetings of the corporation must be 
read entire, but that plaintiff oould not be 
forced to introduce in evidence the whole 
minutes. Whereupon the defendant ex­
cepted and the court adjourned.

While the trial was going on and the court 
room jammed a crash of glass was heard. 
In about twenty-one seconds, and to the 
intense disgust of Judge Cooley, who was 
telling every body something they ought 
to know, a voice proclaimed from the door, 
“There are too many people in the roem. 
The floor is sinking.” Everybody wanted 
to get out and all started with a rush. 
Some sensible folks tried to go out quietly. 
Some called out to “go easy.” Some legal 
gentlemen rushed to the window. Cooley sat 
down, put his feet on the adacent ehair, 
and said: “I  et her sink, and”—the rest of the 
sentence was lost in the confusion. There 
wasn't any danger, nut there might have 
been. The p astering over 5ud^e Saucier’s 
dee! had fallen down, smashing tne lump 
shade, but it didn't hurt anybody because 
the courtroom was empty.

The Conferring of the G rand Cross oa 
the G rand Comumuder of the United 
S tates.

The circumstances which led to the con­
ferring of the Order of the Grand Grose on 
J. Q. A. Fellows are very interesting.

In i860 he was Grand Master of Louisiana. 
In this capacity he dedicated the Clay 
statue. His remarks on this occasion at­
tracted attention because of his pointed 
reference to Clay’s often expressed idea on 
the unity of the country. Mr. Fellows held 
his position six years, and saved the Grand 
Lodge intact when it was distressed 
by dissensions beth internal and external. 
At the time of the breaking out ol the war 
ail the Masonic records of the Grand Com- 
mandery of Anights Templar were in this 
city. Mr. Fellows preserved them and for­
warded them, after the war was over, 
North. He was elected a subordinate officer 
of the Grand Commandery of Knights 
Templar of the United»States in 1862. In 
1865, at Columbus, Ohio, he was elected 
third officer of Knights Templar of the 
United States,

In 1868 he was ordained at St. Lcuis sec­
ond officer by regular promotion. In 1871, 
at Baltimore, he was elected chief officer, 
and at that time, at this convocation, which 
occurs only every third year, every other 
officer was left out except the Grand 
Treasurer. In 1861 the prisoners captured 
by the Confederates at Bull Run, some 500 
in number, were brought to New Orleans. 
Eight of them, being Masons, addressed a 
communication to Mr. Fellows, he then 
being Grand Master of this State. He re­
lieved them in prison, and communicated 
to the Grand Lodge of New York the fact, 
of whioh nearly every one in the North was 
irnorant, that these men were confined here. 
He received under the frank of Secretary 
Cameron, from Holland Lodge No. 8, that 
of De Witt Clinton, the first Grand Com­
mander of the United States, a resolution 
of thanks. The Grand Lodge of Ireland 
passed similar resolutions and ordered them 
circulated throughout the world wherever 
they were in communication. All these 
facts contributed to bringing Mr. Fellows 
to the honor be has had conferred on him.

Sir Patrick Colquhoun in 1867 conceive d 
the idea of uniting the divided lodges of 
I nights Templar o? England, Ireland and 
Scotland. This was to be accomplished on 
the tame plan which unites the lodges in 
the United States, and was originatedby De 
Witt Clinton in 18Hi—-the Grand Enoamp- 
ment of the United States. On the seventh 
of April, 1873, this union was consummated, 
and the Prince of Wales was installed Most 
Eminent Grand Comifiander of the Unity 
of Lodges.

On this occasion he conferred the order 
of the Grand Cross, specially created for 
the occasion, on the Emperor William of 
Prussia, King Oscar of Sweden, Sir J. Q. A. 
Fellows, Grand Commander ol the United 
States, and some others.

The following is a copy of the order con. 
ierring the honor:

“ If the statement is correct, there is no 
doubt that General Davis must have ex­
ceeded his duty, and he would have been 
held responsible tor his acts ; he should bo 
guided by military rules and the law.

“We all know they are murderers. The 
President himself eays they are murderers, 
and had General Davis shot them while 
they were being pursued, I do not think he 
would have exceeded his duty. He did not 
do this, and could not afterward shoot them 
in cold blood. General Davis’ report to 
General Scofield,” General Sherman said, 
“may differ from that published in the 
papers. Davis is too experienced an officer 
to do anything that would bring odium 
upon the army, and lay himself 
open to a military conrtmartial for ex­
ceeding his duty.” General Sherman thinks 
there will be no difficulty about disposing 
of the Modocs under arrest—those found 
guilty of murder will be hanged, or shot, 
aud if it is proved that there was an agree­
ment for a general uprising among the 
tribes, others will receive punishment as 
a warning to the Indians.

He remarked, however, it was a pity the 
guilty Modocs were not shot at first, then 
all this commission business and expense 
would have been avoided. As to ihe kill­
ing already ot a few prisoners, he said 
those who committed the act are lo.v black­
guards and murderers, who had nothing 
whatever to do with the army.
