HAVE WE MONARCHISTS AMONG US?

A journal set up here with the obvious,
if not avowed purpose of reviving the hos­
tilities of “ the North and South." has 
thought proper to employ the following 
language ;

T h a t g rea t tace  in th e  South, which gave 
them  the d. e la ta tio n  of independence—and 
the  g rea t leader who m ade it successful— 
and the  constitu tion  o f the U nited States, 
w ith ten  o u t of the six teen  P residen ts to  
ad m in iste r  if. a te  " j " t lion: the people of 
tiie N o rth —and  kep t tij.'trl by relentless 
persecution a u i  iia 'e .

The “great race” spoken of is descended 
from those who fought the Revolution 
i.nd made the- l uion. They all did their 
part. North and South, on land, at sea, 
and around the council table. We deny 
that the people of the North and South 
artf “apart" i.:, 1 d* cm it alike unjust and 
injurious to the South that such state­
ments should be published. We especially 
deny the following assertion from the 
.,amc source:

Four S ta te i a t  lea.*,?, o f  the S outh  con ta in ­
ing th is race  w ould rejoice to-m orrow  to 
know  th a t  they  were to be ru led  by an  hon ­
est m ilitary  despot.

\Ve demand to know what “fourStates” 
these are t In the- first place there are no 
four States in the South in “Yepresentative 
antagonism to the L nion. In the second 
place- the descendants of revolutionary 
sires are not monarchists. They were 
not satisfied, according to one of their 
historians, with tjie personal government 
of President Davis. They complained 
that Lis council was a close party clique. 
They resented the conscription law. the 
impressment laws and the alleged viola­
tion of financial faith. Some of their 
leading m>-n in the empire State of Geor­
gia and elsewhere openly denounced the 
despotism of the Confederate government. 
Whether they were right or wrong, it 
proved a people vigilant of guarantees and 
not prepared to be ruled hv that curi­
ous paradox to a republican mind, 
“mi honest military despot.’’ The ances­
tors of these men fought the king on the 
Boston port bill. They fought the king 
on his impressment of Northern sailors 
on British shippiug. It would do no 
honor to those who with Montgomery and 
Scott braved the snows of a Canadian wil­
derness to drive a king from his last 
colony; who aided Mexico to throw off the 
monarchy of Ferdinand: one of whose 
statesmen adopted the doctrine that no 
more monarchies should be established on 
this continent, and who drove that "honest 
military despot,” Santa Anna, out ol 
Texas.

There were persons ot that great race, 
North and South, who preferred the royal 
to the republican rule. Their descendants 
vet remain. It is natural they should re­
spect the opiuious of their ancestors. 
Wood will telL Our government was al. 
ways tolerant. It granted a liberal am­
nesty after the revolution. Under this the 
Tories escaped any persona! penalties. 
The Republicans of that period were dis­
contented and apprehensive that these 
men would again link the new republic to 
the car of royalty. Au old Republican 
who fought the alien and sedition acts be­
lieved that the object of the Federal party 
was to re-tort* a monarchy- One of his 
reasons was that, after the revolution, he 
saw “ the Tories slipping in, by little ana 
little, into places of power and trust. He 
wondered at their impudence, and won­
dered what it would all come to!’’

If h? had lived to this day he- would 
Lave seen hatred of one- part of the peo­
ple toward the other inculcated as a 
moral duty. He would havcse-_n system­
atic def.imatiou of a Republican adminis­
tration .and. as i corrollary, “au honest 
millitary despot" recommended in ’'.refer­
ence to au elective and representative 
government. That su.-pieious old Repub­
lican might have fancied that he saw, in 
the hereditary fidelity of this advice, a 
solution of his question: “What will this 
admission oi’ Tory doctrines and love of 
monarchy come to ?

The NVw Orleans Ri.rt nr.rr.w deems it 
a duty to vindicate the Southern ('topic 
from this attempt t * make them monarch­
ists in the eyes of the world. The testi­
mony of this journal is good before the 
tribunal of ( uLlic opinion in the North 
and West, and it answers them and the 
world, tb it there are no four States in the 
booth nor any ( ortion ot that people rc- 
specla’ol. in numbers, who have any wish 
to invite any “/ •. •>*( military despot” to 
rule over them.

THE MANIFESTO OF TEE LIBERALS.
The Liberal party, which was justly re­

garded as a very important integer of the 
Lite fusion, has signalized its withdrawal 
front the rather unprofitable alliance by 
publishing a manifesto. We have read 
this document with some care and a certain 
degree of pleasure. It contains sentiments 
which Republicans have i>ceu fighting for 
during many years. Had it been pub- 
li i od one y  rr ngo and subscribed to by 
one »-onsi ’t rutile number of influential 
viti/eas. it \ <>uid doubtless Lave been 
; reductive « f most excellent and desirable 
result.-. But as v.e c in not expect Amer­
ican citizen* t • lx- always able to make 
their honest convictions of principle to 
suit the emergency of the time, it may be 
accept-.1 as n fact that the portion ot the 
public known as Liberals have not been 
able at an earlier J:.y to embrace the pe- 
c ih.ti politieal faith which they now pro­
le-.. It wid be seen tin t they have gone 
a- far as tic- reason of the case requires in 
adapting the fundamental doctrines of 
repul ileariis’ii. or. as the worthy gentle­
men themselves would Lave styled it not 
long since, radicalism:

With tiii* v .w . and in older t<* satisfy

ourselves and  those who m ay ac t w ith us. 
we lay  it down as one of the ca rd ina l poli­
cies ot our organization, which conventions 
will observe in all S ta te , parochial and  m u­
nicipal elections-, th a t  one-half of the nomi­
nees shall be rep resen ta tives of the w hite 
race and one-hail of the colored race. 
There shall he an equal d istribu tion  of the 
pow ers and a u th o rity  of the governm ent 
tir tv een  the  tw o races, and  in th is  way all 
the necessity  of prom ises, which m ay never 
be fuitillnd. will be avoided, an d  apprehen ­
sions a t once forever se t a t  rest.

W hat reason can be urged ag a in st th is 
policy .’ I f  a  w hite m an or a colored m an 
shall be nom inated  to r G overnor, w hy not 
a rep resen ta tive  ot the other race for L ieu­
ten an t G overnor f I t  m ay be said our can ­
d id ate  for G overnor m ay die, and  the  col­
o red  m an m ay be G overnor. This is no 
reason, bu t a d isp lay  o f prejudice. There 
are hundreds of colored men in the S tate  
who would till w ith  credit the office o f chief 
executive, who w ould b e a n  h o n o r to o u r  
people and  a  cred it to  th e ir  own race. In 
m aking nom inations le t  us pu t such  a  m an 
on our ticket.
_ W e niu -t. if  we are  wise in s ta tesm an ­

ship. tak e  the  world as we find it. and  not 
be so vain as to  th in k  we a re  w iser than  
th e  C rea to r ot u s ,all. L et us banish our 
prejudices, as we ask  our colored feiiow- 
citizens to  fo rget th e ir  suspicions and a p ­
prehensions. and  by honestly  and  faith fu lly  
ca rry ing  ou t our princip les and  policy, give 
them  and  the  w orld  a t  once a  p ledge o f our 
own belief in  the wisdom of the  purposes of 
o u r  organ iza tion , auu  th a t  we w ill s tan d  
by it to the  eud in good faith .

Now, as a preliminary step for a suc­
cessful fall trade, this Las our hearty ap­
proval. SSo many of the members of the 
Liberal party as are merchants, or me­
chanics. business men of any kind, cr 
laborers, arc entitled to reap the imme­
diate benefits of this determination to 
“banish our prejudices,” and the colored 
people doubtless will endeavor to “forget 
their suspicions and apprehensions” in 
their favor. Let commerce and business 
intercourse thrive, and every man do 
everything in his power to reform our in­
dustrial condition. But, if by this late 
programme of faith it is intended that a 
new shuffle of the political cards is to be 
called for, to be followed by a new deal, 
in which the honors arc easy as between 
the colored people and the latter-day 
saints, they may look for protests.

We have excellent reasons for bel’e’ tng 
that very mauy of the Liberals, if not a 
majority of them, are sincerely and trttiy 
disgusted with that sort of politics which 
ostracises half the people of the .-t it be­
cause of their race, and a large portion 
of the other half on account of their advo­
cacy of the rights of the colored reop’\  
This policy has been tried and found to 
be destructive of the best interest * o: the 
State, and the wiser ami better men in the 
Liberal party see abundant re sons, aside 
from political considerations, for aban­
doning it. To concede the principles, so 
boldly proclaimed in the manifest:, is to 
destroy all political antagonisi s cu ac­
count of color and break down the bar­
rier that now separates the izciz. TLe 
colored people will then, like the whites, 
be found on both sides of the “ r.est’cns 
ol local policy that may spring up. ' ‘or 
we do not expect the people hereafter to 
be all of one mind except upon those 
matters that have been settled ' eyond re­
consideration—the question of coior be­
ing one ot them.

We suppose it was necessary c :  o t  
Liberal friends thus to *>.dv rtise to * re 
world that they Lave concluded . ;  L .n.sir 
their prejudices. The oftic: 1 announce­
ment supersedes the necessity * r private 
explanation, if, indeed, it will not “ re­
vent it altogether. A man most go with 
his party, of course, and if t’ e he d men 
so order, the r..uk and file must follcv: * r 
bolt. Such is party discipline, and su h 
will be the effect, if it is not the intent, of 
publishing this Liberal unguf t*\

There is no special incongruity between 
the religious and the homicidal intelli­
gence, because until the advent of them..- 
Ionium men will be sometimes carried away 
by their passions, and bloodshed will follow 
in spite Of Christianity and peace socie­
ties. But what shall be said of the state 
of society which justifies the sending by 
telegraph all over the country as impor­
tant intelligence the news of a pro­
jected prize fight? That such barbarities 
are still practiced is shocking enough; 
that men calling themselves decent and 
civilized, patronize t l .m  is humiliating 
enough, but that they should be recog­
nized as facts of interest to the whole 
country to be advertised in advance i- too 
much.

There was a lime in merry England 
when boxing, or “ the noble art of self- 
defence.” as it was called, was so highly 
prized as an athletic* exerci.-a- and culti­
vator of fiir play that the- nobles as Well 
as the plebeians made- use oT it: and thus 
accomplished thcmscdve.s in that perfect 
command of all the limb.-,, that physical 
flexibility and firmness, that «q./<>«<*., 
which follows the regular practice of 
pugilism as a system of gymnastics. 
ITv.ru this perfectly legitimate use ot box­
ing to the brutal business of the prize­
fighter there is a pro ,t descent. The latter 
cannot !■«. defended on any grortiuls wha't- 
iv. r. It as an owuj ..tion. brutalizing 
in its effect * u those engaged in it and on 
the spectators: and is utterly anomalous 
in a Christian community. It cannot be 
suppressed, however, while the press 
suj ports it by para ling its disgusting in­
cidents. familiarizing the minds of our 
youth with its slang, and even advertising 
in advance the occurrence of each demor­
alizing show. It will, of course, be* diffi­
cult to suppress altogether a method of 
gambling so exciting to men’s baser na­
ture?, and so supported by ancient usage: 
but the evil might at least be mitigate,1 by 
•* . raring i: el ths advantage it gains Lv 
publicity.

J t all j.*:t a!- pretending to dc-ct-ffev 
ignore the degrading spe 'facie, even if the 
omission of its details should entail some 
pecuniary loss. It would soon bo regarded 
a . derogatory to furnish news of that class,

and what a paper would gain in one way 
it would more than lose in another. What
father would like to see Lis son poring 
over a circumstantial account of how 
Mike McC'oole “punished-’ Tom Allen? 
It may be news, bat all that transpires in 
a large city, even all that comes before 
the courts, and may therefore be regarded 
as news, is not to be set before the public.

POLITICS IN SPAIN AND FRANCE.
The great success of republican gov­

ernment in the United, States and the 
weariness of kinv- and priests inclines 
France and Spain to adopt free govern­
ment.

It Las been the greatest proof of our 
capacity for self-government that we have 
been able to indoctrinate tolerably the im­
mense mass of European opinion which 
has entered our country. But the want of 
the great antiseptic ot free speech and 
opinion renders the adoption of our in­
stitutions difficult. The first step toward 
forming a republic is to admit all 
men as equal political integers. This 
constituency comes together, and decides 
to delegate executive, legislative and 
judicial powers under certain limitations. 
The definition and limitation of these 
powers is called a constitution. Beyond 
this limit of power the agents of the peo­
ple can not go, without amendment ot it.-> 
letter of attorney.

Now, the idea of the French and Span­
ish people seems to be that a body elected 
as a Parliament upon the violent over­
throw of another form of government be­
comes ipso fa c to  a government with un­
limited powers. Yi'e have seen a Presi­
dent chosen, not by the- people, but by 
the Legislature. A Ministry Las been 
balloted for in like manner, and the 
representative body not only claims un­
limited power, but declares itself iu 
effect a permanent body. These 
States can have no republican government 
without a convention representing the full 
powers of the people, ’.s representatives 
ot this power they must report their 
action to the people, to be approved or 
disapproved by suffrage. Elections or- 
uered, antics Jeffuc-d, and penalties »or 
abuse of trust prescribed, then this ex­
periment of free government ma>* oe safely 
and, we trust, successfully made by the 
corn subjects of a monarch. Until this 
delegation ol power shall have been regu­
larly aad properly made, we confess 
a do rbt . success. It is time to dissuade 
tne putff e ruin ’, of the belief that any 
people is lit to: republican institutions. 
The republics of the md time pirfeeted 
those institutions, when they became idle 
r.nd corrupt. Many peoples upon our own 
cotit next have adopted the forms of free 
government, and are now little better 
than the serfs of ambitious chieftains. 
\ve rep* at our own difficulties in preserv­
ing this freedom with the tendencies of 
the time.-. But a nation which aspires to 
self government must watch and pray and 
arm and deny itself as the candidates for 
IrV-i- htl.ood in the days of chivalry. It is 
only through the possession of sterling

utilities of manhood and womauho .1 
;h:.t the rights of freemen can Lc adopted 
and perpetuated.

indignation if the slightest benefit has 
 ̂ ever resulted to this city from iLe exist­
ence of the Board of ’iea'.th? As this is 
a question of taste as well as of fact, we 
leave it for our enterprising contemporary 
to find out for itself, with the remark, 
however, that we fully believe there has 
been much good done by the board.

The immediate cause of the inquiry is 
the proclamation of tne Governor, acting 
with the advice of the board, establishing 
quarantine against vessels arriving from 
certain ports where yellow fevc-r prevails. 
NVe are aware that quarantine operates to 
the disadvantage of certain private inter­
ests, which is a matter ot regret to all who 
believe in its efficacy as a preventive 
against U e introduction of yellow 
fever. But -ne case of that dread 
iHsaa-j burrs t~e trade of this city 
i u the aggreg ite more than the insti­
tution of quarantine, and we think it has 
been demonstrated to the medical faculty 
that there is very little danger of yellow 
fever here when there is a rigid quarantine. 
If there were any way to produce the same 
sense of safety, at a cheaper rate, doubt 
’ess the board would recommend it and 
the law would vireseribe it. But such a 
pro* * n.'ve has never yet been suggested, 
and the nuih -rities are obliged t > go on 
for awhile longer in the good old w.iy. 
When the ■"• /*• ’•/ will present a plan that 
receive • the approval of the faculty and 
men of sense generally, we will join with 
it in asking lor the repeal of the quaran­
tine laws, though we may then have 
much to say in favor of tLe Board of 
Health. It is a time honored institution, 
and the people feel that they cannot afford 
to do without it.

THE INTEREST ON THE PUBLIC DEBT.
The Now York political writers are l r.~y 

just nowin spreading reports that tiff* 
State is not (laying interest on it.- bonded 
debt, but is endeavoring to receive the 
cn dit for such an act of Loiaesty, while 
the money is not forthcoming, under the 
pretense of judicii 1 injunctions. These 
anxious inquirers alto: truth declare that 
the injunction is resorted to to hide the 
1 aiTeuncss i f the treasury fre-m the ( uL- 
iie.

agents in regard to their business, so that 
the aberrations of the political writers de­
ceive nobody except those who have no 
interest in the question at alL Some of 
the New York dailies give their readers a 
heap of nonsense for four cents.

The II-1a is very much at sea con­
cerning the i-isue of the North Louisiana 
railroad bonds. In order to set it right we 
feel it to be our duty to publish at an 
early day, the judicial proceeding had iu 
this matter, for the purpose of vindicat­
ing the official action of Governor Kel­
logg. We are not fully satisfied that any 
such explanation i. required by the 
public at large: but shall do it fir the 
benefit of our neighbor who is sometimes 
unfortunate in historical recollections.
