tam es of the signers thereto, we can not 
hail tha t band of converts to the most 
radical principles ot the Republican party, 
t s r  < an congratulate our Sjate and people 

the happy event, w ithout feelings of 
pardonable self-gvatulation. That these 
em inently  respectable personages Lave 
been driven to  adopt this course, so con­
trary to all their past actions and princi­
ples. slowly and rc-lnctautly, after having 
fought backward step by step till tne ad­
vancing hosts of progress had gained the 
very heart of their citadel, seized 
their banner, emblazoned with the legend 
•‘ This is a white m an's government,” 
dashed it to the ground aad  torn it to rib ­
bons, th a t they should have waited, we- 
rc-peat, until all hope of some tu rn  ot 
luck, some providential interposition in 
their favor, was utterly  destroyed before- 
yielding to the irresistible, only serves as 
another instance of the immense power of 
prejudice and heightens the tnumpih af­
forded by their tardy acquiescence. And 
Low complete that trium ph is, how em­
phatic that acquiescence! They dedicate 
themselves to the unification of our people, 
and by “ our people’ they mean “all men 
of whatever race, color or religion who 
are citizens of Louisiana.” This admis­
sion alone, coming from those who have 
heretofore arrogated to themselves and 
those who upheld them  in  their sectional 
prejudices the exclusive right to be re­
garded as the  “ people” of the State, is an 
advance so great that all the subsequent 
ones, even the  admission of the negro to 
the privileges of drinking a t the same bar, 
acting as director in the same corpora­
tions, and sending their children to the 
same schools, follow as logical sequences.

T h a t this radical change is as sincere as 
it is radical there can be no d o u b t; that 
when practically carried out it will result 
in the “  redemption ” of Louisiana, is 
equally certain. . All our recent troubles 
have arisen from the struggles of the par­
ty and classes opposed to the principles of 
Ec-publicanism, to practically nuliity  the 
laws investing the  colored people with 
civil and political rights, and  the counter 
struggles of the colored people and their 
friends—that is the  Republican party—to 
enforce those laws. This “ unification of 
our people," however, desirable as it is, 
and likely as it is to be brought about by 
efforts like this, can not bike place sudden­
ly. If it could, the  mission of the Repub­
lican party  m ight bo regarded as accom­
plished ; for this, the unification of the 
people b y  means of equal laws, b ro ther­
hood and fair dealing toward all citizens, 
irrespective of color, race or religion, has 
Lien its special mission. One swallow does 
not make a sum m er; and until these clear- 
minded anil candid leaders, who from their 
height of m ental cultivation and patriot­
ism have seen what is best for our people, 
shall have brought these people to the 
point of following them, there is m uch 
work to do, which the Republican party  
and it alone can accomplish. At present 
it is fair to  presum e tha t the rank and file 
of what was the Democratic party  are not 
prepared to follow these self-appointed 
leaders. I t is almost certain th a t the 
negroes, as a class, are not prepared to 
trust them. They will demand, aud not 
unreasonably, practical evidences of their 
sincerity. They can not forget, these ne­
groes, th e ir long years of slavery, the re ­
luctance w ith  which their emancipation 
was recognized, the  stubborness with 
which every right implied in  tha t c-mauci- 
I ition was struggled against. They can 
not forget th a t for simply being suspected 
ot an  intention to confer upon them 
privileges tar inferior to those now so 
glibly promised, men. the ir friends, were 
threatened, cursed, insulted, murdered. 
They can not forget the th irtie th  ot July, 
15(10. Nor can they forget that these deeds 
were incited and  justified by the  very 
class—we will not say by some of the very 
m-en—who are now willing to acknowledge 
them  as fellow-citizens. <

We do uot allude to these things to p re ­
judice the m ind of the colored m an against 
his new IrienTs. They are thoughts 
which rise spontaneously upon contem plat­
ing the stupendous political change which 
these few years have produced; reflections 
which suggest the need of caution in 
adapting one's self to such changes. Let 
the colored people welcome, as we do, this 
noble band of recruits to the arm y of pro­
gress. te stin g  well their sincerity, how­
ever, before placing them in positions of 
power and responsibility, aud ever remem­
bering the m eans by which it was made 
possible to establish the principles whose 
justice now receives such distinguished 
recognition.

GOVERNOR KELLOGG AKD THE NORTH 
LOUISIANA RAILROAD BOKDs.

T he I ! trn' ’ Laving run  out of anything 
else to  charge against Governor Kellogg. 
low  arraigns i.im for complying w ith the 
laws Lc has sworn to support and enforce. 
A L. g'. -lature elected before he came into 
office enacted a law giving one o t the 
railroads of th is  State certain aid in the 
shape of bon is. This act was signed by 
his p.-edocesaor in office on the ten th  ot 
April. 1 '7a. and  officially prom ulgated 
Septem ber Hi following. Litigation fol- 
I ,wed, beginning in the  Fourteenth Ju d i­
cial D istrict Court. %nd ending, like 
most of our im portant legal disputes, in 
the Suprem e l  unit, the result of which 
was to  declare the- act authorizing the issue 
of the bonds valid and binding upon all 
the officials and inhabitants of the State, 
the executive included. We publish in 
another pl ace the o; iniou of the Supreme 
C ourt as delivered by Mr. Justice Howeil, 
w hich was concurred in by Judges Wyly 
auu  K ennard. Also the concurring opin­
ion o f Judge  Taliaferro. T he opinion o! 
the cov.it is. therefore, sustained by three 
of the judges, and the judgm ent by the 
unanimous' vote of all the  members who 
sat in  the cam. C’hiet Justice Ludeling 
Living some uitoi’rs t i -  the recused 
himself.

F a r comply!;- * w!:L |L e  law. th ru  origi­
nated , thus approved and thus expounded 
by its  constitutional interpreters, the  
Ilerc 11 takes the ^Governor to  task and 
tries to create tLe im pression  tha t he has

been guilty of some great outrage. To
say tha t the Governor signed the bonds
with reluctance is merely to disclose his 
views of the im propriety of the m easure; 
but as the m atter was out of his discre­
tion, and met him at the very threshold 
of Lis official career, as a  duty  imposed 
upon him by those who had the authority 
to impose it. he simply did what any 
other conscientious man would Lave done 
in like circumstances. He first inquired 
of eminent legal counsel what course he 
sLould pursue, and  followed the advice 
thus obtained. In  our judgm ent, neither 
Governor Kellogg nor Counsellor Hunt 
had any discretion in the m atter. The 
law was too plain to  leave any clear 
minded man in doubt. The following is 
the correspondence between the Governor 
and  W. H. Hunt.

REPLY OF IIR. HUNT.
Mew  Orleans, A pril 23, IS73.

S is—I have carefully considered the 
statute you submitted to me, and also the 
opinion of the Supreme Court in the case 
ot State vs. the North Louisiana and Texas 
Railroad Company, delivered in December 
last.

I am clearly of opinion th a t under that 
decision it becomes your duty to issue the 
bonds provided for by the act, however 
muoh you may condemn the legislation.

The decision establishes the constitution­
ality and validity of the statute, and also 
the fact that the conditions and terms of 
the act have been accepted by the company 
within the required delay.

The statute of 1872 provides that on the 
delivery of the stock “ the remainder of the 
whole number of bonds shall immediately 
be issued,” and commands that the Gov­
ernor shall “ cause to be prepared, signed 
aud executed the said $52(i,00») ol aaid 
bonds yet to be issued, and deliver the 
same to the president ot said company.

The court has decided that “ there an be 
no question as to tlie issuance of ♦he  re­
mainder of the bonds.”

There can be but one opinion as to :he 
purport of the s tatu te  and  the decision of 
Supreme Court.

SCRUTINIZING HER DEBT.
tit. Louis follows the example of New 

York, fche has a commission of citizens 
who arc right after the contractors and 
the powers which make corporate con­
tracts. This commission reports, among 
others abuses, th a t one contractor pro ­
cured him self to  be appointed by the 
County Court to superintend the erection 
of a poor Louse, the cost of which was not 
fixed and  the rate of com pensation 
allowed to the superintendent was some 
five per cent on the cost. He was also 
empowered to fix the rates of work and 
m aterial, and  was the last resort. W ith 
this excellent arrangem ent it will occa­
sion no surprise th a t St. Louis was about 
to have one of the most costly poor 
houses in  the country. Indeed such an 
asylum tor the taxpayer would soon b a i t  
become necessary under such  a  system 
of disbursem ent.

S -u ij  idea o f ?-;• seep? c f th is  .Sir 
C hristopher W ren's designs may be had 
from the fact th a t the residence o f the 
keeper of this poor hoiue was to cost 
sixty thousand dollars, and  the aggregate

estim ate was a little  short of h a lf  a m il­
lion. This wouid have made the com­
mission of the superintendent exceed the 
salary of an  old fashioned P resident of 
the United States. He m ight have 
em ulated the example of Don M anuel Or- 
donnez, “ who grew rich  by taking care of 
th e  concerns ot the  poor.”

The commissioners, however, went to 
work scrutinizing this contract, and 
found tha t the building could have 
been bu ilt by responsible parties for 
about one-fourth of the estimate of the 
grand arch itect; tha t there had been large 
over-estimates in stone and other work 
already done; that the site was injudi­
ciously chosen, and tha t it would be 
better to  abandon it w ith  the work al­
ready done than to carry out the plans 
o f the constructor, who collected a prem i­
um off of Lis own extravagance. Such a 
a noise was rung in  the ears oi' the County 
Court tha t it has suspended the contract, 
and is engaged in  an attem pt to compro. 
raise w ith the superin tendent of the con­
tractors. I t  will be remembered tha t 
Tweed had difficulties which this W estern 
m anager avoided. Tweed was compelled 
to obtain  from  the Legislature a commit­
tee to aud it the frr-n mlent bills against 
the city before they could be paid. This 
fct. Louis sharp  procured authority to or­
der and audit all the b ills on which he 
was to  receive a commission. This scruti­
ny is on the proper principle. I t  is a 
legal inquiry into the validity of public 
obligations, and a regular and legal resist­
ance to all th a t may Le fraudulent aud 
void. Such is the plan proposed by Gov­
ernor Kellogg, and we shall expect sim ilar 
exposures of all un ju st obligations at the 
hands of the commissioners appointed by 
him. The plan of iudoniinate resistance 
to  all taxes and consequent repudiation of 
all debt is a wild and dishonest practice 
o f including all obligations in  a common 
condem nation and m aking a percentage 
of ’.ishonest debt an excuse for refusing 
to pay any debts at all. We prefer the 
St. L • is tx o ’e ' f  scrutiny, w ith the ob- 
se.vv.tion that it  wonid have been more 
effectual :f it had ccm mencaii in  more 
vigilance by the appoin ting  and contract­
ing authorities of the city aud county.
