Do come to tbe rescue o f the people c f 
the Sixth D istric t! The streets in eaid 
locality are ia an awful condition. St. 
Charles street is impassable; the grass 
upon the .-ide streets overruns the ban- 
mettes; the cows are perm itted to ro&iu at 

htrg ■»—they destroy the drain ditches, cut 
holes into the roads, which holes till with 
water impregnated with decayed vegetable 
m atter and the tilth from numerous stables 
and other nuisances tha t infest this neigh­
borhood, and from this stagnant water 
arises malaria.

The neglect and suicidal retrenchm ent of 
the expenses of the city  will cause sickness 
if nut epidemic, which would be ruinous 
and disastrous to  New Orleans. Such 

ng of tho public money is of no benefit 
to the people, nor does it enhance the pros­
perity of tiie city. 1 respectfully suggest 
tha t it would lie a great economy to till 
tiie swamp between tho river and the 
Metairie ridge to tiie level of said ridge, 
instead of the present system of drainage. 
Tiie lake swatup fprotected by a levee on 
tho shore, the trout swamp being elevated) 
would drain itself. Let every owner till up 
his lot, or, if delinquent, let tiie city  do it 
for them. Tho corporation has the same 
authority  to improve and exact this charge 
.is to levy the present drainage tax .

The present draining machines are to be 
used and run until eternity, and therefore 
tiie draining tax may be considered ever- 
lasting. F ill up the land, the work will be 
completed and the servitude extinguished. 
The only w ater th a t could remain, any 
length o f time iu tiie lake swamp would be 
salt w ater, which is not deleterious. Ail 
canals, except such as are used for naviga­
tion, should lie tilled up. and through those 
left open, it is absolutely necessary to 
health th a t a continuous stream of liver 

ater should flow cither naturally  or a rti­
ficially.
