HELPING 0U1 TRACE.
Some shoddyhead correspondent of the 

New York Tribune comes among us and 
is at once pumped full of political slander 
against our State government. Ii tnis 
were but a campaign squib, it would not 
be of much concern, but as it must tend 
to prejudice all persons who might other 
wise seek New Orleans as a location for 
capital or industry, it becomes a matter 
of public defamation.

One paragraph of the Tribune letter 
seems to Lave been furnished in block by 
some anti-Ttepubliean here. It attempts 
to make Governor Kellogg responsible, 
through Lis friends, for a share of the 
corruption alleged to have prevailed iw 
Louisiana for four years past. The late 
Governor is held to account in but 
subordinate capacity. It is said “Gov­
ernor Wannoth may have been, and prob­
ably was, responsible for some of this 
extravagance.” * ‘It is idle for Mr. Kellogg 
to upbraid Wannoth,” etc.

After stating the excessive rates of 
assessment which no one told this corres­
pondent had been reduced, he goes ou to 
impute to the administration of Mr. Kel­
logg a custom of corruption which no one 
informed their correspondent had been 
corrected by the passage of an act against 
bribery, an investigation of the legal obli­
gation of debt and a purpose and spirit 
of reformation. These measures emanat­
ing from the Republican Legislature, 
and executed by a Republican govern­
ment, render the restoration of the State 
and city credit certain. Here is the 
attractive picture offered to the immi­
grant looking into the claims of Louisiana: 

Where the assessment is as high as the 
Auditor says it is in some instances, the 
total rate of taxation is 12 8-10 per cent of 
the true value of the property. In most 
Northern States this would amount to con­
fiscation of the entire profits of business. In 
addition to all. there are State and city li­
censes which have to be paid Itefore a man 
can begin any kind of business or the 
practice of any profession. Those col­
lected by the State are at the rate of $5, 
fl.'i, $85, $100 and $1000 ayear for each
Eartner, according to the nature of the 
usineBS. Those paid the citv are at the 

rate of $5, $15, $50, $100, $1000 and $2500 a 
year. Such heavy taxation as this, one 
would suppose, ought to pay the entire ex­
penses of the government, but it is far 
lrom doing so. Very few official acts are 
performed by any officials unless they are 
paid heavy lees. Beginning with the 
United States Court and running through all 
of the State courts, and then the thousand 
offices held under State authority, and 
there is a scale of extravagance in tees and 
perquisites that would in time bankrupt 
any State. Members of the Legislature 
make from $0000 to $18,000 a sessiou, even 
if they keep clear of jobs.

Of course this ignorant misrepresenta­
tion of our affairs no more affects the 
Tribune than did the recent misrepresen­
tation of Governor Kellogg's opinions 
published in the same paper. The white 
garment of Mr. Greeley, typical of has 
sincerity, seems to have been replaced by 
editorial robes of a more questionable 
complexion. Such misrepresentations of 
New Orleans tend to drive fish into the 
commercial net of New York. We are 
not then surprised at a malignant or men­
dacious statement to our commercial 
prejudice published in a scarcely scrupu­
lous sheet of a rival city: but there is 
something even worse. We find these 
slanders republished in and indorsed by 
one of our own journals! The Picayune, 
without one word of corrective comment, 
copies these injurious statements entire. 
Can it be that, obscured by the vapors of 
political passion, it can not see the 
secret stabs nt our trade? Is
it blind to the fact that its
own intemperate and intolerant course has 
effected the amount-of our trade and the 
value of our property ? Why, the effects 
of the plan to sacrifice business interests 
at home, to secure political sympathy 
abroad, is visible even in the wilted ad­
vertisement columns of our contemporary 
itself. We have been amazed that men 
who had houses to rent, or goods to sell, 
should allow their interests to be exhib­
ited as a shocking example to teach tbe 
evils of Republican rule. What have 
bankruptcies, sheriffs' sales and empty 
buildings been to the politician except a 
spectacle teaching the necessity of making 
the case of Louisiana a national example? 
What have been the shooting of labor­
ers in the field, or the attempted assassi­
nation of the chief magistrate, but argu­
ments in favor of “an honest military 
despotism,” or a new election?

The New Orleans Republican, having 
the confidence of Northern, Western 
and European communities, has done, 
and will continue to do its best to correct 
the erroneous impression thus spread by 
iuimieal commercial rivals, and corrobo­
rated by our own vindictive press.

We pronounce, then, the statements set 
forth in the Tribune letter as in part un­
true and in part inapplicable to the 
present system and sentiment of reform 
as practiced by Governor Kellogg on be 
half, of the State, and Mayor Wiltz on 
the part of the city.

Our citizens will not fail to note that 
this ruinous assault on our business has 
been indorsed by some w ho claim to rep­
resent the best dements of our commu­
nity, and that they Lava been exposed 
and defended by a journal habitually ma­
ligned as indifferent to the permanent 
welfare of Louisiana.

The business interests will judge which 
are their most effectual friends.

A CONTRAST.
There are at present in this city a great 

many Southerners who took a prominent 
part in the late war. They are an indus­
trious class, who succeed admirably in 
business, and everywhere are treated with 
the greatest respect and consideration. Our 
people, I am glad to see. do not ask whether 
a Southerner fought against us or not. So 
long as he is competent and faithful, he 
stands an equal chance with our own people 
to obtain high rank in the professions or in 
commercial business, and admission to the 
most refined, circles of society in the city.

The above is clipped from the New 
York letter of our energetic young con­
temporary the llenM, by whom it is not 
published, of course, without due recog­
nition of its significance, and of the con­
trast it suggests.

Those Northerners as a people make no 
pretensions to chivalry, yet here is an 
instance of its spirit acted out simply, 
grandly; so simply that they themselves 
probably think nothing of it; so grandly 
that it may serve as an example to the 
whole COBOtryi especially to this part

of the coun try , which boasts itself the 
mirror in which chivalry may see its per­
fect likeness. The citizens of New York 
see probably in those ‘‘Southerners who
took a prominent part in the late war.” 
disappointed and misguided fellow-citi­
zens, whose mistaken attempt against 
their country has, happily for the country, 
failed, and whose disappointment and 
misfortune appeal to sympathy: fel­
low-citizens who have already been pun­
ished for their misdeeds, and whom it 
would be ungenerous to regard still as en­
emies and as such to single out for odium, 
now that they are living peaceably as law- 
abiding citizen?. What a contrast this 
chivalrous regard for the feelings of the 
vanquished affords to the state of feeling 
prevailing among large classes here, and 
encouraged by the sectional press, toward 
Northerners who took a prominentp.Trt in 
the late war, on the side of the nation. 
When such have came here to reside, and 
have brougLt here their capital and their 
energy, they are churlishly excluded front 
social recognition and business support 
unless they pay the tyrant’s tnx of abdi­
cating their rights of citizenship, or else 
yielding up cr belying their political 
sentiments.

This spirit of scorpion-like spite, which 
stings itself in its endeavors to injure 
others, has poisoned the prosperity of 
Louisiana ever since the close of the war; 
and, judging from recent events, it still 
exists to exert its baleful influence in our 
midst. Let ns Lope that the very differ­
ent course pursued at the North toward 
former foes now settled as law-abiding 
citizens, may ctrve as an example to be 
followed; and that the newspapers that 
Lave fomented the spirit of Late and os­
tracism may see the folly and wickedness 
of their ways, appreciate the responsibility 
of their position, and, instead of inciting 
their readers to riot and assassination as 
political agents, may teach them lesson.? 
of tolerance, forbearance, liberality and 
good citizenship; may hold up before 
them the example above mentioned, and 
urge the wisdom of following it.

AN UNEXPECTED TURN 0E AFTA153.
That eighteen thousand dollar verdict 

has staggered “this community" in a very 
rough manner. Jiuch an event was never 
before heard of in New Orleans. On 
former occasions it has only been neces­
sary to intimate through the public press 
how a certain set of political hacks de­
sired a case to go, when a convenient jury 
was instantly yoked up, and it was done. 
The eminent legal ability of the counsel 
was highly complimented, the learning 
and impartiality of the judge were ex­
tolled in the papers, and, finally, the 
whole thing ended in a dinner, where the 
“ feast of reason and the flow of soul” 
prevailed in loud proportion*. It takes 
the breath out of the old social and legal 
tyrants to find their rule is over, and that 
the law is superior to what they have 
heretofore believed in as public opinion.

That the Picayune should become ex­
cited over this sudden rebuff is quite 
natural, as it happens to be the victim of 
its own bad temper and folly. Resides, 
what lawyers there are in the directory of 
that journal placed too much confidence 
in their persuasive powers before a jury 
to fear any disaster lrom a too free indul­
gence in the license which journalists oc­
casionally mistake for the liberty of the 
press. But the ponderous legal artillery 
of the lit ra'A has been placed in position 
and opened fire upon the Fourth District 
Court, its judge, the jury, the counsel in 
the case, and any and everybody suspected 
of having a Radical turn of mind. In dis­
cussing the case the Ikruld starts out with 
a mistaken notion of the case, and wab­
bles painfully through a very heavy column 
of what is evidently intended ler legal 
erudition. The editor, who appears 
as the volunteer champion ol the 
defendant, mates the same mistake in the 
outset that the learned counsel did before 
the court. lie conceives that Judge 
Hawkins was on trial for perjury, whereas 
the Picayune was on trial for libel. Judge 
Lynch firmly refused to permit the coun­
sel to merge one case into the other, and 
carefully excluded all testimony that was 
no? relevant to the libel suit. In arriving 
at their theory of the case it was neces­
sary to assume that whoever chose to do 
so could set himself up as a court of in­
quiry into the character of another, pro­
nounce a judgment, which amounts to a 
libel, and when called to account for the 
offense, justify himself on the ground that 
he believed he was right. No one knows 
better than the editor of the Herald, that 
under our laws neither life, liberty, prop­
erty, reputation, nor any of the belong­
ings of a citizen can be taken from him 
except in pursuance of a judgment 
of a court having jurisdiction over 
the subject matter. Does he claim 
for the Picayune that it Lad a legal right 
to adjudge Hawkins guilty of perjury, and 
when called to account for its usurpation 
of judicial functions evade the punish­
ment by a subsequent arraignment of the 
gentleman who Lad been so grossly 
libeled? Does the I It raid maintain that 
under our laws, or those of any civilized 
country, it was proper for Judge Lynch 
to review the judgment pronounced bv 
the Pl-tjane in the matter, and if there 
was reasonable grounds for the decree to 
affirm it, or if it appeared to be given for 
insufficient cause, to reverse it ? This 
would be admitting the journal to the 
rank of a court of record.

Judge Lynch had a perfectly clear view 
of the case from first to last. The com­
plaint was for a libelous publication. 
The defense was that the charge made 
against Hawkins was true—that is. that 
he was a perjurer. The very offer of proof 
was in itself a confession on the part of 
the defense that the plaintiff's allegations 
were true, for if he had not already been 
convicted of perjury before they pub­
lished the article complained of, their as­
sumption fell, and their defense wont 
with it. There were but two defenses 
for the Picayune. One was to deny the 
fact of publication, and the other to 
prove the truth of the statement com- 
plained of. Neither of these was possible. 
For the libelous words were published 
and the plaintiff is not, and never has 
been a perjurer. It was as impossible to ,

prove a condition of things that never 
existed as it was to call Pelagis Brown
into court. It was about the lamest de­
fense we ever saw bronght into a court of 
justice, and could not stand. The counsel 
for the defendants are not to blame. They 
made the best they could of a weak case, 
and ought to have yielded gracefully 
when they saw they were defeated.

A E0SCED JUROR.
The Herald accepts the gossip of the 

reporters of the Tints and Picayio e a? 
evidence sufficient to set aside the verdict 
of the jury in the case against the Pica­
yune. But it will not bear analysis:

According to the Times, the jury being 
called into court at 5 P. M., the foreman 
stated that they were not agreed, and 
when it was proposed to send them back, 
D'Aquin, one of the jurymen, said: “This 
will be useless, for 1 am convineed that we 
will not come to any agreement.”

Any one who is at all familiar with 
juries will herein recognize a very com­
mon occurrence. It is natural for jury­
men to disagree at first, and there are 
usually two or three obstinate fellows on 
the panel who make up their minds with­
out much regard to the reason or the evi­
dence of the case. At first they will not 
listen to the arguments of their compan­
ions, but manage to get called into court 
to manifest their obstinacy. The judge is 
held to commit a serious error who dis­
charges a panel upon the first request, 
made in the lever of irritation. It is a 
very proper thing to do to send them back 
for further deliberation. It is much bet­
ter to do so than to make a mis-trial and 
put the parties to the expense of a new 
one. The sagacity of Judge Lynch was 
fully vindicated in this case, for the 
same jury that told him at five 
o'clock that they could not agree canie 
into court four hours later with a verdict. 
Jurors like politicians are fond of an oc­
casion to define their positions. Mr. 
D'Aquin, who was so certain at five o’clock 
that Le would never be able to convince 
the eleven obstinate jurymen lhat his was 
the correct view, possibly wanted to ex­
plain to the judge the manner in which he 
had accomplished the feat in such a short 
time. But Judge lynch very properly 
excused him. Mr. Haber, however, suc­
ceeded in letting outa remark with a very 
palpable handle to it. Said he (accord­
ing to the Times>: “Well, Judge, they 
forced us to it. We had to give in.” 
This forcing of a juror vexes the pious 
soul of the Herald, astonishes the Thau, 
amazes the Bee, and horrifies tho Pica­
yune. What! an American judge sit by 
in silence, while a,Juror complains that he 
has been forced to agree to a verdict! 
Had Mr. Haber bees able triumphantly 
to relate that he had forced the other ju­
rors to r.gree with Lim, there would 
havo been no occasion for the 
interference of the court. But for 
the eleven to force the one, that 
was tyranny. When a jury retires to the 
consultation room, unless they are already 
of one mind, there naturally begins a con­
test. anil this is sometimes a very earnest 
and serious one. We do not mean the 
jurors fall to physical blows, but they use 
the heaviest kind of arguments, and one 
or the other of the parties generally yields 
the disputed point. This leaves the field 
open to agreement. All opposition having 
been put down, l'orred down, the verdict 
is made. Because the question of dam­
ages divided the jury in the Picayune case, 
and Mr. Haber finally surrendered Lis 
opinion (he called it forcing), the Herald 
insists that Judge lynch ought to have 
set the verdict aside, or sent the jury back 
until Mr. Haber and as many as were of 
his original way of thinking could force 
the other fellows to agree to such a ver­
dict as he wanted. The adoption of such 
a practice would make it next to impos­
sible to ever get a verdict from a jury, for 
there are few cases in which jurymen are 
not forced to a greater or less extent.

UNIFICATION 0 ?  OUR CITY.
Suddenly on the afternoon of Saturday 

last, just when every injunction mill 
had shut down its gates for the week, and 
the last departure for the lake side had 
packed his carpet-bag for the evening 
train, a unification procession of black 
and white appeared at the intersection of 
Royal and Canal streets. They were 
armed with picks, shovels and crowbars, 
and immediately commenced an assault 
on the time-honored pavement and preju­
dices of that aristocratic and exclusive 
quarter. All the defenders ol its ancient 
privileges were absent, or appalled at the 
audacity of the invasion. There was 
not A furniture dealer to protest 
that it was more important to the 
city that his furniture vans should 
bo allowed to stand half across the 
street than that 10,000 people should 
be compelled to go around by I’ampart 
and Esplanade to get from Washington 
square to Canal street. The only faint 
ripple of discontent comes from a notice 
that the city is not ta be held responsible 
for any interruption of private business 
occasioned by this important public work.

It is not only in the unwillingness of 
our Creole friends to accept the great 
social and political changes which have 
overspread the country, but in their gen­
eral objections to adopt many measures 
of public improvement, that the stagna­
tion of the oldest and really the best part 
of the city is to be found. It is very sad 
to see the best built hotel in the city 
closed lor years, and only opened for a 
few months at a time, or the best banking 
house in the city used as a dance house; 
to witness an elegant opera house subsist­
ing upon the charitable contributions of 
those who love the arts so well that they 
would intermit a dinner to see a play, 
and to know that one of the best 
and broadest streets in the city, 
connecting with Canal street, should 
be for more than half its length unfit for 
the residence of peaceable families. These 
are ail evils which citizens feel and de­
plore. To a great extent we believe them 
attributable to the determined opposition 
of some, anil the unaided inability of 
others to adopt for the old part of the 
city all those improved modes of business 
which have been introduced elsewhere. It 
has been, also, a great error to suppose 
that a Presidential election will open these ,

good and clcse the bad buildings, and 
fill the vacant ones.

And now comes the Royal street rail­
road, which will, in our opinion, do more 
to revive, to reinstate and to unify the 
oldest part of the city than several polit­
ical campaigns. We -hall regard the suc­
cess of the opera and the permanent op­
ening of the hotels assured.

We now expect to see Royal street a 
thoroughfare, and its merchants and me­
chanics, instead of seeing all the mercan­
tile movement go around them, will now 
have an opportunity to show and sell their 
wares like other people. If our friends on 
that side of Canal street will aid us in open­
ing »ome intercourse with foreign ports 
the entire prosperity of the city will he 
assured. Let our fellow-citizens of the 
Latin persuasion lay down, or permit to 
be laid down by others, railroads pene­
trating and permeating their streets in 
every direction; let them teach their chil 
dren the American language, ideas and in­
stitutions, and the unification of New 
Orleans will be complete.

A JET OF GAS.
The Mobile Register is too “high toned” 

to be of any use to itself or any body else. 
As the Times stated, yesterday morning, 
the old rebel fossil “slops over” with 
gassy indignation because a hundred sen­
sible men of New Orleans have had a 
quiet business talk together upon matters 
which concern themselves. Now, with a 
proper degree of deference to our neigh­
bor, we submit that he gives too much 
prominence to the old fossil organ, and 
at the same time gives its inane vaporings 
a lift which they very much needed to be 
known out of Mobile. Without the as­
sistance of the Metropolitan press, the 
world, that is, the reading world, rarely 
hears anything about the opinions cf 
country editors, and it is a good general 
rule to observe to reproduce only such 
articles as have at least a trace of sense in 
them, and leave the numerous columns of 
nonsense to oblivion.

The outbreak of the Register in the 
present instance is in behalf of “the noble 
women of the South” in general, and the 
wives, mothers, sisters and sweethearts of 
the fifty white gentlemen who met a like 
number of colored citizens in consultation 
in particular. Thus, the impudent lunatic 
has th; effrontery o demand that tue 
female members of the families of these 
gentlemen shall turn them out of doors 
for daring to talk in a sensible manner at 
last, after years of error, and now only a 
few hours of an evening and at 
long intervals. We are not familiar 
with the domestic customs of Mobile, but 
know enough about this city to inform the 
Register that there is little probability of 
the occurrence of his female flutter here. 
In the first place, the New Orleans ladies 
agree with their husbands upon all ques­
tions. Secondly, they are truly “noble 
women” and refined ladies who art not in 
the habit of making a show of themselves. 
We hope the ladies of Mobile are so like­
wise, but we can not infer they are by 
anything we can find in the Register. Per­
haps they have r. better local exponent. 
We certainly hope so.

He says if they will give him 
small odds he will wager that counsel do 
not seriously intend to do anything fur­
ther in the matter, unless it be to take an 
appeal to the .Supreme Court, and that is 
very doubtful. For the sum for damages 
allowed Hawkins is ridiculously small, 
and the appellate tribunal might raise it 
ten or twelve thousand.

PROCLAMATION"b y "*TI1E GOVERNOR.

State op Louisiana,} 
Executive Department. > 

New < >rleans, June 14. 187?.)
Whereas, An Act of the Legislature, approved 

March 15,1855, entitled ** An Act to establish quar­
antine for the protection of tho State,” provides 
that the Governor of the State shall issue his 
proclamation, npon the advice of the Board of 
Health, declaring any place where there shah t>*> 
reason to believe a pestilent, contagious, or injec­
tions di6 ease exists, to be an infected place, and 
stating the number of days of quarantine to be 
performed hv the vessels, their passenger*, officers 
and crews, coming from such place or places—

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the act afore­
said. I issiw this my proclamation and declare the 
places hereafter named to he infected places, and 
that all vessels, together with officers, crews, pas­
sengers and cargoes, leaving 6ucb places, cr hav­
ing touched or stopped a t any of them, on and 
after the fifteenth day of June, 1873, shall be sub­
ject to a quarantine of not less than ten days, or 
for a longer period as may be considered necessary 
by the Board of Health. Any violation cf the 
quarantine laws, as here proclaimed, w.ll be se­
verely punished.
