Local Intelligence.
Closing D ay of Central H igh School. 

jjotli touchers and pupils may .justly feel 
proud of tun progress made by tiie scholar- 
of this school during the last session. The 
closing exercises yesterday proved beyond 
a doui>* tuat the sc holars have made extru- 
ordiuary progress since the last examina­
tion. to which fact parents and visitors will 
now cheerfully testify, after yesterday's ex­
perience. The programme for the closing 
day was one that may be considered a fail- 
test. and as each lad acquitted himself so 
handsomely, it would not be fair to speak 
of one and not all. Suffice it to say, that as 
classes er individuals, the school is one of 
the leaf this country. Considering all 
the advantages this institution possesses, it 
really is a wonder why parents will send 
their children abroad for an education 
which is unequal to that, obtained here, 
*nd far more expensive. It is very unfortu­
nate that some of our aspiring citizens did 
not witness yesterday’s proceedings.

AftkQugii the programme was not one of 
extraordinary choosing, it contained many 
gems, such A* gave the boys a fair oppor­
tunity to display their capacities.

The room was crowded with interested 
visitors who listened to the proceedings 
with great attention.

After the declamations and compositions 
were heard a class in chemistry recited illus­
trations which were somewhat limited, 
owing to the time required to prepare for 
each. Yet they were very interesting and 
amusing to the audience.

The exercises constituting the second part 
of theprogiamme were all delivered in a 
manner quite satisfactory to those present, 
.ad complimentary to the pupils and in­
structors of the school.

Addresses were delivered by Mr. Bil­
lings. of the high school committee. Super­
intendent Boothby, Dr. Nichols and Pro­
fessor Calhoun, which were very acceptably 
received by the pupils and visitors.

The superintendent stated that the school 
board was disposed to elevate the standard 
of this school by throwing around it every 
attraction possible; that the University at 
Baton Kouge had ceased to be a public in­
itiation by reason ol no State aid being 
granre.l. and this school, so far as possible, 
would supply this deficiency, for the benefit 
of the young gentlemen students of the 
•tty.

Interspersed were pieces of excellent 
music by young misses of the High School, 
and they acquitted themselves creditably.

An Get* Q uestion Come Again.—In the 
year ISM. the Bank ot the Consolidated 
Association of Planters, in this city, was 
burglarious! v entered at night and a large 
quantity of bonds and other securities 
stolen Among the number were several 
waterworks bonds of $1000 each, drawn in 
favor of the Commercial Bank or bearer.

The robbery was notorious, and the bank, 
through its cashier, advertised at once in 
tiie daiiy papers a full description ot these 
bond., and warned the public not to ne­
gotiate for them. Subsequently, iu Septem­
ber. 1871. the bonds were purchased in Bal­
timore by Mr. Labatf. oi this city, who 
brought them here and sold them, through 
Townsend \  Lvnian, of this city, to P. O. 
b'azende. wha sold them to Numa A Avegno. 
The bank then .ought to recover them.

Tli* counsel for the plaintiffs then en­
deavored to show that these bonds came 
under the article of the Civil Code, ap­
plicable to stolen property, and lienee were 
cecoverabl* wherever found by the true 
•wner.

Mr. Au*t:«. for defense, eombattf-d this 
posit;* a. ami maintained that the rules of 
•ommercial law were applicable, and that 
•uy negotiable instrument purchased in 

. -onJ faith for a valuable consideration, car­
ried a t-.tle good against the whole world, 
klanv authorities, includin'* the ease ol 
Koze’tf;. : * An., were cited, in which the 
modern theory lias been adopted, that ne 
gotiabie instruments purchased before ma­
turity iu good faith and for a fair considers- 
tion/are protected in the hands of innocent 
holders.

Judge Hawkins. Superior Court, sustains 
this position, and decides that the defend­
ants were holders for a valuable considera­
tion before maturity and in good faith, and 
tiie bonds could not therefore be recovered.

.Memorandum on Cholera.
The American Public Health Association, 

by its executive committee, submits the 
following memorandum respecting the most 
available means for arresting aad prevent­
ing the fatai prevalence of malignant chol­
era in this country:

SANITARY CLEANSING.
The local conditions that cbiefiy promote 

the outbreaks and propagation of cholera, 
are:

1. Neglected privies. 2. Filth-sodden 
grounds. J Foul cellars, and filthy and 
badly drained surroundings of dwellings. 
4. Foul and obstructed house drains. 5. De­
caying aud putrescent materials, whether 
animal or vegetable. ♦>. L nventiiated, 
damp and uncleansed dwellings and apart­
ments.

These localizing causes of cholera should 
be promptly and very thoroughly removed 
before a case of the disease appears in the 
town or district; and if any sources of pu­
trescence, or of excessive moisture remain, 
these should be controlled by the proper 
cleansing, drying, and disinfection.

Thorough scavenging and surface drain­
age. with the application, at the same time, 
of quick lime and coal tar or crude car­
bolic acid; whitewashing with fresh quick 
lime; the cleansing and thorough dr.ving 
and ventilation ol cellars, basements, cham­
bers and closets; and daily care to cleanse, 
fi ush, ventilate and purify the sources of 
defilement about all inhabited premises, 
will afford almost complete protection if 
suitable care is taken of personal heaith.

The security of personal health requires 
pure drinking water, fresh and substantial 
food, temperance, aud the needed rest and 
bathing of the body.

DISINFECTION AND DISINFECTANTS. *
The principles relating to disinfection as 

a means of destroying the propagating or 
infectious cause of cholera, and arresting 
putrefaction, are readily understood and 
may he so explained to any family that the 
household may insure its immuni’y against 
the introduction and spread ot the disease. 
For popular use we append a brief state­
ment of these principles at the end of this 
circular; and we respectfully recommend 
that the statement, and the following rules 
and methods, be given to the press and to 
all principals of schools, superintendents of 
places of public resort, railroad depots, 
ferries, hotels aud public institutions, and 
to the masters of ships ami steamboats, 
and the conductors of passenger trains 
throughout this continent; believing, as we 
do, that by the timely and continued appli­
cation of these measures the prevalence of 
cholera may be prevented. But let the fact 
be remembered that there can be no substi­
tutes for thorough cleansing and fresh air.

RULES AND METHODS OF DISINFECTION.
For privies, water-closets, drains and 

sewers, eight or ten pounds of sulphate of 
iron (copperas) dissolved in five or six gal­
lons of water, half a pint of crude carboiic 
acid added to the solution and briskly 
stirred, makes the cheapest and best disin­
fectant tiuid for common use. It can be 
procured in every town and by any family, 
and if the carbolic acid is not at hand, the 
solution of copperas may be used without it.

To prevent privies and water-closets from 
becoming infected or offensive pour a pint 
of this strong solution into every water- 
closet pan or privy seat once or twice a day.

To disinfect masses of filth, privy vaults, 
sewers and drains, gradually pour in this 
solution until it reaches and disinfects all 
the foul material.

For the chamber vessels used by the sick, 
and for the disinfection ot ground upon 
which any excremental matter has been 
cast away, use the solution ot copperas aud 
carbolic acid; and, for disinfecting extensive 
masses or surfaces of putrescent materials, 
and for drains, sewers and ditches, this disin­
fecting fluid may be used, or the “dead oil" 
(“heavy oil") of coal tar, or coal tar itself; 
coal tar may be used as a paint upon the 
walls of cellars, stables and open drains.

Other disinfectants, such as the solutions 
of seequichloride of iron or of chloride of 
zinc are effectual in privies aud drains, and 
upon foul surfaces and oflensive materials.

Quick lime is useful as an absorbent and 
dryer upon foul walls and in damp places, 
and whitewashing with it should oe prac­
ticed in common tenements, factories, base­
ments, closets and garrets.

To disinfect the clothing or bedding de­
filed in any manner by excremental matters 
from the sick, throw them into a solution 
made as follows: One pound of sulphate of 
zinc to six or eight gallons of water, to 
which add two or three ounces of pure and 
strong carbolic acid—such articles to remain 
therein at least half an hour; then imme­
diately place them in boiling water, and 
continue boiling. If the acid is not at 
hand, then use the solution of zinc in water. 
The same disinfecting solution is excellent 
for bed pans and chamber vessels, and for 
soiled floors or defiled surfaces.

Apartments, bedding and upholstery that 
have been used l»y the sick with cholera or 
diarrhea, should bo thoroughly cleansed 
and disinfected.
PRINCIPLES AND DUTIES TO RE OBSERVED-

t. That thorough cleanliness, domestic 
and civic, and an abundant supply of pure 
water are essential means of preventing 
cholera in any household when the disease 
is near.

2. That general cleansing, scavenging 
and disinfection should be attended to in 
every city and town before cholera makes 
its appearance; and that whenever it does 
appear, that house and the exposed prem­
ises shou Id be constantly disinfected.

3. That, whatever differences of opinion 
there may be respecting the epidemic phe­
nomena of different periods, the paramount 
importance of thorough cleanliness and dis­
infection is to he kept in mind; and that, 
in the words of the chief medical officer ot 
Great Britain, “It appears to be character­
istic of cholera, not oniy of the disease in 
its developed and alarming form, but equal­
ly of the slightest diarrhea which the epi­
demic can produce, that all matters 
which the patient discharges from his 
stomach and bowels are infective; that the 
patients power of infecting other persons 
is represented almost or quite exclusively 
by those discharges; that they are com­
paratively uon-infeetive at tiie moment 
they are discharged, but afterward, when 
undergoing decomposition, acquire their 
maximum inlective power; and that if they 
be cast away without previous disinfection, 
they impart their own infective quality to 
the excremental matters with which 
they mingle in filth-sodden earth, or in de­
positories and conduits of filth, and to the 
etHuvia which those excremental matters 
evolve; that if the infective material, by 
leakage or soakage from drains or cess 
pools, or otherwise, gets access, even in the 
smallest quantity, directly, or through 
porous soil, to wells or other sources of 
drinking water, it can infect, iu the most 
dangerous manner, very large volumes of 
water; that the infective influence of tho 
choleraic discharges attaches to whatever 
bedding, clothing and like things have 
been imbued with them, and renders these 
things, if not disinfected, capable ol spread­
ing the disease.

4. Cleansing and puritv, skillful disinfec­
tion. temperate habits, and wholesome diet 
with pure water and fresh air. are the 
trusted and sure means of health and secu­
rity in all places and for all classes of peo­
ple when exposed to the causes of cholera. 
The watchword against this destructive 
enemy should be: Remove the local causes 
that favor the propagation ot cholera, and 
wherever it appears, let its germs be quickly 
stamped out by powerful disinfectants and 
special cleansing.

An excursion on the railroad from 

Jackson, Mississippi, to Vicksburg has 
extorted from a correspondent of the St. 
Louis Globe the following passionnate de­
clamation:

Called hence to Vicksburg, you proceed 
by the railroad, as it is still called, to that 
place, about fifty miles, occupying usually 
five hours, uncertain all the while of your 
fate, and desiring to proceed to St. Louis 
you must perforce return by the same 
rickety contrivance to Jackson. Juliet’s 
abhorrence to marrying Paris, alone sug­
gests a parallel. “Bid me leap from o:t tao 
battlements of yonder tower, or walk iu 
thievi&h ways; chain me with roaring 
bears, or shut me nightly in a charnel 
house o'er canopied quite with dead men’s 
rattling bones; bid me walk into a new 
made grave;” bid me do anything rather 
than ride on that railroad again.

A New Ballot Box.
A ballot box has been patented in Eng­

land and the United States, and is now be­
ing brought to the attention of the authori­
ties of States and cities. By the application 
of two simple principles, which will oe ex­
plained, absolute safety against the opening 
of the ballot box, except by the authorized 
parties, has been secured. Nobody can get 
into the box without leaving the plainest 
evidence of violence to betray him 
behind Lim. and the collusion of an impos­
sible number of persons is necessary to effi ct 
an entrance to it, beside which every one 
of them would betray himself in the effort. 
This invention does not. of course, prevent 
fraud. But it requires any fraud perpe­
trated to be done either before the ballots 
go into the box, or after they come out, in 
the counting of the votes. Frauds ot that 
kind are preventable by vigilance. The 
kind which La3 been nearly always success­
fully committed when committed, has had 
to do with stuffing the ballot boxes, lor 
which c-cd they have been opened with du­
plicate keys. Access to the contents of 
this ballot “box is obviously impossible, as 
we w:ll show; so the chances to commit the 
kind of fraud known as ballot box stuffing 
is out of the question.

Let us explain. The box. as now exhib­
ited. is of sneet iron, the material easiest 
for transportation. The boxes can be made, 
however, of glass, or of any material 
thought best. The box is an ordinary cube 
iu form, the top side being the lid of a tin 
caddy. Internal shoulders run from all 
sides to the top of the lid. On the front 
side the lid slopes, and on the slope are the 
v>-ry simple but perfectly secure fastenings. 
Upon this incline which'the lid makes is a 
sliding panel, shutting with a catch, and 
openable by a provision on the handle of 
the kgy. When the panel is released or slid 
from its position covering the key hole, a 
square of thin glass, about seven-eights of an 
inch by one-sixteenth thick, is slipped into 
a “snug.” which it accurately tits. The 
panels (there are three) are then shot back, 
at once fixing themselves and the seals. It 
is now impossible to insert the keys in the 
locks without smashing the seals all to 
pieces, and a Haw in any one would show 
that tampering had been attempted. If 
these seals were imitable, their likes could 
be substituted, but they are inimitable, aud 
are rendered so by tiie fusion ot red and 
white glass blown into sheets or panes. 
On each sheet, while in a fresh state, is 
spread paper ruled into squares. On each 
square devices of any arbitrary kind are 
then penciled. Removing the paper, as­
phalt u in is applied to the glass surface. It 
eats away ol the red glass pretty much all, 
except where the devices are penciled. 
Those it leaves intact in red, with here 
and there a separate, eccentric streak of 
red, different in every case. These squares 
arc then cut by a diamond and become the 
seals. The seals are photographed, and, 
while the same process gone through with 
would not produce any such seals at all, the
Eholographs of them preserve their reseni- 
lance intact. These photographs are 

posted on the pages of little blank books, 
and one book containing the seals on each 
box at a polling place Is given to the officers 
of election, to each candidate, or to the 
representative of each, or of each commit­
tee. Every book holder thus becomes a 
check on all the rest. If the seals are 
smashed that shows. If the seals are 
changed each book shows. And without 
smashing the seals no human being can get 
into the box except by breaking the entire 
thing all to pieces. The panels thus cov­
ered by th£ seals fasten the lid and box to­
gether by a screw on the inside, just as the 
knives of a jack plane are screwed together.

Mr. Henry Marston. the patentee. Mid a 
resident of Washington, though a citizen of 
New York, patented this arrangement in 
England last spring. He took the box to 
the office of the London Times in the fall. 
That paper stipulated in advance of notic­
ing the box that it should be given over to 
the custody of experts whom it picked for 
three months, to see if they could get in­
side the box without breaking the seals. 
Two hundred and fifty pounds were put 
inside as an incentive. The experts tried 
for the time specified, and coaid not 
break the seals, and could not make 
others just like them for substitu­
tion. On December G, last year, the 
Timet stated these facts in an exceptional 
and quite favorable article upon the inven­
tion. Since then the box has been patented 
in tbc British empire and the United States, 
and has been exhibited to the authorities ot 
several cities aud of the District of Colum­
bia, securing from all attestation of its 
complete security and admiration for its 
simplicity. Its general introduction, indeed 
its compulsory adoption by law. is only a 
question of time, because it entirely neu­
tralizes ballot box stuffing, and by so much 
is about the best aid to pure politics and 
free government which mechanical genius 
has yet supplied to the world.

The (.real lot r-Oceanio Ship Canal 
Project.

The plans of Commander Selfridge con­
template no Utopian scheme; on the con­
trary, his project of a canal, approved by 
some of the ablest engineers of the United 
States, is merely a direct cut of twenty- 
eight miles from the head of ship naviga­
tion on the Atralo river to the Pacific ocean, 
twenty-two miles through a fiat plain, and 
the remaining six over a broken country, 
which requires three miles of deep cutting 
and three miles of tunr.el. His plan does 
include a system of eight locks up of ten 
fee? lift and as many down, or eighty feet 
in all; but so far from being over mountain 
ridges, they are situated on the level part 
of the work; and so far from being tilled l»y 
uncertain mountain streams, tiie whole 
canal aud locks are fed from the Napipi 
river, which has an average volume through 
the year of 3,000,000 cubic feet an hour, a 
supply ample for five times tiie amount of 
commerce that is calculated would at pret- 
ent.use the canal.

So far from involving large expense and 
continuous repairs, tiie construction of this 
caual will be tbrougli its whole extent in 
rock, and, once completed, will remain as 
enduring as the hills, while the running ex­
penses will be but little more that the pay 
and subsistence of the necessary employes. 
But it is not the intention of this article to 
any more than correct, if possible, any 
erroneous impression in regard to the plans 
of Commander Selfridge. The President, 
with great good sense, has ordered a com­
mission ol distinguished officers, who will 
probably this fall examine all the surveys 
and plans that may come before them, and 
their report will not only give us the best 
route, but, no doubt, sueh an opinion upon 
its feasibility as to set at rest any uncer­
tainty that may remain with persons who 
have but an indefinite knowledge upon the 
subject.—SI- Louis Globe.

The landlord ot a 
boardinghouse interviewed one pleasantly 
the other night. One of the landlord's 
boarders was out late attending bis lodge, 
perhaps, and the landlord was in bed with 
his room door open into the ball. He had 
been asleep, and was turning over to get 
the other side asleep, as a steak is turned 
on a griddie.'when lie saw a man standing 
near his bureau. He supposed it was tbe 
boarder returned, and this is what followed 
in the way of an interview:

Boarder—“Never mind; you needn’t get 
up."

There are women 
by the thousands who dread to hear at tiie 
door the step that once thrilled 
tie m with pleasure, because that step 
has learned to reel under the influ­
ence of the seductive poison. There are 
women groaning with pain, while we write 
these words, from bruises and brutalities 
inflicted by husbands made mad by drink. 
There c-an'be no exaggeration in any state­
ment made in regard to this matter, because 
no human imagination can create anything 
worse than the truth, and no pen is capable 
of portraying the truth. The sorrows and 
horrors ot a wife with a drunken husband, 
or a mother with a drunken son. are as 
near the realization of hell as can be reached 
in this world at least. The shame, the in­
dignation. the sorrow and the sense of dis­
grace for herself aud her children, the pov­
erty—and not unfrequently the beggary— 
the fear and the fact of violence, the linger­
ing. life-long struggle and despair of count­
less women with drunken husbands are 
enough to make all women curse wine, and 
engage unitedly to oppose it everywhere as 
the worst enemy of their sex.—Dr. Holland.
