Be *t known, th a t on th is tw entieth  day of May, 
in th e  year of our Lord, 1873, and of the  indepen­
dence of the  United States of America the ninety- 
seventh, before me. Andrew Hero. Jr*, a notary pub­
lic in and for the  parish of OrU-ane, 8rate of Louis­
iana, duly commissioned and qualified, and in the

Sresence of th e  witut sees hereinafter named and un- 
ersigued,personally came and appeared the several 

pen-ons whose Dames are hereto subscribed, being 
stockholder* or duiv authorized representatives of 
stockholders of THE VALLETTB DRY DOCK COM­
PANY, a duly organised corporate body of this 
S tate, domiciled in this city, created by an act 
passed before Edwaid G. G ottschalk, late a  notary 
in th is  city , on the sixth day of January, 1866, 
which said* appealei s declared th a t a lte r due and 
legal notices and publications, a  general meeting 
of th e  stockholders of said company was con­
vened and held at th e  office of the Crescent 
Mutual Insurance Company iu this city, being the 
place designated by the Pie®idem ol said Valletta 
Dry Dock Company lor the  purpose of m aking 
certain  modifications, additions, alterations ana 
changes in and to the original ac t of incorporation 
of said V alletta Dry Dock Company, as well as in

Paid Boaid of Directors shall 
continue in office until their successors shall have 
been chosen: shall elect or appoint such officers as 
tne  in terests and convenience of said company 
mav require, aud fix or determ ine ail salaries; and 
shall make and establish, as well as a lter or amend 
a t pleasure such by-laws, rule® aud regulations, 
for the  purpose of iuacagement and regulation of 
the  affairs of said corporation, as the said Board of 
Director® may deem necessary or proper.

corporation; they  shall hire all foremen, mechan­
ics, workmen and laborers employed *n the yard 
and docks, and fix the ra te of wages of all fucb 
workmen aud laborer®, as well as discharge them  
a t wiii; also collect all am ounts due to the  said 
company, pay a;l those due i»y the same, 
keep uii account in some chartered bank in 
New Orleans (approved by th e  Board of Direct­
ors), in which all moneys received for account, of 
the  company, except it may be small sums needed 
for daily business, and draw  such money out of 
such bank only on checks signed by one of said 
m anagers aEd counter signed by the secretary of 
the company.

after read, on the “third Monday of May of each 
year.” in lieu of “the second Monday of May.” 

Wherefore, the said appearers. each representing 
th e  num ber of shares or the  capital stock ol the 
said Vallette Dry Dock Company oet opposite his 
its or their respective names or signatures hereto, 
aud together owning aiore than three-fourths iu 
am ount of th e  capital stock thereof, hereby form­
ally acknowledge and declare th a t the above speci­
fied modifications, additions, a lterations and 
changes in and to the original ac t of incorporation 
of said Vallette Dry Dock Company and the ac t 
amendatory thereof, as aforesaid, have been duly 
made aud adopted. Raid articles second, third, 
filth, sixth aud seventh thereof have been changed 
or amended so as to hereafter read or be as herein­
before specified; ai d they hereby authorize and
