Hut we are now in an age of reclamation. 
The rights of personal property are recog­
nized an international responsibility. The 
recent commission at Geneva has taken 
account of every bale of cotton or pac R- 
age of cotton alleged to have been lost 
through failure to maintain the treaty and 
national law obligations of the two powers 
disputant. The claimants on the ltio 
Grande seem well advised of this example, 
and Lave apparently studied Mr. Cush­
ing’s book attentively. They reproduce 
claims for more than $27,000,000, and 
even revive the doctrine of consequential 
damages, though disallowed by the arbi­
trators at Geneva. Indeed, commission­
ers appointed by our government to in­
quire into the nature and extent of these 
reclamations expressly go beyond their 
powers to state that of the large aggregate 
claimed not more than one-fourth, or 
$6,000,000, is probably due.

The presentation of these claims besides 
the annual expense of maintaining peace 
on our Mexican border will render it nec­
essary that our government should have 
a friendly conference with our sister re­
public on the best means of preserving 
peaco on the borders. This may and 
must be done without departing at all 
from tho pacific policy which we have 
shown to exist. But there must be a bar­
rier between the two peoples which preda­
tory bands can not pass from the one 
side, nor follow with forced reprisals 
from the other. This boundary will 
naturally be found in some range of 
intermediary mountains, which separate 
the population by a barrier barren amf 
distant from both.

This measure must lie adopted for the 
interest of both nations. If a few such 
bills for reclamation are presented to and 
paid by both Mexico and the United States, 
they would in a few years amount to the 
purchase value of a large territory. These 
reclamations may be expected to come as 
an annual crop so long as the present un- 
obstructive demarcation ot limits shall 
remain.

We omitted as a consideration of perma­
nent boundary, the cost to the govern-

support
States alone for this service can not 
amount this year to less than five hundred 
thousand dollars, and when we remember 
that this may be an annual and perhaps a 
perpetual charge, wc would have a right 
to stipulate the annuity and add it to 
the annual reclamation. The pecuniary 
consideration is, wo repeat, the smallest 
in the way. The United States seriously 
wishes a permanent friendship with Mex­
ico, and to remove all possible causes of 
difference between these two friends it 
will be evidently better that the border 
war should be ended by separating with 
enduring and impassable limits the tur­
bulent, rapacious and vindictive .spirits 
on tho frontier of each.

EXCOMMUNICATION EXTRAORDINARY.

ltev. A. J. Ryan, editor and chief of a 
journal which bears the same name that 
Lucifer did before the fall, utters the 
ban of Catholicism and sectionalism 
against Mr. Beauregard for having ac­
ceded to the social adjustment features of 
the unification society. This editor is, 
we believe, an Irishman, in holy orders, 
who is, by profession, an itinerant, not 
expected to hold any permanent interest 
in the property or institutions of any com­
munity wherein he may be temporarily 
stationed. Not to put too fine a point 
upon it, the reverend editor accidentally 
fills the attributes of a clerical carpet-bag­
ger, save that he is not an aspirant for 
any contract or for any other office than 
that ho has been chosen to fill.

Christian Pastor Do good, my hearers, 
to those who <E spitefully use you. If you 
are smitten on one cheek, turn meekly 
the other; and if any man take away your 
coat, make him a compliment of your 
cloak also.

This must be a difficult character 
to possess. Yet have ue erstwhile 
seen at the profane shows of Mr. David 
Bidwell a saltatory performance called a 
hornpipe, wherein the mimic or dancer 
wears in front the garb or uniform of a 
private soldier, and in the rear that of a 
Jack tar or sailor. Thus in the dance 
these characters are presented with a 
pleasing variety, until the beholder be­
comes puzzled to determine to which arm 
of the service the dancer really belongs. 
We are really fa!ling*into a similar bewil­
derment with regard to the editor-divine.

But Parson Ryan proposes to rule Mr. 
Beauregard off the political track as fol­
lows:

’Tis the old story. The good soldier, as 
a rule, is a l ad politician. He who leads 
on the battle-fields of patriots i«, too often, 
misled on the inglorious plains of politics.

But Father Byan cannot for the li:e of 
him “kape out av a row." This contest of 
parties is to him a regular Donnybrook, 
so he just jumps in with his metaphorical 
“Bluranrxms ! Bad luck till ye, ye blag- 
gards! ijiu’ is it a word one uv yees Lev to 
say ngin the South! Ballanabelly for- 
iver 1” and so dances around, flourishing 
his polemical shillelah, and cracking every 
crown which comes within its circle.

But really, if a soldier Las uo business 
in politics, we should like to know what 
right a priest Las to intervene? and if a 
good soldier of the sword is liable to be 
misled by the tricky politicians, we would 
like to know Low a clergyman comes to 
be so much fitter to cope with the rap­
scallions ?

CONCERNING POLITICAL PARTIES.

We have two great political parties in 
the United .States to-day, but we do not 
propose to speak of them in an exclusive­
ly national sense. Our remarks are in­
tended for domestic, or State purposes. 
The Republican party is known to advo­
cate the entire and perfect emancipation, 
not alone of the physical, hut of the in­
tellectual man—to favor the widest ex­
tension of political, religious and social 
ideas, and to render thought on all these 
subjects as free and as boundless as the air 
we breathe and the space we behold. The 
Democratic party, worshiping at shrines in 
whose old temples its cherished idols no 
longer preside, seeks to fetter the intellec­
tual man ns it once did his physical 
power, to limit the enlargement of his 
social sphere, instead of generously open­
ing a wider field for every kind of indus­
try, energy and activity. It endeavors to 
clog the wheels of progress, except so far 
as it proves inviting to its hopes of 
invidious preferments, and sits like 
a passenger in a railway train going 
with all the rapidity of motion in the 
direction of new scenes with Lis back to 
them, so that they never challenge or 
engage his attention until be has passed 
them. Much Las been and is the ridicu­
lous attitude of the Democratic party. It 
meditates on and sees only what it has 
passed, and seems as unmindful of the 
future to which it is rapidly tending as it 
it were not manifest destiny. The late 
movement cf some distinguished gentle­
men of this city, looking to the unification 
of the people of this State, is highly com­
mendable, on account of the progress 
which it bespeaks, and the vindication 
which it indicates of the right and free­
dom of thought. It shows that they have 
resolved to turn their faces in the direc­
tion in which they are traveling, and must 
go. Here is beautifully exemplified that 
moral and intellectual emancipation which 
forms the substratum of real republican­
ism in Louisiana that individual freedom 
which is the birthright ot’ every man. 
whatever may be his color, and 
political unity which is dictated by neces­
sity, and give.-: the best and strongest 
proof of patriotism. YYe think that the same 
sound reasoning adopted by these patriotic 
gentlemen woul 1, if pursued to a neces­
sary conclusion, convince- them that they 
require no new party organization to ac­
complish their object. In taking the 
position they now occupy they have as­
sumed the attitude and attributes cf en­
lightened Republicanism, and we think the 
Republican party opens the surest and the 
widest field for the cultivation of their 
political sentiments. Why should tiny 
wish to deny our political church the bene­
fits of the fruits of their conversion to its 
fondlv cherished faith and tenets :

TEE L IIS IT  CF REUNION.

The St. Louis correctly translates 
the acceptation of unification by the /'Y 
ynne as an ungracious and exclusive ar­
rangement for Louisiana alone. If the 
Globe could see the bitterness with which 
the best Confederates are assailed by those 
w ho were no soldiers at all, it would be 
better answered that the movement for a 
new party, on the basis cl oividing the 
offices, can not succeed even here. Yv'e 
could give many specimens of the disre­
spectful manner in which tho country 
press of the South speaks ot the principal

movers r*1 the white side, and especially 
of General Beauregard. One of them
e»ys: “Shame on you. Beauregard," and 
concludes along tirade. “So we the people 
of the rural districts, l id Beauregard a 
long good night."

But this proposal to eSabli -;h amicable 
social relations among j eople who were 
1-orn, and must dwell together iu the 
land, has received •::. onrageaseni from 
the proceedings of th- alumni of West 
Point, which we subjoin. This is an en­
deavor tn  the part of fiddlers who fought 
the sectional war to restore the relations 
between the people id the whole l  nicn. 
No doubt such an attem; t will receive the 
same opposition fro iff the non-combatants 
as the effort at social intercourse has done. 
Yet, brave and honorable men. wLo risked 
their lives to protect the-a: nou-:-om- 
butants, cun forgive the animosities 
and forget the injury of the combat sooner 
than those who snuffed “the battle ' very 
“afar off”—sometimes even from the Brit­
ish and Spanish islands, often, from Paris 
and London. There can be no reason for 
abandoning a Republican doctrine which 
is or ought to be that of every intelligent 
American mind, it may need exposition, 
and would no doubt be the better of a 
more exact application by all who profess 
its tenets, but the adoption of more cordial 
relations between the owners and cultiva­
tors of the soil is a different proposition 
altogether. It should be encouraged 
independent ol and without reference to 
any political considerations whatever. 
Let, then, the Republican party review 
apd re-enact its principles. Let it present 
sftch a record as will be without just ob­
jection, and as the government owed its 
earlier impulses to the doctrines of Re­
publican liberiy and equality, so it may 
go down to posti rity without a material 
variation cf the old political compass.

A committee, consisting of General Tilgli- 
mau, ot Maryland. General Martindale, of 
New York, and Colonel Peniek.of Missouri, 
was appointed to draft an address to tho 
graduates of tbe academy. Yesterday tbe 
addiess was submitted *to an adjourned 
meeting and unanimously adopted. It 
states that since the close of the lute war 
a society has been lot-nied, which is com­
posed of the alumni of West Point Acad­
emy, but that, unfortunately, up to the 
present time, but few. except iederal offi­
cers, have joined it. This address says it 
should no: be so, and strongly urges all 
graduates of the academy to enroll them­
selves as members.

The address further says: “We devout­
ly thauk God that national animosities are 
disappearing. In lt-ss than ten years after 
tbe conclusion of a gigantic civil war wa 
are again substantially restored to tbe pos­
session and enjoyment of our civil and 
political rights. The work of the govern­
ment is nearly and soon will he completed.

There remains to lie 
secured tho restoration of friendly and 
social relations throughout our country. 
What class of men c.ra inaugurate that 
consummation like tbe graduates of the 
militaiy academy ! We, at least, know 
that oiir honor was maintained and kept 
untarnished iu the contest. We can re vie w 
that contest without tiiui acrimony; and 
v.-ith satisfaction that it was not inglori­
ous, and extract therefrom useful lessons 
and examples, influenced by such considera­
tions. We, your fellow-graduates, repre­
senting all sections of too United States, 
earnestly invite you to join us at our next 
annual meeting at West Point Military 
Academy iu June, 1ST!.
