His burning thirst tor LiLerty looked past
the flame c.{ war and the agonies of re-
coustruction. His iliimitable love of free-
dom tended even to scrutinize relations
tiiad by time, and to lift with a
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fearless band the veil which may some-

times separate fact from superstition.
Whatever the 7ribune was, Horace Greeley
made it. It would have deprived him of
the chief glory to which he laid claim if
any should deny that the Trilune contrib-
uted to bring on the late civil war. He
would boldly and with the rugged perti-
nacity of Lis nature have accepted the re-
sponsibility of his own deeds. He knew
that freedomr is born of throes, and that
these must be forgotten in the joy that truth
Las been Lorn iuto the world.

Sowehow, possibly by some *“‘cantrip
sleight” of stocks and proxies a successor
of Mr. G Lias been chosen who deems
the past course of the Trilwie nothing to
be proud of. That paper now carefully
gathers up its garments from the taint of
those conseqnences of which it wasa chief
cause. It *s apparently apprehensive
that some defeat is about to befall the Re-
publican party, aud so Lastens to join in
condemuing its admipistration. Lut the
Tritoee need bhave no fears. The machin-
ery of goverument may have beenu run un-
der higher than normal pressure during
the exigencies of war, but it is being rap-
idly reduced to the safe and uniform rate,
and is now under easy steam. Still the
Tritune fears an explosion and hastens
from the Loilur deck to hide itself in the
hold. It throwsall the blame on the en-
gineer iu charga. It takes no share in
having ordered au extreme application of
power,

The censure of tha 7rifme falls now
upon General Batler aspiring to govern
Massachusetts. It draws a frightful pic-
ture of the corruption alleged to prevail
throughout the United States, and sug-
gests that the moral and physical traits of
the Massachusetts aspirant would furnish
a perfect ewblem of the coarseness and
obliquity of the day. The Tribuwie even
reproaches General Dutler that Le aban-
doned the Democratic party, and took ser-
vice with the Republican party. We had
supposed that the war was an act of obliv-
ion for all those changes which consoli-
dated the men of the Union to save the
life of the Union, but was not an ac-
ceptance of Republican support by a Dem-
ocrat during the war at least as pardon-
able as the acceptance of a Democratic
nonunation by a Republican since the
war? Everybody Las been told that *a
revolution can not be made with rose
water,” and no doubt Mr. Greeley and all
others who advocated a war for the en-
forcement of the laws, anticipated the
usual consequences of war. These are as
much a part of the act of war as the
sequslo: of a typhoid are a part of the
disease itself ; so that if the elevation of
General Butler is a consequence of the
war it is a part of the war itself, and to
have been contemplated by all who advo-
cated the war. The war also made Prosi-
dent Grant, who, with all his signal mili-
tary and civil genius, is constantly eon-
demned by the Trilune. Considering all
its discreditable imputations upon the
work of its own hand, the Tiihuie should
not shirk and abaudon the duty of mod-
erating its own deeds. It should preserve
the right of reforming them if they shall
require it

But in joining the enemies of the Re-
publican party the Tribune exposes itself
to a dilemma. It must either admit itself
a poor prophet to forcsee the conscquences
of its own counsels, or it must be too
timid to stand up to them. If, then, we
can vot Lave the aid of the Triluwie in
vindicating the justice of Republican ac-
tion, we shall at least Lold that journal to
its own share of any respousibility, and
must protest against its being accepted as
a witness against those whom it ence led.
We intend to permit no mock metem.-
psychosis by which the noble soul of o
world-wide reformer shall be substitated
by a tricky spirit which dodges respon-
sibility and percles safely on the shoal-
ders of success

MORAL DUTIER.

Without pretending to be perfect and
with no desire to be classed as a moralist,
the Rervpriean feels it to be its duty to
remind the people that to their neglect of
moral duties must e traced the evils that
now afflict society herz, and will continne
to do so until there is a change. Instead
of being led by immoral teachers and
those who would rale society and shape
our civilization, the people must set the
example of morality and demand its ob-
servance from teachers and governors.
If it is a fact, ns we are told, that next to
the study of religion, whick shows us our
relations with God and how we may be-
come citizens of an immortal kingdow,
the most profitable and urgent duty of
ran is the study of polities, which teaches
him bis relations to socicty and the scicnee
of government, Every country has a civ-
ilization and a government of some kind,
and M. Guizot, the eminent French his-
torian, in speaking of civilization, says:
“The difficulty of deseribing it, of recount-
ing its history, is epparent and ackuowl-
edged; but its existenes, its worthi-
ness to Le described and to be re
counted, is mnot less certain and
manifest.  Then, respeeting civilization,
what a number of problems remain to be
solved, It may be asked--it is even now
disputed —whether civilization be a good
oranevil? One party describes it astec-
ing with mischief to man, while another
lauds it as the means by which Le will at-
tain his bighest dignity and exeellence.”
It wuust be remembered that this is the
language Guizot used in his first lecture
on the general history of civilization in
modern Euarope, from the fall of the Ro.
man ewpire to the French revolution,
commwencing in175%, This was long after
Roman civilization bad succeeded in de-
stroying the liberties of the Romans, aud
just ata time when French civilization was
driving the French people into revolu-
tionary measures for the purpose of
ridding themselves of a government and
civilization oppressive and destructive to
the great Lody of the people and ouly
beneficial to thefew, But the French peo-
ple, in doing away with monarchy and ¢s-
tablishinga republic did not display in their
choice of public servants, that sense of
moral duties that was necessary toiusure
a better civilization and government than
had been obtained under the monarchy.
Had the French people been possessed of

a high sense of moral duties they would
have béen successful in their first attempt
to establish a republic, and instead of re-
ceiving bad lessons from and being led by
such men as Robespierre, Danton, Marat,
ete., they could have taught good lessons
and demanded an observauce of them by
those whom they invested with public au-
thority.

Speaking of the destiny of human nat-
ure and eivilization as a faet, M. Guizot

, it ia asked whether thia 7fu* is
un:versal; whether there is a generas civili-
zation of the w i A
for humanity to 1 &
complisi; whether pations have not trans-
mitted from age to age romething t
successors which is never lost, but w
rows and continuea us s common 8
and will thus be continued to the end of all
things.

M. Guizot feels assured that Luman
natare has suck a destiny; that a general
civilization pervades the human family:
that at every epock it angents, and there,
conscquently, is a universal history of
civilization to Le writteu.

Now, society in this country, though
comparatively young, las wade rapid
progress in civil life; in the melioration of
the social state and the advancement of
pational prosperity. Aud this progress
Las been attained under a republican
formn of government, instituted by men
deeply impressed with the belief t
suceess depended on a faithful observance
of moral duties by the people —a people
who desired to be morally governed; and
having placed the Christivn church,
through religions freedom, on a Lroader
field tor good than it ocenpies in most
other countries, what is thers to prevent
a continuance of this progre Nothing
but a neglect on the part of the peopie to
practice those moral duties that are the
chief pillars of free government.
