Wo amouticed soa.e weeks ago that o.ir 

distiacuishoil fellow-townemau wa? spend 
ing a few weeks in Kentucky, iu search of 
health, ami a!so quoted irom ona o: the 
r.ou:;vi!ie hiurna'.s friendly mention of tbi* 
Genera!, who was claimed with pride :v a 
native of that State. During liis absence 
he happened to he in Xenia, Ohio, one 
night, and present at a meeting called to do 
honor to the late Chief Justice Chase, a 
citizen of the State, and cne who will 
always Do kindly remembered by the citi­
zens of Xenia on account of his having do­
nated ten thousand dollars in aid of Y\ .1- 
herioree College, located .a tu3f town- 
After several speeche- had been made 
General Ilaiber was called upon. and. al­
though unprepared and sintering from ex­
treme debilitation, addressed tb- mt" tJig 
as follows:

Mr. I’resident. Ladies and (Gentlemen ( 
Xenia—It is with some difficulty that I at­
tempt to address you this evening, as i a;u 
at this time, and have been for some twenty 
days, suffering from a severe attack of ill­
ness but in view of the iuiDortauce of this 
meeting, and the occasion tor which it was 
called. I can not retrain from saying some­
thing about our Louisiana complications 
and difficulties. It would detain this meet­
ing too long !or me to attempt to enter into 
the details of all our troubles and the 
causes thereof, blit I will content myself by 
brie;iy stating some of them. We are, us 
you doubtless know, one of the lately re­
constructed States of this Union, and i:i the 
vote ot our State the white and colored Re­
publicans are largely ia the majority. The 
opponents oi the Kepublie un party are very 
bitter, and succeeded iu getting our late 
Governor of the State to co operate with 
them to defeat the will ot the people as 
was or would have been expressed at 'lie 
ballot box. In our Slate the Governor has 
had conferred upon him extraordinary pow­
ers in the forming of the registration and 
election laws. !u a word, ho has al! the 
machinery o!‘ election ia his bands, con­
ferred upon him by a If ̂ publican Legisla­
ture. its members thinking that they would 
be usr-d in the interest of justice and right 
Hut sad experience tells a different stor. 
History records the fact that there never 
way a more complete organization of fra. d 
than was the last election farce in Louis- 
.ana. conducted aud carried into execution 
by the Fusion pat tv of our State, sanctioned 
aud assisted by tfie iate Governor of the 
State, in whose hands, or through whose 
Lunds ail of the returns had to be made 
from the supervisors of election to the board 
of canvassers, and to the Secretary of 
State, whe-e duty it is to furnish the Secre- 
ta:y of the Senate and the Clerk of the 
House of Itepresentativc» with the names 
re tinned to compose the Legislature of o r  
State.

Mow. Mr. President. I ask any candid 
man in the house if there is any one who 
believes, with the machinery of election so f 
completely in the hands ot a political party 
opposed ti) the popular will and free insti 
tutions. could there have been expected, 
under the circumstances, nn impartial and 
correct return of the election So we, the 
Republicans of our State, were compelled 
to resort to the means provided by a wise 
act of Congress to interpose federal v.: 
thotity in the premises—to resort to the 
federal courts, and apply and obtained the 
several restraining orders of the court to 
prevent the then acting Governor from 
tampering with, altering or amending the 
returns submitted to him by the several 
supervisors throughout tha State as pro­
vided by law.

The means resorted t<* by these parties to 
defeat the election or deprive the colored 
men of the privilege of registering and vot­
ing is ibis: A colored man that was a slave 
all his life, and had reached the age of lil'y 
or sixty, more or less, would go up and 
offer to bo registered. The supervise? the 
npnointea of the Governor, would say, 
••Well, old man, what year were yc  born 
in* Tlio poor old man. if he had expected 
to have been asked suck u question would 
have been prepared to answer it; but taken 
inpreparcd. and in many cases the man, 

not being aide to read, and a very poor 
counter, of course he could not answer the 
question pronerly «>r to the satisfaction of 
the supervi c* . like old man would be 
tohi. “Here, old man. you have perjured 
voui-elf; you are under oath here, 
if you tell what is not so. you 
will lie sent to Jai! for taking a false oath, 
and if it is proven you will be sent to the 
State 1‘risou.'' If not in that way the cues., 
t ou would be: “ Iu what- State were you 
born I * or "in what county of the State 
or “What was the capital of the State I" or 
“What is the county seat f ’ and tlio ques­
tion would be put to a man that the super 
v i-or was satislieil he could not answer, and 
it; the presence of other colored men. in a 
manner which would have the effect to in­
timidate all.present, and thereby depriving 
them of the right to register nml vote on 
the day ot election. This policy would be 
pursued iu large Republican districts, but 
not so much where the Fusionists had the 
majority: aud if this means did not accom­
plish tlio desired object, and the colored 
iut-Ti would register aud voto on election 
days, there would be some roughs around 
the polls or registrars' offices to create a 
disturbance, or what they could ciiarac- 
terize as a riot, tumult, or armed disturb­
ance. so that they could throw out the vote 
at such polling place as provided by the 
Iuw of the Mate.

Other means, too numerous to mention 
on this occasion, were used, such as resort­
ing to stuffing the ballot boxes. - Alter all 
the votes liad been cast by the voters, then 
comes the time for the selection of such 
persons as the supervisor and commission­
ers of election had agreed upon, or been di­
re* ted to return elected to the Governor.

Now, Mr. President, if these and other ir­
regularities anil outrages are not sufficient 
to justify Governor Kellogg, as the repre­
sentative of the Republican party, of law 
aud order, justice and right, in appealing to 
the federal courts of this country to stay 
the hand of the revengeful wrongdoer, and 
to protect tha weak ami ignorant *n this 
laud ot our*.

Judge Dureil. ot ti:P District Court of our 
state, let the case be submitted, and it was 
tried, argued on both sides by able counsel, 
ot those who have the reputation of being 
such, for I am no lawyer, aud am no* a 
proper judge in the premises. Judge !*c- j 
reil made his rulings and decisions, and I j 
undertake to say here and elsewhere that, 
under the circumstances.no other *ou se J 
would have been successful.

But we are here confronted with tut- 
Tabor, investigation, views and determina­
tion of the Senate committee of the Con­
gress of the United States, that entirely 
dissent horn the opinion of the judge. 1 
must reneat here again that I am no law- 
ver but I know tlii*. if it is not the law it 
ou 'ht to be the law of this land and 
whether Congress will agree with the re­
port ol the Senate committee or w ith the 
wise and just construction ot American 
law bv Judge Dureil. they will, alter a 
Ini’ fair anti impartial investigation, lia«l 
that they will be compelled to so amend 
tlie laws'as to permit such » construction 
as in the judgment of Judge vas
the meaning anil intention of the ( engross 
of the United State* in the passage of this 
law. and at an eaiiy day. or the eni.- ot 
justice will be defeated by these unrecoa- 
stiucted men of the South. , .

I contend. Mr. President, tuat the federal 
courts should have equal and concurrent ju ­
risdiction with the State courts m the mat­
ters of suff rage, whether the a lolator be an 
individual, or agent, officer ot a. State or 
the State itself. I contend. Mr. President, 
that with the bitterness of feeling that uas 
beta engendered m consequence ot he 
late political success ot the Republican 
partv iu this nation. Congress must and 
will’ be compelled to put at test forever 
this question in the reconstructed States, 
or the object of the passage of the hfteenth 
amendment to the constitution.of the 
United States will he defeated, and colored 
suffrage in the South will ha a  fawe* T5*1*

.3 an offspring of the Republican party, and 
it must not dishonor it at this time. The 
rabid mind of the South is not prepared to 
leave us iu the wilderness without the 
strong and protecting arm of the lederal 
government. It has been intimated that 
when violence is used against us, we ought 
to use violence ia return A-il I have to 
say in oi jection is. that it is not the ad vice 
tl at should coine from wise and just coju 
sel. We are less than .'.000.000 strong in 
this country against bf.OOO.OOO. with all the 
odds against us. and it is n it for the interest 
of this government. Government was, in- 
st tHted to do away with such a method, and 
if we were to take’the i iw in our own a mi’s 
I think the source of such counsel would 1 e 
the first *o turn against as and raise the cry 
o war of races. There can not tie any war 
o:’ races in this country, ami we the colored 
men of the Sruth will not foil -w the advice 
of any one that advises -uch a course.

Now. Mr. Presiiienr. I have consumed a 
great deal of your time in dist ussing a mat­
ter entirely foreign to th» object for which 
this meeting was called: but tbi - is a mat­
ter that I am much interested in and all o’ 
the colored people of this country are in­
terested in. This .s not a qut -tion as to 
whether Louisiana -hail be tiffs or that, but 
:t i a question a- to whether a State in 
this Union shall be recognized because she 
lias a colored roaa elected In accordance 
with law by a legal Legislature to the 
Senate of the United States, and a 
fair proportion of her State officer- 
colored, and a white man Governor, that 
recognizes the will of the majority and is 
true to the principles of the party he be­
longs to and just to those who oppose him, 
aud endeavors to perform the duties to 
which lie was elected by a .najotity of the 
voters of that State.

Gentlemen of Ohio, we of Louisiana in­
voke your sympathy and ask your co-oper­
ation to assist us in achieving the blessings 
as the result of the teach ing of the good and 
noble man to whose memory you are ln-re 
to <io honor to-night—Salmon I*. Chase.

Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen. ! 
thank you for the long and patient heanng 
you have given me to-night. I have de­
tained you longer than l intended, and only 
my strength failing me reminds me bf how 
long I have been addressing you.

Wasiiinntox, July 8 — A dispatch re­
ceived at the State Department, from Hon. 
Daniel E Sickles, United States minister to 
S paiD . incloses the additional customs regu­
lations promulgated by the Spanish gov­
ernment for the Peninmla. The decriels 
dated June 5, and will be enforced against 
all vessels C uuing from the Atlantic ports 
of the. United States alter the expiration of 
three months from the date of publication, 
and four months after that, date for all ves- 
fels coining from the Pacific ports. Minis­
ter Sickles, in his dispatch, says:

“It will be observed that this decree, 
although containing provisions tending to 
embarrass legitimate commerce with the 
ports of theWPeninsula. recognizes and 
adopts several principles contended for in 
my correspondences with this government 
respecting the customs regulations.’*

• u Cuba only one manilest is required, 
instead of three. If tlio manijest agrees 
with the bill of lading the tine incurred for 
only au infraction of the regulation in de­
scribing u consignment is imposed o$i the 
consignee of the goods and not on the ves­
sel. and Spanish consuls are prohibited from 
certifjing manifests which are not properly 
made out. They are, be-ides, required to 
note all mistake’s and amendments, and to 
report to the customs authorities of the 
port to which the vessel is bound all the 
manifests they certify.

The effort to remove Genera! Clarke from 
tho Galveston postoftice is not progressing 
favorably. General Clarke represents that 
liis efforts to secure material aid for Texas 
Horn tiie government are progressing favor­
ably in the way of harbor and bay improve­
ments.

The revenue steamer John A. Dix. re­
cently overhauled aud refitted at New 
York, sailed last night for New Oilean#. at 
wiiieh port she will be stationed.

The new Spanish customs regulations re­
ceived at the State department from Minister 
Sickles, mentioned iu a previous dispatch, 
are preceded by a letter from the Spanish 
Minister of Finance to the President of the 
republic, in which lie says, the lamentable 
state of the collection of revenues, and es­
pecially of those whoso character more es­
pecially needs constant attention on the 
part of the revenue officials, has attracted 
the attention of tiie undersigned ministry 
to endeavor to find a remedy, even though 
to th:« end it be necessary to resort to 
measures in some degree restrictive, but 
still demanded by public opinion.

The customs ordinances, approved by a 
decree of the Regent of the kingdom, July 
Iff. 1870, were prepared with reference to 
the principles proclaimed by the men who 
most contributed to the resolution of Sep­
tember, and the results of those ordinances 
wouid doubtless have realized the desires 
of their framers, w ith perhaps some addi­
tional safeguards demanded by the needs 
ot tho revenue, if our civil discords had per­
mitted their being put into operation aud 
maintained in force with the needful 
precision and regularity, but the necessity 
that lias aitsen for withdrawing the revenue 
guard from our own special cruises to assist 
in the re-establishment of public order and 
to check the progress of the Carlist insur­
rection have left the coast and frontier of 
many provinces unprotected, and this fact 
has been taken advantage of by smugglers 
and others, who cripple legitimate com­
merce by a ruinous competition which the 
latter can not keep up, and at the same 
time humiliate the lawtul government by 
disparaging its prestige anil diminishing its 
revenues

The repeated reclamations of the trade of 
s’arious important citiefffimd the imperious 
necessity of checking the evil by measures 
which wall allow of the suppression of ille- 

, gitimate trade while protecting the interests 
of commerce conducted iu good faith, which 
are as well the interests ot the public treas­
ury. impel the minister to submit the 
decree, of which tho following are tiie 
main points. The decree prescribes that 
ererv captain ot a vessel laden 
or in ballast coming from abroad, whether 
lie brings li is cargo iu transit for deposit, 
for transhipment or for immediate eon 
sumption, shall have with him the general 
manifest comprehending the cargo, provi­
sions and supplies carried by the vessel, 
etc., visaed by the Spanish consul at the 
port of departure, or i>y the local authori 
ties if there be no Spanish consul. Cap­
tains coming from the Spanish free ports 
and from tiie Spanish colonies shall bring 
the manifest visaed by the inlerrencion tie1 
reqistro or by the dispatching customhouses 
respectively.

’i hi# manifest a# a general one shall in 
elude all the cargo, venture, goods and 
parcels vhioh the ship may bring and only 
one manifest# can be visaed for each 
voyage.

Article second imposes a tine of $200 on 
any vessel ot eighty tons or more, not 
having a manifest drawn up when entering 
Spttiu-ii waters or port, or not having the 
manifest visited according to aitiele one 
The absence of a visaed manifest 
bv vessel* under eighty tons shall be pun 
jslied by a fine of from five to Ten times the 
dmv on the good-carried, ii the fault be 
discovered within the customhouse bound 
arc. and ths said absence shall be consiil 
eri d a* smuggling or fraud, as the ease inav 
be, it the discovery be made in Spanish 
w*a*. r# The same fault, if the vesse 
i« of more than eighty tons burden 
and tarri'-s tobacco, woven goods or colon 
ml product#, sugar, tea, coffee and spices 
she shall ne p tnishod by a fine of from lice 
to ten times the duty on tho«e goods. Those 
who pu into port by reason of some un 
foreseen event duly proved and admitted by 
the custom, authorities hih not liaide to the 
penalties* slabliehed. When tobacco, woven 
goods [and colonial products are declared 
In i he manif- #t as consisting of other goods 
in agreement with the statements in the 
b lls of lading, a tine of Iron: five to ten 
time# the duties rn the cargo will be irn 
powd. Fur this penalty the consignees ot 
the good# are responsible and the captain 
or mentors shall oul.v bo answerahlo w h­
in drawing up t-heir mamiY-sr, they depart 
from  what the shippers hive stated in the 
bills or lading. T o gtoss w*- ;H declared 
in the manifest shall serve 
basis for ths customhouse t-perations,
and the pin# or minus'dificieuces, if they 
exceed ten per cent, shall tic punished as it 
they occurred in the net weight. The con­
signee# of the goods shall pay these tines if 
the bill of lading aud manif st agree, and 
ths captain if he has departed from 
the statements in#thn bilk# of lading. 
Woven goods and clothing shall pre­
fer?* the c us to is house «t*wp known

throughout and remaining in the whole na­
tion. Colonial produce must be accompa­
nied by a coekel issued by an authorized ad­
ministration for their free circulation 
throughout the fiscal zone. When woven 
goods and the other merchandise men­
tioned are seized and found wanting in 
any o£ tke requirements set forth, or with 
the stamps tampered with oc cut of date, or 
with emendations in the cokets. a fine 
shall be imposed of from five to tea times 
the duty, or penalties for fraud shall be 
imposed according as the discovery shall 
be made within or outside of the custom­
house boundary. According to the provisions 
of the penal law besides the employes and 
armed forces and institutions whose special 
duty it is to prevent contraband traffic 
anil fraud and :io give every kind of assist­
ance for the apprehension of the offend­
ers, authorization to take measures to 
guard against the commission of those 
crimes is given to the authorities and 
volunteers of the republic who shall 
tor such services receive the rewards 
mentioned in appendix four to tM* ordinan­
ces. viz the value of the goods seized and 
the amount of the fines imposed when both 
gooes anil offenders are captured, and the 
same after deducting the tariff 
dues when the goods alone are cap­
tured. Captains ot vessels coniine* 
from Spanish colonies shall come provided 
with the manifest mentioned, visaed from 
the eustomhouso at the port of departure. 
Spanisli consuls, vice consuls and consular 
agents abroad, the administrators of colo­
nial customhouses and the ui!rrrtr!i>rses tie 
ins re<ii ■ r .s at the free ports will not place 
their visa on the manifests presented to them 
it they are not drawn up m conformity 
with ai dole forty-six of the ordinances; and 
they shall make a note, authorized by their 
signature and official seal, oc any remarks, 
mistakes or emendations in the said mani­
fests. and also render useless the lines that 
shall not Lave been written^ upon, so as to 
prevent abuses, keep full records, etc. 
The general director of customs is 
authorized to reduce or entirely remit the 
tines. Before putting their orders in force 
the following periods of time are allowed, 
counting from the day of publication 
in the Madrid Gazelle: One _ month
for Y'essels from Europe, Asia, the 
Mediterranean coast. Africa as far as 
Cape Mogador and the Canary Is­
lands; three months tor vessels from 
Cuba. Porto Rico, and the other American 
ports in the Atlantic, from Greenland to 
the Gulf of Mexico, inclusive; and four 
months for vessels from all other parts of 
the globe. The decree goes into operation 
in one month as regards the circulation of 
merchaudise within the fiscal zone and tho

In the southeast part of Indiana severs 
losses are reported.

In Ripley county the wheat suffered badly, 
Iu Decatur county the wheat yield will b(l 
but one-fourth of a crop: in Miellay county 
two-thirds. The wheat was sprouting very 
fast.

Many trees were up­
rooted, and one bam demolished. The loss 
is estimated at $8000. outside of the crops.

.a Washington county the crops were 
eonsid* raldy beaten down and damaged. 
Ail estimate of the loss can not be made, 
the reports not being sufficiently full.

In Belmont county several acre# ot liui 
ber were destroyed. lo r a mile around 
Belmont neat ly all the fences were blown 
down, admitting stock into the grain fields. 
The wheat and corn were also flattened out.

In Morrow county, in the vicinity of 
Cardin-rfon. on Thursday and Friday the 
torm h veW fences and timber in all 

directions many valuable orchard# were 
ruined. .

The loss in Franklin county, is estimated 
at from $.">0,000 to $100,000. Tin- bottom 
lands were covered with water destroying 
the crops.

The caral in the town of Winchester 
overflowed and part of tiie town is under 
water, compelling some of the firms to utoji 
business. In the southern portion of Lick 
ing county crops of all kinds are badly 
damaged. The Newark, Somerset and 
Strassville road suffered severely. Twenty- 
five miles of the track was washed out and 
several bridges were destroyed.

In Clinton county the grain in shock and 
that standing in the fields were alike pros­
trated, making it necessary to remove a 
great part of it by hand.

In the southern portion of Green county 
the, wheat crop suffered; the estimated loss 
is from fifteen to twenty per cent. In other 
portions ot the county the loss is consider­
ably lighter.

The weather is still heavy, and unless it 
clears up %oon the wheat crop, which is 
dead ripe, will be greatly injured.

Ia Muskingum county, Zanesville, Wash 
ington. Perry. Wayne and Knox township# 
suffered loss—the damage to the growing 
crop is not less than 810,000, besides a heavy 
loss of timber. In the southern part of 
Butler couutv the rain did much damage to 
the crops, a large lot ot timber was also 
blown down.
