Like the craftsmen who made idolatrous
trinketa for tite worship of s heathen
goddess, the politicians by no means
liked to se¢ their diviuity dethroned, and
one whose tribute is the sweat of an
honest brow iustalled in itsstead.

The dogum of this St. Matthew of all
the industries was not comprehended by
all. It was concealed by those whoedid
understand it.  But when explained, it
will be scen to teack the wery bhighest
*politics™ which a Republican can desire.
For the object of this sciemce being to
govern well, it divides itself into two
modes. That of the monarchists—copied
we regret to know by certain Southern
politicians—is to so control the people as
to secure from them the highest rate of
tribute and the lowest degree of obedi-
ence. This political order replaces here
that of the aristocracy under otler forms
of government. It prefers that the peo-
ple should be iguorant. It desires that

80 bestow upon those States or Territories
additional political power in proportion to
the numbers go possessed oracquired.

The foundation of this acquisition of
power is that which Matthew designates
in his epistle to our political®apper-
dociansas “‘business.” *DBusiness'” means
the employment of all. The peace and
protection and harmony of all. *‘Busi-
ness” means the attraction of people from
all parts of the world as the doves flock
to the windows. *Business" means the
immigration of the artisan and the de-
posit of the capitalist. It means such au
increase of taxable values as will reduce
ratably the weight of taxation or in-
crease the capacity to pay. Such anin-
crease of numbers as will enhance the
ability of the State in peace or in war,
which will give more representatives and
electoral votes, and so enlarge the consti-
tutional influences of Louisiana in the
common government. *Business™” also is
the restored confidence of our commercial
customers in this market, and the unifica-
tion of all our energy and intelleet, with-
out regard to race, color, religion, or pasg
condition, in prowmoting this increase of
political power, through an increase of our
social peace and industrial prosperity.

Such is our definition of monarchical
politics. It is the willful destruction of busi-
ness. Republican politics is to foster the
business of the people, to secure the free-
dom of the people.

These may be their doctrines, but when
Mesars. I. N. Marks, G. T. Beanregard,
A. Baldwin, David Hadden aud other
men of | with five hundred other

they should be inspired with an intol
ant hatred of other parties, and as &
consequence, that they should endow with
feudal power and follow with feudal
fidelity those who hold ail the offices and
conduct the aflairs of thy State. With
these politiciaus the doctrine of State
rights, unconsciously, perbaps, meant the
right of a class or clique to govern the
States. It has lLeen seen, in at least one
instance, that when the yeign of this class
has been overthrown in a Stata it has ap-
pealed to the federal government to rein-
state it. Republican politics, however,
differs from tlhe monarchical politics in
this: The people being the source of all
power and the directors of all public af-
fairs, it becomes indispensable to so in-
struct the people themselves as that
the right of administering a8 princi-
pal or petty office will mot be con-
fined to a oprivileged few, who
have alone mads this subject a study.
The Republican statesman does not
choose tor e-establish the benefit of clergy,
under which & man who eounld write his
name might save his neck by so doing,
while bis less guilty accomplice must be
hung in deference to the superior intelli-
gence of his companion. The republican
statesman would insure the benefit of
clergy to all by universal education. For
as the miner may safely walk through the
foul air with Sir Humphrey Davy’s little
safety lamp in Lis hand, so maya lad
with a spelling-hook safely traverse the
mephitie vapors of despotistu or the choke
damp of superstition, wlich we think a
very scientifie figure.

Then the republican statesman knows
that popular liberty depends not upon ab-
stract right as interpreted by the Modoes,
or the Khivans themselves, but upon the
physical ability of tha Modoes or Khivans
to maintain this construction. They
thus teach, with their republican powder,
Thomas Jefferson's universal education
and universal employment. The peoply
ara thereby indiscriminately fitted for the
subordinate nnd prineipal duties of gove
erning themselves; qualified for these
trusts from the jury box up to the Senate
chamber, no high born, high bred class
Lolds in monopoly the capacity to
govern. Under republican politics all

are  educated, all employed, and
all are eligible to service according
to  comparative qualification. And

what Machiavelli and his foliowers of
this day considered with King James a
kingeraft or especial patent is, in fact, a
very siuple affair, Our best Presidents
bave, with houesty, candor, Providence
aud a plain English education, beaten all
the disciples of Machiayelli all over the
world: so that the world is now trying to
adopt that republican form of government
whick the Machiavellisns ridiculed as ab-
surd. The worid is pursuing that form
of government through all manner of des~
potisms, Republieans wish it success,
but they assure the politicians of Europe
that popular liberty can consist alone in
popular intelligence and employment.

So when Matthew uttered that parados,
*Lay down your politics and betake your-
selves to business,” bis nnregenerate hear-
ers did not understand that of which he
spoke. Yetitis given tous to interpret
the dark saying aud the meaning thereof.

Under the constitution of the United
States there is but one symbol and equi-
valent of power, It is population, It is
not past services or preteusions, nor sec-
tional prejudices, nor antagonisms of race
or nationality, Our constitutional rights
are written in that Book of Numbers, the
federal comstitution, and they are inter-
preted in the last appeal by the same au.
thority. These numbers make laws, they
wake armics, they make Presidents, the
Congress, they make States and Senates.
Now, with a universal equality of these
people, each one of them becomes a po-
litical iuteger. The multiplication of these
integers determives “the polities”—if you
will——of the United States, and of every
sotof it. Then these numbers, finding
the whole two million square miles of the
thirty-seven States and the nine Territo-
rizs open to them, select such of these

States or Territories as suit them best, and

unemployed people sign a truce to the
eolor quarrel, recommend the settlement of
difficulties rather by due course of law
than by riot or assassination, and
counsel a broad spirit of nationality, it is
plain that they have unconsciously become
converts ‘> the Republican politics
and have abjured the mouarchial.
Thus, at some fatiguing length to
the reader, if he have not abandoned the
chase after truth somewhere between our
premises and conclusions, we have made
our iuterpretation and demonstration.
The meaning of the handwriting of this
enigmatical Carpenteristhis: In America
*business” comprehends the attraction of
numbers, the accumulstion of wealth, the
perfection of industrial skill, the appor-
tionment of constitutional power, and the
maintenance of liberty., Therefore, **busi-
ness” is the highest and wisest “'politics.”

THE LOUISIANA TROUBLES.

The RepunricaX¥ can truthtfully main.
tain that the rich property-holders, tax-
payers, ete., who have baunded together
since the war for the purpose of resisting
the measures of the tederal government
for the reconstruction of tbe South and
the collection of taxes in this State, are
the men who are really responsible for all
the troubles tnat have accumulated here
since the first election of Abralam {in-
coln to the presigency. Their influence
drove the State into rebellion against the
voice of the majority of its peonle, and
finally oppressed aud reduced that mo-
jority to extreme poverty and distress,
This was the condition in which Cieneril
Bautler found the white mechanics and
workingmen of this city when he entered
and placed it again under the ample folds
of the American flag. This was in the
second year of the war. New Orleans
was then supposed to have a population of
one hundred and fifty thousand, two-thirds
of which had starvation staring them in
the face, Among these wefe the helpless
families of men who had been forced or
goue voluntarily into the Confederate ar-
mies, There was barely sufficient provi-
sions in the city to last thirty days, and
these were held at prices that placed them
beyond the reach of all but the rich.
The price of fllour was sixty dollars per
barrel, and it was difficult to obtain it at
that, holders asking even more, and, to add
tothe bad prospects of the poor, corn meal
and meat were sold at correspondingly
high prices, and there was no work to be
had. To this sad condition had the con-
duct of the rich property holders and tas-
payers reduced the majority of the people
of this State and city in the short space of
a year; and they were all white, for the
blacks had not yet been mads free, and
were provided for by the riel men, who,
by usurpation, had constituted themselves
the ruling class. The tolored man was
then regarded 1y the ruling elass asa chiat-
tel and pronounced to buve no rights that
a white man wasbound to respect.  This,
of course, meant as s frecmun.  Dut Le
then possessed the right to food which
his rich master wounld deny to the poor
whites who Lad been made poor by the
rich man’s war to perpetuate and estend
slavery, Inorder to remind the people
of this country of the condition in which
General Butler found this city when he
took poswession of it, we make the follow-
ing extract fvom & work published on the
subject:

The citr taxes ware s million dollara
arrears, and the city governwment, it was™
8000 discovered, was expending s energics
and its ingenuity upon a busineas more con-
genial thao that of' providing for the poor,
pameiy, that of frustratung and exaspe-
rating the commander of the Union army.
In a word, fitty thonsand human beings in
New Orleans saw before thew a prospect,
not of want.not of a long stroggle with
adversity, but of starvation: and that im-
mediate—to-morrow or the unext day—and
General Butier, wielding the power and
reaources of the United States, slone coald
save theg. >
To thigtask he addressed himsels: it nee-
esaurily had the precedence of all other
work duriug the first few days. If we con-
fine ourselvea to tiis topic for a short time,
80 a3 to show in one view ull that General
Bautler did for the poor of New Orleans, the
reader will pleass bear in mind that the

All these affairs claimed his immediate at-
tention, and had it.

In meeting and remedying all of these
difficultics, General Butler bad to eontend
with the steady and bitter opposition of
the rich property-holders and tax-payers
who, though largely in the minority in
the city and State, had managed, by the
use of their wealth, to make themselves
the roling power, if not in govern-
ment, then in stimulating rebellion.  Not
content with having reduced the people to
the miserable condition in which General
Datler found them, they were bent on
further mischicf  Their example did
much to foster and propagate the spirit of
rﬁbellion'nmoug people who had no inten-
tion of entering the Confederate army,
though, like the ruling class, they were
disposed to prolong the war. Many of
these people were anti-American in frel-
ing, and did not hesitate, when they
thouzht it safe to do 8o, to express their
hatred of Americans and Anierican institu-
tions. As long as they had reason to
hope for the success of the rebellion, we
weie prepared to find them working, in
a way peculiar to themselves, for the des-
truction of the American Union,
and the ercction, iustead, of a
Confederacy with slavery as its eor-
ner-stone. But when the armies of the
Confoderecy surrendered to General Grant
and the war was declared to be at an eud,
one would bave supposed our rich propes-
ty-holders ana tax-payers would have
followed the nobie example set them by
General Lee, General Longstreet and
others, who rendered valiant serviea in
the Confederate causs on the tented ficld,
but when the war was over returned with
an honést allegiance to the government of
the United States. Had they done this
the troubles they brought on Louisiana by
forcing ber into rebellion might have
ended with the war. There would have
been a virtue in this that would have com-
pensated for some of their past errors, not

instead of cheerfully accepting the re-
stlts of the war, and acquiescing in the
will of the mation, they have carried on
a political war in this State since 1865
that has been the cause of fearfully aug-
menting our troubles. And this political
warfare has been waged against the meas-
ures of the government fixing the status
of the colored people. They fonght
against their emancipation and bitterly
opposed every act of the government look-
iug to their amelioration; and have de-
nounced every man, good and bad alike,
who bLas aided in carrying ont the meas.
ures of the government in the Southern
Stutes. They bave even conspired with
men they have publicly branded as in-
famous carpet-baggers and thieves, in
the work of attempting to defeat Ly
unfair means the Republican party
in this State. And when this was
prevented in a lawful manuner, through
the operation of a federal law enacted to
sccure the rale of the majority, they have
the audacity to ask for Congressional in-
terference: to asi that Congress abolish a
regniarly established government and or-
der a new election for the benefit of a de-
feated varty, Weeannot see whence these
men get their right to carrv the troubles
thiey have heaped on Louisiana into Con-
gress.

If the nnification movemont can move
these men out of their present course and
place them in narmony with the results of
tle war, the government of the I'nited
States and of this State, there will Le rea-
son to Dbelieve there is much good in the
new political society that is mow being

formed here.

IEE AUDITOR V8, THE TREASURER.

There is = positive dead lock between
the State Auditor and the State Treasurer.
Mr, Clinton, with tue approval of the
Governor, aud in accordance with the ad-
vice of personal and political friends,
many of whom are creditors of the State
to a large amount, has determined to
make the attempt to save to the State
such discount as warraut holders are will-
ing to submit to. This is to Le effected
by buying in behalf of the Stats all war-
rants that are offercd at a satisfactory
price, and then presenting them eanceled
to the Tressurer, to be covered in the
treasury ut the same rate for which they
were purchased.  Practically, the Treas-
urer will tie offered ten thousand dollarg
in warrants for his receipt for seven thou-
sand dollars, or suchother sum in cash as
the warrmauts may scll for. His receiving
order will represent the amount of cash
paid in: the eanceled warrants will show
the amwonunt forwhich Le should be ered-
ite.  The margin or gain will be covered
in the treasury, something after the mer-
chants’ manner of carrying to profit and
loss.  Any thing Ly which the State may
make or save money, should be carefully
considered before it is rejected; anl at the
sume time we should not too readily con-
sent to the slightest breach or evasion of
the revenue laws

The corrcspondence which has passed
between Messrs. Clinton and Dubuclet on
the subject shows there is little or uo pros-
pect of an agreement of the two officiuls.
But we do not see that 3r. Duabuclet can
do any thing more than protest. The sale
will taka place on Tuesday, as announced,
the warrants obtained by it will e pre.
sented at the treasury for cancellation at
the rate at which they were reccivei,
when the Treasurer will be obliged to re.
eeive them or inenr the responsibility of
refusing to assist the State in making an
effort to relieve the treasury from a great
pressure. We confess that these reasons

arc wore plausible thag legal, aud wiils
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to say erimes. Dut instead of doing this;’
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we wish the Auditor every success, can not
shut our eyes to real difficulties in his
way.

The theory of Mr. Dubuclet is that his
duties are clearly defined by law: that
buying convertibie warmats of the people
with the people’s money is not one of
them, and that ke will not consent to the
exchange, yet when he has ten thousand
dollars in State warrants presented to his
counter by a holder who offers to take
seven thousand dollars, or any amount
below the face for them, and at the same
time offers to furnish him the money with
which to redeem them, he will donbtless
Lesitate before Le refuses to take them in.

FLAT REBELLION.

The unification movement has *‘broken
out like the Irish rebellion, twenty thou-
sand swong.” It is a capitulation to com-
mon sense, made in the absence of the
grest Papjandums of Fusion. Some of
these magnates have got a long note dis-
counted, to go to Saratoga and confer with
the redeemed of Tammany; some are to
sit at the feet of Blair and Pendleton, to
know how to grab the granges, while
others, of shorter financial wings for the
summer tlight, have putaside their bruised
armor, aud are suspended in the hammmocks
of Pass Christian or Biloxi. This is the
moment chosen by the insubordinate
thousands for their emeute. For it is to be
observed that some of the most eminent
of the insurgents are those gentlemen who
inangurated the Reform movement. No
sooner was thiz lifeboat lannched than
there sprang into it so many desperate
politicians that it sank with all on board.
Warmoth and Carter and Ogden and
Zacharie all went down, each elinging
around the other’s neck, and all doomed
toa common destruction. Fortunately for
sowe of the founders of this movement,
they were not permitted to get on board
their own lifeboat, and so were saved.
Mr. Marks himselt, by reason of a too
liberal manifest of embarkation, was ex-
pelled his own vessel.

They have taken these measures better
this time. They have organized the uni-
fication association, into which it is impos-
sible for those who have pronounced
against megro equality, who have de-
nounced the Union as & eurse, and who
consider mationality as oppression, to en-
ter. If they do come aboard it must be
as steerage passengers without access to
the cabin or cabinet council of Messrs.
Marks and others. We predict a vehe-
ment use of the telegraph and an imp
tive recall of the sachems who, presnming
upon the perfect subordination of the
masses, have gons abroad to negotiate for
political aid. They will return and,
rather than accept the subordinate
positions as privates in the ranks of re-
form will arrest the ringleaders. Mr.
Marks, who has twice or thrice disobeyed
tLe commands and despised the authority
of these rulers, may expect to be placed,
in an analogical condition, with Captain
Jack, of the Modocs. What mode of pun-
ishment, or what measure of retribution
he may have to undergo, no man wmay
imagine, Possibly, after the manner of
the baronial times, the hand which has
shaken the hand of Lieutenant Goveruor
Pinchback or Colonel Lewis may bestrick-
en frow the arm, as a cantion gr all ambi-
tious and disloyal politicians not to ven-
ture on a political movement while their
masters are abroad or their forces dis-
banded. The most ominous silence on

this sulject pervades the columns of the
Fusion press. The clubs are dwtk and
dumb, not one torch mor a resolution
beams approval on the action of the uni-
fiers, Yet this subject is of more import-
ance than any other which hag been sub-
mitted to the clubs. The clubs mnow
await the orders or return of the absentee
sachems, When will the mutineers know
their fate?

We often look with contempt at the
small cunning of the politician who deems
deception the sole use of intellect, pro-
motes the perpetual strife of parties as the
only pathway to fame. Such men take no
interest iz the education or employment
of the people. With them the only use
of mankind is to vote or pay taxes, With
themselves the sole objeet is to hold some
office as a sinecure with skillful and la-
borious men under them to do the work.
All the decline of the South is dua to this
class.  Peter Cooper wasa boy in a small
grocery; he was industrious, economical
and honest.  Acquiring a fortune, he de-
voted a part to securing for others the
education he so much needed himself,
founded a school for teaching young men
to be engineers, architects, navigators, He
causes women to be instructed as tele-
graphers and engineers, They learn to
draw and paint.  One young woman sap-
ports herself entirely by teacling draw-
ing, while slie studies wood engraving
under the excellent teacher., Several of
the girls who began photograply last
October are earning from twelve to fifteen
Lundred dollars per annum.

But to New York irself what has this
schiool, open at all Lours, free of charge
for light, fuel, instruction, achieved?
Wi can compnte what this annual corps
of two thousand educated men and women
has produced? It is to be estimated in
Ler mechanic arts, in her shipping, in
in ber accumulated eapital, and in
the influence acquired throughout the
world. New York has her short-eard
sharps, called *‘politicians.” Tweed was
at their head. Fisk and Jay Gould bonght
and sold them.  They plunder the State
aud dishonor its counsels. But she has
statesmen and merchants. She has such
resources that these politieal vermin are
but as the rats in a warchouse; they de-
stroy and infect a good deal, yet it is
nothing to the vast ability of New York
to bear any waste. New Orleans has no
such partisans of popular and practical
learningas Peter Cooper. We have no such
institute as that which bears his name,
Passibly, if one were founded the professor-
ships would be filled by ward politicians,
who wonld lecture by deputy. New Or-
leaus bas not the means to bear the Lur-
dens of political dishonesty which New
York scarcely feels, though she has made

giant efforts to throw it o It would be

well for us if working and reading men
were valued more highly among us. It
would be fortunate if we bad some men
who, like Peabody and Cooper, dev?te
their fortunes to goodness, and superin-
tend themselves the application to the
purpose. Would we could say of some
such benefactors of New Orleans as was
said of Peter Cooper: .
There are hundreds of concerns within
New York where the muaster, the foreman,
the clerk. can atrike their breasts, and say:
“Under God. all that I have and am I owe
to the Cooper Iustitute.”

A few friends of unifi-
cation standing around shook their heads
and looked hopeful. x
