<Tlie Late John Tabor.
The Stockton, California, Independent re­

vives the following reminiscence of our late 
associate:

John Tabor, a native of Charleston. South 
Carolina, died in New Orleans, Louisiana, 
on the fourteenth of June last, aged forty- 
seven years. Tabor will be remembered by 
early residents of Stockton, and a recollec­
tion will bring to mind a tragedy here, in 
which he was the surviving actor. On the 
twenty-third of June, 18.34, Tabor, then 
editor of the Stockton Journal, shot and 
killed Joseph Mansfield, one of the proprie­
tors ol the * San Joaquin Republican. The 
atfait|grew out of a controversy between the 
two newspapers in relation to the county 
printing, which finally ended in a bitter, 
personal warfare, and the death of Mans­
field at the hands of his rival. At the Au­
gust term of the county court, following the 
killing, Tabor was indicted by the grand 
jury lor murder. His trial was commenced 
in the district- court. Judge Creaner 
presiding, October 13,1851. The prosecu­
tion was conducted by District Attorney 
Thomas T. Bouldin and Colonel E. D. 
Baker; the defense by S. A. Booker and D. 
S. Terry. The trial was concluded on the 
tight of October 14, the jury rendering a 
verdict of guilty, with a “recommendation 
to mercy." Counsel endeavored to obtain a 
new trial, but without bucccss, and on the 
twenty-second of January, 18-35, Tabor was 
sentenced to be hung, his execution being 
fixed for Friday, March 16. His friends im­
mediately set to work to obtain executive 
clemency from Governor John Bigler, and 
labored so faithfully that on the ninth of 
March, only cne week prior to the day set 
for carrying the sentence into effect, a full 
pardon was received and the sheriff ordered 
to discharge the prisoner.

His pardon was asked for by a large num­
ber of people of the best classes, including 
members of the Stockton bar; mayer and 
common council; 130 ladies ami 1041 citi­
zens of San Joaquin county; 436 ladies and 
617 gentlemen, former neighbors and ac­
quaintances of the prisoner in Texas; twen­
ty-nine Senators and sixty-one members of 
tire Assembly of the California Legislature; 
the editors of twenty-five journals publish­
ed in the State, and every minister of the 
gospel in Stockton. With this pressure 
brought to bear upon him, Governor Bigler 
did not long hesitate to grant the asked for 
pardon. Tabor remained here but a short 
time after being released, and finallv left 
the State and located in New Orleans, 
where he died. Mansfield, Tabor’s victim, 
was the father of the notorious Helen Jo­
sephine Mansfield, who has figured exten­
sively in the Fisk-Stokes troubles in New 
York.

Ths Rivers.
During the past week the Red river has 

fallen three feet at Shreveport; the Mis­
souri nearly four feet at Omaha and 
slightly at Leavenworth and Yankton. 
The Mississippi has fallen, except between 
Davenport aud Memphis, where it has 
risen slightly, the water being now two 
feet lower at St. Paul, eighteen inches at 
Vicksburg and nine at New Orleans, than 
it was on the fourth instant. The Cumber­
land rose more than four feet at Nashville 
last Saturday, but since Sunday it has rap­
idly fallen, the water being now two feet 
lower than it was on the fourth. The Ohio 
has risen very decidedly, but is now rap­
idly falling, although the water is still 
three and a half feet higher at Cincinnati 
and one at Louisville than it was a week 
ago. The indications are that the Missis­
sippi between Cairo and Vicksburg will 
continue to rise; the upper Ohio will proba­
bly continue to fall.

Important Rumor.
The Waco, Texas, Examiner of the 

ninth instant, says:
Mr. YY'illiam Johnson, of the stag© coach 

line, arrived from a visit to Granhury, 
Hood county, evening before last. He in* 
forms us that news ol a serious engagement 
between Mexican and Kickapoos ©n one 
side and the American forces, under Gen­
eral Mackenzie, dfi the other, had been re- 
c rived at that place. The battle occurred, 
according to this report, on the head 
waters ot the Concho, the third or fourth of 
this month. The fight was made by 
the Indians, it ie supposed, to avenge 
the insult anil injuries of the famous 
Mackenzie raid. The assailants were 
largely in excess as to numbers, and the 
contest was bloody and severe, resulting in 
a victory tit the Americans, though at the 
expense of many brave soldiers, inelud’ug 
the commander, General McKenzie. The 
Mexican loss is estimated at nearly 200 
killed and wounded. The news was brought, 
says Mr. Johnson, by a man iust from the 
vicinity of the conflict, anil the people of 
Granhury seem to think it all|true.

A glance at the map will show that a 
movement of the Kickapoos and Lipane. 
lead by Mexicans, against the military post 
of Fort Concho is not improbable: and had 
there been any such demonstration the 
firet news of it would naturally be con­
veyed across the traveled route to Hood 
county, and thence down the Brazos to 
Waco, on the railroad to Austin. There 
are known to be three or lour thousand 
savages in that vicinity, besides the de­
tached band that was so severely punished 
by Colonel Mackenzie a few weeks ago, 
and their mischievous disposition is well 
known. Agents of the Indian Bureau were 
reported to have been treating with the 
Kickapoos at Fort Duncan the latter part 
of June, endeavoring to persuade them to 
return to their reservation.

Knowing that the companies of the 
Fourth Cavalry which had been stationed 
at Fort Concho had been ordered down to 
Fort Clarke, leaving the garrison some­
what decimated, it is not impossible the 
Indians have attacked that outpost. Colonel 
Mackenzie, however, is in command at 
Fort Clark, and it is very doubtful if he 
was present, in case of a fight, as stated 
by Mr. Johnson. The garrison at Fort 
Concho, on the first of July, consisted of 
three companies of the Ninth Cavalry, 
under Captains Carroll, Hooker and 
Cooney, and two companies of the Eleventh 
Infantry, under Captains Wikott and- Mc- 
Clermont. YY’e await further news lrom 
that quarter with a good deal of anxiety.

Escobedo on tbe Rio Grande.
The San Antonio Express says informa­

tion has been received at army headquar­
ters, in that city, to the effect that Genera! 
Escobedo, with the fourth division of the 
Mexican army, had been ordered to the Rio 
Grande. This may not be significant at the 
glance, but we can not help believing that 
when Escobedo brings his big floppy ears 
up to the front, it means more than a sur­
veillance over border cattle thieves. Gen­
eral Escobedo’s hatred of Americans is 
proverbial. He is the man who. during the 
war of Juarez against Maxmilian, stated 
that he bad but one American in his com­
mand, and that was one too many. Later, 
when our government instructed Minister 
Campbell to intercede with the Mexican 
authorities for the life of the Austrian, he 
is reported to have made a speech in which 
he characterized the act as one of much 
presumption, and proposed himself to cross 
his command over the Rio Grande, take the 
colored men of the South into his army and 
move on Washington, where he supposed 
the Yankees would have as much as they 
could do to take care of their own Jives, 
let alone begging lor the lives of his pris­
oners at Querataro.

From Avoyelles Parish.
The Avoyelles Republican — General 

Souer's paper—has the following on the 
situation in that parish:

There is really an incomprehensible con­
dition of things existing to-day in this par­
ish.

Half a year has gone by sine© the elec­
tion in November last, and still our people 
are in doubt as to the legal claims of the 
two conflicting sets of officers among us. 
Months have passed since the election re­
turns of the parish were declared null aud 
void on account of fraud, and the exercise 
of the power of appointment by our recog­
nized chief executive, aud weeks are rap­
idly approaching months since the expira­
tion of the President's proclamation notify­
ing those unduly holding office aud in forci­
ble opposition to Governor Kellogg's au­
thority, to give up those offices and desist 
from such opposition.

Still those ofiices have not been given up. 
nor that factions opposition been done away 
with, but everything possible is being done 
to prevent the rightful officers from enter­
ing upon the full discharge of their duties.

Our parish judge and some of our police 
jurors have offered to qualify themselves 
according to law. but have been refused. 
The offices oi parish judge; sheriff and re­
corder are held and their duties performed 
by persons commissioned by Warmoth, and 
the police jury in opposition to that ap­
pointed by Governor Kellogg hold and 
exercise their pretended duties under au­
thority of commissions or certificates from 
Mr. McEnery.

On the first Monday of May last the new- 
lv elected judge of our district, H od. T. H. 
Hewes, opened his court in this place, and 
the contestations for office were duly begun, 
but after sitting one week—on account of 
some overpowering and unknown influences 
—he abruptly adjourned and left for Point 
Coupee, leaving affairs in the condition 
above stated.

It would do well for our government to 
look to this matter, and after finding tbe 
loose screw, remove it aud place a better 
fitting one in its stead.

July 16.—Byron A. Steif, a 
nephew of Charlotte ’Willett, whose half 
eaten body was found in a house on Eighty- 
seventh street on Sunday night, made appli­
cation yesterday in the Surrogate's Court 
for letters of administration upon her per­
sonal estate. He alleges that the deceased 
left no will, and a personal estate which 
does not exceed six hundred dollars; that 
she was never married, and that her sole 
surviving heirs are Eliza Haywardt, ol 
Savannah, Georgia, and himself.

Weather slightly cooler.
A dispatch from Wilkesbarre reports the 

apprehension of a general movement 
among the miners for wages, which led to 
a long strike two years ago.

The trustees of the Peabody educational 
fund meet to-day. The president, with 
other trustees, are here, including Gov­
ernor Aiken, ot South Carolina, and Dr. 
Sears, of Virginia.

The first bale of cotton of this year’s crop 
was sold yesterday at thirty-Bix cents per 
pound. The cotton was grown in Cameron 
county, Texas.

The natives of Alsace and Lorraine, resi­
dents in this city and neighborhood, cele­
brated yesterday by a grand festival, it be­
ing the anniversary of their option for 
French nationality.

The ease of A. R. Shepherd and Henry
D. Cooke against C. A. Dana was up before 
United States District Judge Blatchford to­
day. Judge Fisher and District Attorney 
Harrington, of YVashington, argued for the 
removal to YVashington, and United States 
District Attorney Bliss made a formal mo­
tion to that effect. Ex-Judge Shipman, on 
behalf of Mr. Dana, opposed the motion. 
The argument is still going on. The court­
room is densely crowded with gentlemen of 
the journalistic and legal professions.

Judge Blatchford has denied the applica­
tion lor a warrant for the removal of 
Charles A. Dana to YVashington for trial. 
He held that it would be unconstitutional 
to 6end him for trial to a court where there 
is no trial by jury, as in the police court of 
the District ot Columbia. The decision was 
received with cheers by the large crowd in 
the courtroom.

At the conclusion of the arguments Judge 
Blatchford observed that he was entirely 
satisfied he could not grant this inform­
ation. [Cheers.] Mr. Bliss desired to hand 
up some points necessary. [Renewed 
cheers'!.

He hoped tbe gentlemen would refrain 
from applauding the court. The constitu­
tion of the United States declares that the 
trial of all crimes should be by jury. As 
he understood the application, it was on 
the warrant of the commissionw issued 
solely on this information and sworn to in 
a police court. This was the information 
of Mr. Williamp, anil, if the offense was to 
be tried, it was to be tried in this police 
court under information. In continua­
tion, Judge Blatchford said he did 
not decide tho case on any of the 
grounds alluded to in thexase of the stories 
cited by Bliss. He was simply referring to 
a clause in the constitution in regard to the 
right of trial by jurv. That the case was 
never sought to apply to any other crime 
than such crime as lias been always prop­
erly tried by juries. Libels, in common 
law, had always been tried by juries, there­
fore, so far as he hail looked into this case, 
and he carefully considered it, he had no 
doubt whatever upon the point, and if he was 
to regard his oath of office it was simply 
impossible not to say that all crimes against 
the United States should he tried before 
juries. lie did-not mean to say that the 
police court at YY’ashington might not prop­
erly have jurisdiction over common assaults 
and batterice, they all knew of special ses­
sions, and he knew that the judges of this 
district had felt what a relief it would be 
to the courts of the United States if they 
should not be called upon to try 
every ©flense, however small, but the 
answer to that was the inestimable right 
of trial by jury. He understood this 
as an application calling on the court to 
remit this case to a court which would try 
it without a jury in first instance. But it 
did not help the matter if the party had a 
right to appeal if he was convicted. Ho 
was entitled to be first tried by jury, and 
not to be first convicted. He said if this 
court had the right to try this of­
fense, it was one that Bhou[d be tried 
by jury, and on that ground alone 
he put this decision. The ground upon 
which he made this decision was solely with 
reference to the fact that this was a charge 
of libel, aud libel was a crime always tried 
by a jury. The proposition seemed so plain 
that no examination, no study could bring 
him to any other conclusion. The applica­
tion must be refused and the defendant re­
leased from the custody of the marshal. 
The proceedings then closed.

CENTRAL AMERICA,
Panama Dates to  the Eighth—Escape of 

the Vfrglnius— She Is Cleared by thu  
United Mate* Uonsnl— Escorted Out by 
United States W ar Steamer Kansas— 
The General Sherman Attacks Ilona 
dura*—Guatemala and Salvador Com* 
(lining Against the Invasion—SubmarlOO 
Cable Between ilay ti and Panama. 

N e w  Yo rk . July 16.—Advices front 
Panama, dated the eighth instant, con­
tain the following details of the escape 
of the steamer Viririnius, which had put in 
for repairs. The Spanish gunboat Bazan 
came in on the twenty-first and anchored 
between the Y’irginius, her commander not 
failing to let it be known that his instruc­
tions authorized him to sink her it she at­
tempted. to escape. The same day in cauie 
the United States steamer Kansas, and 
anchored not far from the Bazan. Not 
long after the Canandaigua arrived. Al­
though everybody kuowB what the Virgin- 
ins has been doing for the past year, hep 
character as a blockade runner being as 
clear as day, yet Mr. Thorington, who acts 
as United States codruI at Aspinwall, certi­
fied that her papers from the last port (Car- 
thagena) were all right, and therefore shs 
was entitled to proceed as a merchant ves­
sel belonging to the United States.

Commander Reed, of the Kansas, Con­
sidering that the consul was technically 
right as to the letter, though not in his way 
of thinking as to the spirit of the law, con­
voyed the Virginius to sea at 6 P. M.,on 
the first instant, and remained outside of 
the harbor until she was lost to sight in 
the darkness. The commander of tint 
Spanish steamer Bazan, when he saw th« 
odds against him, proposed that the Vir­
ginius should be sent to the United States 
for trial, offering to give surety for ex­
penses if she waR not condemned. Thq 
people here, though they generally sym­
pathize with the Cubans, think that in this 
instance the United States flag has been 
abused, and that Spain has not had fair 
play in the matter.

Commander Reed, when interviewed on 
the subject, said: "I intend to call the at­
tention of the authorities at YVashington, 
for the purpose of having the register 
taken away from the Y’irginius,” anil he 
further says that the Spaniards would be 
quite right in sinking or capturing her if 
caught Rt sea heading for Cuba.

The Bazan left Aspinwall on the second 
instant.

The sam© correspondence says the news 
that the expedition of the General Sherman 
with Palaeias and his party had landed and 
commenced an attack against Honduras 
lias aroused tho governments of Guatemala 
and Salvador. Every preparation is being 
mad© to repel the invasion, aud a combined 
action has been decided on. The clerical 
party having their headquarters in Nica­
ragua are considered to lie at. the bottom of 
the movement, and are to supply funds by 
which it may be carried out.

No additional news has been received a t 
to what progress tho Sherman expedition 
may have made. All was quiet at Panama.

A militia captain, with his men, in Chiri- 
qui had revolted against the present gov­
ernment, and the Montijo was to sail lrom 
Panuma to restore order.

The Costa Rican government bad ar­
ranged its differences with Bischotlstei* 
and Goldschmidt, and all impediments t« 
the launching of iu  loan in London bait 
been removed.

SI A lirid, July 16.—Dispatches from Bar­
celona announce that yesterday all thfl 
workmen in the cotton anil woiffen facto­
ries struck, and the shops were closed. In> 
the evening the employes of both sexes as* 
sembled on the plaza, and were harangued 
by several Jspeakers, who urged them t<2 
emulate the course of the men at Alcoy— 
overthrow the municipal government and 
burn the churches and public buildings.

These statements were not received with 
favor. The speakers were hissed by their 
hearers. Before any serious disturbance 
had taken place, the troops arrived iu the 
plaza, and the assembly dispersed.

Further manifestations by the most vio* 
lent among the workmen are apprehended. 
Precautions have been taken to deal with 
them promptly.

Senor Aurieh, Minister of Marine, has re­
turned from Carthagena. YVhile there he 
was fired at by the insurgent troops.

A portion of the garrison of Carthagena 
who refused to join m the revolt will reach 
here to day.

Telegrams from Valencia state that due 
precautions have been taken to prevent an 
outbreak in that city. The Governor re­
ports that the volunteers may be relied on 
to support the authorities.

It is asserted that tbe Carlists bave shot 
forty republican volunteers at Cinauqui 
after they surrendered.

At a meeting of the majority of the mem­
bers of the Cortes to-day, it was resolved 
to approve the proposition that the Cortes
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
