The object
w48 not & mercenary one, nor have artiul
dodges been resorted to in the exblibition to
wake it successful,

The exbibition vpened yesterday, and for
a cowwencement the managers way rejoice
over the amount of their success, The at-
tendunce was not immense, but most of
those who attended could appreciate all
they saw, A

The plan was to make three grand divi-
sions—iruits, their products, and tlowers.

Mr. D, Redwmend, of Pass Christian, dis-
played two kinds of figs, Celeste and
Genea, and Scuppernong grapes, and his
Epecimens were superior.

Mr. Jawes Colon, of Grand Day, Ala
bawa, has two kinds of excellent apples,
five ditterent peaches, and some Concord
grapes. His peaches were often wished for
by visitors.

Air. H. Connor, of Fernland, Alabama, is
not tke puorest exhibitor of grapes and
peaches,

Mr. H. P. Buckley, Biloxy, eends some
pippins that look too fine to eat.

The Christian Brothers, Pass Clristian,
contributed plums, pears aud ngs of supe-
rior quality.

Mr. Ranlett's name is on & basket which
wight be a hen's nest, but it isn't. The
specimens placed in a box of hen's eggs
would net be discovered as a vegetable, so
closely do they resemble eggs.

A Seance.

A nuwber of gentlemen, nearly all mew-
bers of he press, made s quiet cail on Dr.
Hu ou Claiborne street, last evening.
Their olject was to witnesa a series of ex.
periments by Mr. 8. 8. Baldwin, in conee-
quence of a notice of gowe simlar perform-
ances ia the Times. Mr. Baldwin stated
that be was not prepared o assign & cause
for the plienomena lie sbould extibit, and,
iudeed, could mot explain it. He only
knew that certaln conditions wust be ob
served. The party were requested 1o view
& darkened room in which there was an ar-
moir filled with clothing, a swall bed, two
chairs, txo swall tables on which were
threo bells, a guitar, tamborine, ete. The
doors were sealed, #o that they eould not
be opened. Tiis room waa to be used n-
stead of the ordinary cabinet.

A cowwities were apponted, who tied
Mr. Baldwin and another young gentleman.
The compsny then left them in darkness,
and the doors were locked. The musical
inetruments were play«d on aod the bells
rung, Afterward the knots were feund
intact. They were left alone again, and
preseuted themselves untied. Mr. Baldwin
then put the yorng gentlemen into atrance,
and they were locked up in darknoess. When
the doors let the spectators in ugain they
were found seeurely tied, mnch better than
the committee could tie them. On bLeing
put in darkness again the musical icstru-
ments were played on, one of the gentle.
men placed in bia chair on a table, and
accurate tests showed thut the other Lad
not moved & hair's bread-h.

The doors on examination showed poel-
tively that they had not been opened. The
tying was intact. Other means than visible
hands must have performed theee things,
-and there was no trace of anything, The
letter test was then . tried. *Unification™
was the answer to a qnestion to R, E. Lee.
OtLer questions were answered. One gen-
tleman who has bad Pelagie Brown on the
brain for some time askcd where she waa.
Tuis question being unanswered he was
highly clated, and declared that the cir-
cumstance was proper evidence before
Judge Lynch to prove she was alive.

All this was done with the two gentlewen
tied in the most secure wanner, and Mr,
Baldwin in the front room.

Troeps Agnin Cross the Rio Grande,

A special dispatch,, dated Eagle Paass,
Texas, June 20, to the Aunstin Journal, com-
municates the following news:

On the twenty-sec nd ultimo a scout,
numbering forty men ot the Fourth United
States Cavalry,waa ordered out from Camp
Shafter, situated about thirty miles in a
southeasterly direction from here, com-
mwanded by Lieutenant Thurston, and

uided by our “border chief,” Green Van,
ﬁnm—nunt of the Maverick County Minute
Men., They struck a fresh cattle trail lead-
ing to the Rio Graande, and following it up
in double guick time, arrived at the river
ubout forty-tive milea below here, and found
that the trail led through the river. They
captured owe of the thieves—a Mexi-
cun—who was yet on this bank of the
river. Threats were communicated to these
across the river that the troops would cross
and kill every man in charge of the berd if
they did not surrender themselves and the
cattle. lmmediately after & detail was or-
dered to cross to assist them in bringing
the cattle to this side and arrest the parties
in charge of the herd. They found one
ma in charge, and recaptured eighty head
ot beeves grolen from the different ranches
of our Lorder settlements. Green Van and
tire detai! guarding the prisomera arrived
about four o'clock this afternoonat Fort
Duncan. The commauding officer, Colonel
W. R. Schafter, held an examination, and
placed the prisoners in close confinement in
the guardhouse at Fort Duncan, Texae,
until further instractions are received. The
Mexican authorities of Piedras Negras fully
indorse this movement, and will aid our
troops in future in bringing to justice the
wurderers and cattle thieves of this sec-

tion.

The condition of the public schools and
education generally in this State was far
from satisfactory. There is an alarming
indifference on the =abject among commpon
people, and want of union apd Learty co-
operation among the publie, The amount
appropriated for the schools of this State

SOUTH CAROLINA.

Few achools reported thronghont the
year. Application was made for Charles-
ton. The Legislature at the last session
appropriated $300,000 for educational par-
poses. Not one dollar of this amount was
received from the treasury, and the resnlt
has been that nearly all the public schools
in this Stite have been closed. The amount
paid this State from the fund is §1500,
GLORGIA.
