D IRECT SOUTHERN TRADE

An Inb*ard  R oute and Speedy 4’*«nn»unl- 
ra tio o  W ith  tke Southern  S tate*  and 
the W**t India*.

[From the Detroit Post.] •
The following correspondence ia of inter­

est to all our readers:
Detroit. July 11,1873. 

Mr. A. Ckesebrougli, President Board of Trade:
Dear Sir—Herewith And inclosed an in­

teresting and impotent commuidcation 
from Mr. W. M. Bnrwe'1, of New Orleans, 
suggestive of the advantage to be deri ved 
by the commercial men of Detroit and the 
contiguous cities in the Dominion of Canada 
by cultivating a direct trade with New Or­
leans. Mr. Burwell was the honored and 
able delegate of the New Orleans Chamber 
of Commerce at the late meeting of the 
National Board of Trade in New York.

I am quite sure that you will approve ot 
the suggestions made by several leading 
members of the board, that the communi­
cation be, brought to the attention of the 
members of the board generally, and 
through the city press to that of a discrim­
inating public, I am, yours truly,

New Orleans, July 5, 187:1.
R. Hawley, Esq.:

Dear Sir—The importance of the longi­
tudinal trade or exchange of commodities 
produced on diilerent parallels of latitude 
render it necessary that the inhabitants of 
cities situated relatively as Detroit and 
New Orleans should have direct commer­
cial intercourse.

When the trade was water-borne, Detroit 
was compelled to take all tropical goods by 
the Hudson or the St. Lawrence. Those 
commodities then came charged with the 
freights, delays and transhipments of the 
system. Among other disadvantages, the 
delicate fruits of the Southern seas were 
not known in Detroit in their proper per­
fection. Under that system the sugar of 
Louisiana was only accessible to you by 
circumnavigation of the Atlantic States, 
while social intercourse was confined to the 
accidental visit of a few invalids seeking 
lost health in an exchange of climate.

The railroad system bat recently com­
pleted has connected New Orleans with De­
troit, as you will see from a schedule ac- 
eompanving this letter, by a .journey via 
Louisville of only fifty-seven hours. Re­
cently a line of travel and transportation 
has been opened connecting Detroit with 
the Mississippi at Cairo. It employs the 
Cairo and Vincennes, the Vincennes and 
Indianapolis, and the Wabash, Western 
and Toledo, railroads. You will see, there­
fore, that commerce has opened this way of 
communication. It will tend, then, to real­
ize your wish that the sectional “aliena­
tions of the past may all be blotted out and 
our country become more strongly united 
than ever before,-’ for you may remember 
that merchants made this union, and mer­
chants alone can maintain it.

If you will examine the map you will see 
that '  New Orleans and Detroit are sepa­
rated by fourteen degrees or latitude, 
and that the diagonal which connects them 
would measure about 1-50 miles, or at 
twenty-five miles running time fifty hours. 
Our steam time to Havana is sixty hours; 
so that by close schedule your city is with- 
ia four and a half days of the central sugar 
market ot the continent. You can thus 
take a pineapple from its stem on Monday 
and enjoy its luscious juices on Thursday 
following. The oranges of Louisiana you 
can have with the leaves unwithered. Bui 
it is the importation of the sugars, coffee, 
furniture woods, drugs and dye woods, 
and dry hides of Spanish America by 
this inboard route, to which I would 
call your attention. You will have 
steam*direct in six days from Aspinwall. 
or in two and a half days from Havana, or 
three and a half from *Vera Cruz to New 
Orleans. You will have barge transporta­
tion to Cairo, always open and adequate 
winter and summer. You will have a land 
line without grades, fully fifteen per cent 
shorter than that from New York. I can 
not compare freights nor insurance, but 
both are evidently less on the inboard than 
on the coast route. The ocean Voyage 
from Havana to New York is 1250 miles— 
that to New Orleans about 650 miles. The 
danger and insurance on the coasts ot 
Florida and Carolina are of course charged 
in the cost of navigation. I can not omit 
the consideration that on the inboard route 
your freights go to the credit of our West­
ern roads and lines.

It these views shall induce your mer­
chants to look to New Orleans as their port 
of communication with Spanish America, 
will not the same reasoning inituenco your 
neighbors and customers of Western 
Canada?

I have seen that Montreal desires a line 
of steamers to Jamaica. Could not that 
city for almost half the year employ the 
New Orleans and the Detroit route in pre­
ference? It is already organized. There is 
already an agency which will sign through 
bills by river and rail between these two 
points. Will not the Grand Trunk rail­
road connect with this system and carry 
fruits and groceries, at least in the winter’ 
The east coast ot Michigan and of Canada 
would no donbt adopt the same line. Con­
gress at its last session admitted Canadian 
goods to pass American customhouses in 
bond. Why can not this law bring in a 
hogshead of Havana sugar as well as a 
crate of Liverpool ware or a cask of Bor­
deaux brandy?

Your report shows an importation of 
nearly $2,000,000, but it does not separate 
the sugar and coffee from other articles, 
nor does it show the cane sugars produced 
at home. You receive 11,000,000 pounds of 
wool and 75,000 dry hides from your own 
tanneries. We can send you all these ar­
ticles in quantities sufficient to supply all 
interior demand on both sides of the line.

I have thus, my dear sir. described a com­
mercial communication opened by railroad 
enterprise. It will connect two countries 
originally under one and the same govern­
ment. It will reunite the commercial ideas 
of Marquette and Joliet and Lasalle. It 
may tend to realize your hope that “Canada 
will rejoin her ancient alliance, and will 
seek to become one with us in political 
union.’’ What is of infinitely more import­
ance, however, and more immediately prac­
ticable, will be the cordial reunion of people 
and interests estranged bv political quar­
rels, and only to be reunited upon the basis 
of a reciprocal interchange of friendly 
offices and commercial interests.

Resolved, That the thanks of the Detroit 
Board of Trade be conveyed to Mr. Bur­
well for his interesting and valuable com­
munication, and that we suggest to the 
merchants of Michigan that they may find 
it to their advantage to test the relative 
cost of the class of merchandise referred 
to, when purchased in the Atlantic cities or 
in New Orleans, and transported over the 
inland route._____

F ifth  Day’s  Proceeding*,
The board met pursuant to adjournment. 

Present—Hon. William G. Brown, presi­
dent; Superintendents Williams, Stoddard, 
Loud, Keeting, Brewster and Boothby.

Minutes of the last meeting were read 
ana approved.

The president submitted the following 
communication, which was read by the 
secretary:

New O rleans, July 18,187-?,
Gentl.men of the state Board of Education :

My attention having been called by Sena­
tor f. C. Anderson to an item in the State 
Auditor’s report for 1872, in the “condensed 
statement of outstanding warrants of the 
year 1872.” viz: appropriation for repairing 
and refitting Franklin College, at Ope­
lousas, Louisiana, $6000, and on his state­
ment that no repairs had been made on the 
college, I proceeded to investigate the mat­
ter, and I find that, under act No. 65, of 
1871, $6000 was appropriated out of the gen­
eral land, “to be used by the State Board 
of Education in repairing and refitting said 
college.” The records of this office do not 
contain any action by the State board other 
than the following preamble and resolution, 
adopted March, 1872:

W h ereas , Warrants h ave  been issued 
under act No. 65 ot the session ol 1871 tor 
the establishment *f a high school on the 
grounds occupied by Franklin College, in 
the town of Opelousas; therefore be it

Resolved, That the president of this 
board and the superintendent of the third 
division are hereby empowered to enter 
into contracts with parties for the con­
struction or repair ol buildings agreeably 
to the provisions of said act.

Upon inquiry at the Auditor's office I 
find that on August 12, 1871, there were is­
sued to Mr. Conway six warrants, num­
bered 6431 to 6436 inclusive, for $1000 each.

From the Treasurer's office I find that 
on July 1, 1872, warrants Nos. 6434 and 
6336 were registered and bonded by third 
parties, who then held them. I find, also, 
that on May 24, 1873, warrants Nos. 6431, 
6432 and 6433 were paid in by Mr. N. C. 
Folger, tax collector, iu settlement with 
the Treasurer.

One warrant for $1000 is still unpaid by 
the Treasurer.

As it is important that the State board 
should not occupy a false position in this 
affair. I recommend some specific action in 
the matter.

Gentlemen of the State Board ot Education;
Y our committee on text books and school 

furniture respectfully submit the following 
report:

In selecting a series of text books for use 
in the public schools of the State we have 
kept constantly in mind for our guidance—

1. Books adapted to the peculiarities of 
our edueable population as found to-day.

2. To make only such changes as expe­
rience had taught were necessary.

3. The recommendation of such text 
books for adoption as would produce the 
Iea-t inconvenience, with the best results 
to school boards and the children, and in­
volve the least expense.

In the performance of our duties, so deli­
cate and responsible, you will readily ap­
preciate the difficulties which embarrassed 
us front the large number of meritorious 
text books from the various publishing 
houses in the country that have been sub­
mitted to us for examination, and of which 
any one series might be selected, and the 
action of your committee merit at your 
hands approval.

Upon a review of the list herewith pre­
sented and recommended, you will perceive 
that very lew changes have been made, 
and only such as were deemed absolutely 
essential.

After mature deliberation, and with pro­
found convictions as to the interests involv­
ed. and the effect of our action on our own 
administration of the educational interests 
the State, we respectfully submit for your 
indorsement and approval the following 
list of text books for recommendation to 
the various school boards throughout the 
State for their adoption, believing that such 
action will secure harmony., efficiency, uni­
formity and economy in our schJol system 
and permanently establish it m the affec­
tions of the people.

Readers—Willson's series of readers or 
Harper’s United States Readers; Willson's 
reading charts, Willson's object teaching 
charts.

Spellers—Willson's series, consisting of 
primary and larger spellers.

oric, book-keeping, botany, writing books, 
etymology, drawing books, astronomy, phi­
losophy, chemistry, dictionaries, speakers, 
methods ot instruction and school economy 
were adopted.

Superintendent Stoddard moved that the 
Independent readers of A. S. Barnes Sc Co., 
be substituted for the readers on the list 
recommended by the committee, viz, Will­
son's or Harper’s United States readers, 
and called for the yeas and nays.

For the change, Superintendents Stod­
dard and Williams, against. Superinten­
dents Brown, Loud, Keeting, Brewster and 
Boothby.

On motion of Superintendent Load to 
adopt Willson's or Harper’s United States 
readers as recommended. Superintendents 
Brown, Loud, Keeting, Brewster and 
Boothby. voted tor, Superintendents Stod­
dard and William*, again.-t.

Superintendent Boothby chairman of the 
special committee on educational journal, 
submitted the following report:

. Opf.ae State Board of I dcfatidn, (
New Orleans, July 18,1873. j 

Gentlemen of the State Board of Education:
Y’our committee appointed to take into 

consideration the propriety and practica­
bility of establishing a monthly State edu­
cational journal, respectfully recommend, 
after having carefully canvassed the sub­
ject, that they are fully persuaded that 
such an enterprise is not only practicable 
but very desirable, aud will advance the 
interests entrusted to our care. A careful 
inquiry as the cost of publication and the 
sources of patronage within our reach, re­
lieves the enterprise from all hazard, pro­
viding eaoh superintendent gives it his 
hearty support. It is of the utmost impor­
tance that the people of our commonwealth 
bo made fully acquainted with the official 
action of the* board in all its minutia, and 
brought within touching distance of our­
selves, and in no way can this so 
speedily be accomplished as by the pub­
lication of a journal advocating the cause 
of education as a specialty aud mark­
ing its advanced steps in our midst. The 
advantage to ourselves and subordi­
nate officials in the constant information 
furnished irom the respective departments 
ot' our work, can not be too highly esti­
mated, and without which our efficiency 
must be largely crippled. To the official 
journals of the State we are greatly in­
debted for aid rendered: but, how*ever 
willing, the multiplicity of interests claim­
ing their attention renders them powerless 
to give that aid to this department that its 
magnitude and importance demand. For 
the reasons enumerated, you are respect­
fully requested to take 6;ich action as will 
enable this enterprise to be immediately 
organized: and your committee suggests 
that the honorable president of the board 
be made editor and publisher, with au­
thority to select his assistant, and that the 
several superintendents be designated and 
so recognized as associate editors of the 
journal, named by the president of the 
board the Louisiana Guardian.

The various division superintendents are 
respectlully requested to render what pe­
cuniary aid they may be able to obtain in 
their respective divisions by way of sub­
scriptions from teachers and friends of 
education generally.

W h ereas , There exists in this State an 
agricultural fund, to be expended in the 
erection and maintenance ot a State agri­
cultural college and mechanical school, and 
which fund will revert to the United States 
government in one year from this time 
unless action be taken by the State to carry 
out the object of this appropriation; there­
fore, be it

Resoired, That the president of this board 
be authorized to solicit, by advertisement 
or otherwise, propositions from various sec­
tions of the State, offering such induce­
ments for the location of an agricultural 
college as the ppopie of those respective 
localities may proffer, with a view ot pre­
senting these propositions to the Legisla­
ture for its action: it seeming just and 
proper, other things being equal, that that 
section of the State offering the greatest 
inducements by the donation of lands, 
privileges, money or other material aid, 
shall have prior claim for the location and 
the establishment of this college.

Adopted.

The 
gentlemen who have charge of this affair 
are all upright and honorable gentlemen.

The peaches, pears, figs and apple* dis­

played are of superior growth, most of 
which will surprise many of our readers. 
To-day will be the last that visitor* will 
have to witness a beautiful sight, therefore, 
we advise ail to attend.

G alveston Our R iva l.
The Galveston JV'e:es publishes a late 

speech of Colonel George Williamson on the 
necessity of Central American commerce to 
New Orleans:

Not a word of the above but applies to 
Galveston with more force than to New 
Orleans, and if a large percentage of the 
valuable trade from that quarter be not 
brought to this city it will be the fault of 
her own in irehants. With our present rail­
road connections with Missouri, Kansas, 
Nebraska and other sections west of the 
Missouri, we can conduct a trade more 
cheaply and more expeditiously than New 
Orleans; while we can certainiv offer su­
perior. inducements to the traders at the 
other end of the line.

YYe see how it is. While we have been 
attending to politics and everything else of 
no particular benefit to us in New Orleans, 
we have allowed Galveston to reach over 
us and grasp at the commerce that naturally 
belongs to our port. She has flung her rail­
roads over her wide borders, through the 
Indian Territory and across to the central 
city of the continent, and is now reaching 
out her other other band after the trade of 
the Gulf of Mexico.

Meantime, the Shreveport people are very 
happy to think they are just establishing 
railway connections with tho gulf without 
coming near New Orleans, and propose to 
commemorate the event with a grand cele. 
bration and banquet some time next month.

All of this ii very good for Texas, the 
Red river valley and our own interior: but 
what is going to become of New Orleans ? 
We can not claim to be a manufacturing 
city—hardly a commercial one. any more. 
YYe are only an immense freight depot; bat 
we ought to be a great deal better one than 
we are.

Mr. Thomas J. Woodward was introdneed 
to the board as a newly commissioned mem­
ber in place of Dr. Nagle, who has left the 
country.

Premises corner of Magazine and Calliope 
streets were declared a nuisance, an injury 
to public health, and ordered to be vacated 
in ten days.

Dr. Drew further reported that he had 
twice examined the premises No. 127 Com­
mon street, and they were not tit to be in­
habited. He endorsed the complaint, and 
stated that the building would fall down if 
the adjoining houses did not support it. 
Report adopted, and forwarded to Mayor 
Wiltz for proper action.

General Chester asked leave of absence 
for two months. Laid over to next meeting.

The board then adjourned.

He has for 
years stood at the head cf the criminal bar 
in New Orleans, and gave up a lucrative 
position to devote his talents to the service 
of the State; and the same ability and skill 
that in old times enabled him to save so 
mans of fcis clients from what the public 
thought they deserved, has been used lat­
terly with most wholesome effect upon evil­
doer*.
