Pestoflice Itemn.

Few of our readers who receive and eend
letters regularly are aware of the neglect
and carclessmess of many letter writers.
Pos:master Ringgold informa us that on an
average no lesa than 325 lettera are sent
from the New Orleans Postoffice to the
dead letter otfice each month—not as un-
claimed letters, arriving kere, bLut for
reasons which could have been prevented
by tiie writere. For instance, out of 525
letters eent to the dead ietter effice in one
monti. 125 bore no intelligible direction as
to where they should be sent: U3 were not
prepaid, and fifty were illega'ly stamped
It will be seen that neglect to prepay de.
waind the greatest number of letters. If
our Young Men's Christiau Association had
the weans, as in other pluces, it 12 possible
many of these letters would be forwarded
to their destinations by it, trusting to Provi*
dence for a return of the investmeut,

Of registered letters, our office receives
about eighty-five packages daily—forty-five
to be opened here, and thirty-tive in tran-
sit. The daily average of registered letters
delivered is seventy-five; about the same
number are registered for sending away.

The money order depariment of our ¢ity
postofiice averages about £3000 paid out
daily; it receives for orders a little less, say
$2500 daily. On Liand is generaily a sarplus
of money order funds, from other offices of
Louisi end Mississippi. amounting to
about §2500.

In the stamp departmen?, the receipts
average $392 daily from the sale of atamps,
stamped envelopes and wrappers. This
does not include the sale of postal cards, ot
which only one hundred thousand were re-
ceived here, and those immediately sold.
We have not received our ehare of postal
carde, owing to the inability of the con-
tractors to supply the demand.

Qur postal affairs are in good Lands, so
far as New Orleans is concerned, and Puost-
master Ringgold and his able assistants ap-
pear to give entire satisfaction to all iu the
discharge of their duties.

Having said
this much, we can not say why our city
parks are allowed “to run to grass;” but
we can and will say that their appearance
could be greatly improved by entting
down the grasa. This is not intendad as &
cutting remark farther than the grass is
concerned, and we hope our city fathers
will not regard it as such.

& school, tanght by 2 woman, at whick G000
seamen Lave been taught. Here ia its his-
tory:

In the year 1852 Captain William: Thoms,
who Las been 4 sailor for twenty-five years,
and had commanded vessels for wore than
twenty years, opened in New York, at No.
184 Cherey sireet, a school of navigation
for seamen. While engaged in giving in-
struction 1o the young and old sailors who
thronged Lis rovs, the captain devoted bie
leisure hours to the preparation of a work
on “The Pructice of Navigatioc at Sea”
which, uniortucately, he did not live to see
in print.

He died in 1855, and hia widow, who had
sniled with her husband for nearly a guar-
ter of a century, took up the work where
the captain had dropped it, continved the
school, and by patient effort sustwned its
reputation and ussured its success. She
taught the classes in nwvigation herself, and
&8 new editions of her husband's book were
demanded she superintended its publica-
tion, and har seen the twelfth edition reach-
ing a ready eale.

Mrs. Thows is un erthusiastie eailor,
and everything cconected with the life of
those who go down to the sea in ships is of
interest to Ler. Bhe comes of a seafaring
race; her father was a sea captain and a
shipowner, her husband a well known com-
aed acc lished eailor, and Ler
youngest son, who died in 1870, and was
buried in India, was known by all the ship-
owners and seamen in Europe asa thorough
sailor, and as Lonest and fearless as he was
skillful. It wus he who, on New Year's
Day, 1867, while commanding the steamer
Olga, saved the lives of 300 men, women
and children {rom the wrecked Colombe,
off the mouth of the Hoogly; and three
years before that he distinguished himself
ut the wreck of the Burmah.

The graduates of this schoo! do not pat
ronize sailors’ boarding houses, and conse-
quently what they earn is their own, and
they are constantly improving themselves.
Aun excellent library is one of the many
pleasing features of the scheol, and its
museum of curiosities, made up of contribu-

tions from pupils on their return from
eruising in distant waters, is unusually in-
teresting.

A lecture is delivered every Monday
night to the students and the public by Dr.
William F. Thoms. His subjecst are
alwaya euch as intereet seamen, and his
lectures are prepared with the view of
mwaking them valuable &8 illustrations of
what Lias been learned from the books.
