THE WAB ON LABOR.
There is a small, but very venomous 

paper, which we had nearly misread the
Baterit-Democra*, published near the Mis­
sissippi line. It is enraged nearly to the 
degree of stinging itself by an article in 
which we stated the ability of the Re­
publican party, black and white, to take 
care o f  themselves. Commenting od the 
ingratitude of the colored citizens, this 
Patriot-Democrat says:

The black race have neither the political 
nor the agricultural power. Who has fed 
and clothed and housed and warmed them 
6ince the war? Do they iu>t, as a mass, oc­
cupy the land of the w'hitl man? Do they 
not live in the houses of the white man?

Do they not work with the utensils and 
use the mules and wagons of the white 
man? And has it not been by the occupan­
cy and use of the white man’s property 
that they have been enabled to leed and 
clothe themselves and their children? Can 
it be denied!

Certainly it will not be denied that the 
colored man, in many instances, occupies 
the land, lives in tbe houses, works with 
the tools and drives the mule of the white 
man. Suppose the question be varied, 
and we should ask, dots he not make the 
cotton and sugar of the white man: 
Does he not maul the rails and dig the 
ditches ol the white man ? Do not the 
colored helps cock the dinner and wash 
the clothes, and scrub the floor, and nurse 
the children of the whites? What would 
both these admitted propositions prove? 
That these two races are reciprocally use­
ful to each other. Land is without value 
except by labor. Fences and buildings 
rot down, fields grow up and ditches over­
flow, unless labor be constantly employed 
to improve and repair them. Only one 
in twelve arable and open acres of Lou­
isiana is in cultivation now. .Suppose 
this war upon labor inaugurated; Suppose 
as this indignant Democrat suggests—

Patriotism, in the day of extremity, should 
require the white man, in order to protect 
himself and family from degradation and 
infamy, to make tbe sacrifice, by saying to 
the colored man we will not employ you 
for the next year; you must vacate and de­
part, what fate would be that of tbe black 
man other than despair and starvation?

We reply by asking what would be the 
condition of the white man in debt and 
without labor to cultivate his land ? The 
sheriff and the auctioneer would Won let 
him know. While he, unused to work, 
might be reduced to great necessity, the 
“black man” would merely cany his labor 
across the line into Mississippi, Texas or 
Arkansas, where he would be welcomed 
with acclamation. Dut it is said of the 
black man thus driven away, “his place 
can be easily filled with white laborers, 
who are better, on the same terms.” If 
this reformer would confer with Mr. 
Daniel Dennett, now trying to attract 
these white laborers, it will be found more 
easy to drive away one class of laborers 
thau to replace them with another. The 
first question asked these white laborers 
on arriving would be, bow do you intend 
to vote ? If they preferred, as almost all 
immigrants do, the Republican ticket, they 
would be denounced’as “carpet-baggers. 
No one would invite them to their houses, 
or visit them in sickness or health. “With­
out the camp their habitation would be,’ 
like the lepers of old. No, Mr. Patent 
Democrat, cotton won’t grow without la­
bor, nor will weeds wilt under political 
maledictions. You propose to conduct 
the culture of those great staples, sugar 
and cotton, by regulating the politics of 
the landowner and laborer. Drop this 
war of land against labor, borrow a little 
hoe, go early into the field and do a day’s 
work in scraping down cotton. The 
next day you anoint your sun blisters with 
milk and honey, and open the blisters in 
your fair hands. It will begin to seep 
through the sutures of your sinciput, that 
the colored man had better stay where he 
is. The goose quill is better for your 
tender fingers and the plow handle for his,

COTTON AND COEN.
We adopt from our neighbor of the 

Tunes the following succint statement of 
the manufacturing trouble in England:

Tbe increased depth of the English coal 
mines and the increased labor required in 
mining any given quantity are becoming 
painfully apparent to English manufactur­
ers. Within lour years tbe price of coal in 
England has more than doubled, and the 
probabilities are that it will still continue 
to ascend, and with every addition in price 
the competitive power of tbe British manu­
facturers, as compared with that possessed 
by the manufacturers of other countries, 
particularly this, is continually weakened.

In a late number o f  the R e p u b l ic a n  it 
was argued that the most immediate re­
lief to these suffering interests would be 
found in tbe organization of corn lines 
between Liverpool and the cereal regions 
of the upper Mississippi. This to be 
effected by a line of grain propellers to 
New Orleans, connecting with river barge 
lines. This transportation to be con­
nected and continuous, signing bills for 
grain laid down. Never tempted from 
their regular business of exceptional 
freights for cotton. Making their rates 
exclusively against Eastern grain routes, 
and depending for their profits upon regu­
lar and full freights from October until 
June, or, indeed, the year round. This 
would deliver cheap corn in England, 
and so would feed the workmen and re­
duce wages.

England needs cheap cotton. She Las 
organized one field in India, but it by no 
means keeps pace with the progress of 
consumption. Russia is feeling her way 
into an uncomfortable proximity with the 
PuDjaub, and although the Parliament o* 
Great Britain has paid a small princeling 
one hundred and twenty-five thousand 
dollars a year to marry a Russian princess, 
it is not probable that this little couple 
will stand much in the march of the Rus­
sian battalions. A despotism never for­
gets, and the “double-headed” flags of 
Balaklava and Alma must be redeemed. 
Perhaps in Delhi, Allabahad or Bombay. 
Who-knows? Possibly Prince What’s-his- 
name may be offered the intendancy of 
that conquered province.

But Great Britain needs cheap cotton. 
The cotton supply is short, and may by 
the accident intimated be made shorter. 
\\ hat is her best policy ? Plainly to send 
immigrant labor from her own and other 
lands into the cotton regions on and west 
of the Mississippi. The R epublican has, 
in an earlier article, explained that 
through immigration into the upper West 
should be induced to take the Louisiana

route. Such measures will give England 
what she needs—cbeaf) com and cotton. 
It will give us what we need—productive 
population. England will be enabled to 
counteract the cost of coal and keep 
down the cost of labor. She will resume 
her position r.s the leading man­
ufacturer of the world. There being 
no duty on com or cotton on either 
side, the planting these immigrants in 
our country will be very much tbe same 
as planting them in an English colony. 
By sending them here they will cheapen 
com and cotton, both which they can do 
nowhere else. If England does not send 
them to America they will send them­
selves. She had better regulate what she 
can not prevent. Let Liverpool put these 
things togeter:
• 1. A cheap grain line between Liver­

pool, Cairo, St. Louis and Dubuque.
2. An immigrant line between the same 

points, adding to them a connection by 
rail with the whole Western interior from 
Texas to Dakota. She will find it io her 
advantage.

' UN CITOYEN DESESPEF.E ’.
This is the French, as we are told, for 

what an American would call a fellow 
“crazy as a bed bug,” and this despairing 
citizen has a plan to avert the ruin of 
Louisiana. It is to divide the State be­
tween Mississippi and Texas—both al­
leged to be States that do not pay their 
debts—sink the name of Louisiana, and 
so get rid of the whole debt and ail the 
taxes necessary to support the govern­
ment. “Another citizen, altogether as 
desperate as the first,” proposes another 
plan. It is tc reserve the city of New 
Orleans and a little strip from this fraud­
ulent conveyance and make it a free 
port. Congress will send this Territory 
"a good Governor, a man of judgment 
and of good character, who will give us 
a paternal government and forbid tbe 
creation of any debt." These proposals 
may be added to that upon which the 
Bee has possibly sent cut a com­
missioner — the intervention of France 
to demand the restoration of the public 
printing aed other civil and religious 
rights guaranteed by his Imperial Majesty 
Napoleon I. The Bee does not make any 
exeeptioh in favor of the innocent holders 
of the ante carpet-bagger debt. It wishes 
them all wiped out by the dismemberment 
and annihilation of the State. One re­
gret it has, Louisiana was founded by 
Louis XIV. It was ceded by Napoleon. 
Great names. It is true, Louis XV. gave 
this empire to Spain for nothing. Napo­
leon abandoned and sold it for a song. 
Y$t, being kings, they could do no wrong. 
As we do not consider these Gallic reme­
dies seriously we need not comment on 
the difficulty of discharging a property of 
its debt by a transfer without considera­
tion. So Mississippi and Texas would 
take Louisiana cum mere, and her debt 
would be added to their own. The second 
"citizen, even more desperate than the 
other,” makes no provision to get rid of 
the twenty-three million dollars of city 
debt. Nor does the Bee tell these “citi 
zens desperate" that the constitution of the 
United States would not allow “any 
preference by any regulation of commerce 
or revenue to the ports of one State over 
those of another;” nor that C'ongress 
would have some say in the reorganization 
of these political districts; nor that “the 
South” would lose two Senators, which 
would cause the people’s paper to demand 
an injunction, as “the guardian and next 
friend” of the South. All this is badim-je. 
It is only noticed to show the discontent 
inculcated by a few desperate politicians. 
The Bee first shut off the light of the Eng­
lish language from its constituents. It 
can nowr make them as miserable as it 
chooses. It Las them perfectly in its 
power, and can control and direct them 
as it may choose. There is, we are aware, 
no use in discussing these subjects with 
the Bee. Our readers do not understand 
its charges, so they fall harmless. Its 
readers do not comprehend onr language, 
so our refutation of its absurdities is 
fruitless. It is a duel in the dark, in 
which neither combatant can find the 
other. However, we may inform our 
readers that the remedies of Louisiana 
are—

1. An armed occupation of our territory 
by France on the ground of broken guar­
antees.

2. To split Louisiana open like a peach, 
giving one-half each to Mississippi and 
Texas.

15. The establishment of New Orleans as 
a free port, with a good governor appoint­
ed by Congress.

This is a sufficient sample for the pres­
ent of the desperate condition of Louis­
iana in the estimation of cur foreign ad­
mirers. and the desperate remedies of onr 
“despairing citizen” and of another citi­
zen “even more desperate than the other.”

THE REPUBLICAN PARTY ORGANIZATION.
The restless activity of the American 

politician is incompatible with anything 
permanent or stable. The good in his eye 
is always contrasted with the possible 
better. There is nothing perfect, and in­
cessant effort at improvement is the chief 
characteristic of his life. As in his per­
sonal feeling, so it is in his party relations.

These truths are amply illustrated by 
recent party movements. From the wreck 
of old parties new parties are sought to 
be formed.

The Democratic party has certainly out­
lived its mission. It is no longer potent 
for good cr evil. Eut such is not the case 
with the Republican party. It is now in 
the zenith of its power. Its principles, 
meting out equal and exact justice to all, 
and securing the political rights of all 
sections and. classes, has carried us tri­
umphantly through the perils of civil war, 
and restored comparative peace and har­
mony to distracted States.

What is the use, then, of abandoning 
this organization for some new and un­
tried experiment? Is there any guar­
antee that the possible good to be derived 
from it will overbalance the assured ex­
cellence the Republican party already se­
cures; and these reflections are particu­
larly applicable to Louisiana in the pres­
ent emergency. The dominant raity of 
the State is in perfect unity and accord.

It has been found powerful enough to se­
cure the enjoyment of civil and political 
rights to all classy of onr people. It is 
the medium through which the colored 
population passed from slavery to free­
dom—the patient guide that has safely 
pointed out the road from bondage to in­
dependence.

What, then, is the inherent weakness of 
the Republican paity for which the unifi­
cation movement supplies a remedy ? Is 
the proposed new party composed of 
more reliable material, or does it afford 
more assured guarantee of greater per­
sonal and political liberty to the colored 
people? They have Leen the pupils of 
tbe Republican party. Their rights have 
been secured against the fierce antagonism 
of the present supporters of the unifica­
tion movement.

Is it reasonable to suppose that these 
whilom Democrats have so soon forgotten 
the animosities and hate engendered by 
the war and the political conflicts since as 
to be willing now to concede the natural 
rights so dear to the heart of every mem­
ber of the race they so lately despised ?

I d the beginning of this agitation Sen­
ator West, in a letter to his constituents, 
took the ground that the Republican party 
was elastic and broad enough to secure 
all the advantages that newer organiza­
tions might propose, it would be tolly 
to desert it. It Las strength, numbers, 
the prestige of uninterrupted success, and, 
more than all, the confluence of the 
people.

What more is sought for or desired ?

SELL THE CASH AND BUY TEE WAR­
RANTS.

When Mr. Clinton conceived the idea 
of selling the cash in the treasury belong­
ing to the general fund at auction, paya­
ble in warrants, he met with a most vig­
orous opposition from the partisan press 
of the city, the fact that the State, Ly the 
operation, saved a great many thousand 
dollars, not seeming to compensate for the 
boldness and originality of the financial 
scheme. When Mr. Clinton has on Laud 
several thousand dollars of back taxes, 
and uses the amount in retiring State 
warrants of previous years in the order of 
their registry, he is likewise as vigorously 
assailed from the same source. The 
partisan press is bound to be displeased 
either way. It is very like the story of 
the old roan and his donkey.

Now we would suggest that in the fu­
ture the Auditor pursue the^same course 
with the funds received for back taxes 
thiU be so successfully inaugurated with 
current funds—sell the cash at auction to 
the lowest bidder, receiving pay in war­
rants of tbe same class. It seems to us 
that in this way the greatestnumber will 
be sat isfied, while the State will cerfainiy 
receive a substantial financial benefit.

We are informed that Governor Kellogg 
and Auditor Clinton both take this view 
of the subject, and we are satisfied that 
this will in the future be the course the 
Au ditor will pursue.

A SINGULAR KIND OF REFORM.
We extract the following from the lead­

ing editorial i a  the Times of vesterday
morning:

Had the Reform State government elected 
last November by the joint sutlrages of 
white and colored citizens been permitted 
to assume the control to which its members 
were entitled, the situation of New Orleans 
and Louisiana to-day would be one of un­
doubted prosperity.

In another portion of the same issue, 
under the head of “Feathered Nests,” we 
find an elaborate account ©f how certain 
prominent leaders in the political organ­
ization so kindly spoken of used up half a 
million dollars of the people's money in a 
way that, if the Times is to be believed, 
should entitle them to a closer intimacy 
with the internal workings of the Peniten­
tiary than their position hs lesees would 
warrant.

The Attorney General is one of the 
matter of fact, sterling Western men, who 
are in the habit of nailing a lie wherever 
they find it. He lately saw the following 
statement in the New York Sun, which 
has since been transferred to the columns 
of the New Orleans lie redd, witu r. sug­
gestion :

Tho Washington correspondent of the 
Baltimore Sun says that “it is seici-ofriciaily 
announced that the Attorney General is 
greatly annoyed at the telegrams constantly 
addressed to him by Kellogg, of Louisiana." 
Then why does not the Attorney General 
abate the" Kellogg annoyance .’

The last clause was added by the 11 raid.

Now, therefore, all persons who have made cr 
who mmy contemplate making such applications, 
are hereby notified that I will not subscribe stock 
on behalf of the State to any corporation or private 
enterprise whatsoever, nor enter into any con­
tracts for public improvements authorized by any 
ac t passed by the Legislature nor issue bond# of 
the State for any purpose whatever under author­
ity. or under color of authority, of any act of the 
Legislature, unless the legality and necessity of 
such action shall be established by the decision 
of the court of last resort.

PROCLAMATION B~Y TI1E GOVERNOR,
State of Louisiana, ) 

Executive Department, 5 
New Orleans, Juhe 14, 1873. J 

Whereas, An Act of the Legislature, approved 
March 15, 1855,entitled “ An Act to establish quar­
antine for tbe protection ol the State,” provides 
that the Governor of the State shall issue his 
proclamation, upon the advice of the Board ol 
Health, dec^ring any place where there shall he 
reason to believe a pest.lent, contagious, or infec­
tious disease exists, to be an infected place, and 
stating the number of days of quarantine to be 
performed by tlie vessels, their passengers, officers 
and crews, coming from such place or places— 

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the act afore­
said. I issue this my proclamation and declare the 
places hereafter named to be infected places, and 
that all vessels, together with officers, crews, pas­
sengers and cargoes, leaving such places, or hav­
ing touched or stopped at any of them, on and 
after the fifteenth day of June, 1873, shall be sub­
ject to a quarantine of not less than ten days, or 
for a longer period as uiay be considered necessary 
by the hoard of Health. Any violation of the 
quarantine laws, r.s here proclaimed, will be se­
verely punished. The places which are hereby 
declared infected aforesaid are the following, to

Havana, Mantanzas, Tiinida<3, Cardenas, St 
Jago. all on the Island of Cuba; Fort Royal and 
Mintego Bay, on the Island of Jamaica; Jacmel 
and Port-au-Prince, on the Island of St. Domingo; 
the Islands of St. Thomas. Martinique and Gua-da* 
loupe; Cam peachy, in Yucatan; Vera Cruz, Alva­
rado. Tampico, 3Iatamoras and Tuxpan, in Mexico; 
San Juan, in Nicarauga; Cbagres, Aspinwall and 
Perto Bello, in Centra! America; Maracaibo and 
Laguayra, in Venezuela; Island of Trinidad, Ca 
yenne, Para, Pernambuco, Rio Janeiro and Beuenos 
Ayres, in South America, and Nassau, New Provi­
dence.
