Wilson a Wreck.
rCUicago Journal Washington Letter.]

Dean Swift’s sad confession that he was 
dying a-top is very suggestive to the brain­
workers of our time. From an intimate 
friend of the Vice President I learn the full 
truth about hia health. Mr. Wilson is in a 
very critical condition. His labors in the 
presidential campaign, it is known, were 
very great. He has always seemed to think 
that he carried the Repuohcan party upon 
his shoulders, and that he would be per­
sonally responsible for its defeat. His 
enorts were enormous. He spoke and trav­
eled constantly, without interruption, and 
when the issue was known he was very 
much wearied. After the election he fre­
quently remarked that he never felt such 
fatigue ot mind in ins whole life. It is pos­
sible. too. that he thought that his great 
services were not. fully appreciated by the 
members of his party. At ali events, it is 
quite cer'ain that at times he was annoyed 
that he did not personally receive greater 
“public consideration a* the hands ol the 
leaders of the party. He Lad not reeov 
ered from L.s fatigue and this annoyance 
wbi u Congress convened.

His duties as Vice President were prac 
tically new to him. For it is a well known 
fact that, no'withstanding his long public 
career, Mr. Wiison has realiy nine 
practical enperieDce a9 a presiding officer 
than men who have been a much shorter 
time in office. To become perfect in the 
knowledge of parliamentary rules it is nec­
essary to be a eonsrant student of then: 
Parliamentary knowledge does not comehy 
a trick. This is * study to which few Con 
gressmen devote themselves. I: requires a 
special taste. This taste and industry few 
Congressmen ever have, or can command. 
It ;* not a rare thing to hoar a man of vast 
iutinence, wiio is a good student in certain 
branches, publicly declare that lie has no 
peieonai knowledge of parlia uentary 
rules. Hence if is that men who know the 
•ricks of the door are so few, and that 
those who do posses* this knowledge have 
a dominating influence in parliamentary 
questions.
' Although it has been th • ambition of Mr 

Wilson's lito lo become Vice President, as 
was. illustrated by his touching order that 
his wile's grave should hr crowned with 
dowers immediately upon his election, he
has not La i tiie experience in presiding 
does not possess the parliamentary skill of 
Schuyler Colfax, ol Matt Carpenter or ol
Senator T. W. Ferry, of Michigan. The 
i- st two were opposing candidates for the 
presidency pro tom. of the Senate. Mr 
Wd-ou if quite nervous in this particular, 
and. in the interim bef-eea his election 
and the assembling of Congress, devoted 
himself to Uiu serious study of parliament 
ary laws and rules. He had bar iiy taken 
his .-eat when his nervousness was increased 
by the tragic comedy of the Credit Jlobilier 
investigation. It is known that tiie inci­
dental mention of his name in that connee 
tu n gave him gtoat annoyance. Resides, 
the fact that his own name was mentioned 
in connection with the matter, he was 
often heard to remark that the nation and 
the parcy seemed to have fallen upon evil 
days, and he exhibited much anxiety on 
t!d- aecoulat. The now cause of agitation, 
added to his fatigue from the campaign, 
and to his worry in his new office, gave his 
nervous system, which was utterly 
strung, tl/e preparation for the shock that 
was to come The blow fell, as it now' so 
frequently and terribly falls. It has left 
Mr. Wilson almost a wreck. Tnere is i 
doubt about ir. Hu has had a very ser!o 
paralytic stroks. I ’iie stroke has been so 
severe as at pi .went to disfigure his face. 
IHs mouth is drawn somewhat to one side 
and his ielt eye slightly protrudes from the 
socket; He is in ouch feeble condition that
his physicians have not yet commenced to 
treat him far the paralysis. Ilis pres* 
treatment is designed to invigorate his s
ti m so that he may be prepared to endure 
the more severe treatment r-» which he 
must soon lie subjected. Lie is under 
the constant care of his physicians, and 
the disposition of nearly every hour 
of the time is provided for by them, 
lie is forbidden aii mental toil and all 
exciting exertion. He is kept upon 
a careful diet, and is obliged to rule a cer 
tain number of hours each ii iv, and to re­
tire a' a stated lime each night. When 
shall have sufficiently recovered, it is now 
the intention to make a sore at the base 
of the brain, by means of a seton. as the 
only possible cure tor hi- disorder. Tue 
pLysiciaus have concluded that he has 
blood clot mi the brain. Ilis physicians 
say that they have hope that his genera! 
health will soon lie in such condition as to 
permit of this r-idical treatment for paraly­
sis. They also hope, and tell him. that he 
will be able to be present in hi- seat in the 
Senate-at tii" opening of Congress. It is. 
however, feared by those most familiar 
* .it ii the matter, that these hopes arc vain 
hopes. It now seems har-ii.v possible, with­
out a miracle, that Henry Wilson can take 
his seat next whiter. Indeed, the anxiety 
of hi.s must .miniate friends is still so great 
that tiie gra vest apprehension exists con 
cerning his iil.fuiate recovery.

There is now Ii tie doubt tii.it Matt 11. 
Carpenter will preside over the S-*aa*e 
next winter iu his capacity as president 
pro tempore. Mr. Carpenter has many ex­
cellent qualities for th;s office, and is a 
much better- parliamentarian than Henry 
Wilson. Matt Carpenter is courteous, 
quick, attentive, a id impartial, and, as pre­
siding officer, will doubtless facilitate the 
business of the camntry with us much satis 
faction to the .Senators as Henry Wilson, 
’ibis will be tiie first time iu many years 
that the West has had a permanent presid­
ing officer. .Souufor Authoiiv. ot Rhode 
inland, has filled the office as president pro 
temper* lot a very long period. Last 
winter, at a caucus, it was determined that 
this office should b? given to the West. 
The choice iay between Senator l-'erry. the 
new Senator from Michigan, and Matt Car­
penter. Mr. Ferry is a most excellent pre­
siding officer, having learned the uiyster: 
oils art of parliamentary domination dur­
ing long sorvice as a presiding officer in the 
Mieliigau Legislature It was. however.
known that Matt Carpenter much desired 
the place. auJ it was finally determined 
that it should lie given to Matt Carpenter, 
while Mr. Kerry sir mid receive the chair- 
mauship ot au import. at committee.

Tue calamity in the districts of 
Treviso am! Be i In no, turns out to have 
been far more serious than the telegraph 
had a* first led us to believe. Scores of 
victims have boon buried under the rains 
of public and private edifices, and Belluuo 
is said to have been so cruelly shattered ns 
to be wholly uninhabitable.’ 4  terrified 
crowd of men, women and infants are help­
lessly wandering about in quest of shelter, 
and the damage to property Is reckoned at 
several millions of lire. It was a catas­
trophe which could scarcely fail to elicit 
words of commiseration from any man 
with a heart iu his bosom, to say nothing of 
a vicar of Christ—the miuister’of a God of 
mercy and love. Could it be believed that 
the first instinct of the Pone was to make 
loliti a'cap t lofthesorrowful event!There -

was something so disheartening, so shock­
ing in the tone in which the holy f ather took 
that earthqnake as a text for his political 
homily, that the staunchest believers have 
been tilled with confusion as they read it in 
the columns of the clerical papers, “What 
shall we say." exclaimed the Pope, “of this 
glorious display of God’s justice! He then 
launched into' a bitter invective against 
“the revolution,’’ and he pointed out the 
eviuehee of God’s wiath against its authors 
by enumerating the inundations, the vol­
canic eruptions, the mortality among the 
children, and, finally, the earthquake, as 
the scourges bv which Providence visits the 
deeds of the ilesecratora of convents and 
spoilers of the church. With a grim .jocu­
larity he eveu compares the cholera setting 
in on one 3ide and the earthquake on the
other to the “right'’ and “left” of the 
Chamber of Deputies, which conspired 
with their almost unanimous vote to pass 
the bill lor the abolition of religious • or ae­
rations. “Ha:" the Pope says, substanti­
ally. --you robbed the church, gentlemen I 
Take that!”

Well may the Pope’s best friend? and the 
true votaries of the Roman Catholic 
Church tremble at the effects of this sacre- 
dotal diatribe on the minds of scandalized 
believers. Many years have.elapsed since 
a man. who was on that occasion not a 
scoffer, checked those who “took God's 
name in vain” at the time of the great 
earthquake of Portugal by that terrible 
line. “Lisbonne est cn pouissiere, et i'oa 
danse a Paris ! '

But the Pope's malevolent and vindictive 
sermon was even more inopportune than 
that of Ti.e bigots who called forth \  oi- 
taire’s indignation, lor the earthquake iu 
Veuetia not only overwhelmed tue inno­
cent as well as the guiltv. but it seemed

ingeniously to° pick our the Pope's 
. - • ■ 0m — =— c----  :-fnends as the main objects of its fury: it 

crushed pious men and women at their de­
votion? at mas? and vesper.-, and spared 
the idlers who were carousing at wineshops 
or sporting in the fields. Under tue ruins 
of the church at Feletto more than thirty- 
six dead bodies were found, horribly mu­
tilated and disfigured, and no building was 
more hopelessly destroyed than the tine old 
Cathedral a‘ Beliuno.

The San Domiugo Revolution.
There is reasonable belief that the oppo­

sition to the Baez government in am  
Domingo Las greater strength than has 
been generally supposed, and that tue in­
surrection is more formidable than the ac­
counts hitherto given display. Positive in­
formation discloses the fact that for some 
ilavs past the agents of the insurgent lead­
ers' have been in this city purchasing arms, 
and a recent shipment of 1001 stand has 
been made to a point within tae reach anil 
control of the revolutionists. Copies of the 
proclamations issued in opposition to 
Baez have jusp arrived, and of these 
the first, issued over the signatures of 
Juan A. Polauce. Gregorio Luperon. Pedro 
A. Pimentel. Jose Calasar. Carrasco. Fran­
cisco Losa. Ju.ian Rivas, Julian Losa, Wen- 
ceslao Alvarez. Eugenio Valerio, Juan R. 
Torres. Uiises Iieran. Juan P^rtolatui and 
Ignacio Reyes, denounces General Buen­
aventura Baez as subverting the will of the 
people and as a traitor to the country and 
us interests. It also denounces the treaty 
or agreement with the Samana Bay Com­
pany ol December 31, 18?if, as destructive 
ot national independence.

The declaration, therefore, solemnly pro­
tests against the action ot President Baez 
as traitorous, and the Samaua Bay con­
cession. against which, under all circum­
stance?. with arms in their hands, the in­
surgent leaders propose to tight, and call 
upon their tellow citizens for union and 
support.

This proclamation, dated the eighteenth 
of June, of this year, was followed by 
another on the succeeding day. detailing 
the movements of the insurgents and claim­
ing various successes, which private ad­
vices confirm to a certain degree. The 
revolution was initiated at Gaayabin on the 
first of June, anil the insurgents gradually 
succeeded in gathering together a force 
sufficient to meet the govern uent troops at 
Carnero on tiie eighteenth. Th" result lay 
with th>- insurgents, who held the field.

Private aec milts .just received state that 
Baez's troops left 100 dead upon tiie field, 
and that since the battle desertions from 
Ids armv are ct daily occurrence. These 
deserter? are treated wall by the insurgents, 
who, it is asserted, are trying to disprove 
the report circulated by* the government 
officers that they are Haytians.

On the contrary, the revolutionary le.,d 
era. over tiieir signatures, disclaim any na­
tionality b-it the Dominican, and reassert 
their opposition to Baez on the grounds of 
tiie Samaua Bay concession. This conces­
sion is apparently a sory point with many 
of the Douiin-cans. while it undoubtedly 
serves as a pretext for tile open aruie.i op­
position of many of President Baez's ..ae- 
rnie.s.

The encampments of the revolutionists at 
Los AlmacSg*..?. Guayabin. Manga. Esca­
lante, Canatisto'as. Dsjaboii and Matas ar-j 
retained, and communication has been in­
terrupted between Port') Plata and Santi­
ago. while Altamira is also under control o: 
tiie insurgents. The revolutionary forces 
are soon, if thev have not started ere ihi

genuine spirit of reconstruction, but are as 
haughty, dictatorial and implacable as
though the events of historv had not re- 
‘ d ' ’futed their cruel dogmas oi human bond­
age, and administered a rebuke to tbeir 
arrogance in the face of the civilized world. 

3. Then, if such men as General Beaure­
gard and those who are associated with him 
in this new movement are really in earnest
in their professions, we believe the very 
best proof they can give of it is not to seek 
to promote the formation of a new party, 
but to join bands with the Republicans ot 
Louisiana and of the whole country in sup­
porting that great party which has carried 
along with it the safety and honor of the 
nation through the most eventful period ot 
its history, and which is preparing for the 
grand contest with its adversaries in the 
immediate future.— Tin Reo-tltHe.

We would not by any means repress the 
tendenc-v to mutual confidence in the people
oi ti.e South, from whatever quarter it may
spring. And we treely concede the soun 
ness of the positions advanced by the cham­
pions of the"new movement, so l'ar as tiiey 
coucern the rights, the duties, and the in­
terests of the whites and the blacks of the 
South. But these positions are taken in 
connection with an avowed *and op-a hos­
tility to those who at present proiees to re­
present the principles of the Republican 
partv m Louisiana, aud who are spoken of 
with an intensity of contempt, as "carpet­
bagger? aud adventurer?.'

Tui* circumstance alone is sufficient to 
awaken a suspicion of the sincerity <>i mo­
tive by which the sudden adoption of fi.’.s 
plausible policy has been prompted.

Aerial Navigation,
Professor Wise spoke to a good audience

His first idea of his present projeer arose 
from his seeing that all objects doating 
high in the air have a tendency usually to 
go east. In 1835 he, ascended 6000 feet, 
from Philadelphia, and had a confirmation 
of the idea of the eastward curren*. AH 
are astronomers enough to know that the 
solar svstern moves from west to east. v\ e 
had few atmospheric philosophers until 
E?py's time.

Knowl­
edge of a few rules would enable any one 
to predict the weather almost as accurately 
as the signal service.

Representatives of the United States oi 
America in Congress assembled, Taat wfie# 
settlements have been made upon agricul­
tural public lands of the United States, 
prior to the survey thereof, and it ha? been 
or shall be ascertained, after the public sur­
veys have been extended over such iandi, 
that two or more settlers have improvo- 
meats upon the same legal subdivision, it 
shall be lawful for such settlers to make 
joint entry of their lands at the local laud 
office, or for either of saia settlers to entor
