More About Old Roads and New Roods— 
Hoad Making as an Agent of tiviliza. 
tion—History of Street Paving in New 
Orleans, London and the World at 
Large, Etc.

One of our New Orleans journals greatly 
given of late, even in matters non-political, 
to “trust to its memory for its jests and to 
its imagination for its facts” (as exemplified, 
for instance, in its assertion this very after­
noon “on good authority” that the amended 
city charter bill had been signed by Lieu­
tenant Governor Anfoin«) recently paid an 
eloquent but inappropriate tribute to l^ueen 
tjemiramis for the magnificent specimens oi 
road making that she had left behind in her 
kingdom (or queendoin) of Egypt at some 
intensely early period before the Christian 
era. I trust it may not be considered a 
cast’s belli if 1 venture to suggest that 
ijueen Semiramis was a “usurping ruler of 
Assyria, not of Egypt, resid'ng first at 
Nineveh and subsequently at Babylon, and 
that the Egyptian roadways which have 
excited the admiration of your conteai. 
porary were constructed by King Rameses. 
who died nearly 500 years alter Semiramis 
had been murdered by her son. Queen 
Semiramis did, however, pave aud tesselate 
the streets and sidewalks ot Babylon, and 
20JO years before Christ, if ancient his­
torians are to be believed (confirmed as 
they are by the explorations of Lazard. 
Smith and others), she anticipated aud im­
proved upon most of our modern patent 
svsti-ms of paving: and certainly never 
attempted to patch up a rotten wooden 
roadway by dumping river mud on the top 
of it. a» wa are now doing in New Orleans.
A. D. 1873. The bringing up of these (fid 
half forgotten names suggests how closely 
civilization aud road making have gone 
hand in hand together, and how the best 
paved countries in all times have been the 
b -st governed, and the most prosperous and 
industrious.

It is curious to think that while our 
Saviour was taking that melancholy walk 
from Jericho to Jerusalem, among the vine- 
clad hills and olive groves of Palestine 
knowing that He was walking to his death. 
Roman legions were building up ir. barbaric 
Britain, in uncivilized Gaul and mountain­
ous Iberia roadways which were the heralds 
of a new civilization, destined eventually to 
overtake and surpass the crude, Titanic 
efforts of Egypt and Assyria, and to last 
through ages of change, foreshortening 
every year in their far-reaching influence 
and effect. Traces of these oid Roman 
roads are everywhere apparent in the most 
flourishing countries ot Europe. In Eng­
land, in the county of Northamptonshire, 
near Peterborough, the city which George 
H. Whaliey, the George Francis Train of 
England, represents in Parliament (the 
same man, by the way, who 
your yesterday's telegraphic dispatches 
stated to have arrived in New York to ad­
vocate the claims of his fellow charlatan, 
the Tichborae claimant, all through this 
country. Roman roads, constructed before 
the birth of Christ, remain intact and in 
good order to this day. The “North road,” 
of Peterborough, built exclusively of gravel, 
raised ♦'e lv e  feet above the lerel of the 
surrounding country, serving alike :n those 
oid times as a military defense and a pro- 
tec ion against the overflow waters of the 
river and the sea. stands to this day. as 
solid as when the l.oman chariots first 
passed over it. and few repairs are evei re­
quired to be put upon it. In Spain ami 
:a France similar monuments of Roman 
perseverance aud skih exist, fne mstor.ca. 
“Appian way" leading through Capua to 
Brundusium. named after Appius Claudius, 
in whose time it was commenced, was built 
nearly 3)0 years beiore Christ, and is stiii 
an object ot interest for tourists.

The pavement ot great cities was slower 
in its progress than the art of military road 
making. London had tew paved streets 
until tiie fourteenth century, and as '.ate as 
15:,:; the city was generally paved or floored 
with siabs of wood, heavy, uneven and 
irregular, but still not quite so impassable 
as the Nicolson pavement of St. Charles 
avenue. New Orleans, in 18.3. The great 
lire ot London iu ltitiC made its way rapidly 
from street to street by the aid of this 
wooden pavement. In 17'— a paving 
was passed by the British Parliament, since 
widely known as the “Westminster pav­
ing bill.” This act compelled the 
corporation to pave with oiock sto 
and dag the sidewalks with the Port­
land slab. This system of paving was 
rendered necessary by the increased 
and increasing traffic of the city of London. 
Till this was done no well known member 
of the corporation could walk tue streets 
without being followed by a crowd ot boo 
ing citizens, pointing derisively to their 
impassable thoroughfares, aud calling lor 
redress. They had not a mythical con 
tract and an absurdly impossible suit 
for damages to tali buck upon, and so they 
had to give in at last, and the Westminster 
bill was put into effect. The streets ot 
London by the year 18 )0 begun to assume 
a fair condition. About 1315 they we: 
pretty generally paved, and beiore I8z0 
the streets ot the entire city were 
clothed in granite, and remained 
until the year IS it), when MacAdam was 
engaged to take up the square block in 
Regent street, which he subsequently mac­
adamized. A similar change was made in 
other streets where private dwellings pre­
vailed. the reason being that macadamized 
roads were easily kept in repair, and were 
noiseless and not so destructive to fine 
horses, whereas a granite street was dura­
ble, but the noise was not endurable, and 
♦l... c-e ir and tear of carriages .end the 
d—traction to tin** horses called loudly for 
i. change. In 1311 anew system of v 
naving was introduced ia London, the j 
ing being of various forms, octagonal, sex" 
agonal and square, all the styles after the 
first essay not exceeding eight or n.ne 
S-i -hes in diameter, the first constructed in 
Oxford street being fourteen inches. This 
system of wood pavement was found 
unhealthy: the wood decayed quicklv
and it was consequently abandoned. 
Since then granite and macadamization 
have been the system exclusively adopted 
:n London. Paris and the other great cities 
ot Europe. A section or two of iron pave­
ments was tried iu London and in some 
other cities, but only a square or so. Iron 
pavement was too hard: it worked smooth 
with wear and rendered houses liable to 
fail in the most favorable weather. T. 
verv best kind of iron pavement looked 
like an overgrown waffle, and did not gam 
popularity. *

In New York, up to 1S!J. Broadway was 
onlv paved with cobble stones, the atreet 
having holes in the centre suffieientlv (le“; 
to bury your carriage up to the axletree 
and instead of crossings where the streets 
traversed, there were gutters, and your 
carriage, if driven at any speed, bounded 
out of one gutter, then leaped into the 
other and out of that again into a break 

I neck hole. I look back to my sojoui® ia

New York in those years with a marvel 
that I am alive to-day to tell the tale.

Yet even those miseries were nothing to 
the suffering indicted by a journey over a 
wooden road when America was in cor- 

uroys; and over corduroy roads it has 
been my lot to travel many hundred miles 
iu the North and \Ve?t. shaken worse than 
Sdhelio l’ar.za was iu his blanket, rooked 
more violently than in a ship at sea in a 
storm, set down at the worst ot inn3 and 
exposed to countless inconveniences irom 
which, even with St. Char.es avenue in our 
midst, we are now comparatively exempted. 
In 1345 Broadway was paved with what is 
now termed here square block paving—I 
zppose because it is not square. The pave- 
lent there was called the Russ pavement, 
he granite blocks were very large and so 

selected because it was supposed that they 
ould bed better. But it did not so prove, 

or in 1852 the pavement bad sunk in va- 
ious places and was p.irtiaiiy a iailure. 
After that Broadway was repaved with 
nailer blocks.
New Orleans, as we all know, has 

i alluvial soil, with a crust of 
soft earth of from twelve to thirty inches 
thick, and may be almost sayi to be floating 
on water or a 30tt mine. TAe soil is like a 
sponge well saturated with water, capable 
of engu'.pbing. uuder favorable conditions.

dozen or two ot cobble stones in streets 
where those imported horse kiiiers are 
used for paving.

In those good oid times, as old fossils are 
pleased to call them, when the dales fir  
meii’c prevailed, these holes were allowed 
to remain without repairs. It was in those 
ci decant halcyon days that a French gen­
tleman, of some quasi enterprise, under- 
jook to asphalt Bourbon street. The first 
summer sun that cams reduced the asphalt 
to a liquid. A carman had the hardihood 

drive his mule and dray over it—I mean 
to say into it—into the tarry liquid mine. 
The auimal. knee deep, reared and tried 

extricate itself, but in vain; he Rounder- 
ed and struggled, and betore he could be 
released from his harness he fell and was 
smothered iu the sticky mass. It is hardly 
creditable, but true notwithstanding, that 

horse should be drowned in a street ot 
New- Orleans, a victim to an unskilled road- 
maker. Alter that incident asphalted streets 
received little favJr hen-. Of course, 
streets can be successfully asphalted amt 
•move ser\ iceable as in Europe, but, up to 
the Hitchcock job or. Povdra? street, tiiey 
have alwavs proved an aoortion here.

There are various persons who claim the 
„.erit of ' itroducing square block pav- 
in" into New Orleans, and perhaps a 
brief siiminai v of the tacts may be 
interesting. The real'simon pure was John 
Miuturn, who. ia 1337. paved a section or 
lower St. Charles street and two squares 
on Gravier street. The blocks were ten 
inches souare and sis inches thick. ih:s 
did ngit stand tbe test. It was called Bel­
gian pavement—why I cannot say—but it 
ailed and was removed in 133. .
A short time after that James H. Calu- 

wel’. a member of the City Council, intro­
duced and laid down a go >d. solid granite 
paving, and really was the first successful
pioneer of granite paving in New Orleans.

In 1313. 1810 and 1850 Dennis Cronan 
(poor old General, now dead) paved a por­
tion of Teliaupitou’as. Chartres and Wash­
ington streets. Nicholson (not Nicolson 
oi the woad-paving notoriety) paved during 
1541) some squares with square bloc: ot 
twelve, '•hirteen or fourteen inches square, 
irregular sizes, aud irregularly laid. 
Dennis Cronan then paved Front 
Levee, now failed Peters street 
tha' is tci sav. one half was laid oy Unman 
and one half bv Nicholson, under separate 
contracts. This work has since been retain. 
In 1855 Mr. Louis Phie. who was men city 
survevor. verv judiciously introduced here 
he sysfem of laving the stones diagonally 

.nstead of across, and this system has since 
been fullv indorsed by our present able ami 
experienced surveyor. Mr. \V. H. Bel., win* 
has .strenuously up to the present time op­
pose! every attempt to return to tne 
straight across system.

The first advent of Mr. Coleman a* a par- 
ior with square block was .u 13-.8. wneii ne 
relaid a portion of Tclioupitoulas street. ;u 
conjunction with George Cronan.

In 1.853. 1351* and ISfil Mr. Coleman ami 
the Brothers Cronan paved St. Charles. 
Carondelet and a portion of Esplanade 
streets. The war came on. and induing 
was done up to J*'* > and IS'. .. •when the 
former again paved cue side of Rampart to 
Claiborne street, or Esplanade street, and 
iter that they paved a few squares near 

the levee. Subsequently Mr. Coleman alone 
executed several contracts. But (luring a.i 
this time the stupid system of cobble pav­
ing was progressing, and many streetsyn 
New Orleans are still disgraced wit.i tins 
break neck apology for a pavement. 
It certainly can not be long before this 
miserable system, togetuer with tne mud 
streets, and still worse the rotten wooeien 
pitfalls which now obstruct the traffic and 
retard the progress of New Orleans will »e 
supplanted by a system of pavement more :u 
accord with the march ot modern civiliza­
tion. and better adapted to the requirements 
as well as to the finances ot New Oilcans.
