§) much has already been esil on the
subject of immigration to this S:ate, avd
the subject has been eo well handied, that
I feel my poor sugzestion which I am about
to make will luve but little effect; Low-

ever, a8 overy littie betps, you will, I trust,
perwit me to trespass on your valnable
time and space, pleading iy suljsct as an
excisn.

All that las been heretofore saiid ou this
suhject was, as a rule, by men deeply in-
tercatad in Jands, being large owgers them-
selves, and the supposition song wauy is
that the cause of immigration is m-rely
adopted for personal ends, believing it to
be the only weans of disposing of their pos-
sessione. Now, be this aa it may, it can not
injure the State, tor iwmnigration iaduced
under any houest circumstances ia favor-
abla to every one having the weltars of our
Stute at heart; but should not the fact be
wade known that theze are not the only in-
ducements offered! For instance, there are
willions of acres of good arable land in thia
State belonging to the United Stutes, which
ia offered at a price far below anytling yet
oflered by any government on the face of
the earth. A simple referencs to ths act of
Congresa of May 20, I8:2, will siow the
above fact.

Again, sbonld not also the fact be wmade
known, that tiw titiea to several thousand
acrea of the land in this State were derived
from foreign governments, long before
Louisiana Dlecame tha property of the
Unitad States; that a great portion of these
are to<lay owned by such wenus I have
above referred to, and that sheir titles, so
far frow being *complete, are iu danger of
reverting to the United States within the
next two years, and becoming pul land,
from the fact that, at the expiration of that
time, the United States will refuse to con-
firm them—and all through the negleet of
the owners to have their claims preseuted
for contirmation.

As proof of wy assertion, it will be un”
pecessary for me to refer to any of the in.
terior parishes of the State, although the
great eat quantity of such lands are jocated
there, but simply to Jook at our own sec-
tion, and the most valuable pertions of its
lands.

By reference to a plat of survey recently
made by authority of the United States,
and now on file in the oflice of the Surveyor
Ganeral, in this city, it will be seen that the
lands wpow occupied by the Mechanics and
Agricultural Fair Aasociation and Louisiana
Jockey Club, as also that owned by tbe
Canal Bank of this city, and through which
now runs what is commonly called the
“New basin,” remains yet unconfirmed.

Thess lands were originally obtained
from the French or Spanish governmenta,
and by the treaty between thosa govern-
monts and the government of the United
Statas the titles thereto were to Le pro-
teoted aa far as possible, and Congress ae-
cordingiy passed an act, in 1303, I believe,
requir ing all persons owning or occupying
such lands to produce, within a stated
time, their titles, so that they might be
confirmed, thus enabling the United States
to know what lands really helonged toit
This act was revived at difterent es, and
other zets were passed, deciaring that if
within a certain period any such titles were
not presented, the lauds covered by them
wonld be deciared publie aud made subject
to entry at the ordinary winimun: price of
public lands. Ina great many cases these
different acts were unheeded, and iz Juoe
of jast year Congresa passed anotheracr,
extendiag the time for three yeara, thus
placing it within the reach of all owuing
such lands to present theie claims and Lave
thew acted npon.

Now i guoting the Jocker Club and
Cana! Bank properties as an example of my
argnment, I do not pretend for u moment
to doubt the perfect validity of thelr titles,
I have werely done 0 to show what a great
necessity there i3 for establishing bevoad
doubt that tha tities to such lands are valid
bators vesting them in others, und espe-
cially immigrants,

The commissioners appointed by the Unired
States for the purpose of acting upon sueh
claims, are the registrar and receiver of the
land office here, whose duty it is to report
on these to Congreas within the next two
yoara, und at whose otice the present sta-
t2a of such lands may be determined, and
all ipstructions pecessary for the modus
operandi may be had. T
