Both these gentlemen agreed on 
one point—that tbe great need of Louisiana 
to-day is, the pacification of her troubles, 
and the concentruetion of effort toward the 
payment of debt and tbe reduction of tax­
ation. At tbe present, there are a vast 
(lumber of houses in New Orleans which 
can not be rented lor the taxes. Taxation 
Is so high, owing to the enormous State 
debtr that property hue fatten off in value 
from sixty to seventy per cent. An in­
stance iu point wae mentioned, A house 
which cost, a few years since, 115,000 was 
ottered for sale in May last, and the best 
bid that could be obtained wae 95000, on 
five years’ credit. The proposition pat 
for A by Beauregard and Marks, to have 
the people unite and' select officers who 
would serve Ae State without pay, and to 
avoid furAer political wrsnglings, it was 
cunoeded, is the very thing Louisiana, and 
particularly New Orleans, needs. But Ae 
jealousies, and hot hlood, and family and 
race pride are against Ae plan proposed, 
and for Ae present, it most be deferred. 
Tbe Kellogg government, it is admitted, is 
earnestly seeking to do what it can to meet 
the demands of tbe times, but having oome 
into power in A e midst of intense political 
strife, it can not command the kindly re­
gard of certain classes.

Fifth  D istrict Court.
John C. Bartlli and Edward Kearney vs. 

Emile Gauche.—Plaintiffs have filed a pe­
tition setting forth that on March 12, 1860, 
J. C. Bare Hi purchased Ae square of 
ground bounded by Poydras, Camp, North 
and St. Francis streets, and has never been 
divested of the title. That Emile Gauche 
is in possession by virtue ot a pretended 
sale by t ie  sheriff on November 14, 1865. 
That the sale is illegal, and said Gauche is 
responsible for 912,000, and 91500 monthly 
rent from November 1, I860. That the sale 
is null because the property wahtiot under 
seizure, nor any writ of fieri facias. That 
tbe price bid by Gauche was leu  Ann Ae 
mortgage recorded. Barelli sued Oencne 
iu 1808 aud obtained judgment. In 1872 
tbe Supreme Court reversed this judgment 
ou the ground of want of tender.

The petitioners represent that Gauche 
lias never made a final and oomplete re­
turn, showing the amount received by him. 
That he claims to have paid creditor* that 
be has not paid. That it is impossible 
for plaintiff to know how much to tender.

That Gauche, being a possessor in bad 
faith. is responsible for the revenues to Ae 
extent of 930,000 per annum, which petition- 
t rs are entitled to have deducted from the 
price of adjudication. Tbe petitioner con­
cludes with a prayer for—

1. 912.000 for illegal deprivation of prop- 
rrtv.

2. 1 10,150 rent from December 7, 1868, to 
November 1, 1869.

X l.'o.OOO per month from November 1, 
1809, till Gauche aurrendaca Aa property. -

4. That these sums he deducted from tbe 
amount paid by Gauche.

Further prays that the eourt fix the 
amount to be' paid Mr. Gauche, and for 
judgment in favor of plaintiffs.

The Governor, it appears, has been afedl.T 
hoaxed; and Ae plain deduction from tbe 
fact would seem to be that a mode ot pro­
curing pardons that renders such a hoax 
possible—a mode wherein the eourt which 
sentenoee and the prison officers who have 
the custody of criminals are not consulted, 
and no opportunity is given the public to 
protest or approve, and no public authority 
is notified o f the applieation—ean not be 
too quickly reformed altogether.—Chicago 
Post.
