Millions of Dollars Accumulated for
the Cause of Education.

THE NOBLE CHARITY PLUNDERED

A Dead Man's Gifts Squandered, aud
Poor Children Robbed of an
Education.

Latterly, in some of our city priuta, the
name of John MeDonogh bas been invoked,
and many of his peculiarities, traita and
eccentricities Leen narrated. It becomes
our province to give, if possible, a clearer
insight into lis charaeter, the magnificent
fortuse hLe amassed, the noble ohjects to
which he applied the results of Lis many
years of toil and ssving, and the wicked
manner in which his wishes were disre-
garded by the living, and how those whom
ks kindly belped to turnish with intellectual,
moral and religious culture, were dgnied
thas henefit through the dishonesty and
rapacity of thoss who came to have the
management of the immense estutes, long
before the advent of carpst-baggers into
the lovely land of Louisiana.

Joon Mc¢Donogh lived a lifs of extrems
fruguiity, and the peoplearound him called
him a miser. He was careful and exacting,
and he was called hard-hearted and eruel.
His tastes led him to lead a life not in keep-
ing with the customs of the sgein which
he lived, and the society he discarded re-
paid him with obloquy and with hatred.

Not till that memorable morning, the
twenty-¢ighth of October, 1350, when Judge
Buchanan opened and read the will, before
a crowd of breathless listeners, in
the Fifth District Court. did the

ity really comprehend how much
good the despised old man was planning to
bestow upon the people among whom he
moved, and their children and their chil-
dren’s children forever.

John McDonogh breathed his life away
about half-past two o'clock, on Saturday,
the twenty-sixth day of Octaber, 1350, at
his home in the little town of McDonogh,
on the other side of the river and about a
mile above Algiers. The next day, with
mesgre ceremonies, his body was interred
iu the midst of a little group of graves of
his former servants and slaves, on his plan®
tation, about half & mile iu the rear of his
dwelling nouse, A few of his trusted friends
were there—James H. Leveridge, J. B-
Watkins, Mayor A. D. Crossman, who have
since joined him on the other side of the
eternal river, and GGeneral Maarice Grivot,
Mr. Roselius and Mr. Spear, who are yet
among the living. His old slaves. made
free in his will, gathered around the re-
mwaina of their bensfactor in strongar torca.
It seemed as though, they with their strong
religious natures and intuirvie sympathies
stoud eloser to the heart of the worn-out
old man than any of the white men pres
ent, and from them camo the pathetic out-
burate of griet and sorrow that mourned
the daath of a {riend, teacher and asso-
viate, us the sod rattled dewn upon the
coffia.

When the pext day it was announced
the will was to be opened and read, the
conrtroom was crowled. The d8cument
was tound to be dated December 29, 1838,
After bequeathing to the children of Lia
widowed sister, living in Baltimore, some
ten acres of land, which he became poa-
sessed of in 1319, and to his sister the sum
$6009, and providing for the immediate or
future freedotn and necessizies of his alaves,
his will goes on to state:

I give, will and begueath all the rest,
residus and remainder of my estate, real
and personal, present and future. as well
that which is now mine as that which may
be acquired by me hereafter, at any time
previous to wy death, and of which [ may
die possessed, of whatsoever nature it way
be and wheresoever situated (sabject to the
pagiuent of the several anunuitfes or sums of
woney hereinafter divested and set forth,
whicl sand annuities or aums of money are
to be paid by the devisees of this my gen-
eral estate out of the rents of said estate),
unto the Mayor, Aldermen and inhabitants
of New Orleana (my sdopted city), 1n the
State of Lonisiana, und the Mayor, Alder
men and inhabitanta of Baltimore (my
native city), in the State of Marylaund, and
their successors (in equal proportions of
one balf to each of suid cities of New Or-
leans and Ualtimore) forever. To and for
the several intents and purposes berein-
atter mentioned, declared and eet forth,
concern the same, snd especially for
the Wishment and support of fres
schools in said cities and their reapective
suburbs (including the town of MeDonogh,
as a saburb of New Orleans) wherein the
poor {and the poor only} ot both scxes
of ail clis=es and castea of eolor shall have
i fres of expense, for the purpose
ing instructed ta the knowledge of the
Lotd, and in reading, writing, arithineti
his ¢., under such regula-
mers (to be appointed
sted) of =aid schools
alwaya uaderstood and
provided, however, thiat the holy Dible of
the oll and new Testament shall be at all
times  and  forever made use of in
these sheovla as one (and the pria-

onel  of the reading or class

, which shall be used by the pupils
“in as the first objeet of overy school,
Il teaching of the youth of our
:try shiould be toiwnlant in their minds
a knowledge of their duty to God, and the
relation of wen to their divine Creator: and
that sinking «lasses sliall be established

ever -n‘qmrt»-i, and singing taught
as a regular branch of education in said
schools, by which means every popil will
acquire the rudiments of the art and ob-
tain & knowledge in singing sacred music.

The will next provides that no part of lus
estate shall be sold, but the same shall be
leased from time to time for a period not
exceeding twenty-five years at any one
time. The whole of the estate is to become
2 permanant fund, no part of which should
ever he touched, divided, sold or alianated.
The net amount of rents which siall be
collected to be divided equally between the
two cities of Baltimore and New Orleans,
after paying four ananities, which are get
forth, an amount not exceeding §25,000 a
vear for the term of forty years, to the
Awerican Colonization Society, an amount
not to exceed, in all, £600,000 for the erec-
tion of “an asylum for the poor of both sexes
aud of al! agesand castes of color,where they
way be sheltered, clothed,fed and taken care
of, made useful according to their respective
degrees of bhealth, strength and capacity,
and mendicity thereby banished trom the
streets of the city and its suburbs, inclod-
ing the town of Mc¢Donogh;™an amount not
to exceed $400,000 in all, in aid of the “So-
ciety for the Relief of Destitute Orphan
Boys;” an annuity for the establishment of
sachool farm for the education of boys.

eighth of the revenues of tue estate, and
the citiea of New Orleans and Baltimore to
receive only one-half of the net yearly
revenue until they are paid.

The language of McDonogh in the will
is emphatic in stating the intention of the
deviser that no part of the real estate shall
be sold. He ulso said: *I hereby declare
that my intention is not that any part of
said general estate or revenus from rents,
urising from said general estate, shall go
inty the handa of the corporators of said
cities. No eompromise shall ever take
place between Baltimors and New Orleans.”

* And should they,” he continues, * com.
bine together, and knowingly and willfully
violate any of the conditions hereinbefore
or hereinafter directed for the managewment
of the general estate and the application of
the revenues arising therefrom, then, in
that event, I give and bequeath the rest,
residue, inder and ace iation of my
said general estato to the States of Louis
iana and Maryland, in equal proportions to
each of said States, of half and half, for the
purpose of educating the ‘poor of said
States, under such a general system of edu-
cation as their respective Legislatures shall
establish by law.”

He appointed seventeen exccutors, the
majority of whom did not qualify. They
were to administer the estate, and then
turn over all tunds, books, papers, ete., to
the commissioners and agents of tho gen”
eral estate, who were to be appointed by
the citiea of New Orleans and Baltimore-
IHe asks the people of New Orleans to elect,
on the second Monday of January of each
and every year, two citizens as commission-
era out of each of the three then muniei
pulitiea, who, with three others, to be elect-
ed by the Coancila of the municipalities,
will constitute the board, who shall serve
for the year and be ineligible for re-
election.

*Itis my wish,” says Mr. McDonogh, in
this will, “and [ direct the commissioners
for the city of New Orleans to estab-
lish a3 many schools as may be
necessary and wanted, so that, if pos-
sible, every poor child and youth mﬂ
receive an education. The schools should
be established in different parts of the city
of New Orleans, its suburbs, libertiea and
outakirts, in such situations as would be
nearest the residences of the poorer classes,
for whom theae institutions are alone in-
tended.”

Incidentaily, in tha body of uis will, he
says:

I am convinced that the firat and most
imperative and sacred duty which each and
every governwent on earth is bound to per-
form, is that of providing by law for
the eduestin of every child within the
limits of their respective governments. To
that eftect, parents and guardians of youth
should be made, under heavy penalties, to
send their children to achivols supported at
the sole expense of the government,

He states and reiterates that it is the
clhief aim and object and desire of hia life
that “every poor ehild and youth of every
color in these places (New Orleans and Bal-
timore), may receive o common school edu-
cation.”

Upon almost the 1ast page of this remark-
ably perspicuons document, he says:

1 request my executors toses that my
funeral is plain, and made withont parade
sl with the least possible expense, Aud
(I was near forgetting that) I have still
one sinall Tequest to mase, one little favor
still to ask, and it shall be the lnst. It is
that it way bo permitied anvualiy to the
children of the free schools sitnuted nearest
to the place of my interment to plant and
wate few tlowers around my grave.
This littie act will have a double tendencey.
It will open their young aml susceptilbe
heurts to gratitude and love to their diving
Creator for having raised up as the humbie
instrument of His bounty to them n poor,
frail worm ot earth like me, and teach
them at the same time what they are,
whence they came and whither they must
return.

In a wmeworanda addressed to his ex-
ecutors ha givea the following list of his
real estate :

From a bundle of musty, sellow pages—
soma twenty-six in number, soms of them
the backs of old letters npon which the ad.
dress and postmark ave visible, u vered
with writieg in Mr. McDonogh’ n clear,
legible hand, the clearly written lines of
which have been faded with age—ts which
we have Leen permitted seeess in prej
these memoranda, we make the tol
extracts: .

The plan which mg mind formed (intle
enced, I trust, Ly the Divine spirit), and
has pursued for near forty years, to acco-
mulate and get together a largs estate in
lands, lota of ground in and near the eity,
houses, ete., for the education of the poor,
will, in time, 1 doubt not. yield a revenue
sufficient to edacats all the poor of the two
States of Louisiana and Maryland, and per-
Liapa the poor of many other of the States
of our happy Union. To effect and sccure
that, I have Jaid its foundations deep and
broud in and all around the city of New
Orleans, in every direction, sy that, for
centurics to come (if managed in wisdom)
its revenues must and will go on increasing
in amount with the growth sund éxtension
ot the city (which is destined to be one of
the greatest in extent and l»opuln;o:
the world has ever seen), until its rents
will amount to some miilions of dollars
annually. If, therefore, those who wiil
come after me and will have tho manage-
ment of this store (which I have strove to
amass and pxio up), will labor to increase

t

oW

and tive with the sams
fidelity with which I have huabanded it
and striven to ita one, then, in-
deed, it will become in a huge moun-

to the bonor of God and the benefit of
generations yet unborn through all ages ot
the world.

And agaiu:

If my mind has been virfuously disposad
in life, [ am indebted for it, under the Most
High, to the education bestowed upon me
by virtuous and pious pareuts (blessed be
their memory!) and especially to the care
they took ininstructing me and having me
instructed in music. At a time when there
was no other teachers ia the city of Balti-
more but a singing school for youth, hweld
at night.. my beloved father would take his
sons and daughters by the band and lead
them there nigluly. staying there with
them, taking a part in their singing and ex-
ercises, and then would lead them home.
That love for singing and music given mwe
in my youth has been the delight and charm
of my existence throughout all its subse-
quent periods notwithstanding, from the
multitudinona occupation, ot my lite, I have
been able to give it bat littls of my time;
atill ita love and charm pervaded my ex-
istencs and gilded my path to comparative
happiness here, sud, as I said above, led
me, as I firmiy believe, under the Most
High, to what little virtue I have practiced.

With something akinto prophesy, the old
man said:

In the course of my observations,
through a long life, having sean almost
every bequest or endowment; of the nature
of those [ have herein made, perversed,
after a certain lgpse of time, from their
intended parposes and either sold or so
chapzed as to serve other and private enda.
- - - - - - .-

I placed the [whole of it {the real estate
in one city und State and make another
city and State equally interested in its
preservation and correct mapagemeut for
the mutual benefit and security of both. I
trust the Most High will bless the inteation
and render it etectual.

Ie makes a feeling and pathetic request
that his ashes, and those of his parents,
mgy be gathered together and placed in a
tomb in Ba!timore. That thers might be
no inconsistency in the absolute disregard
of his will, ho was buried in a small grave"
yard near his last residence, where neglect
and indifference have sutlered the rank
vegetation, swamp water and deeay almoat
to obliterate all signs of ita sacred char-
acter.

Ad'5002 a= the will was admitted to pro-
bate, commenced the struggle for the spoils.
Instead of trying to carry out the intent of
the will, improve the property and devote
its proceeda to the ohjecta ot the bequest,
all parties devoted their energiea to diyertY
them. Tlhe very safeguards that MeDonogh
threw.around the trust proved its ruin.
The two cities to be benefited desired to
sell the lands and seize the money. The
heirs atteropted to set aside the will, and it
required a decree of the United States
Supreme Court to quiet their claims. The
States of Louisiana and Maryland inter-
vened. The African Colonization Society
eame into court and complicated matters.
From the day of the testator's death to 1355
the history of the fund is one of litigation.
Enormous fees were paid to counsel, experts
to vaine the property and execu-
tors. Fortunes were made of money
that was intended to benefit the poor. At
iaat the Suprems Court of the State
affirmed a decizsion of the Fifth District
Court that utterly annililated the will
The provision that mons of the property
should be sold was declarad illegal. That
prohibiting the corporative bodies of the
cities from receiving any of the funds was
disregarded. The cities compromised. The
other legatees were awarded certain sums
and beeame content. The magniticent prop®
erty which, under John MeDonogh's man-
agement, had grow to be worth £3,000,500
wis found to have depreciated, been frit-
tered away and abuzed until only £1,500,000
were left. This was dividedl between the
two cities. That portion which New Or.
leans received was abused still mora. Oa
paper it now amounts, after neraly twenty
years mismanagemen: to a beggarly pit-
tance. The estate, which at the time of
the death of Mr. MeDonogh, amountad to
£3.000,000, asd which should bs worth
£0,000,000 to-day, is represented by §23,000
in real estate and £1671 14 cash, aceording
to the statement mada to the City Council
January 23 1572,

He wus disliked as a neighbor,
regarded ss a corruptor of the judiciary, &
bard ereditor, a miser, und, with affecta-
tion ot philanthropy, sought notoriety as
an advocate of African colonization and
civilization by means of deported free peo-
ple of color. Hypoerisy will not shed a
tear upon his ashes, to which we wish eter-
nal peace,

Bat be never swerved in Lis well consid-
ered purposs, Ils made no alteration in
his will. Aud Lad his directions beea ob-
served, the corporation of Harvard College
would have been a pauper compared with
the McDonogh school fand of New Or-
leans. But under the management of the
toldest and best,” it bas dwindled to less
than £50,000.

The patient silenca of McDonogh during
those twelve years, the msgnanimity of his
purpose and the disinterestedness ot his
bequest remind one of a pleasant little
story of the south of France. A bundred
yeara ago thers were two pretty little chil
dren, whoss parents intended their mar-
riage.

It will ba s2en that a small—a very small
portion ot the amount bequeuthed by John
McDonogh, has been appropriated to the
cause of public education, $35,670 out of
a bequest of a million and o half. The
town of MeDonogh—his home and the
place of hLis constant care—never received
one dollar of the fund. Children have been
born ghere sines McDonogh died, and
grown ®p to manhood, ignorant even of
the good the old man intended for them:
but of which they have been robbed. Of
the thirty thousand school children in New
Orleans, not one knows to-day whereabouts
among the weeds acroas the river, the body
of the great philanthropist crumbled away.
A few old colored people around Algiers
still cherish lis memory. and they alone
have tracked through tbe swamp to the
neglected spot and placed flowers upon his
grave.

For a littls while after his death, itis
true, thers was a legal impediment to the
education of colored children—thanks to
the infamous legislation of the type of men
who pillaged MeDonogh's charity. That
impediment, thank God, for the laat ten
years has not existed, yet to perpetuate it a
half a million of dollars of the money John
M:Donogh gave to the cause of enlighten-
ment and relizion was expended to
strengthen the fetters of slavery, Oh!
Louisiana, most grievous has been your
suffering, but terrible was your crime’
What fearful array of plundered charities
have yoar “oldest and best” to answer for!
Fink, Poydras, Touro, Milue, Girod—a
nobls band of philanthropists who gave of
their bounty to alleviate suffering, to pro-
vide for the widow and orphan, to feed the
hungry, to care for the Lelpleaa and edo-
cate the ignorant--have all suffered at the
hiands of those in whose honor they trusted
for the carrying out of their noble enters
prises,

To-day. the poor, hungry and Lelpless
lave no place to lay their heads in this
wide city, except in a scotarian resort, or
under the protection of individual bensvo-
fence. Not a day, but such cases fiad their
way to the polics courts, and the Work-
house is their last resort. Forin this city
poverty and helplessness are crimes.

The details of this wicked planderit is
useless to inquire, because impossible to
learn.
