A Washington special to the New York
Times of the twelfth instant says:
The internal revenue burean has informa-

tien that & large suit invelving the con-

struction of the commissioner of internal
revenue upon the forty-cight hour distillation
rule has just been decided by Justice Davis,
of the United States Supreme Court. The
decision of Justice Davis supports the ruling
of Cowmissioner Douglass. The Western
distillers very generally maintain that it is
iwpossible to obtain good distillation in less
than seventy-two bours, and very many
mOW pay tuxes upon a basis of forty-eight
hours’ distillation, while they claim to per-
fect a distillation only once in seventy-two
hours. 'The revenue bureau claims that the
forty-eight bour ruleis based upon the expe-
rienve of the most eminent forvign authori-
ties, #und that its adoption in this eountry
has already improved the art of distillation.
Those distillers who need more time, it is
stated, have either unskillful workmen or
manage their distilleries unlawfully,
