It Lias been said that the people of this
city will not use disinfectants, as preseribed
by the Board of Health, because of the odor,
This prejadice is dangerous and absurd.
The odor of earbolic aeid is not one-tenth
part a¢ disagrecable to people whe breathe
‘pure air aa the fetid amell that Jcomes from
the gutters, damp and ill smelling places in
houwses and yards, and the gasses that come
from all vaults which bave not beena disin-
fected. Theae odors are highly daugerous
to bealtl aod lifs. Thoss from gutters and
open places are less so than that of vaulte
because partially regderad hyrmiess by the
atmoaphere,

We have had very littls yellow futer so
far this ssasop, but the daoger is by ano
means over. Oathe contrary, it is demand-
ing the utwoar care and energy on tha part
of the Board of Health.

Very few of these people who find the
swell of disinfectants so d ble, are
aware of what a foul atmiphare they
breatlie. There is wo howse which has an
undeodorizad vault attached, wlisge inmates
have the benefi® of pure air. They Lrea the
a compound of the most dangerous gasea
which scicnce has discovered., But so long
have they bréathed it that they have lost
the seuss whioh would defend them from
its evil resulps. Like the engineer, the
stopping of whose engine awakens him,
they Lave become 80 used to it that they
oniy discover what they have endured when
they ara relieved from it.

Every vault continually discharges large
quauntities of sulphurefted hydrogen, sul-
phide of ammonium, and phosphuretted
kydrogen.
