Briefly, the Shah is said to be a dead beet. 

He is pronounced not only a dead beat, but 
he is a dead beat ot genius. There are 
those who declare him a fraud—no Shah at 
all—only an advertising agent of lieuter. 
This I take it, is a ealutuny. He may be 
the speculative baron's middle man; but he 
is still the ruler over that squallid. licc-oov- 
-ered and diseased country, which is tamons 
chiefly as having given the world Darius 
and the cho.era. Hereafter it will be bet- 
-ter known as the borne of Nasr-ed-Deen, the 
peer of Victoria Woodhuil and the superior 
of George Francis Train.

I will tell you the story as they are now 
telling it everywhere here.

It seems that the 8bah first showed h;s 
cloven paw at St. Petersburg. He was 
standing at a bay-window with the Prin- 
<t ss Dagwar. Her royal highness observed 
that the diamonds worn by her Asiatic 
companion was exceedingly rich and rare. 
“Not so rich nor so rare," says the gallant 
Shah, “as yours,” throwing his arm about 
the princess’ royal neck. Now. a sctentttic 
princess is nsnally a woman ot spirit, and, 
.in addition to this professional character, 
the Priaoeas Dagmar is a good girl. She 
raised a royal row about it, and 
they hustled the amorous Persian 
out of the country upon a down grade. 
Wisely, however, taev kept their mouths 
•but. They ssid: “He has sold us: we 
don’t want to be the only dupes: let him go 

. aad sell our enemies.’' The ever ready 
Nasl-ed-Deen was willing enough, and em­
boldened by bis esoape, be augmented the 
measure of bis daring. Ensconced in 
Buckingham Palace, the virtuous 
dwelling of a widowed Queen, 
he began » career of unbridled licentious­
ness. The worst characters were picked up 
on the streets and carried into Victoria's 
private apartments. Bruisers and 3<>ck- 
fighters were introduced to the halls of 
state, these to exhibit their art and skill. 
All night long, aad every night, there was 
an orgie in which the Shah and hie suite 
made themselves as free and easy as though 
tree love were the law of the land. But 
this was by no means all. The king of 
kings, not to be outdone in liberality by 
his entertainers, bought huge quantities of 
jewelry, taking some of it away with him 
and leaving behind him many costly pres­
ents. The presents the jewelers Lave got 
back again. But what the Shah took away 
with him they will never see any more. It 
is even said that, while in Paris, some of 
the members of his suite bad to be re icon 
strafed with touching tbeir designs on 
the plate of the palace in which they were 
lodged'.

To all this, if any of it be true, and 
where there is so much talk there must'be 
some truth, one is disposed to say, “served 
them right.” There was never a more ab­
surd, and in some respects a more unprin­
cipled and demoralizing theatre perform­
ance than the series of pageants, ovations 
and honors whioh greeted this filthy Asiatic 
vagabond from his advent into Europe 
to nis exit into Persia. That lie insulted a 
Russian princess: that be liefouled the 
home of an English queen; that he swin­
dled a gaping riffraff of boot-kissmg jewel- 
err, would seem to be a most natural thing 
for such a varlet to do.

smuggled him into Teheran, and how, 
wishing to advertise his Persian railway 
scheme in Europe, he planned this recent 
visit. •
