We claim no particular eradit for this idea,
but wp really think it wore feasible than
some otber plans we Lave secu suggested
lately in the city press.

d by the Missiasippi Valley Company.
Tids 5 Wwas organized for the pur-
poae of delhu in re;l eatata and ersoting
dwellings and manafactorics, and running
manufactories after they are built. The
original tract purchased by the Mississippi
Valley Company of the Jacksoa Railroad
Company oonsisted of 3500 acres of land.
This tract was coversd with a five growth
of pine timber, much of which has been
cut down ana used for building purposes.
The face of the eountry presents a succes-
sion of gently undalating hills admirably
adapted as a site for a city. The drainage
could not be excelied. Tiis tract has been
divided into streete and avenies, squares
and parks.

The officers of the company are as follows:
J. D. Billings, president; W. M. Francis,
treasurer; M. B. Hillyard, secretary; Heary
8. McComb, Thomas A. Scott, J. Edgar
Thowpson, William Shaw, A. M. Weats
executive committee.

It will be seen that these namens beiong to
some of the strongest financiers in the United
Statée. To Colonel McCowb is due the
credit of originating the mode employed in
building up the town named in his honor.

The company eommenced work in April,
1372, Up to this date it has constructed for
the Jackaon railroad its depot, roundhouse,
blast farnace building, machine shop, car
repair abop, and other buildings of lesser
importance. And for its own use, the hotel
which we have already deseribed, nn eles
zant brick store ata cost of $15,00, two
saw wills, a spacious building which ia
used as a town hall, chorch and sehool-
house and one hundred dwelling houses, at
a cost of from 32200 to $5000 each.

The Valley Company has in its employ
350 men. These are divided into different
zangs, according to their expertness in
their several tradea. In building a house
one ganz of men is assigned to the firat and
rougher work; a second to another grade of
work requiring more skill, and a third te
the finishing and finer work. Thus each
workman is kept at his specialty, and the
ecompany has several houses in process of
ereetion ut one and the same time.

Mr. J. D. Biliogs, the president of the
company, i3 the gentleman who directs and
systematizes this work so admirably. Ile
not only dirécts, but ke does an iwmense

tof lar labor. He is up early

partiy in New Orleans and partly in the
swamps. His indostry is worthy the emu.

little domain. Dressed in an old straw Lat,
caecked ehirt, o well worn pair of pants
and & Leavy pair of cowhide boois, whica
are the terror of evil doers, bie is to be seen
coustantly iitting from one end of McComb
City to the other. He is a man of very few
words; one whose promises can always be
relied upon. During last winter, when the
pressure for houses in McCowb was very
great, a man with a large family, who bad
been engaged to work for the cumpany,
was landed from the cars. At that time
there was not a vacant house in the town,
por a spure room ot the hotel. Indeed,
there seemed to.be no shelter for this un-
fortunate family less exposed than the bive
canopy of heaven, The case was stated to
the president, sud the question asked,
“Now, Mr. Billings, how long will it take
you to build these people a house!” Mr.
Billings quietly replied, *Half an hour.”
And, sure enough, in half an hour the house
was ready for occupatiop, and for six
months furnished a bome for the fawily.
Well, that's the kiad of man he is.

Lots are sold separately, or houses are
erected th by the pany, as the
buyer may desire.

That 2!l honses shall be built two stories
high and stand back at least twenty feet
from the street. They must eonform in
cost to their eligibility of location. The
plan of building must be submitted to the
company, whioh reserves the right of rejoct-
ing it. That Lusiness bouses must be of
brick, at o cost of mot less than §5000, and
must stand on the line of the street. That
buildings must be completed within one
year from the date of sale of lot, and lots
esunot be transferred previous to buildings
being erected thereon. Thia latter provision
is to prevent speculation by parties who,
having no intention to build, might other-
wise buy on the presumption of @ riss is
price. That no person can hold more than
two lots of ground. Any iufringement of
these provisions causes & reversion of the
property ta the company.

The population of McComb is made upof
a remarkably industrious ¢lass of people,
mostly mechanics. There are, ia the first
place, the employes in the workabops of
the Jackson railroad, whieh have been re-
cently removed to that place. And, next,
the employes of the Missisaippi Valley
Compsny, who are, for the most part, picked
wen from the ocar shops of Wilmington ‘and
Dover, Delaware. They number about six
hondred men, mostly heads of families.
snd the whole population of the tows is
about twelves or fifteen bundred. There is
probably not a person aat of employment
in the place.

Although the company Las built one hun-
dred houses in little more than a year, yet
it has been unable to supply the demand.
It is now under contract to build forty
more. In the mesntime, a considerable
pumber of the employes in McComb are
obliged to live in Summit, three miles dis-
tant, and others are scattered sround in
different directions.

A rule of the company s that no houses
for rent shall be leased to others than its
own operatives, snd thoss of the reilroad
company.

The houses already built ars of a very
substantia! character, and the economical

gement of the y enables them
o be sold remarkably eheap.

Lota, for business purposes particalarly,
are sold at & very reasomable price, when
compared with wdjoining towns. A lotin
McComd valued at $159, our reporter was
asaured, would in Bumm!t sell readily tor
$2000 or $2500.

1t 13 the intention of the compsay, within
six mouths from the first exacution of deeds
of property, to sdvance the price of all lots
unsold from fifteen to twenty-five per
cen?.

We Lave Lefore meationed that tie ope-
ratives of the company were picked men
{rom the car shops of Wilmington and Do-
ver. They wers szlected by Colonel Me-
Comb for the express purposs c¢f running
the car manufactory at McCowb Cityon &
grand scale.

Mc. Billings, who has lLad great expe-
rience ia this braneh of business, having
been superintendent of car works in differ-
ent scetions of the eountry, will bave
charge of this important enterprise. The
manufactures will consist of Pullman and
passenger cars. The manufactory will be
ready for operation next spring. In addi-
tion to this it is proposed by the company
to erect, subsequently, manafactoriea of
furniture, boots and ehoes, paper, car-
riages, agrisultgral implemegts and Lar-
ness.

The large number of peopls auddeanly
dropped down among the good farmers of
Miasissippi hus lwen quite a stroke of good
fortune to them. All of that elass for
twenty wiles around have been enabled to
dispose of all the fruits and vegetables
they could raise at & very good price, and
still the demand bas not Leea wholly satis-
fied. During the stay of our reporter an
old farmer came in with a load of 100 water-
melons. He sold his entire stock readily
at dorty cents each, or $4 for all
TLis woull seem ‘to be @ very good
price: but as this man had come seventy-
five iles and Lad been two days on the
road, and would exhaust two mors in re-
turning, it will be seen that his profits were
considerally diminished, that is if be con-
sidered his time westh anything. 1o order
to supply the large dewand for fruits and
vegetabies, it is the intention of the com-
pany to put under cultivation a mode! fruit
farw, to be placed in eharge of @ thorough-
going ecientitic farwer,

Colonel Hillyard, the secretary of the
company, who is one of the most practical
and thorouzh-geing business wen we bave
ever mei with, placed our peporter under
any obligations during his stay, which are
acknowledged, McCombd Cityis a
5 #pot, and a froitful theme, and we
um; revert to it again at another time.
