We 
give it at peesent the pleaeanSee but far 
lets appropriate name of 8t. Charles ave­
nue. What particular “Saint Charles” 
stood godfather to this wooden abortion 
not specified, hot let aa charitably hope 
Was “Saint Charles, the Martyr,” whom 
President Cromwell so considerately put 
out of the way. None other than that 
wrong-headed prince could consistently be 
expected to stand sponsor for each n monu­
ment of municipal obstinacy, legislative 
corruption and penny-wise shortsightedness 
ss ear great boulevard thia day presents.

Traced back to its source, what a cata­
logue of fraud and bribery and juggling 
chicanery the history of this magnificent 
avenue presents. Begin with the original 
contract of the old Jeffereon City Council 
(of unsavory memory) with Taylor and 
Lockwood; take next the transfer to the 
Southern Paving Company, composed of 
our oldest and best and that #50,000 bribe 
business never yet satisfactorily cleared up; 
then consider thorn queer legsl squabbles 
as to whether the corporations which had 
or4ered work done had a* right to bind the 
people living within their limits for whose 
benefit sad at whose request the work 
wss done to psy for it; and, last of all, view 
this road itself, which was contracted for 
as a good road, which was promised to be 
good road, which turned ont to be n bad 
road, worse even than the wost of pre­
viously known bad roads; and then con­
template the consummate “cheek” of the 
defaulting contractors, who themselves 
ought to be sued, but who now threaten to 
sue the city for damages on a contract 
which was born in fraud, died unfulfilled 
and was hurried in rotteness and corrup­
tion. After taking a look at all these points 
please say whether any great artery of any 
great city since the days when Noah mad. 
the first mountain road down from the 
top of Mount Ararat has ever been so vil 
lainoualy handled—so grossly abused.

When one thinks of the capacities of 8t. 
Charles avenue and of the incapacities that 
have been thrust upon it by the blunders 
and corruption of the past and perpetuated 
by the timidity of the present, one has to 
look about, like Mr. Weller, Senior, for 
“more tenderer” words than those that 
come first to hand ia order to meet the situ­
ation. The boulevards of Central Park, 
New Tork, the Champs Elysees of Paris, 
the Delicias of Seville, the Prado , of 
Madrid and tbe Paeee of Havana rii 
before my mind, and points of pos­
sible resemblance, with many fea­
tures of unquestionable superiority, 
at once present themselves, when thinking 
of our own great street. This grand villa- 
lined avenue, shaded by stately trees, per 
famed by the scent of magnolias, and or­
anges, and myrtles, and countless flowers, 
oooled by the breeses from the great father 
of waters, and stretching in one clear 
sweep, broken only by teat useless deformi 
ty Tivoli Circle (sacred to circuses and nuis­
ances), from gorgeous Canal street, the ba­
ser ot all bazars, five or six miles in one 
straight line, to the shady gardens of Car- 
soli ton—the bright moving panorumo of 
the Carrollton railroad ears forming a nat­
ural division line between the np drive and 
the down

A little pluck to set sside difficulties 
which are in great part imaginary, and a 
little judgment and skill in the laying out 
of the carriage drives and rides would ren' 
der St. Charles avenue one of the finest car* 
riage drives in the world. Can any one 
place too high an estimate on the advan­
tages that would result from a well laid 
macadamized double road from Canal street 
to Carrollton and back? The immense rise 
in the value ot property along the route— 
the “ton” and character it would give to 
this, the Queen City of the South—the 
health, the daily evening exhilarating 
drive along the pusto  would briog 
to our wivea and daughters — the 
pleasant opportunities for social 
tercourse which wonld ho tliuu afforded 
the many runaways who, if such a drive 
were established, would become etay-at. 
homes during our much abused summer 
season, New Orleans has a great future 
before her. As one of the most popular 
and eccentric of our steamboat captains re­
cently said, “Blesa yonr politics; I don't 
care a—(steamboat bleating)—fdft them! 
They can’t make and they can’t unmake 
this city. And whoever says that New Or­
leans ain’t just on tbe point of a big run of 
prosperity is a—(steamboat adjective)— 
fool; that’s all.” Jeremiads from defeated 
politicians and disappointed tricksters may 
retard, but can not prevent the progress 
which New Orleans is even now beginning 
to feel stirring within her; and the paving 
of S t Charlea avenne will be one of the 
the first measures which the reviving life 
and prosperity of the city will demand.

Considerable liberty haa been taken in 
the first part of this communication with 
the name of “Rotten Row,” the great 
faehionable nde of London, and perhaps it 
iB only just to that singularly named ride 
to explain that its rottenness, so far as 
that word may convey any unpleasant im­
pression, is only in name. It is called 
rotten because it is kept constantly covered 
(at a very heavy expense) with the refuse 
bark of the tanyards, a material which 
absorbs all moisture, and besides afford­
ing a yielding surface to the horses, 
hoof renders the muddying and splashing 
of the elegantly dressed equestriennes and 
equestrians a matter of impossibility, even 
in tbe weteet weather. Separated by rail­
ings from this ride, which is restricted to 
horsemen only, are also a superb promenade 
for pedestrians and a broad, magnificent 
carriage drive, both macadamized with 
concrescive gravel, in the way that it is 
proposed to treat St. Cuarles avenue. But 
the whole length of Rotten Row is only a 
mile and a quarter, and St. Charles avenue, 
properly maoadamized, would afford a ride 
and drive of many times the extent and of 
incomparably greater natural beauty.

The Sixth District has a right to urge iU 
claims to some consideration at the hands 
of our city and State authorities. It is the 
garden of New Orleans; the healthiest and 
pleasantest, and soon will be the wealthiest 
distriet of the whole eity. At present the 
principal mode of access possessed by its 
residents consists in the double fare, crowd­
ed Carrollton line, and the discreditable 
and unreliable Kaiser road, one-half tbe 
timbers of which floated away during, 
the reoent rain storm. As a repre­
sentative of the Sixth District, ae a citizen 
whose business interests in New Orleans 
date back now more than thirty yean, I 
make this appeal on behalf of our “rotten

The City Hall is ever crowded wit
motley assemblage. This assemblage *
generally as piebald in tastes and inclina- 
tionsas it is in dress and physiognomy. 
Many of this group are brought hither on 
bueineee, others only to while away the 
time or discuss the topics of the day. These 
latter gentlemen take their stand in the 
corridors of the firs* and second stories. 
To the fonrth story but few ever wend their 
way. It is like entering another building, 
so strongly does it contrast with the other 
stories. The noise and bustle in other parts 
gradually, before reaching here, die# away, 
and naught save a faint, yet pleasing mur­
mur is heard.

Hero deceased statutes* 
documents and superfluous live ones are 
laid away. All that was once great and 
glorious, with all that was perhaps mean 
and despicable in the history of our city,

P a r is h  D e le g a tio n s .

Several delegations from tbe cenntry 
called upon Governor Kellogg yesterday for 
the purpose of having matters straight­
ened in their parishes.

A delegation from Grant parish repre­
sents a comparatively peaceful condition 
there at present. It is said there are not 
more than six ot eight persons in that par­
iah at this time who are dispoeed to be vio* 
lent, or interfere with the political rights ot 
those opposed to them m politics. The last 
demonstration made by these parties wad 
when the judge of the district court for that 
district attempted to hold court a short 
time since. The' rowdies were then suffi­
ciently demonstrative to cause the judge to 
adjourn the court Bine die before disposing 
of any Of the business that bad ^cum u­
lated on its docket.

The Governor was inclined to think tbe 
judge saw more danger than really existed, 
and that he acted unwisely in adjourning 
before going through the docket. Captain 
Ward, the representative of Grant parish 
in the Legislature, was dispoeed to excuse 
the conduct of Judge Osborne. He be­
lieved there was some danger, but the ar­
rest oi a few men would obviate this in 
future. The particular business of the 
delegation was to secure the appointment 
of a Mr. Hawthorne to an important parish 
office. His appointment was pressed upon 
the Governor, but he declined giving an 
answer before Monday next.

A delegation from Brashear City, among 
whom could be seen State Senator Sypher. 
was there to mend matters connected with 
the administration of that town. The del 
egates from tbe country all bore ab intelli­
gent appearance, and seemed duly im­
pressed with the importance of their mis­
sion to the Governor. Almost every day 
similar delegations are calling upon Gov­
ernor Kellogg, which fact auguree that 
there is a growing feeling in the country 
parishes to cultivate his acquaintance.

frequented ones in the hall. There are not 
many outside of the city officials who have 
any special business or any great ~eiish for 
walking, to carry them so high. Yet are 
there a few who, now and then frequent 
the archives. These, ot course, ore of the 
antiquarian kind, and receive as much 
pleasure and satisfaction from a fondle of 
protocols os a wine-bibber wonld from the 
choicest liquors. All have free tccess to 
them, and can, by giving their lame and 
residence, stating when it will be leturned, 
bring borne any rusty manuscript <r highly 
flavored dooument, and there pemae it at 
their leisure. A part of the archives have 
been destroyed by fire. The most interest­
ing and valuable manuscripts perttining to 
the earlier history of tbe city hive thus 
been lost. And not a few have ken pur­
loined. This hiatus has long since been 
filled np by court registers anl school 
reports.

There are three shelves of huge quartos, 
finely bound, on Spanish matters These, 
if we may jndge from their date#, which 
are 1768 to 1772, are the oldest documents 
in the archives. Alongside of tbe*« are two 
octavo volumes entitled “Documerts of the 
estates of Gilbert Antonio,” Written in 
Spanish. Numberless French oriinances 
and papers occupy several shelves There 
are several shelves of English mamscripts 
and papers, mostly mayors’ repets and 
communications. Among these a-e some 
carious papers and plans and drawings of 
public works. How much and hov far we 
have excelled our predecessors in the arts 
of running that machine yclept tie “city 
government,” is evident from the nsan and 
flimsy reports of our early city officials 
when compared with the same o a later 
date. In most of these theie appstrs not 
even an attempt at order. It is no easy 
task to make either head or tail ofeome of 
them, so jumbled are they. The clsracters 
are eo worn by time that to deeipbr them 
would require an expert.

The press of the city occupies tic an in­
considerable part of the archives. All the 
daily journals that have ever ben pub­
lished in the city are here preaered/of 
which the oldest is tbe L'Ami ds Lois. 
This was probably the first Eoglisb-it was 
also half French—paper ever pubhhed in 
our city. With Mr. J. Leclerc as elitor, it 
made its first appearance in 180‘. The 
office Was No. 54 Bienville street, ."hough 
far inferior to our present city newpapers, 
it was equal or superior to manycf the 
country sheets of onr day.

The archives are kept in eXcellen condi­
tion. They are not »b yet thoroujily ar­
ranged and catalogued, but soon wi be, as 
an index is'uow making. When theiresent 
archivist entered upon her office he ar­
chives were in a wretched condition Pocu. 
ments, manuscripts aud register, were 
scattered on the floor, coveted wit dust 
Spiders had festooned the walls and helves 
and laid innumerable snares for inocent 
flies. The tooths ran riot and feastd upon 
calf skin and morocco. An end he now 
been put to this warfare and to the ill de­
stroyers. To Mrs. Dunn is due greacredit 
for the present prime condition of he ar­
chives.
