The rebels 
were guilty in many instances oi shocking 
barbarities. When closely pressed many ol 
them committed liari kari.

A gun powder explosion at Osaka killed 
a largo number of persons. The railroad 
from Osaka to Kobe is progressing favor­
ably.

The Emperor and Empress have gone to 
the Hot Springs.

Last year on the, occasion of their visit 
foreigners were excluded, but this time they 
were not interfered with. Business through­
out the empire is very dull.

The press speaks lavorably of Snyesima 
and his mission to the Emperor of China 
and predicts the most satislactory results 
from it.

Association for the Advancement of 

Science.
P o r t l a n d , Me., August 26.—The Ainet- 

ican Association lor the Advancement of 
Science resumed its session this morning. 
While awaiting for the opening of the gen­
eral session Professor Henry, ot the Smith­
sonian Institute, was introduced. He ex_ 
pressed gratification at the great success of 
the session. A number of new facts, he 
said, had been gathered. While not con­
demning the theory and-speculation which 
etten lead to great results, ho placed the 
greatest reliance in the facts.

Dr. Newberry arose and asked tlia. tue 
Darwinian theory be not harshly condemned. 
It is, he said, one of the greatest generaliza­
tions of the age, and has done much tor 
science. He was not a Darwinist, be re­
marked, but thought the theory had some 
value. The association must take a.judicious 
position and let things work clear. “I ruth 
above all things.’’ . . ,

Professor Guyot was then introduced. 
He spoke a few words on the advance of 
science, was in lavor of marching into 
green fields and pastures new. We want, 
he said, less theory and more study of 
facts.

In tke general session the following offi­
cers were elected for the ensuing year: Dr. 
Lecompte, of Philadelphia, president; Pro­
fessor C. I*.* Lyman, of New Haven, vice 
president; Dr. A. C. Hamlin, of Bangor, 
general secretary; W. S. Revoux, of Phila­
delphia, treasurer. The president of the 
association closed the session with a few 
eloquent remarks.

L is b o n . August 26. — The expedition
