ST. LOUIS AND NEW ORLEANS.

We are gratified to see the determina-
tion of St. Louis to develop Southwestern
Texas, Arkansas, Kansas and Louisiana.
New Orleans is unable to do this, and it
is very important to her that it should be
done. That whole country was a wilder-
ness set apart for the savage and the buf-
falo. Now it is being occupied by civil-
ized people. New Orleans must deal with
these people, whils she could have nothing
of the buffaloes but their hides, and the
Indian trade had ceased with us alto-
gether. Somuch for that humbug, the
theft of our trade by St. Lounis. With a
short piece of railroad to Shreveport we
shall fish out our share of this develop-
ment. We shall sell them their groceries,
and goods of Southern Europe. St Louis
will farnish their provisions, Cincinnati
their manufactures. New Oricans will
sell their cotton and St. Louis and Cin-
cinnati get pay for their pork and bed-
steads in cotton bills, remitted by our
factors. There will be a large travel from
these new regions, which will £l our
hotels and theatres.

We were told of one thousand packages
for Mexico that were last week taken on
to the cars, out of bond, by the Morgan
railroad, and conveyed directly to their
destination. Now, if we had a short con-
nection with the Texas ,railronds, New
Orleans would get her equituble share of
that business, and this wounld be more
profitable than the share of any other one
city.

Bat St. Louis, for some purpusa not
teconcilable with her claracter for good
judgment, is earrying a line of rail to the
mouth of the Sabine river. This is con-
trary to her interest. New Orleans has
the only deep water port on the Gulf
const upon whick a foreign commerce can
be built up. She has assorted cargoes, a
heavy cotton tonnage as a basis, and she
has a power of distributing imports that
no other city except New York possesses.
Let St. Louis then develop all the interior
of which she is a centre, but her interest
requires that she should concentrate her
patronage and influsnce upon New Og-
leans. Her bulk grain trade especially
depends on New Orleans,  Shreveport
will make a very good local centre, but
she is pearly two bundred miles off the
direct line between New Orleans and St.
Lous. That line cuts Memphis and Jack-
son, Mississippi, and is indispensable to
the express and mail service between the
two great cities. New Orleans and St
Louis, therefore, are parts of the same
great Western metropolis. We warn St
Louis that in attempting to cut loose, and
build up a separate destiny for hLerself,
she jeopardizes ber destiny as well as our
own.
