D E S TR O Y IN G  T H E  G U IL LO R Y 'S .

The two Guillory boys—the last o£ a 
family which has been for years the terror 
of St. Landry parish, and who were shot on 
the morning of the nineteenth of August by 
Deputy Sheriff Dunson and bis posse, while 
resisting a rrest—are thus described in tlie 
ast number of the Opelousas Ouvrier:

These men first came into notice in tlie 
criminal court of this pat i'll in the spring 
of 1367. I t :s still fresh in the minds ot our 
readers tha t on Good Friday evening ot 
tha t year, iu broad daylight, Richard Dun­
bar, an unarmed, delensele»« freedman, 
was met by a crowd on the public highway, 
near W ashington, and literally shot to 
pieces. Among others, both the Guillory* 
were arrested for this murder, but as it 
could not be fastened upon them they were 
discharged. From that time they became 
noted lor their reckless deviltry, and soon 
established ia the region of country where 
they resided a reign. ol terror unequaled in 
the history of any civilized, Christian coun­
try . , _  .

In November. 1°*>S, Joseph Bonjeau, a 
lreedman. residing on Louis F’oateaot s 
place, in Grand l’rairie, was called up out 
of bis bed and riddled with buckshot, by a 
crowd of four men, one of whom was dis­
tinctly recognized as Cvriaque Guillory and 
another as Ben Guillory. On the same oc­
casion, another lreedman in the same house 
was badly wounded by a-shot from one ot 
the party, but escaped.

Iu December of the same year, Cvriaque 
Guillory proceeded to the residence of 
Angela’s P rud’homme, his brother-in-law, 
in this parish, called a lreedman named 
Paul Soileau from the field, where he was 
breaking corn, and riddled him with buck­
shot. Two days afterward, Carroll Black­
man, assisted by one or two others, buried 
the body, and from tha t day began tae ani­
mosity between himself and the Guillorys, 
which term inated in the terrible massacre 
ot the eleventh instant, and of which an ac­
count was given iu a late number of our 
paper.

On the morning of the twenty-seventh 
Ju n e ,136'.', Cvriaque Guillory, Angelas Prutl'- 
homine and Louis Prud’homme ambushed 
themselves on the public road, iu Prairie 
Plaisance, in this parish, and deliberately 
assassinated James McDaniel, a young 
Texan, as he was coming from a ball at. 
Mrs. Joachim Pitre’s.

All the guilty parties were immediately 
at rested, but so perfect was the reign of 
terror which thev had created, that no evi­
dence could be adduced; and on a prelimi­
nary examination they were discharged. 
The cold-blooded atrocity  ol the deed sen: 
a thrill of horror to the heart of every 
thinking man in the community. There 
was no telling how soin a similar fate 
awaited every man who should render hue- 
self at all obnoxious to any ol the gang.

It was evident to every one who witnessed 
the preliminary examination tha t the offi­
cers had the real murderers in custody, but 
it was a t the same time painfully evident 
tha t the witnesses were so dumbfounded 
with terror tha t to hold the prisoners was 
au impossibility. Ia this emergency, our 
district attorney applied to the Governor to 
oder a reward of $1000 for the apprehension 
and conviction of the murderers, which was 
immediately done; and a t the same time one 
of the ablest detectives iu New Orleans was 
dispatched to the scene of the homicide. 
He. however, effected nothing, and the case 
wa» apparently dropped. We say appa­
rently, because our efficient district a tto r­
ney was all the time secretiy woiking up 
the ease. Quietly and silently he was 
weaving about the three assassins a train ot 
circum stantial evidence which, as we shall 
presently show, finally brought out a lull 
confession from one, sent another to the 
Penitentiary for life, and brought the last 
one of the gang to his end on the nineteenth 
instant in Catahoula parish.

But while the district attorney was thus 
busy weaving around them a net from 
which there 'jas  no escape, the Guillorys 
were not idle. Always traversing the pub­
lic roads iu squads of three or four, armed 
to the teeth, they were constantly violating 
the law. (An the seventeenth ot October, 
I'D h in company with two or three others 
of the gang, they halted a young Irishman 
named Carrol! on the public road, near 
Mound ville, shot a t him, heat him and mal­
treated tu generally. F or this they were 
arrested, but Carroll having left tire coun­
try  the grand ju ry  ignored the bill pre­
sented by the district attorney, and they 
again went on their way to commit new 
crimes and offenses.

They next came beiore the court in com­
pany with two others of the gang, lor 
having, on November 2;), 1870, gone to the 
cabin of William Smith, a freedman, near 
Mou ndville, and beaten nini unmercifully 
w ithout the slightest provocation whatever. 
The ease was tried ,n December; they were 
convicted, and fined $500 and costs. The 
writer well remembers the bullying swag­
ger v. i'll which they cauie into court and 
paid the fine, and iiow they went out of 
town filled with whisky, and breathing 
threats. One night in the month of Feb­
ruary following, taking one of their asso­
ciates and a freedman with a wagon, they 
proceeded to the glu of Mr. Joseph Y idrine, 
one of their neighbors, and stole six hales 
of cottou and a cross-cut saw. Early next 
morning, the track of the wagon was fol­
lowed, and the cotton found stored away 
iu an out house. The party following the 
wagon met it returning home, escorted by 
Ben Guillory, armed to the teeth. Though 
the case was perfectly dear, yet the parties 
to whom the cotton belonged, not only did 
not take it up, but failed to make any com­
plaint.

The m atter, however, began to be talked 
about so much, tiiat the party  a t whose 
house the cotton had been stored, came t 
Opeiousas and ma le a full statem ent to the 
district attorney. W arrants were imme­
diately issued, and a posse, composed of 
Messrs. Aristede Ortego, Alexandre A id 
rine and Carroll Blackman, under Deputy 
Sheriff Jolm D. Cook, started iu pursuit. 
Reaching the riv’dii», Blackman took charge 
of the posse, crossed into Texas, and a r­
rested them near Liberty. Here the au ­
thorities interfered, and i leased them, as 
Blackman had neither commission nor 
requisition. No sooner had they left the 
country, and the terror inspired by their

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gona he had killed, and he wished he had 
killed tw enty.”

On another occasion he complimented lus 
brother as follows;

Ben Guillory is a sm art fellow, for I have 
known him on one occasion to go out, kii, a 
man. go all round, and be a t home next 
morning, so that no one ever auspevted him.

Manv efforts had been made to arrest the 
fugitives but without success, uutii. on the 
fourteenth ultimo, a posa?, under Deputy 
Sheriff Duson, started out ricin Opelousas 
iu their pursuit. Further particulars we 
condense from the Opelousas Journal -ot 
the twenty-ninth:

The posse that the district attorney or­
ganized to send after them < onsisted ol V\.
C. Lewis, J . B. Jackson, K. S. Andrus, Ben­
jamin Fontenot, Cypvieu Delafosse, Jr.. 
Aristide ( Irtego. ami C. C. Duson. Two ot 
the posse were armed with b  inchester 
rifles, and four of them w ith double-barrel 
guns, and all of them with sixshooters. 
They trailed the Guillorys across to lied 
river, by way ot Evergreen and Marksviiie. 
They did the greater part of their traveling 
a t night and "fay up” during the day.

They found a reliable acquaintance be 
yond the river, who told them the object ot 
their search resided above there somewhere 
in Catahoula parish, and referred them to 
a reliable friend still further on, who could 
give them exact information. They got 
exact information where the Guillorys lived.
A good jnatiy of the residents had been en- 

. gaged iu the Colfax fight, and the presence 
i of this posse was likely to cause a stam- 
■ pede, as they were on the lookout for 

troops to come from Alexandria to arrest 
them any day; the news of the presence of 
such a posse! if they were suspected of such 
a purpose, would be communicated from 
house to house by couriers, and as Cyriaque 
Guillory was iu the Colfax tight, he would 
be informed also. To av oid this they had 
it reported a t the houses they passed in 
that section, tha t they were on the. track of 
some horse or cattle thieves who passed 
through there toward Natchez.

This allayed suspicions on the C ilfax 
question. They arrived on the other t i le  
of the Catahoula Lake swamp about sun­
down. and were then about six miles from 
the Guillorys. They went to the residence 
of a man named Spencer, whose laud they 
lived oc. and requested him to go with 
them to the house of the Guillorys, only 
two or three hundred yards distant, and 
endeavor to persuade them to submit to ar­
rest without- ii?k ot bloodshed. He daily 
refused to do so, and said it would do no 
good if he did, as they would submit under 
110 considerations, but would tight till they 
were killed or till they drove the possa off. 
Oa learning tha t there were only seven 
men in the posse, lie told them they had 
better go back h o m e , as that number of 
men could never capture them ia the kind 
ot house they occupied.

Iu  the field where the Guillorys house 
and yard was, were several cabins, very 
near by, occupied by several who had been 
in the Colfax fight, and they were notified 
at once of the  nature and object of this 
posse, which kept them quiet. 1 he house 
was surrounded about eleven o’clock on 
Monday night the eighteenth instant. A 
messenger, not ot the posse, was sent 
through the neighborhood, to ask the citi­
zens to come in, and try  to persuade the 
Guillorvs to give up without bloodshed. 
The citizens did not come till next dav, af­
te r the tight was over and the Guillorys 
killed, and not then probably for the pur­
pose tor which they were sent for.

The Guillorvs (house was situated on L it­
tle river, in Catahoula parish, and about 
ten miles from the town ot Trinity, ami-on 
this side ot said river. It is situated proba­
bly about a hundred yards from the river.

Tue floor of the house was eight or ten 
feet from the ground, ami the under pert 
open. The water had washed away the 
ground around the house, leaving the ground 
immediately under it higher than imme­
diately around it. Steps went up to the gal­
lery from the front. There were noplaces 
of concealment in the yard, and none around 
it except in the weeds along tiie fence. Or­
tego was placed immediately in the rear of 
the house: Delafosse on the ieit end, as you 
face it from the front, and -ewis a little to 
his lett toward the corner ol the yard, so as 
to command both the end of the house next 
to him and Delalosse, and the rear ot the 
house, in a diagonal direction; Fontenot was 
placed near the right corner of the yard in 
the rear of the house; Andrus was placed on 
tlie right side of the yard so as to command 
tha t end of the house and gallery which was 
open at tha t end.

Duson and Jack-on were stationed to the 
right of the gate, in front of the house, 
leaving the left front part of the yard un­
guarded, as au open country lay in thittr d i­
rection and they could cross tire in it. 
Duson and Andrus had pistols and Win­
chester rilles. Jackson had only a pistol, 
the others had pistols and dmib'.e-barreied 
guns. It was discovered afterw ard that 
tlie Guillorys had a W inchester rifle, tv»o 
double-barreled guns each, and one or two 
six shooters. Eaifrr ia the morning Cyriaque 
was sei n to got up, put on Lis boots, conic 
out on the gatlery and drink a cup oi'coffee. 
He then went to the little room on the gal­
lery and got some corn, v itli which he 
walked down the steps and turned, going 
iu the direction of the other er.d of the gal­
lery, and towards Andrus to a iior?e trough, 
where he ted his horse. lie  wa- now neater 
Andrus than any one el-e.

After lie had finished feeding his horse, 
ho turned to go back, when Duson rose up 
from behind the fence, having moved a 
little nearer the gate, leveled his gun at 
him, and called to him: “ Cyriaque Guilivgy, 
you are my prisoner; your house is sur­
rounded by armed men, and v e  have w ar­
rants for your arrest; come straight to me 
or you will be shot.” At this moment, An­
drus, who was considerably nearer, rose up, 
leveled his gnn atl.iru. and said, “ Cyriaque 
Guillory, go immediately to Mr. Duson. or 1 
will shoot you ” Guillory moved off to­
ward Duson and away lrom Audrus, which 
made him go toward the left iront corner 
of the yard, and brought him in front of the 
house: it was only a few steps, and he was 
now only a IVw feet from the gallery. Here 
he halted with his lett hand or. his liip and 
his right elevated to the shoulder, as if to 
reach back. Here lie commenced backin

taring the ah iomen near the point of the 
right hip. and coming out €own a t the left 
groin, and then grazing her left thigh. 
She had been enceinte for six or seven 
months, and it was not thought that she 
could recover. From the following facts 
the inference is she was accidentally shot 
by Beniamin Guillory, as he ran through 
the hou-e. Duson was the only man who 
tired iu the direction across the house, and 
bis ball remained in C.rriuque’s body ; if it 
had passed through it would have gone 
under the house. Andrus’ hail went paral­
lel with the Iront of the house, and far 
below the level of the gallery floor, and 
some distance in front of it, and Mrs. Guil­
lory was immediately in the rear and above 
and some distance from her husband when 
Andrus’ ball struck him. Lewis’ gun was 
loaded with shot, and the wound was from 
a large ball.

< >n examining Benjamin Guillory's rifle it 
was discovered tha t he attem pted to shoot 
a t Lewis with a  blank cartridge in it: and 
it is supposed tha t as he ran through the 
house, i t ’ went off and shot Mrs. Guillory. 
Cyriaque Guillory lived about an hour and 
a half, and died cursing his slayers. A 
large number of citizens came in and took 
charge of the corpses and said they would 
ha re  them buried Mrs. Guillory received 
medical attention without delay.

At the close ot the meeting one 
Westley Smith, colored, and one Tom 
Hunter, colored, the U tter being somewhat 
under ;he influence of liquor, began to quar­
rel about the ownership of a niece of light- 
wood. From quarreling they soon feil to 
blows, and Tom, with the pine ia dispute, 
knocked Westley down twice before he suc­
ceeded ia planting a lick. But when lie 
arose from the second tali, and did plant, it 
w -s a deadly thing for Tom; for rushing 
upon him, with knife in hand. Westley 
gave him a stab in the neck, which severed 
the main arteries and caused almost imme­
diate death. Tom's friends were holding 
him when he received the stab, and so 
quickly and -a sureiy was it delivered that 
noh*dy suspected the fatality of the wound 
until the man lay dead in their presence.

In attem pting to free himself from the 
crowd, W estley inflicted a terrible gash 
upon the leg of Charley Hedgpeth and then 
escaped. He ran about a mile to the house 
ot Jim  Bedford, who was a t his home with 
his children and Eliza, a woman living with 
him. Westley stated what had occnred and 
asked Jim  to go with him to the }»ig house— 
meaning the house of Mrs. Huey, the pro­
prietress of tuo plantation—because he 
feared tha t the friends of Tom Hunter 
would waylay and kill him. Jim consent­
ed. but wjji’e he was putting on his shoes 
Wood Mayfield, the brother in-i.w of Tom 
Hunter, and Henry Wilson came iu pur­
suit. Recognizing Westley. Wood fired 
upon him with a sixshooter. The bullet 
missed its aim, but most unfortunately took 
fatal effect upew the woman Eliza who was 
standing near, penetrating the left breast, 
lacerating the lung, and coming out a t the 
back near the spine. She died a lter great 
suffering on W ednesday morning.

Both Wood and Westley were tat: 
promptly into custody by Sheriff Kav. and 
after a patient hearing by Judge Greene, 
they were bound over t > the district court 
ia November to answer the charges pre­
ferred.

Cincinnati, September 3.—The fourth 

Cincinnati industrial exposition was 
pened to-night in the presence of a very 
arge audience. The doors were opened at 

seven o’clock. At ten minutes before eight 
procession, consisting of ex-Secretary 

Gox, who was to deliver tlie address, Mayor 
Johnson, the presidents of the Chamber of 
Commerce ami Board of Trade, President 
Blymyer, of tlio exposition, aud tlie exposi­
tion commissioners, accompanied by mem­
bers of the press and headed by C urrar’s 
band, formell and passed through the va­
rious departments.

At the F'ine Art Hail they were received by 
George Sharpless, chairman of the fine art 
committee, who formally welcomed them 
to this department. The procession passed 
along one or two aisles of each department, 
receiving a t each a greeting similar to the 
one mentioned above. The procession a t 
last reached the stand which had bean 
erected a t the west end of the main liali.
Here the formal exercises of the opening 
occurred. The orchestra, from its position 
in tlie pagoda in the centre of Domestic 
Hall, performed the Exposition March p re ­
scribed by Professor Audres for the occa­
sion.

Present Blymyer asked f>r silence be­
fore speaking commenced, but with Tittle 
effect, for sounds of hammers and the noise 
of workmen from various parts of the 
building could be heard a t all times, pre­
venting the large number of persons who 
collected about the stand from heaiitig sa t­
isfactorily. The galleries in tlie vicinity 
were crowded to overflowing with ladies 
and gentlemen, and the halls in the vicinity 
were densely packed.

Hon. Samuel F. Carrington, president of 
tlie Chamber of Commerce, in a few well 
chosen words pertaining to the character 
of tlie distinguished gentleman he was 
about to present, introduced ex Secretary 
Jacob I). Cox.

Tiie Governor commenced by recalling 
the history of the exposition iu its growtu 
from a mere local to a „national enterprise, 
drawing exhibitors, mu only from all parts 
of the United State?, but, to a considerable 
extent, lrom Europe. The grandest exhibi­
tion here was of the two great social forces 
so m utually interdependent that it was an 
Absolute irnnossibility for one to exist apart 
from the other.
