Last Monday afternoon a meeting of the 
Philadelphia Republican city executive 
committee was hsld. anil considerable 
business relating to the coming fall caui- 
pain was attended to.

This will not only glaiidea the 
hearts of those interested there, but it will 
afford an opportunity f«ir the needy ones 
who arc able to handle an ax, a saw. drive 
a spike or work a piie driver to earn a ftw 
dollars by their labor»

Aud the chronic grumblers who. for the 
[last three years, have sat in ship chandlery 
or grocery stores, on the head of a barrel, 
until they have whittled the chimes all off', 
carried away tiie brand mark time after 
time upon the seat of their pantaloons, all 
the time cursing the administration to every 
wiihng iistener—such will rtml opportunity 
to curse no more. Let those who have sat 
upon, the wharves day after day, and pre­
dicted New Orleans iu the smallest corner 
of purgatory at no distant «lay, go home.

J O T T IN G S  F R O M  C A N A D A .

[S pecial C orrespondence  o f  th e  R epublican.';

M o n t r e a l , August 12, 1873.
No recreation taken at home ean afford 

that rest to the mind which i3 the sponta­
neous result of traveling. During the jour­
ney from New Orleans to this city of 
churches (for it deserves that name even 
more than Brooklyn does), stopping a few 
days at Niagara, passing down the royal St. 
Lawrence, through the Thousand Isles, and 
runniug the rapids, one sees a variety of 
•cenery and a diversity of character and en­
joy» » sufficiency of fresh experience to 
scatteF f»  the winds all present remem­
brance of the cares and vexations of his or- 
dinaiÿ- life. But when, in aildition to  this, 
he journeys, as we have done, up th«Y sub­
lim«# Üaguenay, whose gloomy granite 
shore* have never been reclaimed from 
their prijpeval mountainous grandeur by 
fhe *ev«lin«f hand of humain enterprise, 
when he strains his upward gaze toward 
the towering»summit of Cape Eternity, or 
sympathizes in the exultant exclamation 
which gave its»name to 11a Ha bay, he linds 
himself so baptised with she spirit of ever­
lasting nature that mere circumstances 
dwindle for ehe time into comparative iu- 
signineance.

One pleasant ïeaturé o! the trip up the 
Saguenay is the stay made by th«« steam­
boat# at Che various stopping places along 
#he route, thus affording time jbr the , as- 
passengers to go ashore vnii visit 
the Canadian villages, sö different 

ill respects from those of our 
own country. That of Chicauteimi, at the 
head ot steam and ship navigation, is the 
centre of an extensive lumber trade, and is 
made interesting to the lovers of antiijuity 
by a rude old Catholic church, the original 
material of which is so concealed b«-neath 
the wooilen covering with which it is over­
laid that it can not be seen. In the belfry 
is a mysterious bell, hearing an inscription 
in some unknown tongue—or at least in one 
which has never been translated within the 
memory of the oldest inhabitant, so says 
the old 6exton who lgis charge of the 
church. At present, however, this Venera­
ble bell is reduced to silence, the entrance 
to the belfry being closed up. The sexton, 
who speaks a sort of Canadian French, 
seems not very well informed as to the 
hows ami whens and whys of the matter, 
all he can tell about the rude temple, in ad­
dition to the above, being that it is nearly 
three hundred years old, and that it is still 
used. The latter fact is sufficiently shown 
by the light burning day and night, which 
hangs from the centre of tho low ceiling. 
Besides laniling at Chicauteimi, we went 
ashore at Murray bay and at Tadausai U 
fcotifc Jtilacse we hired calèches aàd rode 
about to get, »  good View of the soimtj’v, 
By-tlps-by, the state of advancing «iviliz:*- 
tios jrorn Chicauteimi to Montreal .nay be 
measured by fhe gradual changes in the 
Vehicles used for ordinarf riding. At the 
former the chief means of conveyance is a 
coarse, rough vehicle called a springboard. 
As we descend toward the South the caleche 
supersedes the springboard. It also is rude 
enough, but is quite an improvement on 
Ots s more primitive predecessor? being a 
raAor rough, low-backed box sc# on two 
wheels, with tolerable spring.^, intenued lb 
co^»ey two passenger® besides fhe driver.

moved except one0 St John's gate. The 
• its  looks like wiiat »t is, an old place. Its 
fi*atber-l>eaten, time-touched houses and 
wooden houses show the reluctanee of its 
inhabitants to innovations on the ways of 
their fathers, as do likewise tho use of the 
rickety caleches mentioned above.

If the weather is favorable, against whieh 
the chances, judging from our experience 
and the reports of those we met, are ten to 
one. the tourist will ffntl many points of in 
tercst m and around (Quebec besides the 
citadel and Durham terrace, the Roman 
Catholic Cathedral, the public garden, con­
taining the monument erected in honor of 
Wolf ami Montcalm, and the falls of Mont 
morency: hut no matter what the weather, 
no one can visit the ancient city without 
being taken to see these. Tiie streets, with 
some, exceptions, are narrow and irregular, 
and one feels, in rambling through them, 
as it a totally different spirit must pervade 
those brought up in the aiiti«|ue looking 
houses on either side from that which ani­
mates the bustling denizens of tiie green 
and white0 cottages; the brand new man­
sions and the verandaed villas of our ever- 
changing towns and cities Yet, listen to a

ful financially, and too often, it must be 
admitted the same foundation for such 
accusations. With the recent political 
events of the Dominion, you have already 
been made acijuainted; but the spirit that 
pervades the masses of the people does 
not always find itself correctly repre­
sented in such events. On«} feature in par­
ticular of Canadian social life h#i not as 
yet made any decided mark on its politics, 
and yet it is one which sooner or later must 
have a commanding influence—5 allude to 
the separation, not to say dislike, which 
exists between the two different races 
forming its population—the English and 
the French elements. The raees alter about 
200 years ot co-citizenship—if such a term 
may be, properly applied to the subjects of 
a monarchical government—are yet as 
markedly distinct as the waters of the 
Ottawa and St. Lawrence rivers 
which run side by side for miles, 
hemmed in by the same banki, rerieci-ug

the same skies, traversed by the same ves 
sels, disturbed by the same winds, flowing 
toward the same outlet, yet sullenly refus­
ing to unite. Another interesting feature 
of Canadian society—especially iu the 
southern part of the country—is the influ 
enee exercised thereon by the proximity of 
the United States. To this influence is at­
tributed, in great measure, by the fair 
minded, the immense improvement which 
has taken place in this city within the past 
twenty years—the enterprise which has 
raised it from a position of comparative 
commercial insignificance to its present 
metropolitan grandeur. From the reform 
ing effects of this influence one important 
department of city life has, unhappily tor 
travelers, completely escaped. The hotels 
are so kept as regards the table, rooms, ac­
commodations, air and cleanlinees, that 
whichever one is selected, the uncomfort­
able traveler is apt to wish he had chosen 
some other. This is a mistake, however, as 
there is a choice. There is one hotel less 
open to objection, less uncomfortable than 
its rivals, but which it is each traveler must 
learu for himself.

There is one form of American influence 
a which Canadian patriotism, judging 
from opinions expressed by vrarious venera­
ble and intelligent personages, seems to 
have taken the alarm, namely, the intro­
duction of our school books in their public 
schools. This, it is thought, will have a 
tendency to Affect injuriously the minds of 
the Canadian youth, by holding up to their 
admiration the great men of America, and 
thus lessening their attachment to their 
own form of government. From this «jues- 
tiouable danger it is difficult to see how 
they are to he protected, except by me 
omission ot' history from their curriculum.

Politically, the Canadians, so far as I 
have learned, s««em inclined toward a sepa­
ration from the mother country, with a 
view, however, rather toward an indepen­
dent autonomy than a union with our g 
eminent. Against such a union the whole 
influence of the priesthood would be ex 
erted. from their aversion to our public 
school system. This influence is powerful 
with the French portion of the population, 
while the English portion are averse to 
such a movement from other hut no less 
potent iuotiY-es. In short, public sentiment 
in Canada must change greatly before she 
will be ready to receive, much less make, 
overtures of union between herself and the 
United States. * *
