i P: 365,000 colored persons and 362,000
whites. At least 5000 of those designated
a8 white are known to be colored. Men
who are sufficiently bleached by climatic
influences do mot tind much difficalty in
being recognized in all respects by the
whites of Louisiana. This class of persons,
who were white men before the war, find it
very convenient and much to their interest
to be colored since reconstruction; and they
have, with & few exceptions, been unfalter-
ing in their support of the Berublvenn
ty. There are about 10,000 foreigners in
5: guw who persist in their nlegﬁlnce to
various governwments in the old world, and
5000 wh‘fw men who vote the Republican
ticket. Now substract the 10,000 foreigners
and 5000 bleached colored men who are in-
cluded in the census of the white popula-
tion, and the number of the whites is rednoed
0 347,000; and by adding the 5000 bleached
colored men to our strength we are in-
creased to 370,000. The 5000 white Repub-
lican votes embrace a population of 25,000
persons, and subtracting that number from
the whtes and adding it to the colored, we
have the exact Re%:ﬂiem population in
the State, which is 395,000, against 322,000
of all other shades of political affinites.

The usual estimate of voters in a popula-
tion is one out of eterg five, which, accord-
ing to the figores submitted, gives to the
Repuablicans 79,000 votee, againet 6 1,000 for
the opposition, leaving a margin of 15,000
in fayor of tha party of progress. Now you
have’tl:e basis of strengt! o the two poliri-
cal partiee, which, with a few facts, will
enable you to form a practical and thorough
solution of Louisiana affairs.

In the recomstruction of the State the
whites manifested the most intemee bitter-
ness toward every act which indicated
progrees, and believing in the assurances of
the im.rty of reaction in the North. that it
would soon come iuto power, they refused
to take an active part in public affairs when
their judgment and experience would
bave ‘materially benmefited the State,
They cherish the hope of bein
able to repudiate recomstruction an
retain in some form enougi of the epirit of
slavery to give them the supremacy. The
colored men, under direction of the soldiers
of the Union army, who remained in Louisi-
8na after they had been honorably mus-
tered out of service, entered promptly upon
the work of reconstruction, and gave the
State a more perfect constitution and a bet-
ter system of lawa than had ever been re-
corded upon her statute books. I wish you
to understand that there is scarceiy a wgite
man from the North in our commmonwealth,
identitied with the Republican party, but
what has purchased his right of residence
with bis blood; and when you hear this
class stigmatized us corrupt” and hounded
a8 ecarpet-baggers by mischievous dema-
gogues and a questionable press, you will, if
you are tme«pntrinn-, indignantiy frown
down every effort which wounld proscribe
an Awerican citizen in the exerciss or Lis
privilege.

Awong the men who came to the earface
duning recomstruction was Henry Clay
Warwoth, who Lad served as a co) onel in
an Illinois regiment, and as Le was dashing
in mannere, pleasing in conversation, forci-
ble in argument, and possessed a magnet-
ism which seemed to fascinate moat per-
sons who came in contact with Lim, he se-
cured the nomination, and was, at the age
of twenty-five, elected in 1868 the first Re.
publican Governor under reconatruction.
No sooner was he inaugurated than he be.
gan to intrigue for a perpetuation of power
and for a social recognition by the whites,
who wrapped themselves up in their exclu.
eivences aud seemed to contemn every ap-
proach he made. With indecent haste Le
championed Jegislation in their interest and
vetoed measures intended to promote the
condition and prospects of our people, to
whow be owed his gubernatorial Lonors.
Under anch an encouraging phase of affairs
the whites were mot long in manifesting
their enmity toward the blacks, and in
many of the parishes our people were
driven from the polls and beaten withont
provocation, our houses were destroyed,
our churches were burned and thousands
were mas, A .

Finding in the midst of all
of his intimdations that the representa-
tives of the ublican were not
likely to indorse him, he ved the des-
perate idea of renting all the halls in the
city of New Orleans on the day of the as-

tion of Governor Warmoth to control that
convention if he had to do it in blood. The
outgoing State central committes being un-
able to rent a ball whose approaches were
not at the disposition of the Governor, was
driven to the nécessity of holding the con-
vention in the customhouse, as no other
place could be obtained.

Fearing that a desperate effort would be
made to overawe the convention, which
miﬁht result in & bloody riot, and with a
desire to ocheck the young Governor in his
bigh-handed proceedings, and protect
United States property in case of a oolli-
sion, & pompany of federal troo&h.d been
ordered to stack their arms in custom-
house. Their ap ance gaaranteed peace,
and prevented bloodshed. Defeated in his
gurpm to control the convention or to

reak it up, Governor Warmoth bolted,
with some of his adherents, and attempted
to cast reproach upon the convention, be-
cause it was beyond his power to seduce or
intimidate it. A great deal was eaid in the
North about a convention being held in the
customhouse, and that the people had been
intimidated by Gatling guns. It 8prun,
from the howl of a defeated and mortifie
trickster, who found himself repudiated by
the Furtv that intrusted him with power.
The late Lieutenant Governor Dann stood
nobly at the heud of the true Republicans,
who were designated ss the Customhouse
party, and carried the people with him
against the apostate.

Governor Warmoth quarreled with Col-
lector CueyP over local issues. Ile quar-
reled with President Grant, because he
would not remove the federal officials who
outwitted him in his intrigues, and check-
mated him in bis aggressions. He quar-
reled with Lieutenant Governor Dunn, be-
cause he would not consort with him in his
fraudulent ic{ aud he finally quarreled
with the pu! lican ty, ause it
would not bow to his beLests and serve his
purposes. He possegsed extraordinary
powers, and dispensed an immense patron-
age; and, as the poeitions of his adherents
depondecin m their fidelity, they were al-
ways turbalent in their admiration for the
young Governor.

This state of affairs Lrings us down to
November 22, 1871, when Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Dunn, a gentleman of color, possess-
ing in an eminent degree those private and
public virtues which will ever endear him
to the people of Louisiana, otive of
color, suddenly and mysterions y paesed
away. The suspicions of some were
strengthened by am indecent and unconati-
tutional proclamation of the Governor, con-
vening an extra session of the Senate to
elect a suecessor, for which there was no
gnblic neooni!{.

Let us glance at the spectacle as it gm
sented iteelf. The enforcement law had
been violated in letter and spirit, which
Judge Durell had sworn to faithfully ad-
minister; there was a notorious compact be-
tween Governor Warmoth and the Demoo-
racy to defraud the Republican party out
of the State; there were false registrations
all over the commonwealth and frauds at
every poll; the mﬂty of elections was
scandalized and t sanctity of the ballot
box violated: the men notoriously defeated
were returned elected and the elected were
returned as defeated; the rights of the peo-
ple were trampled upon and public virtne
ridiculed; disorder, confusion and anarchy
were threatened in the triumph of War-
moth and his fraudulent compact, and pub-
lic rights were endanged by public wrongs
when Judge Durell, in whom were concen-
trated the hopes of the people of the State,
who seemed to be inspired with wisdom
and justice from on high, grappled with the
legal intricacies involving questi of law
and fact, and in the xm\fuu of his power
restrained and suppressed the audacious as-
sumption of McEnery founded upon frand.

The decision of Judge Durell was the de-
feat and death knell of the unholy compact
between Warmoth and the Fusionists to
eeizo the State governwent in violation of
law and 1n defiance of the solemn voice of
the people proelaimed through the ballot
box. Under the operations of this great
judgment right has trinmphed, justice has
prevailed, peace bas been maintained, and
the State has been blessed with unexampled
Pro-perity and happiness. Judge Daurell,
n his f ders and d 8, saved the

popular rights. Colored men were d
the privilege of re(ivneﬂng by the min-
ions of Governor armoth, who prac-
ticed the most disreputable tricks to
prevent them, among which were the loca-
tion of the offices of registration far away
from colored communities; the failure of
the registrar to attend at the office at the
time announced, so that the poor, hard-
working colored men, after losing two or
three days in their efforts to register, would
return to their homes in disgust; the refusal
to register colored men whose heads were
whi d with age, becanse they could not

demand it, but there is mo comstructive
authority which confers upon the executive
the assembling of one branch of the Legis-
lature to the exclusion of the other, As
the eolored people of the State everywhere
treated Lieutenant Governor Dunn as their
&reat leader, and followed him with pride
and ﬂdelit{. Governor Warmoth fancied
that it would only be necessary to exalt a
colored man to the vacancy to win our
favor and guarantee our support. The Re-
publicans and Democrats coalesced to de-
eat State Senator Pinchback, the candidate
upon whom the Governor concentrated his
strength, but the influence and combination
were too powerful for tllze alliance, and Mr.

answer in what year they were born, or
when their replies were conflicting with
reference to events and dates, entirely un-
connected with themselves or the registra-
tion. Colored patriots were brutall grlven
from the registration offices, whila white
rebels were permitted to register with the
greatest ease and facility.

After many colored Republicans were for-
tunate enough to register, no sooner were
their backs turned than their names were
blotted trom the hooks, and when they
presented themselves at the polls they.
could not vote. The truth of this assertion
can be attested Ly the examination of the
registration books. Our juries are sum-
d from the registered voters, and

Pinchback was elected L Gov-
ernor. It was hoped by Governor Warmoth
that this success would do much toward
Berlecu‘ng his unholy schemes and intrigues,

ut it failed to accomplisn more than a
pleasing diversion, which, to the confusion
of our young executive, the sagacious
Pinchback used to his own advantage; and
instead of assisting, as was expected of
him, to destroy the Republican party, he
&t an important crisie, as President of the
Senate, become its savior

It is unnecessary in this connection to
give more than a pminé glance at the leg-
islative war between Governor Warmoth
and Colonel Geor(ge W. Carter, ths Speaker
of the House of Representatives, which
made public affairs pretty lively in New
Orleans in Jnunr{, 1872, in which the Gov-
ernor 8!3) ressed the Speaker, scandalously
deprived him of his oftice and unconstitu-
tionally expelled him and a number of nis
adherents from the House.

the streets in the vicinity were guarded b
the force, armed with muskets and witi
cannon at their disposal. The members of
the Legislature and the Speaker, who had
served the previous semsion, were denied
access to their places. With the aid of his
armed police, he intimidated the people and
reconstructed the Legislature in his own
interest. Under his manipulation ite inde-
pendence passed away, and it beeame his
truculent creature. Many of the members,
conscious of their fraudulent tenure, were
at the merey of the Governor. They were
aware that he would, with 8. little com-
punction, expose the frauds by which they
were returned if they failed to snided by
his will, as be was o conceive and execute
theim through his adherents. .

found. By means of repeaters and false
registration papers thousands of fraudulent
votes were received, which are now being
exposed upen every occasion that a jury is
drawn,

You will bear in mind that when Gover-
nor Warmoth compacted with the Fusion-
ists his administration became Democratie
in its inspiration; and during the last
election we had a foretaste of what we
would realizs ehould this fraudaient party
come into power.

Bince the failure of the Governor to turn
the State over to the Democracy, the men
whom he used, not realizing the handsome
promises which were to reward their treach-
ery, are now indignantly demouncing him
and exposing the frauds which were exe-
cuted under hiz direetion. Evidenees of
the most utouqdm%’and audacious charac-
ter are daily being brought to light, which
reveal a degree of corruption and a depth
of infamy involving the Democracy of
Louisiana 1nto & more odious associstion
than all the imaginary conceptions con-
nected with carpet-bag Tule throughout the
Southern States.

We propose on the assembling of Con-
greas o preeent the accumulating evidence
of frauds and outrages, by which the chiv-
nlrg hoped to carry a State notoriously Re-

ablican in the interest of the Democracy.
© shall show the nation the tricks whieh
were used to deprive the colored voters of
registration; how we were intimidated and
driven from the Fol]s; how voting places
were intentionally concealed where they
could not be found; how United States su-
gervuon were frightened from their offieial
aties and in their absence the ballot bexes
were stufted; how a numerous host of Demo-
cratic repeaters, supplied with false regis-
tration papers, voted early and often, and
how our people were deprived of voting by

State from blood and aparchy, and pre-
served the independence of the citizens and
the liberties of the people. Heaven, in ite
mysterious omntiou in the affairs of man,
would never have permitted such a mon-
strous iniquity to prevail as was contem-
plated by the Fusionists of Louisiana, and
if all other means had failed, I firmly be-
lieve that God's providence would have
been as signally manifested in the over-
throw of this offensive and unholy combi-
nation as it was in the downfall of the
Confederacy and its wicked institution of
slavery.

The bill in equity filed in the United
Statea Court on the sixteenth of November,
1872, by William P. Kellogg, claiming to be
Governor elect, was accompanied by 10,000
attidavits of colored men, showing that they
had been denied registration, and had been
tricked out of voting, While this suit was
pendins, the court issued several restrain-
ing orders upon Warmoth and others,
umong which that they, as defendants,
should cease from pretending to be a re-
turning board, or from canvassing the elec-
tion returns while the snit was pending;
from iuuingecomminion t0 any omne as-
suming to be elected under any pretended
authoerity; and they were enjeined to de-
liver into the keeping of the clerk of the
court the returns, that authentie copies
might be recorded, all of which was treated
with indifference and contempt.

Under the act of 1870, which was repealed
in March, 1872, in the enacting of a registra-
tion and election law more in ony with
the public sense of justice, but which re-
mained unsigned in the Governor's keeping,
the election of 1872 was held. The Gov.
ernor finding that he could not control the
returning board, signed on the twentieth of
November the new election law, and pro-
ceeded, after the election was held under
the old law, to defeat the mandates of the
United States court and circumvent its
authority by counting the votes and making
the official returns. The election havin
been held under the law of 1570, the L‘niveg

eourt and the Supreme Court of the
State bave declared that the canvassing of
the returns must be made under that law.

Time will not permit me to discuss all the
legal questions involved, as other gentlemen
are to follow me with exhaustive facts and
arguments. I have not time to wform you
how Mr. Bovee, who was elected Secretary
of State by the goo&l:, was deposed by
force of his office by Governor; how he
ugpolnm a Seer.ntn'}yl of State without a
shadow of authority; how Le dismissed this

traudulent compact, the success of which
isn;volved his attaining the United States

Bate.

With reference to Judge Darell, I would
here solemnly affirm that ke is in no sense
a political or partisan judge. His private

p y

est, and with nothing but prowises in return
for our political co-operation. The history
of the colored people of Louisiana has been
one of suffering and outrage, imposed by the
whites, under the falee civilization which
was overthrown by the triumph of justice;
and since we have come into place and
power, we never, in the law, nor so far as
we have controlled its administration, made
any discrimination on account of color. We
have persistently refused to entrust our old
opfreuorl with the control of public affairs;
unless they become converted to the ‘onpei
of freedom; and if they think they can de-
fraud us, when we are in the majority, they
little know our sagacity or the inflexibility
of our purpose.
