Oa in-j !.. the partial suspension of cur­
rency payment- in* tin* associated banks oi 
New’ York ami otLcr Northern cities, and 
the tonseijuent iciu-al of Western and 
other banks to receive checks on New 
York, a- in leg ii,*. course in settlement of 
collections, nude here for their account, it 
is ascertained tha» v-i v large remittances 
of «urrency heuce have been made upon 
peremptory order® within the past live 
days.

To such an exfeu», indeed, has this pre­
vailed. 'ii,.'. at the same rate only a few 
davs mes" » u; -e belt le our vaults and the 
community would b- entirely depleted of 
the means essential to the ordinary move­
ments oi trade.

At the presen* moment foreign exchange 
i j unsaleable in New Y'ork, and as we derive 
Horn ti.i- source our main supply of cur­
rency. we are now thus deprived of our 
only means of reste: iug the amounts lost by 
abutments to the West and to the interior.

We Lave therefore taken this Rtep as a 
means ot self protecM-ou, and for the benefit 
of the agricultuial aa well as commercial 
inteies's. and as the only manner through 
which the incoming crops Can be moved 
without ruinous sacrifices iu prices.

The duration ot this protective policy is 
limited t • a period of thirty days, during 
which time we are confident the daily re­
ceipts oi c .fou and sugar will afford us a 
prompt and ready relief, and compel cur­
rency to s«-<-k this market.

Quite a number of the leading citizens of 
fit. Louis have signed a fail inviting the 
people to arrange a celebration of the two 
hundredth anniversary of the discovery of 
the Mississippi river by tho monk Mar- 
«mette and Joliet, the merchant. This 
movement is a very commendable one on 
the part of our St. Louis neighbors, and we 
hope it will be carried out with an enthu­
siasm commensurate with the importance 
of tire great event to be celebrated.

That for the protection of our 
commercial interests, and for the purpose 
of preventing the drain of currency from 
the banks and bankers of this city, xre do

hereby agree to adopt substantially the 
plan adopted in New York, viz: we will not 
pay out currency on checks except lor small 
sums, to be optional with the banks upon 
which they are drawn, but they will certify 
checks drawn on balances in their hamls 
payable through fhe Clearing House only.

Each member of the Cleanng Hou*e As­
sociation is required to deposit such gumdut 
approved securities as will at all times cover 
the amount of bis clearings. Government 
bonds are received at their par value; rail- 
r«*ad an-i other stocks and bonds and bills 
receivable are received at seventy-five per 
cent of the value fixed on them by the 
committee. Certificates are issued by the 
committee, winch can only be used in the 
settlement of balances between the banks 
ami are not negotiable.

Matters were in that *-on«litionon 'Change 
to-day to render it difficult t-* furnish quo­
tations. There was no panicky feeling 
whatever, but a general feeling to stand 
.«till <>n the par; ot buyers and edler» of 
everything.

TIte action of the banks here was gene­
rally unexpected, and a Uiscuseion of this 
consumed much time. There are some who 
believe the course ruinous. The prevailing 
opinion is that it was a precautionary 
measure, justified by the obligation whieh 
banks owe to the general banking commu­
nity.

When off the 
Four Mil.: House wharf, *.-ne mile from tint 
starting T-i-irt. Brown, in response to cheers, 
spurted and shot half a boat * length ahead 
oi Biglin. who, u;» to tiiat point, had ap- 
p irently kept his opponent well in hand. 
On the way from this point to the 
tinning buoys, Brown maintained a 
steady, powerful etnike. while Rigiin 
wa* pulling quick and splashing almost 
every time he dipped hi*oars. When about 
two mi!-:» of the course was covered Rigiin, 
who by this time was a good length or more 
behind Brown, crossed into Brown’s water, 
taking the inside position, but ob­
tained no advantage, and a Jew 
minutes afterward he recrossed to 
hi* original position. Brown evidently 
had his opponent collared and he confi­
dent! v and steadily pulled in towards the 
rounding buoys w hich they were then fast 
approaching, his course from the start be­
ing in a more direct line ami his boat better 
steered than Biglin *. All glasses were now 
directed toward# this point which the 
haziness of the atmosphere rendered 
somewhat indistinct. Brown wo» the 
fir*t to turn, »triking well out on the 
borne atretch; Biglin turned a few 
sec-ends after and set himself down to work 
in good style, bolding a vigorous stroke ami 
making ago «1 show, regaining lost ground- 
Toe home stretch was made in magnificent 
style. Brown pulling hi* usual telling 
stn ke, widening the distance between him­
self and Biglin every minute. A* they 
neared tho Four Mile House, on the home 
»treten,Brown was about 200yards ahead, 
and the race was evidently ea»y for him.
