THE MYSTERIES OF FINAKCE.
According to a New York letter to the
Cincinpati Commercial, the “heavy finan-
ciers” of Wall street are not very favorably
impressed with the ““financial knowledge”
of President Grant and Secretary
Rickardson, because those honest offi-
cigls refused to be humbugged by “the
mysteries of finance.” These straight-
forward, watchful sentinels of the public
interest and public credit evidently did
not mean to be misled by a system of
finance tbat was to be kept a profound
secret to all save the “heavy financiers”
who were laying their traps to gull the
unwary of all classes of persons engaged
in legitimate business. Neither the e
presentatives of banks, of stock-boards,
clesring  houses, gold corners, or
“margins” for making wmoney withont
eapital or labor (of o useful kind) pos.
sessed the power so much coveted by
them  of inducing the.President and the
Secretary of the Treasury to becomwe
initiated juto the mysteries of a system
of finance that enables the few to live and
bask in the sunshine of plenty at the
expense of the toiling millions. Tley
needed no instructions from the *heavy
financiers” of this kicd for the simple
reason  that  they  Lad  already
solved their  “mysteries” and de.
termined to pursue a financial and mone.
tary course far more compatible with the
public interest. The statesman and pa-
triot is not dependént on Wall strect for
cotrect lessons in finance or statesman-
ship, and we are, tLerefore, not surprised
at the refusal of President Grant and Sece
retary Richardson to comply with the de
mands of the Wall street sharks after pa-
tiert sttention bad been given to what
they had to say in regard to their finan-
cial troubles. The President and Seere.
tary were too intelligent and wise not to
know that the boundless resources and
wealth of the United States were too great
to be controlled or influenced to any con-
siderable extent by the mysteries ot Wall
street financiering ot the fears of *‘a body
of agitated bankers” who were undoubt-
edly initiated to a certain extent in the
Wall street mysteries of finance.

1LC simoiae o quaseatine at Galer
from vessels eoming from New Orle
reopens our only lice of commurication
with interior Texas, aud enables our mer-
chants once more to ill orders for a coun-
try which they were the first to aid in the
great struggle which made Texas a nation.
For this interruption and revival of
trade we are indebted to a single physi-
cian, who has tLus Lecome as renowned
in Lis way as that other physician wlo, in
New York, arrested the West India trade
to that port, subjected its merchants to
uncommon expense and vexatious delays,
and at last forced importers to consign
their cargoes and passengers to a dif-
ferent port (Perth Amboy)y,  from
which they could reach interior desti-
zation. There was in truth very little
wmore reason for the repeal than ensct-
ment of this Galveston dodge. Yellow
fever existed in New Orleans. It was not
epidemic., It exists still. Dut Galveston
bas become more accustomed fo the
disease. She has it herself, and Las felt
the tender mercies of quarantine, imposed
by Houston, which Las as mnch right to
be scared, and as many unsalable goods
to dispose of as Galveston. We may ex-
pect, however, that the exclusion of New
Orleans cowmpetition from the Texas trade
will be a part of the Mexico-mercantile
pregramme of Galvesten, so that onur
merchants must take it in‘o ealeulation
as a fxed chorge on biksiness, As their
capital or itsinvestment way be Iying idle,
