Contrast the coundition of New Orleans
with that of New York, or the condition of
the North and West with that of the South,
our misfortunes baving bad the effect to
reduce the values of our real'y to scarcely
one-fourth their intrinsic value. The pros-
iwrity caused largely by inflation, under

Providence, may now be turned to the re-
suscitation of Southern prosperity. the ad-
vancement and develn!)ment of every
material interest of our Crescent City.

Were our banliig institations to resolve

Could not the syndicate command gold
enough to initiate the movement of bring-
ing and selling the cotton crop in gold ¥ To
wake the syndicated capital safe and pay-
ing as an institution, it would simply have
to advance say fifty per cent on the market
value of the corton, mlt only when it was
stownd safely in warehouse here.

Would not an institution of this kind be
the irresistible means of attracting larger
shipments of produce and goods hither 7
and could not this system of advancing be
made to break up the vicious practice of
udvanciog, on erops to the planters and
speculators hefore either were even planted,
by the banks? and would not the ‘“‘cotton
question” necessarily becomo our subject,
to be controlled to an advautage instead of
a disadvantage and loss? ith proper
foresight and energy the cotton supply can
be made our financial *king,” commanding
not ouly golden obeirance, but makiog the
exchanges and keeping the profits to the
home producers to its fullest extent.

Instead of invoking doubtful legislation
to obtain Fort St. Puilip canals, railroads,
ete., make use of your natural resources
and take advantage of the providential
legislation which 1s developing itself in
general  suspension, failures and ruin
throughout the land in consequenee of our
vitiated system of paper money.

Where ure the brains, the position and
moral courage to give these rambling ideas
a compact and active form? There are, in
the opinmon of the writer, few men in our
community with greater comprehension of
ideas, experience and an unswerving integ
rity and better qualitied than modest, but
deserving Thomas Layton, Esq.

A Fugitive in Duplicate—Talt Floyd in Ave
rest in Two Parishes.

The reward of 2500 oftered by Governor
Kellogg, for the arrest of the murderers of
Thomus Archibald, is inducing wmany to
keep their eyes open for the man Talt
Floyd, who has been identifiel as one of
the murderers, and whose description has
been generally published. A party sap-
posed to be Floyd is now lying iz the Don-
aldsonville jail, while Opelousas claims the
honor of having the culprit in arrest. The
Donaldsonville Chief of the fourth instant
says:

Last Saturday evening two meanly
dressed white wen, one of whom wore uo
shoes, passed the residence ot Mr. Alexan-
der 8. Landry, on the left bank of the river,
some five wiles above Donaldsonville, and
their appearance attracted Mr. Landry's at-
tention, and caused him to thivk they wuch
resembled the description given in the
newspapers of Talt Floyd and Lewis Rob-
inson, the murderers of Thomas Archibald,
Esq., of Richlund parish. The wandering
outcasts stopped at Mr. Benjamin Allen’s
store, and requested lodgings for the night,
which were atforded them in an outhouse
near the store. Before retiring they bar-
gained with Mr. Allen w0 go to work on his
place next day.

Mr. Landry visited the atore that evening
te procure a copy of the Leader containing
the deseription of Floyd and Robinson, but
the paper could not be found, and he went
home again without intimaring the object
for which he desired the journal. Return-
iog in the morning he discovered the desired
number of the Leader, and a second perusal
of the deacription of the murderers con-
vinced him that they were the very men
who passed his house the eveniug before.
He learned with surprise that the tramps
had slept in an adjuining out-house, but had
tisen at early dawn and hied away.

Acquainting Sheriff Hill of his supposed
discovery, the two set out on horseback in
pursuit of the suspicious characters, whom
they overtook at the store of Mr. T. C.
Hills, on the old Waterloo plantation, and
captured without resistance being oftercd.
The prisoners were brought to Donaldson-
ville ard lodged in the parish jail, where
they now lie awaiting an answer from a
letter writiea by Mr. Landry to the sheriff
of Richland parish,

Mr. Landry informs us that the men did
not give a straightiorward account of them-
selves in response to his inquiries, but in
several inst@nces made contradictory state-
ments, which indicares that they have been
gnilty cf some rageaslity or other, whether
they are the ‘mrllrl their captor supp ses
or not. While we admit the possibility of
one of thent being Talt Floyd, we are rather
skeptical as regards the other, for u8 Lewis
Robinson is under arrest and lodged in jail
in Rich'and parish, we can not conce.ve the
P s ibili y of his presence in Asceusion.

It is certainly a remarkabie ecincidence
that two men shouald be found together who
unswer &0 perfectly the deseription of the
Rickland murderers, for all who have seen
the prisonera agree as to the resemblance:
The one who is thought to be Tult Floyd is
about twenty-five years of age, weighs 130
pounds, is about five feet nine inches high,
dark hair, slichtly stoop-shouldered, thin
breast, swarthy complexion,a vieage that
may have been thin once but is now bloated
from the effects of whieky drinking, and
Mr. Landry mnforms us that he has a fine
voice and the spasmodic motion of the head
in talking that is given as ome ot the pecu-
lirities of Talt Floyd. He gives his name
as Jack Mason.

The other prisoner is apparently about

The Opel Courier of the fourth con-
tains the following:

On Tuesday evening last Deputy Sheriff
C.J. Thompson went to Washington, six
miles from this place, and arrested and
brought here a young maan calling bimeelf
R. Y. Cooper, but who is supposed to be
Talt Floyd, one of the villains accused of
the murder of Thomas Archibald, of Frank-
lin parish, en the sccond ultimo, and fer
whose arrest a large reward is offered.

Cooper was examined by Justice Veazie,
on Wednesday, and was then remanded to
jail for want of sufficient evidence to war-
rant his release, and to await further de-
velopments. His story is far frowm clear or
sutisfactory. He passed through here the
day of his arrest with a fine horse and a
very good buggy. While here be offered to
swasp the buggy, which is worth at least
$150, for a raddle and §20.

This looked suspicious, and, taken in con
nection with other ruspicious circumstances
and the fact that his personal appearance
tallied somewhat with the deseription given
by the pewspapers of one of the murderers
of the unfortunate Archibald, suggested
the propricty ot his arrest, and he had
searcely reached Washington before the
ofticers of the law were upon bLim. The
general belief is that whoever he might
be, ke stole the horse and buggy.

In a few days we will probably know
more about the matter.
