F irst D istrict C ourt.
S tate  V». C harles and  M ary B urgess—

L ieu tenan t W oodruff, in his devo­
tion to the public service, rem ained there, 
and from th e  ou tb reak  of th e  recen t epi 
demie a t Shreveport until he was p ro stra ted  
w ith the disease was unrem itting  in his per­
sonal exertions for the  sick, tak ing  his place 
as a  nurse, and  encouraging o thers by pre­
cep t aud exam ple. H is dea th  w as th e  im ­
m ediate resu lt of a  too early  a ttem p t, a fte r 
his ap p a ren t recovery, to  renew  his labors 
for the care of th e  sick.

T he  pap> rs  of Shreveport chronicled his 
dea th  as a  public calam ity , saying, “ He 
died a  blessed m a rty r to  the  cause o f  h u ­
m anity .”

As a  testim ony  of respect for th e  de­
ceased, th e  officers o f the  corps w ill w ear 
the  usual badge o f m oaning for th ir ty  day».
