courts and Legislatures.

Fourth—That the only permanent guar­
antee against unreasonable rates is to be 
found in the improvement of natural free 
highways by water channel to the sea, 
and therefore recommend all improvement 
«f the St. Lawrence route by Canada, and 
efforts to improve the canals by the State 
of New York, recommending the earnest 
investigation of other routes, and trusting 
that the improvement of the Mississippi 
and Ohio rivers may be pressed without 
delay.

Fifth—That a board of commissioners 
should be appointed to investigate all plans 
for intorual improvements, and that appro­
priations should be made only on its recoin 
inondation by the executive council, and 
Congress asked to appoint a commission 
consisting of the Attorney General and 
seven merchants, bankers" and tm jE u ia c -  
turers to revise the law.
