Be this as it may, it  is known most 
certainly th a t C u b an ’ independence has, 
since last winter, acquired favor with many 
Congressmen heretotore opposed or indif­
ferent to tbe cause.

The Comluff Elect!.an.
On Tuesday next, or. as the law expresses 

it, the Tuesday after the first Monday in 
November, there are to be elections in 
eleven States .1 In  New York, a Secretary 
of State, Controller, Treasurer. Attorney 
Général, State Engineer and Surveyor« 
Canal Commissioner, Inspector of State 
Prisons and eight Supreme Court Justices 
are to be chosen. In  New York city, the 
sheriff, county clerk, three coroners and 
five aldermen are to be elected, and a Con­
gressman in the place of the late James 
Brooks. Julius W adsworth, Republican, 
and Sunset Cox, Democrat, are the candi- 
dases.

In Illinois the counties will elect each a 
judge, a clerk, a  treasurer, and a  school 
superintendent. A few legislative vacan­
cies are also to be filled. Chicago will elect 
a mayor and other municipal officers.

In Kansas the election will be for one- 
half tbe members of the Senate for two 
years and a  House of Bepre&entatives for 
one year. The Legislature will elect a 
United States Senator in place of Cald­
well.

In M aryland the election is for member» 
of the Legislature, who wilt choose a  
United State» Senator to  succeed Sefiator 
Hamilton in 1875, and two S tate officers— 
Controller and  C le ik o f th o  Court of Ap- 
deals.

In  M assachusetts a full Legislature is to 
chosen and a  State ticket. The Republic­
ans have nominated Governor William B- 
W ashbnrn, and the Democrat» will vote for 
William Gaston, a  Boston lawyer. A Con- 
gressma n will also be elected in the Third 
D istrict to succeed the late W illiam W hit­
ing. The Republicans have nominated 
Mayor Henry L. Pierce, of Boston.

In Michigan a special election will take 
place in the G rand Rapids (fifth) d istrict 
for a representative iu Congress in place of 
the late W ilder D. Foster.

In Minnesota there will be elected one- 
half of the members of the Senate for two 
years, a full House for one year and Slate 
officers. C. K. Davi* i» the  Republican 
candidate for Governor aud Asa Barton 
the independent candidate. The Demoo 
racy eaving gone to  piece», B arton will ob 
tain  what s trength  he gets from it» debris

In New Jersey  the  election will be for 
one-third o f tbe members of the State Sen 
ate, two-thirds holding over, and a full As 
sembly.

In Mississippi the  election will be for 
Legislature, which is to elect a  United 
States Senator in place o f Ame», whose 
term  expires in 1875, and for State officers. 
Senators Ames and Alcorn are  th e  rival 
candidates for gubernatorU 1 honors. 1 
this S tate Governor Powers, the  pieeent 
incumbent, has called the Legislature to 
gether with a view to  their postponing the 
election and Lis retention in the  cxecu tir 
chair.

In Virginia, a  full legislative and State 
ticket are to be elected. Robert W. Hughes 
is the Republican candidate for Governor, 
and Jam es L. Kemper, the Conservative 
candidate.

In Wisconsin, the election w-ili be for one- 
ha lf of the  State Senate for tw o je a rs . 
House of Representatives for one year, and 
State officers. General C. C. W ashburn 
is the Republican candidate for Governor, 
against W illliam R. Taylor, independent.

I t  will be seen th a t in five States Gov­
ernors are to be elected, but iu only one of 
them is a Democratic ticket iu tbe field 
and there—in M assachusetts—nothing less 
than a miracle can defeat the Republican 
ticket. O f all the opposition candidates 
for Governor, Kemper, of Virginia, stands 
the b ts t chances of an election.

O ur Nlnoderers«
New Orleans is nnfortunate in two tliingR 

the evil reputation it has obtained in the 
North, and the newspapers of this city 
tha t have given it  to  her. Instance, the 
sensational report in a Fusion journal of 
the impossible robbery of a soldier of $I50( 
saved up in five years out of a  pay of $13 
per month and a bounty he never got. The 
yarn did very well while nobody believed 
i t ,  bu t the Chicago Post swallowed it  entire, 
and now produces it w ith embelishments of 
its own. One such story as this prevents 
more immigrants from coming to this State 
than could buy tlie Picayune. But then it 
carries out the  Chinese non-intercourse 
policy ot the Fusionists, and its acceptance 
as a fair picture of “ Life in New Orleans,” 
no doubt amply rew ards its  author. The 
following is what the Chicago Post believes: 

The New Orleans papers have lately re 
corded several bold and heavy highway 
robberies in tlie city, and tho last one 
which occurred on the sixteenth, amounted 
to $1500. They intim ate th a t members of 
the police are directly interested in the 
proceeds, as money is never recovered 
robbers are never caught, and robbers' 
roosts th a t have been repeatedly pointed 
out still flourish in prosperity aud security. 
William Ashury is a young Mobilian, who 
came to Louisiana to buy land and settle. 
He had saved $1500, which sum he bad in 
his pocket.

A fter alighting irom the train  he went 
into a saloou to wash tbe dust out «1 his 
throat, and in paying his score displayed a 
large roll of greenbacks. Soon as be reached 
the street Hgain a  sack Was thrown over his 
head, and held while his pockets were 
emptied. He was then released, and saw 
four negro men running away. He shouted 
“ police,” and a police officer ran up to  him, 
took him bv the throat, told him he was 
druck , and had better shut up  or he might 
lund in jail. _ His money is all gone, and he 
can’t settle in Louisiana. _ T hat’s the way 
they do these things now in New Orleans. 
While this state of things continues it is im­
possible tha t the State should fill up with 
new settlers.

Religious Reform la Mexico.
The following copy of the amendments to 

tbe constitution lately adopted in Mexico« 
with comments thereon, are taken from the 
City of Mexico Cosmopolitan:

The im portant laws of reform which were 
issued by the illustrious Mexican, Benito 
Juarez, in the year 1859, have been declared 
part and parcel of tbe Mexican liberal con­
stitution of 1857.

This gigantic step taken by Mexico upon 
tbe path of progress and civilization, is of 
the utmost importance, and tends to prove 
th a t this hitherto unfortunate country is 
really in earnest in its endeavors to procure 
for its people the blessings of true liberty 
and of real, material and substantial pro­
gress.

The innumerable misfortunes th a t have 
fallen upon Mexico may, in a  great m ea­
sure, be a ttributed  to the almost unlimited 
power exercised by tlie clergy upon the 
domestic and general affairs ol the country. 
Tiiis immense power, derived from the vast 
moral influence exerted by tbe  priests upon 
the great masses of the people, received a 
terrible blow a t the hands of Juarez and 
other prominent liberals. But the laws 
which these eminent men issued in order to 
attain  th a t desirable end, were to a certain 
extent ieolated, and had not the torce 
necessary to produce the effect for which 
they were promulgated.

Now those laws have been declared unan­
imously by the Legislatures o f the  dif­
ferent Mexican States as part o f the con­
stitu tion , and they will therefore have 
more force, and thus destroy forever the 
power o f the Churcn in this country.

We give below a  translation o f the said 
laws, ju s t as ;hey werer issued by Congres» 
as constitutional amendments:

The Congress ot the  United States of 
Mexico exercising the power granted to it 
by article 127 of the political constitution 
published on the twelfth of February, 1857, 
aud having previously obtained the appro­
bation of tue majority of the Legislatures 
of the republic, declares th a t the following 
are additions and amendments to the said 
constitution:

Ar ticle  1. The State and the Church 
are independent of each other. Congress 
can not dictate any laws establishing or 
prohibiting tbe establishment of any re­
ligion whatever.

Ar t . 2. Mai liage Î3 a civil contract. 
This and the other act» pertaining to the 
civil status of parties belongs exclusively 
to the competency o f the officers and au­
thorities of the civil order, within the terms 
prescribed by law, and have the force and 
validity which the same confers upon them.

A kt . 3. No religious institution whatso­
ever can acquire real esta te  property, nor 
use the rent» accruing therefrom, with the 
only exception expressed in article twenty- 
seven ot tlie cousiitution.

A kt. 4. The simple promise to »ay the 
tru th  aud to fulfil! the respective obliga­
tions will take tbe place o f tbe religious 
oath for all its effects and penalties.

Ak t . 5. No person shall be obliged to give 
his personal labor w ithout his full consent. 
The State can not allow to  bo carried into 
effect any contract, pledge or agreement 
whose object may he tbe detriment, loss or 
irrevocable sacrifice o f the liberty of mau, 
be it either on account of labor, education 
o r religious oath.

The law, therefore, doe» not recognize or 
acknowledge any monastic orders, uor can 
it  permit their establishm ent w hatever may 
be. their denomination or the object for . 
which they are sought to be founded. Nor 
can it permit any agreement to be made by , 
virtue of which a man may pledge his pro­
scription or exile.

The foregoing additions end amendments 
to the constitution shall he published a t 
once throughou. the republic with the great­
est solemnity.

The above amendments to ths federal con­
stitution were published officially on the 
fifth instant, Salutes were fired a t dawn, 
noon and sunset. The national flag was 
hoisted on ail the public buildings and in.-, 
many private residencies: and the Hags o f  
foreign nations were hoisted on their re­
spective legations aud consulates.

nation.

Resohtd, T hat our thanks are hereby 
tendered to Governor W. B. Kellegg, for 
the able and im partial manner lie has con­
ducted tlie State government, though beset 
by troubles such as have been encountered 
by no other State executive ; therefsre, we 
pledge to him and Lis administration our 
undivided support.

Resolccd, That we earnestly aud emphati­
cally declare tha t the Hon. I*. B. S. Pinch- 
back is our first and only choice for the 
position of United .States Senator, to which 
position ho was fairly aud honestly elected 
by a large m ajority id the General Assem­
bly of this State.

Resolccd, That a copy of theseresotut’ons 
bo forwarded to the New Orleans Rei’UULI- 
Ca n  and Terrebonne Banner,

The president then announced tbe object 
of the meering to he »0 elect delegates to 
attend the colored men’s convention in the 
city of New Orleans, on the seventeenth of 
November, 1873. Messrs. Cage, Keys, 
Simms, Drayton and W right were put iu 
nomination, Mr. Dravten declining. Hon. 
T. A. (Jage, Hon. W. R. Keys. Amos Simms 
and F. R. W right were unanimously elect-

The escape of Bertin and Carro has pro­
voked comment of all kinds, and much of it 
is grounded on common law as well as 00m* 
mon sense. For instanoe, i t  is said Bertin 
had been convicted and ought to have been 
in the Penitentiary, and then he could not 
have got away from the Barish Prison. 
But he was waiting for the result of his 
appeal to the Supreme Court, and another 
chance a t the sensibilities of an intelligent 
ju ry  of free and independent equals. So he 
was, ba t he is not considering th a t subject 
now, and wonld not manifest any anxiety 
about it if the subject was mentioned. Most 
of the intelligent jurors have more anxiety 
about the safety of their household goods 
than be about legal quibbles. But he ought 
to have gone up the river when he was first 
sentenced. The argum ent to  the contrary 
is bosk. He was not present wtien his case 
was argued in the Supreme Court, bu t now 
he may present himself to any of them  in 
their houses any dark night.

In  the Socha case our friend D alsheim er 
kicked up another flurry. He could fiot see 
hie «lient Schonhansen, and pulled him into 
the ease a t bar ou general principles. This 
caused Colonel Field to  reply, and  the re­
su lt «ras Alex d id  Dot see Schonhausen, 
and th a t was because he did Dot go to  work 
the  right way. There is come difference he. 
tween tbe lawyer and  the «liebt before con. 
viction and the  crim inal after it. S till the 
accused’» lawyer has alw ays the righ t to see 
him; but th a t is governed by the  discietion 
of the court. For, i f  the court will not let 
you 6ee him , what are you going to do 
about it? I t  is a very safe rule th a t  any­
thing th a t you can not get o ther and higher 
au thority  on, belongs to  the court which 
rules. So, yon should request, and n o t de­
m and, those rights you can not enforce, 
and you m ust avoid giving the A ttorney 
General a chance iu the argum ent, for he 
always win».

R em rn  o f  the  G overnor.
Hi» Excellency W illiam P. Kellogg 

reached this city  yesterday m orning afid 
was teceived by his friends in an appropri­
ate manner. He proceeded to  the S t 
Charles Hotel, where he will remain for a 
few days. His extended tour in the North 
has much improved his health, and  hi» per­
sonal appearance corroborate» this asser­
tion. I t  is not pleasure which has kep t the 
Governor away, bu t his interest in l he pros­
perity  of Louisiana. The importance of the 
railroad» which a re  to bo constructed has 
made him delay in order th a t he might 
come back assured of their success. In  St. 
Louis he met some o f the gentlemen con­
nected with the line to  Houston, and they 
will be in New Orleans about the m iddle of 
the m onth. O ther arrangements, giving 
New Orlean» the majority of the directors 
of the road, were made. A t St. Louis he 
also met the Senatorial committee, and they 
have concluded to come to  New Orleans to 
consider the subject of transporta tion .

Suprem e C ourt o f  tbe United ( f la lts .
In  the Supreme Court, on Monday last, 

the following cases of interest to  our read­
ers were called:

No. 16. The United States, plaintiffs in 
error, vs. Miss Bessie Elgee Gaussen, ex ­
ecutrix.—In error to the Circuit Court of 
the United States for the D istrict of Louis­
iana. Mr. Justice H unt delivered the opin­
ion of the court, reversing the judgm ent of 
the said Circuit Court, and rew andiflï the 
cause, with direc tions to award a new trial.

No. 21. , Henry A. Boyce, executor, etc., 
plaintiff in error, vs. Thomas S. Tabb.—In 
error to the Circuit Court of the United 
States for the D istrict of Louisiana. Mr. 
Justice Davis delivered the opinion o f the 
court, affirming the judgment of the said 
Circuit Court in this cause, with costs and 
interest.

No. 359. Edward Dupasscnr, plaintiff in 
error, vs. Albin Rochereau.—Mr. Justice 
Cliff ord announced the decision of the court, 
postponing the motion to dismiss th is  cause 
until the hearing upon the merit«.

N». 423. The United States, appellants, 
vs. C. V. Woodruff' et al; No. 424. Bessie 
Elgee Gaussen, executrix, etc., appellant, 
vs. the United States, and No. 515. Ju lia  
A. Nutt, executrix, etc., vs. the United 
States.—Ordered th a t tlie consideration of 
the motions to dismiss these causes he post­
poned until the brief of tlie appellant in op. 
position to the motion iu No. 424 is tiled.

Mr. Justice Clifford announced the follow­
ing amendment to order in reference to ap ­
peals from the Court of Claims, Rule No. i: 
Strike out the whole of clause two of the 
rule and insert in lieu thereof the following:

2. A finding by the Court of Claims of the 
facts in the ease established by the evi­
dence in the nature of a special verdict, but 
not tbe evidence establishing them; and a 
separate statem ent of the conclusions of 
law upon «aid facts on which the court 
fonnd» its judgm ent or decree. The find­
ing o f facts aud conclusions of law to  
be certified to  this court a* part of the 
record.

Through the energy and determ ination of 
the supervising special agent of the Trea­
sury Departm ent the government lias re­
covered certain internal revenue bonds tha t 
were alleged to have been stolen from the 
collector of internal revenue a t New Or­
leans about four years ago. The collector, 
since deceased, i» said to have connived at 
tlie fraud, and when, in order to avoid the 
payment of the heavy tax, certain spirits 
were bonded for exportation to another dis­
trict, which were really l'raudnlently taken 
out and sold for home consumption, he re­
ceived a portion of the proceeds obtained 
through the negotiation of the bonds given, 
it being supposed tha t all the records of 
the transaction were burned by an accom­
plice, but these records, or a copy of them, 
me iu existence. The bonds have been 
discovered. The holders are good for the 
entire amount, $268,W0, an«l the govern­
ment w ill not compromise, but will coutend 
tor the entire amount anu. all the costs of 
prosecution.

Gruoewald Hall.
On the fifteenth of February last Mr. 

Louis Grünewald, our wefl known music 
dealen, laid the  foundation for a  model 
building designed for piano warerooms, 
concerts and balls, musical clubs and the 
like. The site chosen was th a t on Baronne 
street, near Canal, on tho spot where once 
stood the old Gaines warehouse and another 
building, a  space occupying seventy-six 
feet trout, with a depth of one hundred aud 
eighty feet. Gradually the edifice has as­
sumed shape aud proportion under the 
builder’s hands, until it now stands a 
beautiful monument of enterprise and an 
ornam ent to the city, it  being one of 
the finest buildings of the kind in the 
South. The Baronno street front Bhows 
lour stories in height, constructed of 
artificial stone, cemented and made 
white. The ground floor will be 
used by the owner for an immense ware­
house, where can be displayed as many as 
500 pianos. The entrance to the ball above 
from the street is twelve feet wide, through 
richly ornamented doors of black walnut, 
with scroll work around the  glass panes, 
and up a  stairw ay w ainscotted with oak 
and w alnut. H alf Way u p  the  «tair», on 
the right, is situated the ticket office, to be 
used in case o f  public en tertainm ents. At 
the head of the stairs stand two figures, fep- 
resenting music, one on  each side, each one 
supporting gas chaqdejiers of six burners- 
Entering the  main hall we find a room 100 
feet long, fifty-four feet wide, with a  height 
of thirty-throe feet, perfect in proportion, 
beauty and acoustic qualities. The walls 
and ceilings overhead arc tastefully fres­
coed, tbe work ef Mr. E. Philastre.

The wall end opposite the entrance is 
ornamented by a  painting representing 
Music, a  iemale figure w ith lyre in hand. 
On the pilasters between the windows and 
doors, on each side of the hall, are sixteen 
medallion portraits of the old masters and 
modern celebrities, as follows: Rossini, Buil- 
dien, Kubenstein, Donizetti, Haydn, Meyer­
beer, Mendelssohn, W agner, Mozart, Bee­
thoven, Handel, Gluck, Bach, W eber, Schu­
bert and Schuman. In the walls are also 
lour niches, in which stand s ta tu es  repre­
senting Art, Science, Euterpe and Flora, o f 
terra  cotta work, executed in Berlin for the 
purpose. A beautiful gas sunburst is sus­
pended in the centre of the ha ll, while 
around the sides are fixed ornam ental gaa 
brackets of three burners eaoh. The floor­
ing is made of alternate strips of walnut 
and oak, and presents a handsome appear­
ance. Connected with the hall are num er­
ous ante rooms, and a supper room seventy- 
five by eighteen feet, ali finished in the 
most approved modern style, and orna­
mented with mirrors and marble m antels. 
The third and fourth floors contain numer­
ous suit» of rooms, dressing rooms and 
parlors.

Last night Mr. Grime w a ll formally re­
ceived his building from the  builder, and 
entertained his friends with an abundan t 
collation, and music by the  German Q uar­
tette  Club. Toasts wero drank aud speeches 
made, congratulatory by jbo guest» and 
modestly by the host.

The elegant temple of mimic, hereafter 
to he known as Grünewald Hall, and poorly 
described above, was designed by C. L. 
Hilger, architect; erected by F . Keusch 
builder; illuminated by Sullivan At Bulger, 
gas titters, aud painted by Laeour & Pat- 
tersou, and the evidences of th e ir handi­
work eloquently speak their praise.
