A new
complaint was made out, charging that
Pratt was present at a game of ball, and he
was flned ten dollars and costs, and ap-

pealed.

We can not sufficiently express our
regret at the terms and tone in which the
Secretary of State is reported to have
spoken of the principal outrage commit-
ted in the Cuban war—the summary
murder of four or more persons captured
on board a vessel held as lawful prize for
being engaged in running the blockade of
the Cuban coast. There are several points
in the conversation attributed to the Seec-
retary which scarcely comport with that
sympathy that a republican officer should
entertain for a people who, if conquered,
must share the fate of these murdered
men, or for six hundred thousand slaves,
whose sole chance of emancipation hangs
on the success of those who are fighting
for the freedom of the slave together with
their own. Thoe Secretary explaius the
ron-intervention, of what he calls the
“good republicans” of the Spanish gov-
ernment, by saying that the volunteers of
Cuba are bloodtbirsty and ungovernable.
This would be an admission which Spain
could not make without giving cause of
wioral intervention by all civilized powers.
We apprehend that Spain will make no
such  disavowal. These  passengers
on the Virginius were murdered by
a courtinartial. The sentence of a court-
martial can not take effect except upon the
approval of a superior in command, and
this superior, as well as the Captain Gen-
cral of Cuba, bas been appointed by the
Spavish governmenf. In the same con-
nection the Secretary states that the Span-
ish government has made many conces-
sions “at the instance of our govern-
ment.” What these are we know not, ex.
cept to have refrained from shooting some
of our own people ; but the great conces-
sion of universal emancipation, promised
by the Spanish government, Las in no
sense been executed either by the mon-
arch or the President of Spain. The re-
buke for not going to fight in Cuba, ad-
dressed to those who seek aid in the United
States, and the remark that Santa Rosa
was ‘‘a great fool" for going back to fight
for Cuba, are contradictory. We do not
tLink that it will read well at the centen-
nial celebration, that the example of
Franklin and Deane and Adams, seeking
aid in a foreign land for the liberation
of their own, should have been thus
even indirectly reflected upon. The
whole .enor of the conversation leans
toward the exculpation of Spain for the
barbarities practiced in Cuba, while for
those who have proclaimed and daily die
for religious freedom and the emancipa-
tion of African slaves the words are very
few and almost words of censure. The
subject is very grave, but the consequen-
tial tone of the interview reminds
one of “Lord Decimus Tite Barnacle
in all the odor of cirenmlocution, and
with the very smell of the dispatch box
upon him.” The expressions which fol-
low are highly diplomatic—*‘this sovern-
ment can not aclt upon vague informa-
tion.”

In regard to the seizure we have no offi-
cial information. It the Virginins was first
sighted in Spanish waters, and chased to
the high ssa acd captured, that forms one
view of the case. If she was on the high
sea and was chased to Jamaica, that forms
unother; and if she wus captured within a
leagne of Jamaica, it becomes a matter for
H'm English government to take cognizance
of.

This is not unlike the protocol of Mr.
Commissioner Pordage when called to
make official intervention in behalt of a
party of British subjects himself being
one of them then in the hands of pirates
and to be shot in two hours.

“You will observe,” said Mr. Pordage,
looking atv the torn enffs of his diplomatie
coat instead of at me, “that I can not take
cognizance of our situation. No memoran-
dum of it has been drawn up; no report in
connection with it has been presented to
we. I con mot possibly recognize it until
the necessary minutes and mewmorandums
and reports have reached me through the
proper channels. When our miserable situ-
ation presenta itaelf to me on paper I shall
bring it under the notice of government;
aud government, after a proper interval,
will bring it back again under my notice,
and then I shall have something to say
about it. Not a minute before—no, my
man, not a minute before."

But the intimation that the United
States should be careful lest she subject
herself to money damages as England did
to the tune of “fifteen and a half millions
of dollars,” scarcely expresses the senti-
ment of the American people. England
intervened in our affairs to divide and
overthrow a republican government: the
United States is called to do the same
thing to stop a brutal and savage war, to
sustain a republican struggle and expand
the principles of emancipation to the ends
of the earth. In this point of view, if
Lave justice on our side, the possible
cost of maintaining and spreading human
liberty should far outweigh with a Re-
publican statesman any dread of a DLill
for damages which may be presented
for so doing. The Rrrupricany has
stated the duty which shoald govern
the Republican press. It is to regard
the principles of the party as paramount
to the opivion or action of any of its
members. The question of emauncipation
and protection in Culba is one of infinite
importance. It behooves the administra-
tion to consider with great ecare the legal
possibilities of the situation. The Rurup-
LICAN represents a constituency peculiarly
interested iu these vesults, and it would
be derelict to its duties to Republican
principles if it forbore a candid expres-
sion of opinion whenever these interests
come to be in any maunner in question.

great faith in the Democracy, and believ-
are under the impression Congress will
be compelled, through its new accessions
of Democratic members, to reopen the
Louisiana case. It is unfortunate that
they are so easily led to believe in Demo-
cratic victories because this has led
them to show that they expected to
be able to set aside the will of the Repub-
lican majority in this State by a Demo-
cratic vote in Congress. This is an im-
possibiiity, because the elections this fall
will not lessen the stremgth of the
Republican vote. Wheu Cougress meets
its members will be two-thirds
Republicaz, and wupon all questions
of a partisan character the Republicans
will out vote the Democrats two to one.
Therefore it is worse than folly for the
Fusionists to regard their chances of sue-
cess as streugthened by the Democratic
victories of this full; for those victories,
whatever they may be, and the siguifi-
cance that Democratic newspapers and
partisans arc pleased to give them, will
only serve to arouse the Republicans, in
and out of Cengress, and make them act
together for the preservation of Republi-
can principles and rule. In regard to the
supposed gains of the Democratic party in
the late elcctions, the Washington Repili-
lican, noted for its ability and fairness in
dealing with political subjects, says:

Conceding to the opposition ail that they
claim, what have they gained’? In New
York the victory is a harren one. We have
carried the Legislature and hold in it a ¢lear
Republican wajority. It is true thut the
Democrats have clected their State ticket
and regained many of the important offices
in the city of New York; but with the les-
son which the Republican party of that
State bas just learned, there can be no
doubt that at this point their progress must
stop. Virgivia has been lost, and Kemper
elected mainly because of intimidation in
tho tirst place, and in the second of the pe-
cuniary influence brought to bear npon the
voting ponulation by the railroad rings aud
the moneyed classes. The Republican
‘varty ot Virginia is poor, so poor that it
could hardly raise money enough to defray
the legitimate expenses of the campaign.
The Dewmocratic papers, the Democratic
orators and the Democratic candidates,
from Governor down to town constable, ap-
pealed to their “white” brethren to vots
against the ““negro party” as they valued
their liberties, their race supremacy. and
their “social standing.” "Twas a pititul ap-
peal, unworthy of white men, unworthy of
men who call themselves gentlemen. That
it should aucceed is a blot upon our civiliza-
tion, and upon the century.

New Jersey, contrary to all expecta-
tiow, we have made great and substantial
gains. Mr. Stockton will have to yield his
rhwe in the Senate of the United States toa
tepublican. Missiseippi has elected a Re-
publican Governor in the person of General
Amwmes, beating the Democrats and the boit-
ing Republicans under the leadership of
Alcorn. To sum up: Of the five gnberna
torial candidates in the recent elections we
have elected three, and lost only one—in
Wisconsin.  As an offset, we have gained a
Senator. This is the practical result of the
battle; nothing more and uothing less. As
to the moral influence of the contest, there
is no significance in it whatever. It has, to
be sure, inspired the opposition with a cer-
tain degree oi contidence ; not the progrees
ive, liberal minded oppositicn, bnt the old
fogy, secession portien of it, who have been
a dead weight for the last decade. In the
end we shall gain more than we have lost :
and, if our leaders in the next Congress
upd out of it only show a proper apprecia-
tion of the needs and necessitics of the
present and the imwediate future, achieva
in the real, vital political years that are to
come, victories more magniticent, more im-
portant and decisive than we have vét won,

Of course, we do not expect our Fusion
friends to believe this simply Lecause it
comes from Republican authority. But
they will, nevertheless, find it too true for
their purposes. They will find when they
attempt to re-euter Congress that they
Lave not the ghost of a chance of obtain-
ing the removal of a Republican State
government, clearly the choice of the ma-
jority of volers, to make room for a set of
Democratic aspirants for salaries. And,
therefore, we may naturally come to the
conclusion that the convention of the
twenty-fourth instant must prove the end
of the Fusionists. Much, Lowever, may
be done in that body to -alleviats the
wrongs the Fusion party has fallen into
in making warfare upon the people. It
its proceedings are conducted with reason
and moderation, the convention will cer-
tainly do as little harm asit can good, bLe-
yond that of causing the mantle of charity
to be drawn over the defunct Fusionists.
