It seems, according to the Herald, that
Governor Kelloze was met by Warmoth
the day after the latter returned to the
city, in the Louisiana National Bank, where
the former happened to be on business.
Warmoth requested Governor Kelloge to
6tep aside, as he wished to inquire of him

a foew moments' tulk. The Herald says the
conversation was enlivened by the usual
bantering of political antagonists, but re-
sulting in no further grounds for the alarm
and suspicion of the Picayune than could
be based on the assurance of Warmoth to
Kellogg that in » very few woeks the farce
which the latter had been running so suc-
cessfully for some time would be played
out, and all his financial and ruin dodges
would not save him from the inevitable
doom of expulsion from the office ho had
usurped.

An incidental conversation on thia sul-
joct, last night. brought Governor Kellogg
out with smiles. He said the interview he
had had with Warmoth possessed no re-
markable political significunce; that he had
but a few momeuts’ conversation with him,
at the request of the latter, mainly rega¥d-
ing railroad matters; that Louisiana polities
waa referred to at the close, it was true, hut
that, so far from Warmoth saying what is
imputed to him by the Herald, be said, in
substance, that the opposition had not a
ghost of a chance. Governor Kellogg
guietly remarked that, if the opposition
could have heard what Warmoth had said
of them, their ears would eurely have
tingled. The Governor seemed to think
that Warmoth had got his eyes thoroughly
opened to the treachery and duplicity of
his late allies, and wounld not be apt to lend
them any further the use of kLis eloquent
tongue and fertile brain,

Free Cuba.

The intellizence of the murder of thirty-
rix of the crew of the Virginius aud her
captain and twelve of her passengers
caused a number of our citizens to call on
General Quesada at his residence last even-
ing. The General was oppressed with the
unfortunate tidings and hardly able to re-
ceive Lix guests. One of the most pathetic
incidents that any one can witness occurred
during the evening. The brother of one of
those captured oun the Virginius and mas-
gacred by the Spuniards came to agk if any
further inteliizence had been received. His
griet and that of all present was most
poignant, but all that cvald be said was
that it wezs the fortune of war. At that
tigis Caprain William MeCann dropped in
with eeveral Irish friends. Dr. Hava re.
ceived them, while the General was engaged
with his othér guests, but Captain McCann
liad only one thing to =ay. and in his own
brief mauner Le aaid it. It was currently
reported that a number of Irishmen were
ou the Virginius. Was it troe?

General Quesada could not say positively.
Captain McCann then said, in behalf of
himself and the fiiends with him, repre-
senting many different interests, that he
wished to assure General Quesada cf his
sympathy and that of his friends with him,
with the Cuban cause as the canse of lib-
erty. More than that, it the United States
government would recognize the belliger-
ency of Cuba, more men would present
themselves for service in Cuba than ships
could be found to transport. Butif the
government did not do that justice to Cuba,
the General had only to say the word, and
he would have all the men he wanted.

Farther, that whenever the General
wanted te go to Cuba to fight for liberty,
Captain McCann wanted to be beside him.
Several other gentlemen joined in pledging
themselves, as Irishmen, with Mr. McCann,
a3 supporters of freedom against the tyran-
ny of Spain. The meeting was entirely
informal, and consequently was rezarded
by General Quesada as of more importance
than a public one would hase been. IHe as-
sured Captain McCarpn that he appreciated
his offer, and the othor Cubans present
joined in with him. Remarks were made
indicative of the appreciation of the out-
rage committed by the Spanish authorities,
but nothing further was said than toindicate
the approval of the action of Captain Me-
(‘ann and of the friends with him.

A Precedent.

The St. Louis Globe of the tenth, recalls
to publie recollection an important event
in the Italian war which has an important
bearing on the case of the Virginius, re-
cently captured off the coust of Jamaica:

The position of the United States on this
subject, not only in the ground taken by
General Stephen A. Hurlbut, when our
winister to Colombia and the Virgininsjwas
pursued into those nentral waters by the
Pizarro, but in other cases, one of the best
of which may be found in the diplomatic
correspondence of 1860 and 1861, the inei-
dents of which ocenrred in connection with
the Sicilian expedition under General Gari-
baldi. The circumstances were as follows:

General Garibaldy left Genoa May 6, 15360,
with the steamers Piedmont and Lombardi,
baving on board exactly 1000 men, “the
thousand,” as they are called in Italy.
After touching at Follonica, on the frontier
of Tuscany, Garibaldi steamed straight for
Marsala, where he landed his men and am-
munition safely. Off the port of Marsala
there were four Neapolitan men of-war, hut
he dashed right through without receiving
any injury. Immediately after he had got
inside the harbor the four men-of-war ran
in after him, and mooring broads.de to the
town, opened fire on Garibaldi, but did no
serious damage, and they finally hauled off.
The Piedmont and Lombardi had been
seized by Guaribatdi  while lying at
anchor in Genoa harbor, and not being
his rightful property, had. therefore,
not the protection of any flag. Not-
withstanding which ho was not in any way
mwolested by two Epglish men-of-war then
lying in Marsala roads. So far from doing
so, the senior commander actually vro-
tested against the Neapolitan commoucre
iiring on Garibald1 after he landed, a remou-
strance which, after some few broadsides,
was respected. Nor did the Neapolitans
dare to capture the steamers after the expe-
dition was all ashore, albeit the royal flag
was still flying over Marsala. The siple
ground put forth by the English commander
for bis interference was that though an in-
surrection existed in Sicily, and through
Garibaldi, it was still a tact that the island
had neither been put in a state of blockade
nor a blockade been enforced, consequently,
the Neapolitan fleet soon atter steamed
away. After Garibaldi had marched
on and got possession of onehall’ of
Palermo, he found his 1000 men reduced
to 600, and dispatched his naval
aid-de camp, Captain (now  Admiral)
De Rohan, to Genoa to bring down rein
forcements. De Roban procured three small
vessels for carrying te Sicily the 4000 men,
but when just ready to move he learned
that a lurge Neapolitan tleet was waiting
to capturs him not far outside of Genoa
waters. He accordingly embarked 400 men
on the American ship Charles and Jane, of
Maine, under the command of Major Corti,
and sent her out in tow of a small tug. The
rase succeeded, and the whole Neapolitan
squadron steamed for Malta with the prize,
and De Roban, slipping out of Genoa a few
hours atter, arrived eately in Sicily with all
| his men and arms. So soon as Mr. Chand-
ler, United States mivister to Naples, heard
of the capture, he demanded the release of
the ships, and, after a briet detention, ship,
wen and arms were  delivered up, intaet,
and returned to Genoa, wheuce they again
sailed to Sicily, and twenty days atter their
capture took part in the battle of Milazzo.

Joth these cases seem to compare favor-
ably with that of the Virginius, there being
no effective blockade protecting the ports
of Cuba any more than than there was of

Captain Joseph Fry."

This distingzuished martyr to the cause of
liberty was born in 1826 in Pensacola, Flor-
ida, and entered the United States Naval
Academy in 15310 as a student in that famous
institution. In process of time he graduated
and reached the grade of first lientenant. At
the outbreak of the late war he was in
charge of the lizhthouses on the southern
gulf eoast. When he found bis section in_
volved in hostilitias with the general gov.
ernment, he, like many others, conscien-
tiously sided with the South. The com”
mand of the Maurepas, of the Mississipp;
mosquito fleet, was at once assigned him,
Wiale in command of the Maurepas Cap.
tain Fry rendered a good account of him-
selt.  Ilis careor as a commander is marked
by dash and brilliancy, while at the same
time he appoars to have earned for Limself
praise even in disaster. Ile was woundedin a
guuboat fight on White River and captured-
He was almost immediately exchanged, and
after rendering good service to the Conted-
eracy in the matter of blockade ruuning for
some mouths, he was assigned 1o the com
mand of the gunboat Morgan. This was
in 1861. He fought his gnnboat with fear-
ful pertinacity and indomitable valor in
Mobile bay, Lut vt course ull that was of
no avail. 3

After the surreuder Captain Fry enzaged
in this eify in comnercial pursuits. He
peacefully sought a livelihood in our midst,
makivg many fiiends, and proved himself
an estimablo eitizen. Seme four months
ago he left this placa tor New York city, on
business connected with his profession.,
Arrived in New Yok the command of the
Virginius was tendered hLim, and prompted
by his chivalric impulses he at once ac-
cepted. Ho has paid forteit for his devo-
tion to liberty with his life, and as we write
friend, foe, and Soutlierner,
unite in one accord to condewn his bar-
bLarous excen Captain Frey was at
the time of his ven yvears ot
agze. but had kept all the tire of youth

More Blood Shed tor Caba.

to spare his life. Aiferro is said to have
come to assume the presidency of the so-
called Cuban republie.

The summary execution of Ryan and
others was then talked of, and the Secre-
tary of State said the only explanation he
could give for what might now appear as an
unwarranted execution was that the parties
shot had been adjudged guilty of treason,
and the sentence ot the Spanish govern-
ment passed upon them some time ago. It
was an old Spanish law, as much in force
to-day as it was forty years ago, and those
summarily exeented, he had no doubt, were
on the list of condemned traitors or open
enemies of the Spanish government, and
their identity being proven, the wilitary
oflicer at Santiago de Cuba had no disere-
tion in the matter, but carried out the de-
cree of his government.

It was nothing new, merely the enforce-
ment of a decree based upon an old Spanish
law. Coming back to the question whether
the seizure was legal or illegal, whether the
Virginius was in every way protected by
her register and ciearance papers, whether
the parties on board were destined for a
regular port, as he had already stated.
could only be known when the State De-
partment had received such particulars as
the magnitude of the queation demanded.
The President said he had read the press
dispatches, announcing that eighty Cuban
insurgents, captured as prisoners of war,
had been shot on the field, and while the re

port lacked confirmation, he was prepared
to heardof its confirmation. After what had
already occurred in Caba he was satis-
fied the;Spanish government weuld not ap-
prove of such butchery. It was a matter,
however; which an enlightened government
could not ovedlook. Ifindeed thia method
of warfare was necessary to tne Spanish
republic individudlly, he could not wish
such a government prosperity.

If the Spapish people. in their effort to
establish a republican form of government,
could not eontrol the authorities in Cuba,
then in the iuterest of humanity he thought
it time to interfere, not to encourage the
struggling Cubans or to embarrass the
Spanish republic in any way, but wholly in
the interest of civilized humanity. Such a
precedent had already been established:
“My attention.” he remarked, “has recently
been called to this, and I refer the matter
to the Secretary of State.”

After the transaction of the routine busi-
ness which ordinarily comes betfore the
President at a Cabinet meeting, the session
closed.
