Bt is true ceive
R0 compensation for their labors, but these
are pot heavy. An occasional visit tothe
schools, the serving on two or three com-
mittees, and their attendancs on one regu-
lar and a few specizl monthly meetings, is
all that is demanded. WBaving accepted the
trast they bold, they shoald carry it out
faithfully or resign.

The regular monthly meeting las® night
was a specially important one. The appro-
priation €or the pooriy paid teachers was
to be made. In cousequence of the absence
of theme derelict members, these ladies and
gentlemen are pat cif for another week.
Some directors being out of town, of course,
could not adtend, but wore than a quorum
could eaaily have been present. Out of
eighteen, only seven came. Other matters
of importance to education were to have
been acted upon. If two out of the seven
others who were in the city bad atvtended.
all this business could have been transacted
in a couple of hours

The meeting adjourned one week. This
will give time to the alsentees to make up
their minds whether they will make amends
for their neglect by attending that night. or
by sending in their resignations early, to
afford an opportuniiy to the Btate board to
fill their places with gentlemen whose edu-
cation and self-respeci prevent them from
accepting an important and honorable po-
sition without intending to discharge its
duties.

Terrible Tragedy.

Shortly after sundown on Wednesday
evening, the twenty-sixth instant, in D. H.
Caliahan's grocery, Richard Wafer. under
the influence of liguor, stabbed a colored
man, Seaborn Walker, well known about
town. The cirenmstanees attending the
stabbing were these: Wafer was standing
at the counter of the bar room, when Walk-
er and Ben Polk, both colored men, came
in. Walker requested the barkeeper to
give Polk a drink, that he wanted none him-
self. Wafer caught Walker by the collar
and asked him why he did not drink.
Walker told him that he did not want any-
thing. After some words from Wafer he
drew a large knife from his pocket, threw
hig hand behind Walker and stabbed him
in the back, quickly placing his knife back
in his pocket. Walker fell on the fioor say-
iug that he was stabbed. When Wafer was
accused of the stabbing he became furious.

The barkeeper demanded of the mayor
and the deputy sheriff thar Wafer be ar-
rested. They had heard of the stabbing,
and by this tims wereat the grocery. A
posse was snmmoned. They then endeav-
ored to urrest him. e retreated from the
grocery toward a rack on the opposite side
of the publie square where his horse was
hitched, still having his knife drawn, defy
itig arrest; when within a short distanece of
Lis horse, Mayor Richardson stationced him-
self between him and the horse, informing
bim that he could go no further iuo that di-
rection. At this time he seemed to become
wore furious than ever. With his knife
aplifted, he advanced upon Deputy Sherift
Nalle, who repeatedly told him to come no
further or he would be compelled to shoot
bim. Nalle was standing with his back to
another rack buv a short distance from the
one to which Wafer's horse was hitched.
Notwithstanding the warnivg he continued
to advance upon Mr. Nalle, and when
within about five feet, or nearer as some
say, and still advancing, with Lis knife
raised, Nalle shot him, the ball entering
Just below and to the right of the heart,
severing some one of the main arteries. He
died within twenty minutes from the time
he was shot.

This was an unfortunate afiair for many
reasons.  Mr. Wafer was a wember of one
of 'he best families in our parish, and ex-
cept when under the influence of Jiquor was
a quiet, gentlemanly younyg man, well liked
by all who knew Lim. When intoxicated
he was desperate and unreasonable. He
bas frequently before been in some desper-
ate afirays when drinking. His death was
uravoidable. His desperate character was
well known. We regret exceedingly that
he should have lost his life, but as the affair
is related to us we do not gee how it could
well have been avoided. The whole com-
wunity sympathize with his family, as also
with Mr. Nalle, who, by his pecaliar situa-
tion was foreed to the commission of an act
which he would have gladly avoided.

Mr. Batler, of Maasachusette. said that at
the request of Mr. Pinchback, of Lonisiana,
he would move that the portion of the reso-
lution peuding yesterday in regard to the
Louisiana_elections which applied to him
(Pinchback) be laid on the table.

Mr. Eldridge, of Wiscousin, asked Mr.
Butler whether he proposed to let it lie on
the table indefinitely, or to call it up at
some future time.

Mr. Butler replied that he proposed to
supplement that motion with a resolution
to refer all the credentials to the Commit-
tee on Elections.

Mr Beck, of Kentucky, said, that if the
motion required unanimous consent, he
would object. He wanted a vote by yeas
and nays, because the case of Pinchback
stood on exactly the same grounds as
the case of Sypher and Sheldon.

After some altercation, arising out of a
misunderstanding of a motion, the resolu-
tion, 8o lar as it applied to Pinchback, was
laid on the table.

Mr. Cox, of New York, offered a resolu-
tion to admit E. C. Davidson to a seat as
Representative from the fourth congres-
stouul district of Louisiana, and proceeded
to explain and advocats it, stating that the
contestant, Mr. Peters, had died since the
clection, and that, therefore, Davidson had
the right to the seat, not only prima facie,
but on the werits.

Mr. IHale, of Maine, sought to raise the
question whether the House would now con-
sider the matter, stating thatthis object wus
to have the States called for biils, in order
that he might press a bill for the repeal of
the increase of salarylaw ; but the Speaker
ided that Mr. Hale was rather late in
ng the point, and 8o Mr. Cox proceeded
h a speech in support of his resolution.

Mr. Butler, of Muassachusetts, stated that
the House by its action yesterday had vir-
tually decided the quaestion, because if Pe-
ters had not died, he would have been ad-
mitted with Sypher and Sheldon. A special
election had been held to fill the vacancy,
and George L. Smith had been elected, and
was entitled to his seat.
