D e­
cem ber 1, defendan t by a w rit from d is tr ic t 
cou rt of St. B ernard , seized th e  crops of 
pe titioner's  p lan ta tio n  m ade in 1873. which 
lie bonded in  th e  sum  o f $10,000. P etition  
alleges the  tw o su its  to  be for the sam e 
cause o f ac tion  to r $11.00(1; th a t D ecem ber 
2. dé ten d an ts  by a  w rit from  th e  S ixth D is­
tr ic t  C ourt, seized tw enty-five barre ls  mo­
lasses o f petitioner, w hich he bonded for 
$1100; th a t D ecem ber 4, by a  w rit from  the 
d is tr ic t co u rt of St. B ernard , d é tendan ts  
seized th e  sam e p ro p erty  th a t  th e y  had 
previously  seized by w rit from the sam e 
court, w hich petitio n er again  bonded lor 
$12,500; th a t tu e  su its  a re  the  sam e; th a t 
defen d an ts  have a lready  seized p to p e rty  
exceed ing  th e ir  claim s; th a t n o tw ith s tan d ­
ing th is  fac t, d efen d an ts  are  p reparing  
papers  to  seize th e  sam e p roperty  again. 
P e titio n e r invokes th e  p ro tec t on i f  the 
co u rt and  fears defendan ts  v  ill ru in  him  if  
th e y  a re  not a rres ted  in these un law fu l pro ­
ceedings.

T H E  SANTIAGO »LA UG H TER .

A nother Aeeonnt—A H orrible Scene—H ow  
a B ritish  Officer Brough: B urriel to  
R eason.

Times. J

The MorniDg S tar, from Santiago de Cuba, 
arriv ed  here th is m orning. I b e  MorniDg 
S ta r w as in p o rt a t  S antiago when the Vir- 
ginius was b rough t the re , an d  du rin g  th e  
w eek of executions. The second m ate. 
Coffin, gives a  graphic descrip tion  cl the 
scenes of th a t m em orable peiiod , and  inc i­
den ts, m any of which are new. Mr. Collin 
is an  in te lligen t and  respeetatily  connected 
young American. H s n a rra tiv e  is corrobo­
ra ted  in  every  deta il l>y the  o ther officers of 
th e  M orning S tar. He says th a t the  Yir- 
gin ius w as convoyed in by th e  Tornado and 
an o th er Spanish man-of-war on th e  evenin^ 
o f the first ultim o. I t  is not tru e  th a t the 
inhab itan ts  of S antiago w ere w ild w ith joy 
On th e  con tra ry , they  w ere excessively 
q u ie t, aud  no dem onstration  w hatever was 
made.

The A m erican llag, w hich had been borne 
a t  th e  m asthead  o f the  ca p tu red  vessel, lay 
conspicuously upon her q u a r te rd e c k  to he 
tram p led  upon by  h er cap to r's  crew , and 
was no t rem oved un til tLe nex t eveuin,. 
On S unday a fternoon  the prisoners were 
lan d ed  by the T ornado 's (mats. A ll. with 
th e  exception of Ryan, V arona, Del Sol aud  
Cespedes, had  th e ir  elbows p* niotied behind 
aud  th e ir  hands handcuffed in tro u t. Thi 
tre a tm en t of the  four la tte r  seem ed to  be a  
so rt o f respect to  th e ir  supposed leadership  
A fter they  had  all beeu d raw n up upon the 
w h arf they  w ere m arched in the  cen tre  ot a 
trong  g uard  to  th e  prison. A t a  q u a rte r  

to seven on T uesday  m orning R yan, Yarona, 
Del Sol and  Cespedes w ere conducted  
to  th e  slaughterhouse, a  w alk of abou t ten 
m inutes. R yan wore a  blue sh irt over his 
w hite  sh irt, w ith  a  silve r s ta r  on Lis breast, 
and trudged  gaily  along as if  goin 
w edding. H e sm oked a cigar the  en tire  
route . oMii d id  not th row  it aw ay until the 
m om ent cam e to r th e  firing. A 'p i ie s t  a d ­
vanced  to  his side and  offered the consola 
tion of religion, bu t R yau w aved him off. 
Even the Sj-anish officers w ere loud in th e ir 
adm ira tion  o f the  coolness and  indifference 
w ith  which he m et liis death . The A m eri­
can consul hav ing  a ttem p ted  a  pro test, 
G eneral B urriel p laced a  double row  ot 
sen tinels  around  the consula te, th u s  keep 
ing our rep resen ta tive  a v irtu a l prisoner 
until a f te r  the  butcheries. A t lo u r o’clock 
on F rid ay  afternoon, C aptain  F ry  an a  
th irty -s ix  oi his crew  w ere shot. Mr. Coffin 
w itnessed th e ir  execution  from  th e  wail of 
th e  slaughterhouse.

The victim s w ere ranged fa tin g  the wall, 
and a t a  sufficient d istance from  it to  give 
them  room to ta ll forw ard . C ap tain  F ry  
having  asked  for a  g lass o f w a ter, one wa< 
handed  him by C harles Beil, the stew ard  of 
th e  M orning S tar. F ry  then  w alked from 
Uie end of the line to  th e  centre, and  calu 
aw aited  his fate. H e w as th e  only man 
th a t dropped  dead a t  the f i r s -  volley, mit 
w ithstand ing  th a t the firing p a itv  were h u t 
a  d istance  of ten  fee t aw ay. Then ensued 
a h o rrib le  scene. The Spanish butchers ad 
vanced to  w here the  wounded men lay 
w rith ing  and  m oaning in agony, end placing 
the  m uzzles of th e ir  guns :n some instant- 
itrto the  m ouths o f th e ir victim s, pulled ;he 
D iggers, s h a fe r in g  th e ir  L e a d s  into frag ­
m ents. O thers o f th e  dy ing  men grasped 
th e  w eapons th ru s t a t  them  w ith a 
spairing  clu tch , -and sho t a fte r  shot 
w as poured  in to  th e ir  bodies before 
dea th  quieted them . P. O. Sanderson, the 
first m ate of th e  M orning S tar, who 
s tand ing  on the  bridge o f .bis vessel when 
th e  first volley  was fired, says th a t tor 
abou t ten  m inutes th e  tiring  rem inded  h-m 
of a, fou rth  of J u ly  ce lebration . Ail the 
bodies w ere tum bled  in to  c a r ts  and  tak 
a t  once to th e  cem etery . Mr. Coffin says 
th a t  th is  ba tch  of v ictim s, a t least, seem ed 
to  have  d o  notion o f the fa te  th a t  aw aited  
them . T hey w alked along quite m errily , 
singing, ch a ttin g , laugh ing  aud  sm oking.
