S ir — Washington dispatches of yesterday 
contained a  letter addressed to you by Mr.H. 
N. Ogden, of this city, asking an investiga­
tion into the Louisiana contest aud assert­
ing, first, th a t the present State govern­
ment was not elected by the people, and 
secondly, that, it  can not sustain itself.

In reply I have to say that, so far as I 
am concerned, I am quite willing, if such 
he the desire of the committee, tha t an in­
vestigation he had, both thorough and com­
plete.

Such an investigation will disclose among 
other lacts tha t Mr. Ogden and other promi­
nent Democrats,in the April con vention.1872 
bitterly denounced Gnvernor Warmoth 
and the convention adopted a resolution de­
claring th a t any political alliance with 
him would be infamous. At this time and 
subsequently these gentlemen bitterly up ­
braided Warmoth lor withholding his sig­
nature from laws then in his hands repeal­
ing the obnoxious features of the existing 
State election aud registration laws, and 
repeatedly publicly congratulated them­
selves and the people tha t the enforcement 
law of Congress would serve as a check 
upon W armoth and aid in securing a fair 
election. Yet it will appear tha t a few 
weeks later these very gentlemen entered 
into an alliance with Governor Warmoth 
by which, in consideration of his using the 
executive patronage and power to secure 
to them the State government, they agreed 
to send him to the United States Senate. 
At a meeting called to ratify this coalition, 
Mr. Ogden, Mr. McEuery and Governor 
\ \ rat moth spoke from the same stand. Mr. 
McEnery said: “This compact is binding 
upon us all, and we must accept it  in its 
entirety;” aud Governor Warmoth said the 
reason why he did not sign the election and 
registration laws was because his allies had 
changed their minds and did not now de­
sire him to do so; th a t the existing election 
laws were as good as they wanted. At the 
same meeting the enforcement act of Con 
gress, previously approved, was condemned,

In this connection 1 ought to mention, 
tha t when I was in the Senate, prominent 
Democrats, including several members of 
the Democratic State Committee, wrote, 
urging me to do all I could to extend the 
provisions of th a t act over the eutire State. 
An investigation will show tha t afterwards 
the registration and «-lection laws, and the 
power aud patronage of the Governor were 
used to the utmost extent in the interest of 
the Warmoth Democratic Fusion ticket 
tha t ballot boxes were stuffed and changed; 
tha t after the election, the returns were in 
some casts forged, and in other cases al 
tered, and th a t fraud and violence were 
resorted to after the votes were cast, to the 
end tha t a large and known Republican 
majority in tbe State might be overcome.

An investigation will show th a t by the 
registration taken under Fusion auspices, 
but subsequently suppressed, there was a 
majority of 9000 colored voters in the State.

Recently, in a speech delivered before a 
colored convention in this city, 1 charged 
all these tilings and many more upon the 
Fusion leaders. The New Orleans Times, 
an opposition journal, republished this 
speech the morning tbe Fusion convention 
assembled in this city last month, especially 
calling their attention to the charges made.

Mr. Ogden’s assertion tha t the existing 
State government can not sustain itself is 
easily disposed of. Except in a few distant 
border parishes, where a number of des­
perate and lawless men, inspired by the 
hope of some action by Congress favorable 
to them, continue to pursue the Bourbon 
policy of shooting colored men and occa­
sionally a white Republican—with these 
exceptions good order prevails, and the 
rights of all citizens ere protected, irrespec­
tive of race and color. The federal troops 
have not been called into requisition for 
months, except in one case, and then only 
to act as a posse to aid the United States 
marshal in arresting the Colfax murderers.

That the uTesent State government is 
self sustaining is still further shown by the 
collection of taxes. During 1872, the last 
year of Governor W armoth’s adm inistra­
tion, the total amount of taxes paid into the 
treasury was $3,21)9.000. The present ad­
ministration. from January  1, 1873, to No­
vember 30, has collected and paid into the 
treasury $3,870,000, and this amount does 
not include the returns from the country 
parishes for the quarter ending with the 
current month, which are the heaviest of 
the year. Hero is an excess of taxes a l­
ready collected by us over 1872 ol more than 
half a million, and it is safe to say tha t by 
the end of tbe present month it will reach 
at least a million. There have been no ex­
traordinary measures resorted to, and very 
few tax sales have taken place. We have 
paid the interest on our punlic debt anil all 
the large arrears left by the late adminis­
tration, notw ithstanding present financial 
embarrassments. The excess of taxes col­
lected over last year is made up in part of 
taxes which have this year been paid into 
the treasury, but which in previous years, 
though collected, were diverted by dishon­
est officials; but the greater portion of it 
results lrorn the collection of taxes from 
th a t class who, though best able to pay. 
have heretofore refused to do so on 
various pretexts, not the least of 
which was hostility to the then exist­
ing State government, which they con­
stantly  asserted to be the child of the un­
constitutional reconstruction acts of Con­
gress, and a usurpation forced upon the 
State by federal bayonets. This they have 
been in the habit of" asserting with quite as 
much vehemence of the late as of the pres­
ent State government, and it has been too 
often a convenient pretext on the part of 
many for refusing to pay taxes. Hence the 
enormous delinquent lists which we found 
due when we took charge of the State.

W herever one of these wealthy tax re ­
sisters has been made to pay his taxes he is 
half converted already to the support of 
this government, aud thinks his recalcitrant 
neighbors should he made to do the same. ' 
The most bigoted partisans here can not 
but acknowledge that the opposition to the 
State government is limited now to a com­
parative few. The most conclusive proof 
of tili« is that all the efforts put forth re 
eentlv to assemble a convention in this city 
ro protest against the present State govern­
ment and to appoint, a committee to lay 
their pro est before Congress resulted in a 
wretched failure, only equaled by the 
ridiculous collapse of their unification 
dodge of last summer; and tha t the commit­
tee appointed by this so-called convention 
of the people has dwindled down to the one 
vaunteil representative of "we, the people 
of Louisiana,’’ in W ashington—the Fusion 
Tielihorne claimant to the office of Attorney 
General of the State.

OUR, PUBLIC SCHOOLS

EXAMI NATI ON IN THE FOURTH DISTRI CT

All the public schools in the Garden Dis. 
trict were unusually lively yesterday, on 
tbe occasion of annual examination day. 
No extraordinary efforts had been inaugu­
rated to make an uncommon display, yet 
sufficient preparation had been made to 
mark the event in a suitable manner. 
Teachers and scholars fully understood the 
importance of the task before them, and 
they were equal to the demand. Parents, 
too, had been induced by childish repre­
sentations to participate to a limited ex­
tent.

At an early hour School Directors Long 
street, Tracy, Bootliby, Russell and other 
members of the board began their official 
visits.

M rtlo n o g h  S choo l—Girl*.
This is one of the largest and best schools 

in the district, having held tha t reputation 
for years. The daily roll shows about 500 
names—a little  village in itself. The 
children are very regular in attending, and 
are remarkable for their proficiency in all 
the branches before them. Iu the principal 
room the roll of honor furnishes twenty- 
four names—all being exceedingly forward 
in their books. There are eight depart­
ments, presided over by capable instruct­
ors. The building and surroundings are 
pleasant, though rather limned for so large 
a number of children, and the furniture 

.generally is presentable. There will soon 
be some extensive transfers in the different 
rooms, as it is quite certain tha t nearly all 
the applicants for promotion to the High 
School will succeed. The names of the ex­
pectants are : Misses I. Bennett, L. Ingra­
ham, II. Hildebrand, K. Steaiey, M. Mur­
phy, I. Harby, M. Redtiscb. I. Hester, R.

After the regular examination, both 
teachers and pupils gave an exhibition for 
the purpose of showing what could be done 
and to amuse the large audience. Indeed, 
the  visitors were so numerous th a t they 
could not be comfortably seated.

During the exhibition the programme 
was slightly varied by some of the pupils 
presenting Mrs. Taylor, the principal, with 
a splendid silver bu tter bjw i of unique pat­
tern. This was done in full sight of the 
audience. Misses Auvrey and Criswell 
were also recipients of thoughtful presents. 
Other teachers will soon receive mementos 
from the pupils. The condition of the 
school, as a part or entirety, is altogether 
satisfactory to the directors ami to the 
parents. The teachers are as follows: Mrs

sistant; Miss E. Quick, second assistant;

Mein 
ernv, th ird  assistant; Miss L. W hitaker, 
third assistant.

L iv e  O ak —B o ss.

Here is a wilderness of schools, the sev. 
eral departm ents being under different 
roofs. F irst is the principal's building, 
tolerably well arranged, with a good yard. 
Two of his assistants are with him. Ou tho 
opposite corner are two more buildings, 
nothing to boast of, where three assistants 
have classes. On Ninth street, near the 
corner, are two more rooms. These difler- 
ent localities are made to subserve the re­
quirements, bqt would not answer well 
were it not for the fact th a t the teachers 
are capable of toiling successfully under 
adverse circumstances. The principal in­
forms us th a t he has 368 boys in constant 
attendance, and he may be, as he is, proud 
of his pupils. The furniture in all the 
rooms, except the principal's, is simply 
abominable, so poor th a t a second-hand 
wood dealer would not haul it away as a 
gift.

A lter recess the boys marched over to the 
girls’ school and joined in the exercises.

Tin- report of the Hancock Literary Asso­

of the natural phenomena of the universe. 
He Thought that the progress of civilization 
depended largely upon a general knowledge 
of the laws of heredity.

Mrs. Dorsey sustained the position taken 
by Dr. Walker, and found tha t each of the 
preceding speakers had unw ittingly sus- 
sustaineu it also; indeed, she paid a most 
eloquent tribute to the grand aud universal 
law of eternal progress. She said th a t the 
debris of each decaying civilization served 
to enrich the soil whieh nourished its suc­
cessors, making them more luxuriant and 
prosperous, illustrating this position by the 
fact that the constitution and laws of the 
United States were formed from the debris 
of all past nations, including the Egyptian, 
Greek, Roman, French and Spanish.

CONGRESS.

N ennte.
W ashington, Deoember 9.—Mr. Alcorn, 

of Mississippi, introduced a bill to provide 
tor the construction of levees on the Missis­
sippi river. Referred to tho Committee on 
Li-vets.

Mr. Hamilton, of Texas, introduced a bill 
to erect public buiidiugs a t Austin, Texas. 
Referred to Committee on Public Buildings 
and Grounds.

Several financial bills were discussed. Mr. 
Alcorn introduced a bill for constructing 
levees on the Mississippi. The bill provides 
for the construction of levees and author­
izes the chief engineers of the army to cause 
to be made, as soon as practicable, such ex­
planations, surveys and drawings as may 
be necessary lor the location, design and ex­
ecution of a complete system of levees for 
tbe reclamation of the Mississippi between 
Cairo and the Balize. the work to be let out to 
contractors and executed uuder the super­
intendence of the Secretary of War, and 
the Chief Engineer of the army, pro 
vided tha t disputes as to the looation of the 
levees shall be decided by an engineer of 
the W ar Department, on the one side, and 
on the other by the civil engineers em­
ployed by and a t the expense of the State, 
county and individual or individuals con­
cerned in each of the said disputes, subject 
to a final appeal to the Secretary of W ar.

It also authorizes and requires the Secre­
tary  of the Treasury to issue and sell bills 
of the United States having not more than 
forty years to run, and bearing interest at 
8 rate not exceeding five per cent per 
annum, this issue and sale to be made from 
time to lime, as may be necessary for the 
purposes of this act; provided, the said 
issue shall not exceed such a  par aggregate 
as may be necessary to realize $36,000,000 
in currency.

The fifth section provides tha t the pro­
ceeds of the sales of the bonds shall be set 
apart in the treasury, subject to the order 
of the Chief Engineer, countersigned by the 
Secretary of War, for the expenses of the 
survey, superintendence and construction 
of this system of levees; provided that this 
act shall not be held to apply to any drain­
age d istrict in which the State or States, 
levee d istrict or districts, county or coun­
ties anil individuals concerned shall not 
have complied, within two years from 
the date of this act to the following condi­
tions of its operations, th a t is to say: First, 
all the swamp or overflowed lands held and 
owned by any State, or States, within the 
drainage district shall be ceded to the United 
States; secondly, all right and title in the 
lands embraced within tbe base of the said 
ievee, with full jurisdiction, over the same 
shall be relinquished without charge to the 
United States, and the right to borrow 
earth on either side,or both sides of tha t base, 
for a breadth not exceeding 200 feet shall be 
conveyed for the purpose of constructing 
the levee to the United States without 
charge; thirdly, a tax  on the drainage dis­
trict suriioi-nt in the opinion of the Secre­
tary  of W ar for the maintenance of the 
levees within tha t district a t their original 
size and strength be placed a t the dis­
posal of the Secretary of W ar annually for 
the repairs ot these levees, beginning m the 
first year after their completion; the man­
ner of levying, collecting and paying over 
this tax  to be made by State legislation 
satisfactory to the Secretary of War; pro­
vided further, tha t nothing herein con­
tained shall he held to caase delay in com­
mencing the explorations, surveys and loca­
tions necessary for entering on the execu­
tion of the said levee works.

The sixth section provides tha t the levees 
.within each drainage district shall be the 
property of the United S’ates, and shall be 
policed," repaired and protected from tres­
pass. under such regulations, penalties and 
system as may be hereafter determined by 
law.

The seventh section provides th a t this act 
shall be in foroe from and after its passage.

Senator Aicorn was appointed on the 
Committee of Mines and Mining.

The Vice President gavff notice he would 
be absem several weeks, suggesting the 
election of a speaker pro tem.

The Senate then adjourned.
H o u se .

The proceedings in the House to-day were 
of a lively character. After the passage of 
a bill for the redemption of the twenty mil­
lions loan of 1858, the question of the in­
creased salary bill came np and was dis­
cussed until the hour of adjournment. The 
two chief advocates ol tbe repeal who ap­
peared on the stage to day were Messrs. 
Cox, of New York, and Lawrence, of Ohio.

The former was pretty  thoroughly ridiliqd 
by Mr. Negley. ol Pennsylvania, wfiile Law­
rence was made tbe bu tt and laughing 
stock of the whole house, because he had to 
confess, that as a member ol Congress in 
1866 he hail pocketed $4000 of back pav, 
uuder circumstances quite as discreditable 
as those which characterized the last salary 
grab.

The only Southern man who particinated in 
the discussion was Mr. Lynch, ol Mississippi, 
who boldly avowed that the Southern mem­
bers were opposed to any reduction, and a t 
least wanted tha t no reduotiou should ap- 
ply to the present Congress. On the whole 
the salary grabbers were in tbe ascendant. 
A vote will be asked but hardly reached 
to-morrow.
