ABTEE FOB THE FUTURE.

With that freedom of counsel which is 
inspired by our devotion to republican 
principles we do not hesitate to say that 
the published adjustment of the Virginius 
difficulty will not be satisfactory to the 
American people. That the United States 
does not wish a wanton war with Spain 
has been proved by our whole history. 
We respected her rights upon this conti 
nent, even when she endeavored to entice 
Kentucky into secession from the Union 
when she repealed the right of Western 
deposit at New Orleans; when she allowed 
her territory at Pensacola to be an asylum 
for the savages who ravaged our frontiers, 
Throughout the long war waged for inde­
pendence by the American colonies of 
Spain our government was neutral, and 
during the revolutionary disturbances in 
Cuba we have sold vessels and munitions 
of war to Spain and denied all aid to the 
patriots proclaiming moral and physical 
freedom. In this atrocious massacre of 
men claiming American citizenship the 
State Department has labored to save 
Spain any unnecessary humiliation and 
to appease the national indignation of the 
American people by the most equivocal 
concessions which could satisfy both 
nations.

We fear that while our Minister of State 
may have won the admiration of European 
diplomats by his skill in avoiding a posi 
tive issue, the concession of the right to 
invade the floating territory of the United 
States, and cany thence to captivity and 
death American citizens, may unsettle the 
doctrine which the United States has pub 
lished in the resolutions of the Senate and 
interpolated upon the unwritten law of 
..’lirions. Madison claimed that a neutral 
flag protected the vessel from truck to 
keel, and the naval war of 1812-14 assured 
the freedom of an American ship from any 
right of search by a foreign power. We 
record again our objection to arbitration 
by foreign powers of any question affect 
ing American rights upon this continent 
or elsewhere.

There are two points now involved for 
consideration by our government:

1. lieparation and indemnity for the 
acts complained of.

The agreement to restore the Virginius 
and the surviving prisoners is an apparent 
expression of regret for the outrage of her 
capture, and yet it is only to restore the 
coffin of the gallant dead. It is to cast 
back the casket when the jewels have been 
abstracted. It seems to be accompanied 
by no disavowal of the act of the subordi­
nate -officers who committed i t  There 
are many cases in history in which a 
power compelled to do justice has so ex­
ecuted the specific stipulations of a treaty 
as to practically defeat their effect. Bor­
gia, compelled by a Flinch army at the 
gates of Home, to surrender a Mohamme 
dan prince, complied with the engage­
ment, but the unhappy prince died within 
a few hours of his delivery, from poison 
administered by the perfidous power, 
which thus annulled the very act it had 
agreed to perform. To consume the 
bodies with quicklime and send home an 
empty sarcophagus, gives no assurance ol 
even contrition for the crime.

The salute to the American flag may 
mean much or little, as Spain may inter­
pret i t  It may mean an acknowledgment 
that the honor of our flag has been vio­
lated by the specific act complained of 
It may be set down to the respect which 
Spain entertains and habitually exercises 
toward a sistc-r republic and an ardent 
ally. It may be even construed as a dis­
play of magnanimity that Spain has not 
permitted those feelings to be interrupted 
by even an act of alleged injustice on the 
part ot her old friend and ally. We 
should like to have it known what ac­
knowledgment is intended by the salute.

2. Some guarantee that these outrages 
can and will be prevented by Spain.

If Spain shall acknowledge that the 
capture of the Virginius and the murder 
of her citizens was not done by her order, 
and could not be arrested by her com­
mand, then an inference results that an 
aet of similar enormity may be repeated. 
Indeed, the cost of the transaction thus 
far is not very serious in comparison with 
its military effect. An expedition for the 
military aid of the insurgents has been 
destroyed; many lives of enemies to Span­
ish rule have been taken. It Las cost but 
the powder of the massacre and of the 
salute, with the delivery of a ship which 
could in no sense and before no tribunal 
out of Cuba be adjudged a lawful prize. 
There is every motive and entire im­
punity for repeating the deed.

There should then be some guarantee 
demanded by the United States, lest from 
the inability or tacit sanction of Spain 
these outrages shall be repeated. Ttys is 
the real gravamen of a treaty. Neither 
empty ships nor empty concessions will 
afford any bond of protection to any one 
who may lose a ship or a friend in future. 
The great duty of our government is to 
put the repetition of this outrage beyond 
doubt. There are two modes by which it 
may be effected.

1. To recognize the belligerency of the 
parties to the Cuban war. This subro-
ates each to the benefit of lawful war. If 

in American citizen be put to death con­
trary to these rights, it will be cause of 
war at once.

2. The military occupation of Cuba un­
til, such time as Spain can demonstrate 
her ability to govern her own citizens or 
subjects as it may turn out. We have 
given examples of the right to execute 
the law of nations for a power which can 
not itself enforce these laws over its own 
dependencies. It was signally executed

the United States in the case of the 
Turkish government and her Bombay 
prisoners. Not having the text of the 
proposed convention with Spain, we can­
not, of course, say what are the condi­
tions of atonement offered us. But, pass­
ing over the mode of atonement for the 
past, it is plain the United States is en­
titled to some adequate guarantee for the 
future, and thaf can be effected in either

A P18PÜTEP  OLAOr
The Picayune having seated Sheridan in 

t h e  House, w ith o u t  bo much as asking 
leave of that body, and credited him with 
a speech which he never delivered, has 
turned its attention to the genial task of 
instructing Governor Kellogg in the his­
tory of Louisiana politics. The subject 
of the lecture is the quid pro quo promised 
Governor Warmoth for his able and ener­
getic support of the Fusion ticket in the 
election of 1872. Our contemporary is 
about as far out of line in one case as the 
other.

We are not prepared to say that the un 
derstanding that Governor Warmoth was 
to have the Senatorship was made known 
to either the Picayune or to Mr. Ogden!

The Legislature that was expected to 
elect Governor Warmoth to the Senate 
never met. He counted among his 
friends all the Senators who held over as 
well as those returned by the Hatch- 
Wharton board. While he remained Gov­
ernor he held the keys of the situation, 
and hence expected to finish up the whole' 
business at the extra session. Judge Du 
rell’s prompt and most proper action de 
feated the almost achieved object. The 
legal House of Representatives impeached 
the Governor, and he was forced from hi. 
vantage ground. When he became weak 
ened the little Democratic politicians be­
gan to proclaim that they were not par 
ties to any arrangement with their great 
champion. They had promised him 
nothing and would not consent that he 
should receive anything. But, unfortun 
ately for their prospects of doing anything 
at all, they could not muster enough ben 
ators to make a quorum.

As early  as l i f t  a  society for improving the eon- 
dilson of th e  laboring classes was formed in Lon- 
dou but th is  movement first became manifest in 
t s e ’great exhibition of 1851, in London, where, un­
der the  auspices of th e  late  Prince Albert, a model 
ot a  house suited to th e  w ants of ag ricu ltural labor­
ers was aliown. . . .

In Prussia, in 1848, an association was organized 
w ith the object of improving the houses ot the 
working people. I t was under the patronage of the 
King, anu included Prince Albert and the am peror 
of Russia among its  members.

Louis Napoleon, in 1849, when president of the  
republic, erected a “cite ouvrière” (a sort ot work­
ingmen’s dwellings) in th e  Rue Bochechouart, and 
hia efforts in ibis direction were prom inent a t  the 
Exposition in 186'

gift of £1511.0(10 lias been increased to £3M.t-uö.
In 1852, by a special decree, a loan of r  v ',0 

fraacs ( $ 2,000,000) was effected by  th e  French gov 
em inent for the  improvement of working m ena 
houses.

The object of th is  loan was not to construct 
buildings a t the  expense of the  State, but to aid in 
th e  formation of societies by guaranteeing to them , 
by m eans of subsidies, one-third of the cost of the  
buildings erected by them.

In addition, also, to the  subsidies furnished by 
the M inister of the Interior, th e  Emperor gave 
large sums lrom his civil list, for th e  purpose of 
aiding and assuring th e  success ol these hew e n te r ­
prises. , ,  ,

In addition to these enterprises, subsidized by 
th e  governm ent, a  large num ber of others were 
undertaken by conipauies, or by th e  heads of m an­
ufacturing establishm ents, and, in some cases, by 
private individuals.

The fact is uow evident th a t, by economy and 
saving, a  workman can, in a  few years, become th e  
owner of the  bouse iu which be lives.

It is true th a t, up to th is  time, societies like 
those of Mulhouse (for instance) b$ve been insti­
tu ted  auff supported by w ealthy capitalists ; but 
theie  is no reason why workmen m ay nbt,combine 
among them selves for obtaining the same result, 
and th e  snccesa of co-operative societies genehrily, 
in England and o ther countries, would seem to  in­
dicate th a t  the  plan is neither chimerical nor im ­
practicable.— [Kxtraet from th e  Report of James 
II Bowen. United States Commissioner, Paris Expo­
sition, 1367.

PROSPECTUS.
The situation which presents itself, and which 

has grown out of th e  events of tl  e la te  war. has 
caused many projects to  be sta rted  w ith  a  viffw to 
restore to the  S tate its lost.prosperity.

If we judge lrom general results, the  present e rs ­
tem  of large p lantations is a failure, and it eoiue 
law exceptions seem to «outradiot us. they  prove 
nothing in  fact, tor the  situation is gettiug worse 
aud worse every ilay.

Iu a subject of such grave im portance as the  one 
which uow occupies our atten tion , we must look. ' 
above all, to  the advancem ent of the general good, 
a t the  same tim e that we do all iu our power to 
secure to tlm m asses th e ir  welfare, and iu tins in­
stance th e  masses a le  composed of the  laboring 
classes. W hatever be th e ir  origin, thev  are en ­
titled  to our solicitude.

Before going any further, let us penetrate  our­
selves weil w ith the fact th a t the  present svstem  
of large plantations, not offering profitaole employ­
m ent to capital, the  la tte r  8eek9 elsewhere new 
and be tte r fields. W hatever little  o f it is left be­
hold resem bbs very m uch the rear guard of an 
army, whose du ty  is to  pick up the straggling few.

Credit has vanished, or is made too dear, and 
w ithout credit agricu ltural pursuits will Inevita­
bly suffer and decline. The difficulty of realizing, 
tue deiKj-B iu the paym ent of the interests, the un ­
certainty, in too m any cases, of the  reim bursem ent 
of the capital, and, above ah, the uum ereus wiecks 
we see all around us, iucreaoing iu num ber every 
year, are Hie causes which frighten capital awa'y 
trom the undertakings of the lsrge plantations 

The pieseut ayst.em is, therefore, condemned, 
and it would be folly to  retard  the movement 
which is destined to save the S tate aud ourselves, 
for we m ust not forget th a t onr fate is indissolu­
bly linked to th a t  of the S tate, as are the  passt u- 
gers to th a t  of the ship which is to bring them  to 
th sir  destination.

The last phase of public prosperity (it has been 
said before us) is to be found in the diffusion oi 
edueation ami property. The one being the n a t­
ural consequence of the o ther we shall tre a t of the 
latter.

Let us be sincere. There is, iu the  laboring 
classes, an ardent and iiresmtible desire,auff a just 
one a t th at, to a more equal division ot property. 

The fact threatens to engulf the right.
It is the  b e tte r  p a r te ' wisdom, nm neneeand j-iB 

tice to m eet h a lf way th is  natural and all powerful 
desire, because the cultivator will uot rest satis- 
Bed until lie acquires some land, and the mechanic 
until he obtains a home. Both are deeply in te r­
ested iu turn ing  to  the best account whatsoever 
little, they earn.

It is " th e  struggle for life” carried from th e  an i­
mal kingdom to the economical world.

To be a property owner is, in the minds of ail, a 
condition inseparable lrom th a t of freemen. Noth­
ing lender» one more improvident than  the pre­
carious condition of a journeym an, and, on the 
o ther baud, nothing invites to g reater prudence 
than the possession of a homestead.

That tile journeym an may have the facility of 
bei-ominga proprietor is the  object of 
T he  L a b o rin g , H o m estead  and  C o -o p era ­

tiv e  A ssoc ia tion  o f  L o u is iau a .
