B. S. P inchbaek  a re  
form al, and  he is en titled  to  a  sea t in the 
Senate, Le hav ing  p rim a facie case, and  
gave notice th a t ,  to  m orrow  m orning , a fte r  
the exp ira tion  o f th e  m oruing  hour, he 
would ask  th e  Senate to  proceed to  a  eon 
s idéra tion  ot th e  resolution.

Mr. Saulsbury , of D elaw are, hoped so 
ea rly  a  day would no t be fixed for the con 
s idéra tion  o f the resolution. H e though t 
the Senate should  have tim e to  exam ine 
th«  fac ts of th e  case.

Mr. F erry , o f C onnecticu t, asked  if  the  
reports and  testim ony in  regard  to  Louisi 
an a  taken  by the com m ittee la s t session 
w ere before the  Senate. T he cha ir replied 
iu th e  negative . F e rry  asked  th a t  those 
docum ents be ta k en  from  the tiles aDd laid 
before the  Senate.

Mr. Conkling, o f N ew  Y ork, inqu ired  if 
the C om m ittee on P riv ileges an d  Elections 
had reported  the  evidence tak en  in  regard  
to P inchbaek.

Mr. M orton replied  th a t th e  com m ittee 
had taken  no evidence. Ho in troduced  the 
resolution as a  question of righ t, th e  c re ­
den tials  o f P inchbaek being regu lar. The 
rep o rt and  testim ony tak en  by tho  com m it 
tee a t  the  la s t session could  be referred  to  
by the  S enator from C onnecticut, b u t he 
m ust object to  th e ir  being m ade a  basis for 
action in th is case.

Mr. E dm unds, o f V erm ont, inqu ired  if 
the re  w as any  s ta te  of f r e ts  behind  of the 
creden tials  to  show  th a t Y inchback  had not 
been du ly  elected  in case th e  Senate should 
adm it him  on hU creden tia ls  on being prim a 
facie.

Mr. M orton replied th a t  the  o the r side 
w ould contend th a t Mr. P inchbaek had  not 
been du ly  elected , and  th a t  th e  L eg islatu re 
electing  him was n o t tho  leg itim ate Legis­
la tu re  o f th e  State.

Mr. Borem an, of W est V irginia, th o ugh t 
all the docum ents before the  C om m ittee on 
P riv ileges and  E lections should lie prin ted  
and  laid before the S enate before discussion 
be com menced.

Mr. Colliding, o f N ew  York, th o u g h t the 
motion of tho Seuato r from  C onnecticut 
(Mr. F erry ) to  m ake the rep o rt and  te sti 
inuny iu the Loui-fi in a  case la st session as 
the  basis for ac tion  now, by tak in g  them  
t'rofn the files, should not pass. M r.^Pinch- 
back was not. a  p a rty  to  th a t  investigation.

Mr. F e rry  d id  no t see w hy there should 
he an  objection to  bring ing  "in th a t rep o rt 
and  testim ony. E v e ry  citizen of the U nited 
S tates was a party  to th a t proceeding and  
tW’e rv  citizen is a pa rty  to  this. T he résolu ­
tion r.ow before the  S enate w as in troduced 
by a  m em ber of the  C om m ittee on P riv i­
leges an d  Elections, and was no t a  repo rt 
from th a t com m ittee. He w as surp rised  
th a t S enators objected to  brin  tDg iu evi­
dent e w hieb has been taken  by a com m ittee 
ot the S enate in o rd er to  t nable Senators to  
a rriv e  a t a  conclusion. I f  th e  Senate w ent 
in to  the inqu iry  as to  th e  prim a facie case 
ot Mr. P inchbaek, it m ust also inquire  as to 
the guberna to ria l capacity  of Mr. K ellogg 
and  the pow er of the  L g is la tu re  electing 
Mr. P inchbai k.
